V. Becaute it practice* the precept* of 
Chrirt.

The life is conformed 
to hia will. Hl* will is the rule of ac­
tion. Tbe great question i*, what does 
Christ require? When Haul of Tarsus 
felt the first impulses of divine life in 
his soul, he said, "What shall I do, 
Ixird?” This wo* with him the ques­
tion of questions while lie drew the 
breath of life. We must not be satisfied 
with the mere moralities of life. They 
must be Imbued with the spirit of Chris­
tianity, anti there are things in Christi­
anity far above the realm of morality. 
Paul distinguished between “a righteous 
man" and “a good man." Christian 
goodness Is something superadded to 
strict righteousness. “Gqod works” is 
a comprehensive phrase including all 
that can be done for Christ. iMatt. 
5:18; Eph. 2:10; Phil. 4:8.) Jesus’has 
given to every one of his disciples one 
talent or more, and says, “Occupy till I 
eomc." He requires tbe propagation of 
the gospel in all the earth, aud hence, a 
church to be an epistle of Christ, must 
be a missionary church. Kuch a church, 
engaged earnestly and zealously in send­
ing the news of salvation to the end of 
the world, 1* au epistle of Christ; that

shaii they do who are baptized /or the 
dead, If tire dead rise not at all ? Why 
are they then baptised for the dead ? "

This clearly show* that at Corinth 
some persons had been baptized because 
of tbe dead (plural number), and that 
this practice was still in vogue. If they 
had lieen baptized instead of the dead 
or to benefit the dead, they would still 
have been baptized because of tbe dead: 
but the reveree is not necesMrily true.) 
These persons were not the great maa* of 
the church at Corinth; indeed, tbegreat; 
mass of convert* from heathenism are 
not baptized liecause of ddud friends. 
Aside from the fact that there is a lack 
of evidence that vicarious baptism was 
practiced at that early age, an argument 
from vicarious baptism would have 
lacked weight, for all those who prac­
ticed It must have already consciously 
believed that tbe pereonal Identity of 
the dead beneficiary stil 1 con 11 n ued .while 
the practice afforded no argument to 
those who do not approve of It.

But It might welt happen then as 
now, that many persons accepted Chris­
tianity and were baptized liecause of 
their dead friends—because of their ex­
ample, their influence, or their request. 
Much persons might sometimes doubt a* 
to whether death does not, after all, term­
inate personal Identity. Now, to reach 
persons the apostle’s argument comes 
with full force. Why should Wperton do 
anything at tbe request or from the in­
fluence of one who no longer exists? If 
personal identity eeaaee at death, the 
men of one generation have no-more to 
do with those of the next than tbe flies

Accurate translation of the New Test­
ament requires considerable acquaint­
ance with the prepositions of three lan­
guages ; for, certainly, by far the largest 
portion of the New Testament was writ­
ten in Greek by Jew*, and it is to lie 
translated into KnylUh. If “ ei* " has a 
broader meaning in New Testament 
Greek than in classical, it may be that 
the writers, not thinking in Greek,wrote 
"ci*," but thought "Ie." A. more in­
definite preposition of reference than the 
Hebrew “ Ie ” would be hard to find.

“ fnto,"' in English, denotes passage 
from “out of" to "in." A man goes 
Into a house; before going he is but of 
the house; after going he is in the house. 
This does not depend on the verb; but 
this meaning inheres in the preposition. 
If a'man is baptized into Christ, then 
before.liaptism he is -out of Christ, aud 
after baptism lie is in Christ I entertain 
no doubt that this meaning was intended 
by King James’ translators—it Is the ex­
treme High Church doctrine of l»p- 
tlsmai.regvneratfbn. As I do not believe 
this meaning was intended by the New 
Testament writers, 1 prefer another 
translation.

“ 7b” and "into" are Indefinite 
enough to express a mere reference. 
“ 7b ” Is umbiguous; it Is not only a 
preposition, but It is the sign of the in­
finitive mood—the so called rhemutlc 
" to." In the passage, “ the spirit of 
liondage again to fear," It is not obvious

I suggest that in this pannage the word 
"hujxr" lie translated “beaiute of." 
This meaning was not unknown to 
classical Greek, and it certainly tits well 
the Hebrew synonym of "hupcr."

place, January 23, 1821. He was a son 
of John D. Alexander, and nearly'all of 
his life was spent in Owen county. He 
very early showed an inclination toward 
religion and piety. In September, 1838, 
he professed religion and united with the 
church at New Liberty, being liaptized 
by his uhcle, Louis D. Alexander, who 
was so long the leading preicher in 
Owen county. He remained a member 
of Now Liberty church for some time, 
and then went into the organization of 
the Dallasburg church. Here, lie was 
ordained, about the year 1804, to preach 
the glorious gospel, in which office he 
was faithful until the dqy of his death. 
About twenty years ago he moved back 
to New Liberty and again attached him­
self to this church, of which he was a 
mem Iter when he died. He was only 
confined to his room a few weeks, and 
had so far recovered as to go altout the 
yard and farm,when he received a partial 
stroke of paralysis, from the effects of 
which he peacefully passed away from 
the scenes of this life, August 3, 1887. 
The funeral sermon of our dear brother 
was preached by the writer, to a very 
large congregation of people, in the old 
home church, from Aota 13:36. From 
these words the writer tried to show how 
faithful our brother was as a Christian, 
a citizen, a neighbor, a preacher, a father, 
and a husband. In all these relations 
Bro. Alexander " served his own gen­
eration by tjjp will of God.” Our brother 
leaves a devoted wife amt"three loving 
children to mourn his departure. In 
fact, the whole nelghlnrhood and county 
was in tears when th y heard of his de­
cease. But, outside of his relatives, those 
who felt his loos greatest were those 
whom he married, baptized, and over 
whose loved ones he uttered the last 
words of consolation and hojie. If we 
are tojudge from his labors of love as to 
his reward, we would say it would be a 
rich one in the other, world.

Before* I close I can not refrsin from 
quoting a sentence written about him 
after his death by one who had known 
him long and intimately. He said: 
“ Perhaps no one ever lived in the com­
munity who had the universal confi­
dence of the community to a greater 
extent than he whom we all mourn.” 
Now, in closing, we ask God to give to 
all concerned that grace which will ena­
ble us to say: Thy will, 0 Lord, be done.

Rev. Thomas Bottomly, of the Meth­
odist church, then spoke, expressing in 
warm terms his admiration and love for 
the deceased. He said that he and Dr. 
Keep had often talked over their differ­
ences, but never argued; that they never 
tried to see how far they were apart, but 
how near together, and that their agree­
ment was perfect touching the spiritu­
ality of religion.

Dr. Sears, ns well as Drs. Pendleton 
and Baker, had been notified by tele­
gram, but he was unable to be present. 
All three had served the church as ]uui- 
tor, and all had known Dr. Keen’s min­
isterial life. The audience, during the 
entire exercises, so tastefully conducted 
by the pastor, was deeply affected, and 
at’the close all that was earthly of Dr. 
Keen was borne by loving hands to the 
beautiful cemetery, where his elegant 
monument, already erected, will ever 
mark the last resting-place of the distin­
guished dead.

INTRODUCTION.
The healing of the cehturion’s servant 

«eems to have .occurred the same day on 
which Jesus concluded his sermon ou 
the mount, and after iris return to Ca- 
pernaum. Luke gives us particulars 
not mentioned by Matthew. See Luke 
7:1-10 where we learn that the centurion 
built a synagogue, and that he did not 
go himself to Jesus, but sent first elders 
of the Jews and their friends; but it

ored Jesus by Inviting him to dine, not 
even ofibring him water for bis feet! 
(Luke 7:38, 44-46.) “Speak the word ‘ 
only ”—that is, give the command to a < 
disease sb a muter to a servant, or as a < 
divine being with absolute power over 1 
nature. And he proceeds to illustrate J 
hbt idea by his own authority. “ I am > 
one (set) under authority ’’—and there- ’ 
fore authorized to command the soldiers 1 
under me, and at my word of command 
they “ come ” nnd 11 go/’ So with my 
servant when 1 say to him, “Dothis”- J 
he does It.. Bo art thou the divine Mas- , 
ter of diseases with supreme authority, । 
and thou hast hut to issue thy command 
and they willcbey thee."'

We can not avoid the impression that ' 
the centurion haa followed his nieseen- । 
gers and la addressing Jesus, or that Jo- 1 
aus has reached the centurion’s door, and 
is addressed by him in the words of the 1 
message already sent, in which a mar­
velous faith manifests itself, a faith that 
makes Jesus commander of the universe 
and of all diseases, and even of death. 
Jesus rebuked the Jewish nobleman for 
not exhibiting a similar faith ; and here 
is a Gentile, a foreigner, who manifests 
the very fkith in which the nobleman 
was lacking. (Bee John 4:47-40.) What 
wonderful spiritual insight the centu­
rion had ! In Jesus Ite saw a king with 
universal sway, at the very least a proph­
et authorized, to exercise divine power, 
and, perhaps, one in whom he can trust 
as a Savior, for Jesus regards him as a 
kind of “ first fruit” from among the 
Gentiles.

Sermon-making, not sermon-delivery, 
is the subject that have chosen.

A» might be expected, 
this rentimehtallsm reacts ?n tbe pul­
pit, and there grows up in the minds of

Accomplishing Immediate good 
at home it encourages all to make great­
er effbrts abroad. During ths past year 
$9,648.51 have been collected in this 
work; 636 pcreons have been baptized ; 
1,063 added to tbe churches under tbe 
missionaries. The need is Still great. 
Six counties have no Baptist church. 
New churches are needed in a great 
many populous places. Thirty preach­
ers have been appointed to do mission­
ary work this year.”

Col. T. C. Bell: “ I will say about one 
feature of the State Mission work that 
the thirty-five missionaries added td the 
churches over 1,000 membeis, a larger , 
average Increase than the regular pas­
tors. These missionaries Were paid a 
little over $100 each a pittance com- 1 
pared to their labors. And these mis­
sionaries did more colportage work than 
the regular colportera. Some of them 
being busy, with devotional duties, se­
cured nxslstunta in dispmlng Of l»ooks.

I know of one young lady thus en­
gaged who made over $2 a day for a long 
Ume for herself, this being her sbure of 
the commission on rales. Uretbo n, we 
must encourage and belter sustain this 
work. Wc really ought to sowrKen­
tucky six feet deep with . Bibles and 
other Baptist books. Do this and our 
success in cVery wayds sure.”

It ia the undoubted tendency of the 
present methods of cultivation to in­
crease the evils of drouth.
