We reached Bey rout at last. It was a 
gracious relief to escape from that dis­
ease-stricken ship. I felt like kneeling 
down and kissing the earth. I think 
every passenger lifted his heart in grate­
ful praise to God for deliverance. 1 
could but say: “Bless the Lord, O my 
soul; and all that la within me bless his 
holy name.” I praise him liecause he 
has brought me through many coun­
tries and over many seas ; I praise him 
for my deliverance from danger and 
death ; I praise him, because In landing |

of traveling through this Holy Land. 
I can not tell—I do not know—when 
the seed was planted, but some ten 
years ago the plant of desire spraug up 
In my heart.

Just as tbe burning sun went 
down to cool hfa hot face In the Mediter­
ranean we “ pitched our tents ” in Mt.

When we entered our new compart­
ments we could hardly believe that we 
were in tents.

Messrs. Will- 
lain Rogers and C. C. Tipton were duly 
chosen to he agents of tbe said building 
committee, and charged with the task 
of raising money to defray the expenses 
which the committee mightincurln the 
discharge of its duty.
