DEATH OF DR. P. H. MILL.

A prince and a great man has fallen 
in Israel. Many hearts were made sad 
this week by the announcement of the 
death of Dr. Mell. Although he had 
lived beyond the three score and ten of 
human life, we hoped to have him with 
us for tome years longer.

Dr. Mell was born in Walthourville, 
Ga., July 10, 1S14. He was baptized in 
1832, and began to preach in Oxford, 
Ga., in 1M4>. He did double duty as 
preacher and teacher for many years, 
and in both positions won great success. 
His work was remarkable for i's thor­
oughness. Whatever his hand found to 
do lie did with hlsmlght, and Ills might 
was that of a giant. For many yeanThe 
was a* professor at Mercer University, 
and afterwards at the State Uulvendty 
at Athens. During all these years h- 
wra pastor to churches near by; preach 
ing every Sunday. He was pastor of 
the Antioch church for twenty-eight 
years, and of the Bairdstown church for 
thirty-three. So great was his power 
that It was said every man for thirty 
miles round had been .made u Baptist 
by him, and that section went by the 
name of “ Meli’a Kingdom." When, in 
1H78, Dr. Mell was elected Chancellor of 
the University, his increased duties and 
his age forced him to give up his 
churches.

He wrote several valuable books which 
are of standard authority among Bap-
tista. The book which is the most wide­
ly known and used Is his little treatise 
on parliamentary tactics. As a presid-

Raising Orphan Pigs.
This Incident la told in an agricultural 

>aper: A superior small Yorkshire sow 
<ave birth to twelve pigs, suckled them 
br about twelve hours, and, then, fr m 
■ome cause, went out into ber yard, laid 
down and died almost Immediately. 
One pig had been stepped upon and 
tilled meantime, and another was so 
veak and inferior that it was put out of 

। be way. The other ten we decided to 
raise. The first proposition was to feed 
hem from a bottle with a rubber nipple, । 

-uch as is often used for orphan lambs. 
But the labor incident te this method 
■ras so apparent that it was not attempt­
'd. We proceeded. Instead, to teach the 
,ilgs to drink us soon as possible. For । 
his pnrpone, two boxes were provided, 

.'Hied with straw, a blanket thrown over 
■ach bo)[, and the pigs placed In one of 
them. They were then taken out one at 
i time, and while being shilted to tbe . 
other box each one was given a spoonful 
■f sweet and warm cream from cow's 
nllk. A cou|ile of hours later they were • 
-gain changed from one box to another, 
•nd fed with a spoon en route. Au Ayr- J 
shire heifer, recently calved, whs selected 
and kept at the stable as a base of sup­
plies. The new milk was then taken 
from this heifer and fed to the pigs । 
while warm. Then as soon as the pigs 
got to expecting food when shifted from . 
'•ox to liox every three hours, a saucer of 
warm milk whs used, their noses Held to . 
this, and a spoon assisted in feeding. । 
But by careand a little patient training, । 
the ten pigs were taught to drink well i 
from the saucer within twenty-tour 
hours. Another accident reduced tbe 
number to nine. These nine were fed 
every four hours for a week or so, and 
they grew and waxed fat astonishingly. 
Then the feeding whs reduced to six 
hours apart, and finally to eight hours. ' 
Soon they Iwcame no more trouble than 
an equal number of full-grown swine. 
Grain was given when they were old 
enough to eat It.

As these nine pigs, at three months 
old, are worth $1110 or more, we think 
the trouble well paid for. Tbe .special 
success was in teaching the pigs to feed 
themselves from a dish at such an early 
age, thus reducing the necessary labor.
