There is not even a hint of 
aiy other ground that allows remarriage.

If we take up now the first passage on 
this subject In the Epiettu, that in Ro­
mans 7:2, 3, we see that It does not In 
suy way modify the Gospel law, where 
both parties are.still living. It only rec­
ognizes the Old Testament law, that one 
jiarty might remarry after the other had 
died. If not interpreted in the light of 
Christ's language in the Gospels, this 
passage would even forbid remarriage on 
any account whoever, where both par­
ties are still alive, it says, In so many 
words: "If, while the one party live, 
the other be Joined to another, it is adul­
tery.” Nothing but the principle of in­
terpreting Scripture by Scripture could 
cause this passage to allow remarriage 
on any pretext whatever. But inas­
much as there is another passage which 
allows remarriage on one ground, this 
passage, of course, has to be Interpreted 
in the light of that. Divorced persons 
stand, then, tp say the least, aa little 
chance for remarriage under this lan­
guage of Paul ha they do under that of 
Christ. It is Important to notice this, 
because it lathe language'of Paul farther

Mr. Moody has not the <^onceit to be­
lieve he can interest people who are 
breathing confined air.

Scriptures that the ancient preaching 
had a legitimate place in the worship of 
God. To hear it was to honor God In 
the best possible way. How about the 
modern sermon ? The sermon that ia 
but an exposition and enforcement of 
some inspired passage? The sermon 
preached by a minister of Christ as truly 
called and qualified for his office as wss 
Paul himself? The sermon for whose 
utterance the preacher has prepared 
himself by lying low before God and 
listening to hear what his Lord hath to 
••ay unto him ? Let the pulpit mounte- 
bank be discredited to the uttermost. 
I have nothing to say for the men who 
rpultlply “ words without knowledge,” 
»r who speak with what some consider 
the “tongues of angels,” but without 
love. But when a servant of God pre­
pares for the pulpit, as Canon Wilber­
force says his honored father did, Is he 
not a modern prophet? I mean prophet 
in the strict sense, one who speaks for 
God.

We can not mend public services by 
increasing the hirman element at the 
expense of the divine. We are worship 
ing most devoutly when we say with 
the child Samuel: "Speak, Lord, for 
'by servant heareth!” Praise aud 
prayer are as likely to be poorly done as 
preaching, and an Increase of formal 
praise aud parrot-like prayer is not a 
promising improvement of public serv­
ice.

partment circular wasseBt to our Con­
suls sbroad, covering a series of inqui­
ries designed to elicit information for 
the benefltofourstockbreedera and dairy 
farmers, in their efforts to Improve our 
nstive stock, and to develop a foreign 
market for our surplus cattle and cattle 
products. The reports received in sn- 
swer to that circular have now been 
given to the public In a thick volume of 
H-W pages, containing 3«# full-page illus­
trations, as an Executive Document or­
dered to be printed by the House of Rep­
resentatives. The document, we pre­
sume, can be obtained of the government 
printer, like other government publica­
tions, at a small advance upon coat price.

themselves. Dr. William Wall, on the 
( first page of the preface to Jiis " History 
. of Infant Baptism,"says: "Amongall 
, tbe persons thatare recorded as baptized 

by the apostles, there is no express men­
tion of any infant.”

’ Bishop-M J. Spaulding says: “Again, 
the vast majority of Protestants admit 

, the validity and lawfulness .of infant 
. baptism, though the Bible certainly 
. contains nothing frpm which alone it 

cm be conclusively inferred : especially 
if you admit the generally-received 
Protestant notion that taptlsm 1s not 
net'essary to salvation." (/.ecfun^ on 
the Knidmcet of Chrittianity," p. 395.)

Tliis la In keeping with the question 
on page 10 of the “ Poor Man’s Cate­
chism ” of the Roman Catholic church : 
" How do we know infants are to be 
baptized, but by tradition?”

Dr. Woods, who was for a long time 
Profe-sor Ntuart’e colleague in Andover 
Seminary, says: It is a plain case, 
that tliere is no express precept respect­
ing infant baptism in our Sacred writ­
ings. The proofvthen, that infaut ta|>- 
tism is a divine Institution, must be 
made out in some other way.” (LecforeK 
on Infant Rii/ilium, p. 41.)

Now, reader, you have it. It is not in 
the Bitile, and Dr. Woods does not lie- 
Heve in the authority of tradition; yet 
it “ inuet be made out" that it is “a di­
vine institution." How is this to lie 
done? Perhaps we shall see hereafter. 
We Biptista would think it about time 
to give it up. But, as Mr. Beeeher said, 
it is useful. It bpldH their children in I 
the strong bondsof prejudice after they 
are grown up, and keeps some of them 
from Joining the Baptista.
