AGAIN.
Correspondence of the Western Recorder.]

Last week Red Hill broke the shackles 
of pastoral care and epjoyed the luxury 
of a brisk run up to New York. And 
now that be is back again, he begs to 
present to the readers a few Items picked 
up during the Journey.

First of all, he stopped for a day at 
Alexandria. This old town has a- quaint 
and curious history. It is staid, anti­
quated and singularly devoid of com­
mercial enterprise. Ktandlng in sight 
of the national capital, it has nothing of 
that bustle, magniflcence- and official 
grandeur which pertains to the latter 
city. But It is by no means destitute of 
attractions to this writer. It has a quiet 
lovely set of Baptiste, and while they 
are not so aggressive and influential as 
one could wish, they are devout and ac­
tive. Rev. I. Morton Mercer, a bright 
and studious graduate of our Seminary, 
is the pastor. He seems to have been 
predestinated for his present place. He 
tits it to the smallest dot. He lovee the 
place, aud the place loves him. The 
church is doing admirably under his 
leadership, and he is full of enterprises 
for the enlargement of the Baptist 
cause. J ust now he is having his house 
of worship renovated, and when fin­
ished it will lie greatly improved in con­
venience and tieauty.

Red Hill enjoyed also a visit of sev­
eral days to Vassar College. This, as 
many of the readers know, Is one of the 
iinest of all the American colleges for 
women, aud in point of fact does much 
real university work. Il Is, in reality, a 
school for women rather than for girls. 
It receives only those who have made 
large advancement in the higher lines 
of academic study. The students in 
most cases-gre graduates of other insti­
tutions, and it is worthy of mention 
that many graduates of other schools 
are unable to enter the Freshman class 
at Vassar. The college seems to be In 
admirable condition. It has recently 
abolished Its preparatory department, 
and yet Its patronage is very full. Its 
friends talk of Ite lack of money, and 
are successfully soliciting funds for im­
proving its work in several departments. 
But to this unsophisticated Southerner, 
who is the trustee of four or five educa­
tional Institutions in Virginia, Vasesu- 
seems to be superabundantly rich.
