In 
that tieabtiful sermon on the mount, 
where he tells us so much about mercy 
aud forgiveness, about turning tbe 
other cheek when we are smitten, he 
says, " Whosoever Is angry with his 
brother without a cause shall be In 
danger of the Judgment ” (Matt. 6:22). 
Why did be put in the words “ without 
cause?" If all anger is wrong those 
words are superfluous and misleading. 
Do they not teach that there are cir­
cumstances which Justify our being 
angry even with a brother ? Again, in 
the iiarable of the great supper, Christ 
Haiti, when tbe nervants returned with 
the excuses of the invited- guests: 
•• Then tbe master of the house, lielng 
angry." The master here represents 
tbe Savior himself. He is angry. Justly 
angry with those who ncorn bis love. 
But his anger does not lead bim to 
retaliation and revenge. It leads him 
to send out Into the highway arid 
hedgee for tbe poor, the maimed, the 
bait and tbe blind.

1. I don’t like to wear other people’s 
clothe* unless I have received permis­
sion to do so. and even then I prefer 
my own, though their cut may not be 
quite Mi fashionable or tbelr texture so 
fine.
