Such 
reems to be the case with the three 
great promises. The realization of each 
of these is made to depend upon keep­
ing Chrid't commandment*. "If ye

To this (prayer) it 1* necessary that 
a Christian do not overcharge hl* body 
with surfeiting and drunkenness, but 
keep It in subjecting; in respect to eat­
ing and drinking, so that he may be 
Watchful, sober and disponed unto 
prayer.

It fa well nigh impoasibie 
to hang any criminal who has money 
and influential friends. Outside of 
New Jersey we do not believe a man 
with 1100,000 and powerful friends can 
commit any crime that will cause him 
to hang It is doubtful also whether 
a saloon keeper, or a “valuable” elec­
tion worker can do anything that will 
rend him to the gallows. We know 
where a Judge waa killed for deciding 
a oare against a man, and where a 
saloon keeper shot down a man in his
