Unless they believed 
and took the remedy the dbeaee must 
ran lb course. Unbelief b tbe rejec­
tion of the one remedy for sin God baa 
provided; and therefore unbelief is the 
damning sin. It b reasonable and 
right to declare that he wbo refuses 
the only offered remedy shall be left 
witboat remedy.

Suppose a yellow fever sufferer 
should my to the messenger, .** You my 
I have got to die unltm I believe what 
you aay? I have intellectual difflcul- 
ties in the way of believing it. It b 
not right that a man should die on 
account of hb belief. I can not see 
how that remedy b adapted to my dis­
ease. If you will prove to me by 
chemical analysis and by physiology 
that your remedy b suited to my dis­
ease I may take It; but tiU you re­
mora my doubts I will not receive It” 
The beat answer tbe messenger could 
make would be, *' Here are those who 
were once afflicted as you ale. They 
took the remedy and are naw cured. 
That proves all you need to know. 
There is no other remedy, aad it can 
do you no possible harm. You muat 
die if you are not cured, and so try 
thia” All are sinner.. The Gospel b 
the only remedy for sin. Philosophy, 
science, art do not pretend to have any 
remedy. The man who accepts the 
remedy Is healed and he who refuses it 
dies. It b according to tbe profound- 
eat philosophy that “ He that beUeveU 
on the Son hath everlasting life; but 
he that believeth not the Son shall not 
see 11'e, but the wrath of God abldeth 
on him.” So tar from being unrea­
sonable, thb b the only possible way, 
the only way that does not flatly con­
tradict tbe facts.

The Gospel exalts character. Noth­
ing else, since the world began, has 
ever changed a bad man Into a good 
one. Thb b exactly the work of the 
Gospel.
