Almond Ice Cream.—Blanch and

Visitors to New Pallz. Ul.trr county, 
N. Y., may see upon tbe ancient local 
records the deed of land given by the 
Indians to tbe tint settlers, to wit, a

consideration of fbrty axes, forty ket­
tles, forty sdzes, four hundred strings 
of white beads, three hundred strings 
of black beads, fifty pairs of stockings, 
one hundred tiara of lead, one keg oi 
powder, one hundred knives, four

cleavlng-kulves, sixty blankets, one 
hundred needles, one hundred awls, 
and one clean pipe.”

The deed i«ani date May 2, 1877, and 
the purchasers were Huguenots. These 
Huguenots, refugees from France, had 
come to Kingston twelve years before; 
and this thrilling episode of their early 
fortunes is s tradition connected with 
the aforesaid curious old deed.

Three years after their arrival in 
Kingston, a woman, Catharine Dubois, 
rife of Louis Dubois, and three of 
heir children, were seized by prowling 
ndlana and carried into captivity, and 

all tbe efforts of the distressed hus­
band aud father to trace them proved 
unavailing. At lens th a friendly In 
dian came and told him that If he 
would follow Roundout Creek and up 
Walklll River, to a certain point in tbe 
forest, be would find tbe Indian camp 
where bls wife and children were: I 
but that he must go In haste, for the 
ssvsges would soon put tbe captives to .

Dubois and 
bls men fell upon tbe camp and soon 
routed tbe Indians; and when ha saw 
bis wile aud children safe again, be
