How long it would oouttoue to be re­
spectable to be a member, when tbe 
churches were filled with people who 
“ make no pretensions to religion ” to 
a question.

But tbe trouble-inth tbe phrase 
“confession of Christ," If It means 
anything at all different from profes­
sion of faith, Is that It claims too much 
for a new convert. Cruden *ay» of 
tbe words, " Whosoever shall confess 
me before men”—"to own and pro­
fess the truths of Christ, and to obey 
bls commandments, and that in spite 
of all opposition and dangers from 
men.” That to too much lor new born 
babes In Chrtot to claim. On their lips 
It smacks entirely too much of Peter’s 
spirit before bi* sad fall. And yet It Is 
evident all th>t is Included to what 
Chrtot calls " confession of him.” The 
new convert has obeyed only two <»m- 
maude—“ repentance towards God and 
faith to our Lord Jesus Chrtot"—but 
be intends, tbe Spirit helping him, 
that henceforward his life-shall be s 
confession of Christ before men till be 
dies and goes to be acknowledged :>e- 
fore the holy angels by tbe Master 
whom be has served. But to claim to 
have thus eoufeaaied Chrtot before men, 
Instead of simply claiming tbe belief 
that God has pardoned bls sins, shows 
a presumption which Illy accords with 
true religion.

If “ confession of Chrtot” means 
this, it means too much for young oou- 
verta. If It claims nothing, to a " sim­
ple acknowledgment,” and makes no 
pretension to religion, let tbe Camj>- 
telllles and Unitarians have IL It be­
longs to them, and not to churches 
who insist ou a converted oburch 
membership.
