On their way to the ecaffold, while 
Danton stood calm and unmoved, Ch- 
mille became frantic, struggling with 
hto bonds, and appealing piteously to 
the great throng of people who surged 
about tbe cart. Danton strove in vain 
to quiet hto friend. He rapidly and 
eagerly addressed tbe crowd and re­
called tn their memqry ail be had done 
for them. “ Behold ’" he cried In de- 
epoir, “the recompense of rhe first 
apostle of the revolntlon.” Hto young

Implored his life at the hands of 
Robespierre on the ground of their old 
friendship, tried to arouse the popu­
lace to follow her and attempt to save 
her noble, devoted husband. But she

passed under the guillotine. He early 
lost hto mother, and bis father deserted 
hto family. At the age ot twelve years 
be wu sent by a kind bishop to college 
at Paris. Here he remained until 20, 
among such fellow students as Camille 
Desmoulins, Danton, Frhron, etc., and 
won many honors st the Institution. 
Upon the completion of bls law course 
be returned to Arras, where his first 
Important case was to defend a man 
who Introduced Benjamin Franklin’s 
lightning rods against the charge of 
impiety. He soon rose to the bench, 
and as criminal Judge and in the dis­
charge of his duties was called upon to 
condemn a prisoner to death. This 
duty so affected him that he resigned 
bls office and advocated the abolition 
of capital punishment.
