There were more than two hundred 
drunkards gathered at a recent meet­
ing of the Breakteat Association in 
Philadelphia. A speaker, the Aalional 
BaptUt reports, requested all those 
who bad begun to drink after they 
were twenty-one years of age to hold 
up their hands, and only six were raised. 
In order to see If the others were 
merely indifferent and tailed to re­
spond, he requested those who had be­
gun to drink before the age ot twenty- 
one to raise tbelr hands. And a sea of 
hands were raised. Could there have 
been a sadder commentary on tiro ter­
rible decay of parental government?
