reach " the mark for the prize of tbe 
high calling of God in Christ Jesus,” 
and it ought to make us charitable in 
our Judgment of others who are in 
similar case. Thus it has been a oom­
fort to me many a time to rem amber 
that even such a man as Elijah ran 
away and flung himself “ under the 
Juniper tree;" and when I perceive 
that two friends have fallen out and 
departed aaunder, the one from the 
other, the recollection of Paul and Bar­
nabas helps ms to belldve that, though 
they may be both to some extent fa 
ths wrong, they may be both good 
men after all. Buch a quarrel, Indeed, 
is not a Christian thing; but stiD both 
tbe disputants may be Christian men. 
Many do not seam to understand bow 
both of these statements ean be true. 
but the record here of that sharp oon- 
tention between two mon who really 
loved each other and loved the Lord, 
may help to make the matter plain, 
and should keep ua from that unchari­
table disposition which Judges of a 
man’s character by ita excsptli nt 1 fea­
tures, rather than by ita genera, 'rend 
and tenor.

Since tbe days of Bishop Middleton 
no one expects to catcb the finer shades 
of thought in BL John or BL Paul 
without a study of the Greek article.

But aside from New Testament 
usage, Greek has special claims upon 
the minister's attention. A few of 
these must be noticed in fuller detail:

I. Greek is useful to tbe minister in 
his study of form and expression. No 
other profession demands as much In 
this direction as tbe ministry.

As a study of style, nothing is bet­
ter 'than the practice of translating 
from other languages Into our own. A 
man who Is ignorant of foreign tongues 
is also Ignoraut of his own, esys Gcntbe, 
speaking as a philologist, and-tblnk- 
ing of tbe kinship and derivation of 
words. But language is au art as well 
aa a science, and the habit of render­
ing tbe thought and idioms of one 
tongue into the words and idioms of 
another develops ease, accuracy, and 
variety of expresrion, qualities equally 
needed by tbe speaker and the writer. 
Tbe more delicate tbe shades, tbe sub­
tler the tones, which we seek thus to 
convey, the richer the sludv becomes 
in Its effect on tbe translator's style. 
Since tbe Greek, then, is unrivalled in 
subtleness and delicacy, no other 
tongue Is aa useful for such au exer­
cise as this. There Is also a closer 
affinity in structure between Greek 
and English than between either lan­
guage and Latin, aa Tyndal, tbe early 
translator of our Bible, discovered, 
which has an Important 'tearing upon 
tbe study of form.

2. Greek is useful to the minister, 
again, because It trains him in Justice 
and accuracy of thought This is not 
a question of style or form. It affects 
tbe whole habit of mind, and tbe 
whole moral nature as well. No other
