Permit me to say a few things 
about Wesleru Kansas. The saddest 
of all I can say is with reference to tbe 
condition of our Ztou. About three 
churcbee out ot every five are pita tor- 
lees, aud have uo houses of worship. 
Home of the most important towns in 
this western half of tbe Bute where 
churcbee exist, there is not now, uor 
has there lieen, a pastor for from one 
to two years. This is specially true of 
oouuty-seat towns. From Newton 
west to tbe Blate line, a distance of ,'W() 
miles, along the Banta Fe railroad and 
its branches, there are only eight min­
isters, and a |>art of those are secularly 
employed. There are twenty counties 
iu Southwestern aud Western Kansas 
lu which there are not that many Bap-

treaties, to flee from the wrath to 
come. They are to be coaxed Into bo* 
llnees: by a magical process which 
makes nothing of repentance, aud 
simply requires a “ faith” which costs 
no more labor than tbe snap of a fin­
ger. This shallow system may pro­
duce long roUs of “ oonverts," but 
does not produce solid, subroiled 
Christians. Hlnal is not an extinot 
mountain in Bible theology. Not one

tla'. mlDletera by one-third. These
counties comprise one-third of the 
Hute. In this territory there are not 
twenty Baptist churches. I regard 
Western Kansas as one of tbe most 
important mission fields in the United 
States. Other denominations are fair­
ly represented, aud yet they are com­
paratively weak. Tbe State Board is 
financially helpless, aud tbe Home 
Mission Society isn’t doing anything, 
comparatively, In the territory of 
which I speak.
