Christ’s sympathy for guttering hu­
manity was of a practical eelf-deuylng 
type.

He sought not 
the palaces of tbe rich, nor resorts of 
pleasure, but tbe humble homes of tbe 
poor, and oouches of helpless suffering.

Did it ever occur to ,u* that Christ 
was our example fin ;thto respect?

The 
appealing look of pain, of suffering, or 
of helplerenee*. finds no responsive 
word of cheer, nor act of kindness.

To oome in dally oontact with tbe 
needy and suffering, and refuse them 
th* relief they crave, will In time so 
harden the finer sensibilities of*the 
soul, that the person becomes almost 
incapable of performlugja benevolent 
act. When a man’s range of vlaon to 
limited to bis own Interest*, and bis 
heart becomes steeped in selfishness.
