shall preach, so be preach the truth

(which every young man ought to copy 
Into bto memorandum-book) is this: 
" Whose breaketb through a fence, a 
serpent shall bite him." I quote it 
from the Revised Version. Moot Old 
Testament scholars are agreed that the 
reference to not to a hedge of bushes, 
but to s stone wall.
