It tells us ex 
actly why a certain das* of evangelists 
hrve more Influence over the sensa­
tion-loving people than the faithful 
pastor who watches over them ** one 
who must give account. Add more, 
this das* of preacher* In oar orthodox 
pulpits are oonedously or unoonsdou*- 
ly opening the way tor a aeot one of 
whose peculiarities; is a denial of the 
direct agency of the Holy Ghoetdp the 
work o< regeneration. It this T*'not 
the leaven that 1* working in certain 
quarter* we are mistaken.

It was our fortune once to attend a 
aeries of meetings conducted by a suc­
cess In I evangelist, and during the 
three weeks of the series never once 
did he touch the cardinal doctrines of 
the Bible. Conviction, repentance, 
regeneration, hollo***, ths witness of 
the Bpirit, the doctrine of the atone­
ment, the final doom of the wicked— 
none of these themee 'engaged hl* 
thought* No *et of sinner*; can be 
genuinely and thoroughly converted 
without Instruction In these doctrines, 
and when the pulpit; generally dl»- 
<wrds theae ground-principle* If suc­
cessful In getting people Into the 
church st all, pastor* will find oo their 
band* not only " rough ashler* " to be 
polished, bat a vast number of mem- 
bera In full fellowship who will bsve 
to live in an unconverted state, drj» 
regenerated after reception and bap­
tism. Already there 1* complaint. 
Our Baptist brethren, who have so 
continuously and faithfully preached 
experimental religion, and demanded 
a “oouverted membership," are com­
plaining that many members are com­
ing in without ever having experienced 
the new -Irth. When they complain 
of such, after a rigid examination be­
fore the ohuroh of the applicant’s 
state of grace, la it not reasonable to 
euppoae that others have ground to 
complain, especially among the 
churches which havs received so many 
member* converted under the mini* 
try ot «up«rtlcial and »en*aUonal evan- 
gdlst* ? A* Methodists ws hav* sue-

tlonal. It is exceedingly, attractive, 
printed on fiqe paper, be»utlfully Illus­
trated, and, having a wide draulatioD, 
Ie sold very cheep. It 1* excellent; ex­
cept that it excludes the principles for 
which we contend, and by so doing 
MM*n* to Imply their worthiesane** 
Many of the teacher* too. In our Bun­
day schools are young, inexperienced, 
and fed little interest In our cherished 
via**

Perhape it will le mid that In union 
schools and in the use or undenomina­
tional literature the children of Baptists 
fare as do the children of Pedobaptlst* 
Thia, in a sen** I* true; and yet the 
result 1* greatly In favor of pedobap- 
tUm. The popular current favors thia 
practloe. No man, especially If be is 
not tinder stronc Baptist influence, 
will beoome a Baptist without clear 
slid deep convictions that B*ptlat 
principles are right. In submitting to 
IniiOHrsinn, he goes agalnsf the popu­
lar current. If * man Is converted 
Without definite Baptist vlew*he will, 
aa a matter of o >ura“, follow the mul- 
ritude. He will not Inquire what the 
Hcriptures teacb;t>ut take it for granted 
that.no many good,wise and great men 
aa are arrayed on theslde of pedobap- 
'Um cannot be In error. Tne succeaeof 
B-.pt let principles must depend, not on 
iiumien of social li tl ienoe, but a oon- 
wieotiou* regard to the teaching of the 
lively orae'e ; and to secure this con- 
x-leDtiouanees, early and careful relig­
ions training Ie necessary.
