I have received several qUMtlona, 
some of which have been on hand for 
some time, in regard to the probable 
reasons why Baptiste have grown so 
much more rapidly In the South than 
in the North.

Ing-the old-fashioned day of holy rest,

Let us call up, by the magic wand of 
memory, the old-fashioned Habbath 
home, as many of us have known it in 
our childhood days. Ito very opening 
was a benediction of quietness, and we 
needed nb calendar to tell what day It 
was. The morning meal was aa early aa 
on other days, for our fathsrs had never 
seen the mmlern revised edition of the 
Fourth Commandment, which reads :

labor the hardest on this day, so that 
the meals may be the moet sumptuous 
of all the week.’’ The old-fashioned 
Mosaic law included even the man 
servant and the maid servant. With 
the endldg of breakfast came the fam­
ily worship, when father took the 
Word of God, and read the chapter for 
the day, with Bcott’e, or Henry’s, or 
Doddridge’s commentary on each 
verse (there was no limited express 
train then through the Bible territo­
ry), and then came the singing which 
mother’s sweet voloe led, and we chil­
dren thought It the richest voloe in all 
the world. And then followed the 
prayer, which summed up all the mer-

aside for contemplation on eternal 
things, and through it all, the links of 
love growing brighter and more firm­
ly riveted, linke which shine to-day, 
though broken, with a lustre that the 
passing years can never cloud.

Dear old Habbath home! Dear old 
Church, which though plain even to 
forbidding sternness, memory decor­
ates with all the rich colon of a loving 
reverence ! What would some of yorn 
give to be children again Just for a day; 
and to spend a Habbath with parents 
and brothen and sisters in the o!0 
house at home, to kneel once more at 
the family altar, to sing once more 
those old household hymns, and bear 
the admonitions from father’s lips, 
and feel mother’s gentle hand on the I 
curly bead? -

We would not blind our eyes to the 
Imperfections of this Habbath of the 
past, for it had its imperfections like 
everything of this earthly life. There 
was a gloom about it, for which even 
the Bunday clothing waa Do adequate 
compensation. There waa an eBort to 
compress the child-nature into an Iron 
frame of religlousneM that waa abnor­
mal and lujurioua—there waa too lit­
tle of chtarfuluiss and too much of an 
awful Holemuity, which mads ua tread 
the hours of Hai urday with reluctant 
feet, liecauae Bunday os me after Hat- 
urday. It would have liven more 
perfect, had there tarn mure sunlight 
of Joy, more artless, luucoeut laughter, 
more freedom of the home conversa­
tion ; in a word, bad there been to the 
child heart fewer leaflees theological 
trees, and more flowers of eplritual 
Joys which the little hands could 
pluck and the young hearts could 
ohsrtoh.

But admitttlng all these defects, we 
recognize thia grand feature; in that 
Habbath of by-gone-days, that its pur­
pose was the training of the family In 
the nurture and admonition of the

The dis­
ordered relation produces by It wib 
spread distrust and stimulate malice 
which will foment a reigu of violence 
which will inevitably break down and 
Mexioanlz < Southern society.

In order to lead the negro our South­
ern white race and civilisation must be 
luaintained in their integrity. To per­
mit relations to beoome ooufuaed and 
all elements to become churned up in 
tho South is to break this integrity 
and forever destroy the possibility of 
elevating the negro. The first leeeou 
(or tire student to learn is to know his 
place. The first results of Northern 
leadership is to get the negro out of his 
place. Thus normal relations of peace 
and good will between the races In the 
South are an impossibility with this 
leadership.

Northern interference and help are a 
help to disorder which leads to ruin.
