done so by their righteous, pure, de­
vout lives. On the other hand, there

usually commenced bto ministry , in 
the synagogues, and sd bad opened bto 
commission by addressing tbs seed of 
Abraham, to whom belonged tbe cov­
enants of promise, yet they had al­
most everywhere rejected the Messiah, 
and refused tbe grace of the Gospel, 
At tbe same time, It was evident that 
they had missed the righteousness 
wbich they conceived they had ob­
tained ; for, as a nation, they were in 
bondage to superstitious prejudice, and 
we<e fallen low, both as to morality 
and spirituality, Insomuch that they 
were correctly described by tbe propb­
et when he said, “ Except tbe Lord of 
Batiaoth had left us a seed, we had 
been aa Bodorna, and had been made 
like unto Gomorrha.”

I. First, I crave your earnest atten­
tion to a WONDER OF grace. Certain 
men had attained to righteousness^ 
They had, so to speak, " put their 
hand upon righteousness.” They'had 
griteped the righteousness of faith, 
which is the righteousness of God. 
They oould say, " Therefore being jus­
tified by faith, we hajs peace with 
God tbaough our Lord Jesus Chrtot?’ 
These without boasting oould declare 
that Jesus Cbrtot was mads of God 
unto tbem wisdom and righteousness. 
In tbstn the righteouanere of the law 
was fulhlled. They were at peace; for 
the fruit of righteousness Is peace; 
they were grateful, earneet, devoted, 
zealous, and they yielded their mem- 
bers instruments of righteouanesa 
unto God. The Lord bad covered 
tbem with the righteouaneso of Chrtot, 
and had Intueed into tbem tbe right- 
eouaness of hto indwelling BplriL 
Saintly mon and saintly women were 
produced among thooe who once had 
used z*curious arte” and enchant-

seemed highly Improbable that they 
would ever do so. This is a great won­
der, for which all heaven rings with 
hallelujahs to God.

They at once believed in 
the Lord Jesus: the thing was done 
suddenly, but It was well done. Tbelr 
first hearing of tbe Gospel saved them. 
We read of one o' them, that be hail 
shut up the preacher in tbe prtoon, 
and bad gone lo bed; but lu tbe mid­
dle of .the night an earthquake shook 
the prison1, and that night henotonly 
liecame a believer, but be was baptiz­
ed, and all his household. Theee Gen­
tiles did not want hammering at so 
long as some of you do; they did not 
require the preacher to rack bto brains 
to find fresh Illustrations and argu­
ments, ;aud then labor in vain year 
after year.QAt the first summons they 
surrendered. They no sooner saw the 
light than they rejoiced in It.
