I will venture the assertion that not 
one In ten Baptists understands, or be- 
rievee, the doctrines of grace as set forth 
in our articles, or as interpreted by our 
theologians. Weare all sound perhaps 
as to the mode and subjects ot baptism, 
as to the form of church government, 
church msmberehlp and the like, but 
when It comee to the doctrine of elec­
tion and predestination, salvation sole­
ly by grace, the final perseverance of 
the saints and kindred subjects, many 
Of our people stand, more or lees, upon 
Armlnian ground. Borne of our 
preachers, teachers and professors 
stand there. Not a few, perhaps, are 
tinctured with that arch heresy, 
Uampbelliam; and many of our 
preachers and people have lost the 
idea of pressing repentance—godly 
sorrow for sin—as a condition to con­
version. or an element of faith.

tlcleut power in Ontario to divide the 
commou school fund, aud with their 
proportion, have established parochial 
schoujs under the control of their 
priests. Under the new form ot gov­
ernment, the Catholics, being In the 
majority, have taken entire control of 
the public schools in the province of 
Quebec. But even this did not satisfy 
their greed for proselyting power. 
Home Rule gave them opportunity to 
recall the Jesuits, whom Eogllsb law 
had banished, and re-endow them 
with their ancient privileges. This 
done, the famous, or rather, Infamous, 
society demanded of the provincial 
legislature an appropriation of flou.'KM 
with which to endow a Catholic uni­
versity, under the Illy disguised pre­
text that this sum was due the corpo­
ration for property in the city of Q ie- 
bec, confiscated to the British crown at 
the close of the old French war a hun­
dred and thirty years before. As a 
majority ot the legislature were Cath- 
oHos, there was little doubt that the 
appropriation would be made.

At this Junctures diepite arose be­
tween the Catholic bishops and the 
Jesuits as to the ownership of the 
claim. With the consent of the legis­
lature an appsal was made to the Pope 
of Rome. Hu Holiness decided In fa­
vor of the Jesuits, aud the legislature 
allowed the claim. Of course the mi­
nority protested, and an appeal was 
made to the Dominion parliament. 
But the members of that l>ody, fearing 
the lull hence of a veto ou Catholic 
votes, declined to take cognizance of 
the appeal; and now the Protestant 
tax payers of the democratic state of 
Quebec, who own most ot the property 
Of the province, will be forced to pay, 
not only for the support of the public 
schools, all under the sui>erlntendence

Christ. A purpose to obey Christ, to 
do whal be requires, is the considera­
tion that should intlieuce converts in 
soeklug church relations. True, their 
own good will be promoted by means 
of obedience to Christ, but this will be 
incidental, and incidental good will be 
precluded If obedience to Christ la ig­
nored. The true method of securing 
personal good is to exemplify true loy­
alty to Christ. He does uot permit bls 
followers to serve him for naught, but 
they must serve him by doing at Ac 
»a^», aud not by having their own good 
supremely In view. They must show 
their love to him by keeping his com­
mandments. They must be so intent 
on this as comparatively to forget their 
own good. I do not know whether 
Mr. Moody adopts what Dr, Hodge 
called the “ happiness theory,” but it 
is a very objectionable theory. No 
creature,and certainiyimo Dew creature 
in Christ Jesus has the Fight to make 
happiness the end and alm of his tie- 
tug. The glory of God must be the 
supreme object of bis creatures; this 
object they must promote by means of 
Holiness, and then happiness will fol­
low. But to make happiness or “most 
good” the controlling purposeot xc 
tion is laying the axe at the root of 
true service; for it makes service op­
tional with the creature by permitting 
him to decide what will be for his 
“good,”and where b^will "get most 
good." I

No, Mr. Moody is utterly wrong. 
Converts ought to be told that Jesus 
Christ is Lord as well as Bavior, that 
he Is to bo obeyed, that there is to be a 
recognition of bls authority as well as 
ap appreciation of his grace. Accord­
ing to the gospel the first public avow­
al of submission to the Lordship of 
Christ is in the ordinance of baptism. 
We “ put on Christ” In baptism; but 
Mr. Moody says nothing about bap-

clal occasion."
But the Sunday-schools, as con­

ducted, have caused even a greater evil 
than this. Of course there is rightly 
no test of any kind required of Sunday- 
school scholars. This has left an open­
ing for eagerness for numbers. Church­
es have vied with each other In their 
efforts -to secure the attendance of large 
numbers. In doing this they have not 
been careful to appeal to the only mo­
tives to which they had a right to ap- 
peal, the responsibility of the parents 
to God to have their children taught 
hie Word, and the duty of the children

Tbelr pilgrimage wae eborter, their triumph

We all know the lovely story in 
which this parable Is imbedded. A 
woman of notoriously bad character 
bad somehow come iu contact with 
Jesus Christ, and bad by him been 
aroused from her sensuality and deg­
radation, aad calmed by the emurance 
of forgiveness. Bo, when she heard 
that he was in her own town, what 
could she do but hasten to the Phari­
see's house and brave the cruel, scorn­
ful eyes of the eminently respectable 
p»ple that would meet her there? 
She carries with her part of the spoils 
and instruments of her sinful adorn­
ment to devote to his service, but be­
fore she can open the cruse, her heart 
opens, and the hot tears flew on his 
feet, inflicting an indignity where she 
bad meant an honor. Bbe had noth­
ing at hand to repair the fault; she 
will not venture to take her poor gar­
ment, which might have done it, but, 
with a touch, she loosens her long hair, 

. and, with the ingenuity and self-abase­
ment of love, uses that for a towel. 
Then, gathering confidence from her 
reception, and carried further than she 
had meant, *he ventured to lay her 
sinful Ups on his feet, as If asking par­
don for the tear* that would oome— 
the only Ups, except those of the trait­
or, that are recorded as having touched 
the Master. And only then does she 
dare pour upon him her wealth.

What aays the Pharisee? Has he a 
heart at all ? He is scandalized at such 
a scene at hi* respectable table; and 
no wonder, for he could not have 
known that a change had passed upon 
the woman, and her evil repute was 
obviously notorious. He doee not 
wonder at her having found her way 
Into his house, for the meal is half 
public. But' he begins to doubt 
whether a man who tolerates such fa- 
mlllaritles from such a parson could’ 
be a prophet; or, if be were, whether 
he could be a good man. " He would

deal better than that woman was. She 
was coarse, unclean, her innocence 
gone, her pnrlty stained. She had 
been wallowing in filth, and you, with 
your respectability, your rigid morali­
ty, your punctilious observance of the 
ordinary human duties, you were far

to answer for than she had." Fifty is 
only one-tanth of five hundred, and 
there ia a broad distinction which 
nothing ought to be allowed to obliter­
ate, between people who, without re­
ligion, are trying to do right, to keep 
themselvee in the paths of morality 
and righteousness, to discharge their 
duties to tbelr fellows, controlling 
their passion* and tbelr flesh, and oth­
er* who piit the bridle upon the neck 
of the borate and let them carry them 
where they Will, and live In an emin­
ent manner for the world, the II wh 
and the devil. And there is nothing 
in evangelical Christianity which In 
the smallest degree obliterate* that dis­
tinction, bat rather it emphasizes It, 
su'd gives a man full credit for any dif­
ference that there is in his life and 
conduct and character between himself

But then It says, on the other aide, 
the difference which does exist, and is 
not to be minimized, Is, after all, a dif­
ference of degree. They are both debt­
or*. They stand in the same relation 
to the creditor, though the amount of 
the Indebtednesses extremely differ­
ent. We are all sinful men, and we 
stand in the same relation to God, 
chough one of us may be much darker 
and blacker than the other.

And then, remember that when you 
begin to talk about the guilt of actions

Now, of course, the metaphor of debt 
ia a very imperfect one to represent the 
reality oi guilt and sin, and that of the 
man that lets a debtor oft what he 
owe* him is but a very poor represen­
tation of what God does for us when 
we go to him, with the consciousness1 
of our helplessness, and cast ourselves 
upon his mercy. But the word, which 
In the original la not a very common 
word, for forgiveness, Is a very beauti­
ful and suggestive one; and It suggests 
this great thought to u», that the 
ground of our pardon In onr penniless 
indebtedness is Gid's own unmodified 
and unpurchased mercy. " Frankly " 
Ie omitted In the Revised Version, aud 
I think the omission is a doubtful im­
provement, for the word doee convey 
the idea of a free gift that originates 
only from the bestowing grace of' him

the infinite complexity of motivee— 
aggravations on the one side and palli­
ations on the other—which go to the 
doing of a single deed, we should not 
be so quick to pronounce that the pub­
lican and the harlot are worse than the 
Pharisee. It is quite possible that an 
action which passes muster in regard 
to the world, may, if regard be had 
(which God alone can exercise) to the 
motive for the motive tor which It is 
done, be as bad as, if not worse than, 
the lust anil the animalism, drunken­
ness and debauchery, crime and mur­
der, which the vulgar scales of the 
world consider to be the heaviest. If 
you once begiu to try to measure guilt, 
you will have to pass under the surface 
appearance, and will find that many a 
white and dazzling act has a very rot­
ten inside, and that many a corrupt 
and foul ope does not come from so 
corrupta source as at first sight might 
seem to be Ito origin. Let us be very 
modest in bur estimate of the varying 
guilt of actions, and remember that, 
deep down beloW all diversities, there 
Ue* the fundamental Identity, in which. 
there ia no difference, that all of us re­
spectable people that never broke a law 
of propriety in our Uvea, and the out-

iu this condensed statement of the

ment of that deep, eternal, self-mov­
ing, and all-moving love which under­
lies Chilet'a work as well as our for- 
givenees.

I Bo let no outcast m»n or woman lis­

tening to me now despair. You can
I oome back from the futherest dark­

ness, and whatever ugly things yon 
have in your memories and your con­
sciences, you may make them step-

• ping-stones on which to climb to the 
• very throne of God. Let no respect­

able people despise tbe outcasts; tj^re 
t may be the making In them of far bet- 
> ter Christians than we are.
i But, on the other band let no man 
i Chink lightly of sin. Though It can be 
- forgiven and swept away, and the 
. gross sinner may become the great 
/ saint, there will be scars and bitter 
i memories and habits surging up and 

after we thought they were dead ; and 
the old ague and fever that we 
caught in tbe pestilential Iand<wlll 

i bang by us when we have migrated 
Into a more wholesome climate. It 
1b never good tor a man to have 
sinned, even though, through bto life, 
God may have taken occasion to bring 
him near to himself.

But the second form of this princi­
ple is always true—namely, that those 
who are most conscious of forglvenrsr, 
will be most fruitful of love. The 
depth and fervor of our Individual 
Christianity depends more largely on 
the clearness of our consciousness of 
our own personal guilt aud tbe firm­
ness of our grasp of forgiveness than 
u|>on anything else.

Why to it that such multitudes of 
you professing Christians are such 
1c-bergs in your Christianity? Main-

hour;" "1st th* l*ad*rauggert thought 
instead of exhausting hl* subject;” 
"wenre good, lively singing," etc., 
etc. These maxim* are well enough, 
bat they do not touch th* heart of th* 
difficulty. Tb*y are external. Any 
or all of them may b* followed with­
out helping the meeting very much. 
Again, the problem 1* not to secure a 
good meeting in a time of special re- 
llgiou* Interert, and it l*a fair ques­
tion whether *om* of the much 
pr ised meetings that consist of lively 
singing and the giving of “ fifty testi­
monies within half an hour" are 
"good" meetings

We cannot advance far Ln solving 
this problem without settling what 
the prayer-meeting is for. Of course, 
the standard by which the prayer- 
meeting is to be judged will vary *o 
cording to the conception of it a* the 
evangelistic revival service of tbe 
church continued throughout tbe year, 
or as the training-school in which 
young converts are to practice “ bear­
ing testimony" and offering public 
prayer, or s* a lecture tor public In­
struction, or as a social eong service. 
It is commonly said that the prayer- 
meeting I* the thermometer of the 
church; but what doee It measure ? 
the church's evangelistic spirit? tbe 
fluency of its members in speech or 
prayer ? the popularity of the pastor’s 
instructions? or tbe skill and hearti- 
nee* with which the attendants sing ? 
The present writer maintain* that 
while tbe incidental ends of a prayer­
meeting are various and Include those 
ju*t mentioned, yet tbe leading pur- 
fioee of the prayer-meeting is, to use

prophet," thinks he. The thought is 
only a questionably true one. " If be 
had known her, be would have thrust 
her back with hl* foot," be think*; 
and that thought Is obviously false. 
But Simon's righteousness was of the 
sort that .gathers up his own robes 
about it, aud shoves back the poor sin­
ner into the tilth. " She Is a sinner,"

ner, but she to a penitent, aud to on 
tbe road to be a saint, and, having 
been washed, she is a great deal clean­
er than thou art, who art only white­
washed.

Our Lord’s parable is the answer Ur 
tbe Pharisee’s thought, and in it Jesus 
shows Blmou that he knows him aud 
the woman a great deal better than be 
did. There are four things to which 
briefly I ask ;your attention—the com­
mon debt, In varying amounts; tbe 
common Insolvency; the common for­
giveness ; and tbe love, like tbe debt, 
varying in amount. Now, note these 
things'Ll order:

1. Thbre.is, first of all, the common
debt, J

1 do not propoae to dwell at all upon 
that familiar metaphor, familiar to us 
all from ite use In the Lord's prayer, 
by which sin’and the guilt of sin are 
shadowed forth for us in an imperfect 
fashion by the oohoeptlon of debt For 
duty neglected la a debt of God, which 
can only be.ldtocharged by a ptnalty. 
Aud all sin, and Ito consequent guilt, 
aud exposure to punishment, may be 
regarded under the Image of ludebted-

fact. There was need that he should 
die liefore we could be fully taught 
what bis atoning death meant. But 
here as In many another place, he lets 
ub see what is beneath bis death and 
beneath tbe full forgiveness that God 
bestows by virtue of this sacrifice.

We stand In a fat better place than 
did this i’narisee, or the people that 
listened to him, because we know, 
what It was Im possible thadbey should 
know so clearly aud full/, bow It is 
that awful law of retribution to de-

have “all singed and oome short of 
the glory Of Gqd." A viper an Inch 
long and the thickness of a whipcord 
has a sting and poison In It, aud to a 
viper. And if the question to whether 
■ man has got small-pox or not, one 
pa itule to as good evidence as if be a as 
spotted all over. So, remember, be 
who owes five hundred and be who 
owes the tenth part of it, which to fif­
ty. are both debtors.

2. Now notice the common Insolv­
ency. " They had nothing to pay." 
Well, if there to no money, “ no ef­
fects ’’ In the bank, no cash in the till, 
nothing to distrain upon, it doee not 
matter vety much what the amount of 
the debt is, Beelug that there to noth­
ing tolmeet it, and whether it to fifty 
or five [hundred, tbe man to equally 
unable to pay. Aud that to precisely 
our position.

I admit, of course, that men without 
any recognition of God’s pardoning 
mercy, or->uy of .the Joylul Impulse 
that come* from the senee of Christ’s 
redemption, or any of tbe help that to 
given, by the ludwelliug of tbe Spirit 
who nancUfice, may do a great deal in 
tbe way of mendiug tbelr characters 
aud making themselves purer and no­
bler. But[that to not the point which 
tbe text ;<»ntemplate«, because it deal* 
with a paste And the fact that lies 
uuder.tbe[metapbor of my text is this, 
that uoue.of us can in auy degree di- 
minl*b oar sin, considered a* a debt to 
God. [Wbat can,you and I do to light­
en our.sotito of the burden of guilt ?

But the polnt;wblcb 1 want you to 
notice la that[theee two in our parable, 
though they are meant to be portraits 
of Simou audjtbe woman, are also

ointment tor his head. You will do 
tbe conventional and necessary pieces 
of polllenee*, but not one act of Im­
pulse from tbe heart ever comes from 
you. You discharge “the duties of re­
ligion." What a phrase! You dis­
charge the duties «f religion. Ah) 
My brother, if you had been down in­
to the horrible pit aud tbe miry clay, 
and had seen a hvnd and a face look­
ing down, and an arm outstretched to 
lift you; and If you had ever known

upon tbe Imperfect metaphor of our 
text, Jesus Cbriit b*s paid the debt, 
having borne the chastisement of our 
peace upon himself, that by hl* otripee 
we m»y be healed. And therefore that 
love of God can oome to the penniless 
bankrupt, the ragged lozsl, the self- 
righteous hypocrite or formalist, and 
the outcast, prostitute woman, and can 
say, “ Thy debt is paid, accept tbe ran­
som." “ He frankly forgave them 
both."

IV. And so, lastly, uotice tbe love, 
which varies with the forglveuees.

“ Tell me which of them will love 
him most." Simon dots not penetrate 
Chest’s design, aud there to a dash of 
supercilious contempt tar the story 
aud the question, as It seems to me, In 
the- languid, half-courteous answer — 
" 1 sup|>oee, if it were worth my while 
to think about such a thing, that he to 
whom be forgave the most.”

ten. And [tears will not wash it out, 
and amendment will not alter the past, 
which ;*tanda frowning and irrevoca­
ble. If there be a God at all, then our 
consciences, which sj>eak to us of de­
merit, proclaim guilt, in Its two ele 
meuto, 'of the sense of having done 
wrong,’.and.the foreboding of punish- 
meut^tberefor. Guilt cannot be dealt 
with'.by .the; guilty one; it must be 
some Ons;el*e that deal* with it. He, 
and (onlykbe whom we have sinned 
against,‘.can touch the great burden

"What is it, then, brethren ? ” he says, 
“ wbeu ye come together, each one 
hath a psalm, hath a teaching, hath a 
revelation, hath a tongue, hath an In­
terpretation. Lot ail things be done 
unto edifying " (1 Cor. 14:26). The or­
dinary meetings of the primitive 
church were of the prayer-meeting 
type. We have relegated the pastor’s 
special work in edifying the whole 
body of the church to the conduct of 
public worship aud his sermons on 
Bundays. The prayer-meeting is the 
distinct opportunity of the member^ 
of the church to edify each other aud 
their pastor. A paetor should be as 
desirous of being edltied by the mem­
bers in the prayer-meeting as, for ex­
ample, he expect* them to be desirous 
of being edltied by hie Nuuday morn­
ing sermon. The obligation of each 
member to contribute, according to 
bis ability, to the edification of ihe 
church in Ito prayer meetings doee not 
differ In kind from the obligation of 
the pastor to edify the church in hie 
sermons, for Instance.

For various reasons a great deal of 
the brains, business ability, and gen­
eral capacity of our church is not In

meeting 1* to be built up, not by fum­
ing over tbe meeting Itoelf, but by en- 
rlchlng tbe soil in which it grow*. 
Tbe preaching that edifies the church 
will usually help tboae who listen to it 
to edify each other.

Again, internal unity of spirit 1* 
vastly more important than an exter­
nal unity of topic or line of thoughts 
Following week after week a series of 
topics put forth by some committee iu 
another city is as well adapted to 
blight a prayer-meeting as any ooura* 
now known. These meetlnga cannot 
be planned In advance. They cannot 
be forced. They must grow, and grow 
In tbelr own soil. Il is a natural thing 
tor the subject of the meeting to grow 
>utof the sermon of tbe previous Bun­
day. If the leader, pastor, or other, 
finds that no one’s thought runs In tbs 
channel be has dug he should not be 
worried. The best meetings will 
break away from him altogether. 
There is vastly more opportunity to 
honor tbe Holy Bplrit in a prayer- 
meeting than in preaching a sermon 
read word for word from paper.

Btlll further, when a minister culti­
vates an objective habit of religious 
thought among bis people he will find 
his prayer-meetings more profitable, 
whatever his theory of them may be, 
Tbe bane of the religious life of our 
time is an intense subjectivity. We 
look at our own feelings more than at 
Christ; we make more of the Christian 
consciousnese than of tbe Bible, it to 
quite as Important to know what a 
man believes and what be intends to 
do as to know how be feels. Canon 
Llddon truly says, "Tt^e less we think 
of ourselves, except as sinners who 
need pardon, whose tusinees is repent­
ance, tbe better for us.” A prayer- 
meeting that month after mouth Is set 
to the key-note of the limited jereonal 
experience of a few people, of course 
loses ite interest. But if, instead of 
looking in we look out; If, instead of 
making ourselves tbe constant topic, 
we speak of our adorable Lord—of his 
ofil^es, bis teaching, his church, the 
spread of bis kingdom, we come to il­
limitable themes of (terennial interest.

“Except we should go and 
buy meat for all this people."—For 
which they had neither time nor 
money, nor yet strength to carry the 
very large quantity which would be 
needed. The cose indeed looked des­
perate enough If they were to feed the 
multitude.

•' For they* were about five thousand 
men.'1—There were some women and 
children, but their number was prob­
ably quite small In proportion to tbe 
men. They were seated together by 
themselves and were not put in com­
panies as were tbe men.

•• Make them 'set down by fifties in 
a company.”—Our Lord acts In an or­
derly way. It mull have taken some 
time to arrange them thus, but time 
was not as precious as the doing every 
thing deoently and in order. It is well 
for those who get in a desperate hurry 
to reform or convert tbe world to re­
member this. And in the long run 
God’s orderly way is tbe speediest.

THOSE-wbo oppose Dr. Frost's reso­
lution* to have tbe Convention ap­
point a Board of Publication, Insist 
that the Convention Is purely a mis­
sionary body and properly has noth­
ing to do with publications and other 
matters. But Just berk they beg tb* 
question. The Convention ba* now to 
do with publications and with tbe 
Theological Seminary, and has had for 
many year*. The Convention own* a 
Sunday-school serie* that baa for years 
been Increasing ifi value and In power. 
Hence the Convention 1* not a purely ( 
mlMlonary body, and it ought never 
to become such. Yet It can be estab- 1 
llshed that the Kind Words series b an ' 
important part of our missionary

' sole muet tie clear and strong. If the 
speaker beard that a dead man in 
Washington had come to life he would 
require very clear and strong teetl- 
mon/before be would think of admit­
ting the truth of the story. In the case 
of Christ, however, this demand for 
extraordinary evidence is ofl-et by the 
fact that hie miracles were connected 
with his spotless personal character 
and his exalted teaching. They are 
inextricably woven together. To tear 
the supernatural out of the New Testa­
ment would not leave history behind 
but a wreck worse than the tornado’s, 
for much of the material would be de­
stroyed. Jesus speaks of his miracles 
as real, promises to work them, e. g.,

The brethren who oppose Dr. 
' Frost’s proposition object to it because 

it looks to making the publication fea­
ture of the Convention permanent, 
and It Is their avowed desire to get rid 
of this feature so soon as possible. If 
they opposed Dr. Frost’s resolution be­
cause they believed some better ar­
rangement could be made for publish­
ing our Sunday-school series, the case 
would be different. So the Issue really 
Is, shall the Convention continue that 
series or let it drop ?

We are opposed to the dropping, be­
cause not one single argument has 
been or can be advanced in its favor 
which is not equally an argument for 
drcpplng.the Convention as well.

I am not 
reasoning In a circle, proving the man 
by the miracles and the miracles by 
the man—rather we have two parts of 
an arch upboldlng-rech other.

those who contend for dropping this 
series, resent with emphasis any Inti­
mation that they are not thoroughly 
loyal to the Convention. We will not 
dispute their loyalty, but it iaa sort of 
loyalty that would logically J eel ray 
the Convention, indeed -ome of them 
have declared that if the interests of 
tbe Convention and the lutereata ot 
the Publication Society were In con- 
flic’, they would maintain the latter. 
It would give some of ua a greatly de­
sired assurance if the brethren of the 
opposition would say iquarely that in 
case of a conflict of interest between 
the Publication Society and the Con­
vention they would stand by the Con­
vention. This would strengthen out 
faith in their loyally.' We do not 
doubt that loyalty since we believe in 
the sincerity of tbe brethren who avow 
It, but we would greatly enjoy having 
our faith in it strengthened.

This Sunday-school aeries hu been a 
source of increasing revenue to the 
Convention and promises to be a yet 
greater source. Not only has tbe 
Home Board received a royalty of

differ materially from the alleged mir­
acles of ecclesiastical history. They 
are all beneficent. And the miracles 
of healing cannot be explained as like 
modern faith-cures, for Christ healed 
at a distance, and sometimes without 
faith. He wrought miracles upon In­
animate nature, and he rose from the 
dead when the disciples were not ex­
pecting such things.

Why than did be so often req-lire 
faith ? No doubt, because he would 
make bodily healing the occasion for 
soul healing, and faith was necessary 
for that The miracles of Jesus were 
always of the highest dignity. There 
is an unspeakable difference between 
them and the alleged miracles. To 
confound them or to put them on the 
same plane Is a great blunder.

Christ did not encourage those who 
valued a miracle for its own sake. The 
miracles attested the spiritual teach 
Ing. He appealed to them again and 
again in proof. " If ye believe not me 
believe tbe works." Jesus gave no 
warrant for over-valuing or for under­
valuing miracles.

But how about the evidence Ihat-ihe 
miracles, actually occurred ? Borne 
would cut the matter short by saying 
theologians aie prejudiced, and only 
skeptics are unbiased seekers for truth.

' Astronomer*, for example, had great 
* difficulty in convincing cultivated peo- 
1 pie that tbe earth goes round the sun, 
1 which contradicts the evidence of the 
" senses. Many educated people sup- 
’ posed the.dlfferential and integral cal- 
’ cuius simply the work of fancy. It was 
r so with geology and with other soi- 
’ enoes. When men are devoted to one 
1 line of study it to hard for them to 

judge rightly of other Hues. Special- 
’ lets are in danger of becoming one­

sided. On tbe one hand some f reach - 
’ er* would settle with an off-hand re­

mark questions to which scientific 
men devote their lives; and on tbe 

' other hand some men of science would 
1 settle off-hand tbe profoundest ques­

tion* of the soul and of destiny. Both 
are equally foolish. Because a man’s 
opinion is worth something on one 
subject, it does not follow that it 1* 
valuable on all. It Is Important that 
students on different lines keep within 
hall of each other. Darwin, for exam­
ple, lost all hie relish for poetry.

The speaker had carefully avoided 
all extravagant utterances, and It le 
not extravagant to say, “ If I do not 
know that Jesus rose from the dead, 
then,I do not know anything in hie- 
tory.” Either the evidence is adequate 
or no evidence Is adequate.

Nobody denies that Paul wrote tbe 
Epistles to tbe Romans, Corinthians 
and Galatians; and from Roman his­
tory we can determine tbe dates. First 
Corinthians wu written 27 years after 
the death of Christ. This is the time 
since the battle of Gettysburg, and the 
recollections had'uot become faint. In 
the fifteenth chapter Paul telh that be < 
saw the risen Christ, that five hundred 
brethren, most of them then alive, 
had seen him, and founds an argument 
on tbe fact of the resurrection. This : 
would have been great folly if tbe evl- | 
denoe bad been incomplete. Paul riaks | 
on It the truth of Christianity and bls । 
truth. Again and again he uses the 
resurrection of Christ as a starting , 
point for bls argument. He declares ( 
that to believe In that resume ion le , 
the faith of the Gospel. He often 
speaks of Jesus' rising from the dead 
as a well known fact. Aud Paul was 
no ordinary man. He was pre-eminent 
for intellect, unimpeachable sincerily 
and great common sense.

element* were added afterward? Be­
cause the narratives mean nothing If 
those elements are removed, and 
oauie the evidence all points the ot* er 

. way. Whoever will read earnest y 
the references to the resurrection of 
Qbrlst and consider tbe circumstances 
and the power this belief gave the early 
Christian* can hardly fail to be con 
,vlnoed.

When the reaurrrctlon of Jeeus I* 
accepted, there Is little nr<d for argu­
ment on bls other miracles. This au­
thenticates all his teachings aud ^'ke 
and seta the seal of divine approval on 
all bis claims, end he claimed to l>e tbe 
Hon of God. He claimed to give a rev­
elation, and It was fitting that super­
natural works should accompany a 
supernatural revelation. Thlsalso au­
thenticates tbe Old Testament for us, 
and tills It with new meaning, as we 
see all its lines converging to Christ. 
Think of the great good Christianity, 
though sadly abused like other good 
things, has done; and think of how 
much good it would do if all Christians 
would live out the teachings of Jesus. 
Christianity Is gloriously true and tre­
mendously true. It is embodied in a 
person. Jesus says, "lam tbe way, 
the truth and the life. " Holding aloo’ 
is not rejecting creeds and tbtologies. 
but 'rejecting Chilst. (tan we not all 
here say, " Lord, I believe, help thou 
mine unbelief?"

If the Convention ought to continue 
to exist, and that is conceded, then 
whatever would weaken it should be 
avoided.

The authenticity of Acta 
was attacked by Baur and tbe Tubin­
gen school because It was coutrary to 
their theory of tbe hostility between 
Peter and Pau). There is no reason, 
apart from Baur’s theory, to reject 
other epistles of Paul. True there is 
some difference In style, but only such 
as any good writer would exhibit in 
treating different subjects. Ar Dr. 
Westcott says, " Style Is a function of 
the subject as well as of the author." 
Many adopt a theory which begs tbe 
question,land then try to explain away 
hostile facts aud still hold the theory. 
Thus the Ptolemaic astronomers coflld 
not reconcile tbe motions of the plan­
ets with their theory, and so they con­
veniently called the planets " wander­
ers." But Baur’s theory is now aban­
doned and tbe authenticity of Acts is 
admitted. Reuan also admits Luke. 
These abound In statements about 
Christ’s resurrection aud even describe 
It In detail. So do the other Gospels.

Oace German critics said the Gospels 
contradicted each other, and their dif­
ferences were magnified; now the prob­
lem is to explain their agreement. 
This comes along with tbe introduc­
tion Into Germany of trial by Jury, 
and the critics are learning more about 
testimony.

For pastures lucern cannot be recom­
mended, aa tbe roots will not bear con­
stant tramping, and tbe tope, when

to stand on lucern fields In cold weath­
er, as the large porous roots gorge 
themselves, and then buret when the 
water freezes.

It seems 
strange to ua to see editors recommend 
very particular preparation and sow­
ing, when here no crop receives so 
Little care generally. Lucern adapts 
itself to a wide range of soils, from

described by Mina Maynard at a receu t 
session of the Boston Cooking School , 
as follows: “Beat four eggn with • 
spoon until a tesspoonful can be lifted 
up without running off; odd four table- 
spoonfulB ot milk, one teaspoonful of 
salt, one salt-spoonful of pepper, cud a 
teaspoonful of fine herbs.

the soil is benetljtal. but not so essent­
ial as with cereals.

•re valuable baa not been demonstrat­
ed, but there ta no danger of getting 
the soil too fertile. That tbe seed may 
be at regular depths, the land should 
be harrowid before sowing. There ta 
no danger of crowding plants, and to 
produce floor feed, sow 15 to 20 pounds 
of seed per acre. Ten pounds will pro­
duce enough plants to cover the ground, 
but the stems will be coarse and less 
Ratable. Seed may' be sown broad 
cast or drilled; here tbe former method 
is preferred, After sowing, the ground 
should be well harrowed or brushed, 
•nd rolled; where there ere regular 
ralus-my once • week-no further at- 
tention need.be given until the plants 
•re up. Weeds will protmbly gel tbe 
better of th» lucern «t first, but whan 
tbe latter la alx or eight Inchea high 
(or earlier it you prefer), run a mower 
over the ground, cutting close aa po^ 
Bible. The lucern will then tiller 
rapidly, and eoon begin to ahow, in 
favorable seoona. producing one fair 
crop—perhaps one or one and a half 
toneper aofe. After the tint year the 
weeds will have no chance, as lucern 
ta an early starter, and wiU cover the 
ground while weed-aeede are thinking 
about growing.
