Is that they arc too 
general and Involve bs> much In the 
aggregate. A general resolution to l>e 
better docs not mean as much as u 
specific resolution to lie Ix’tter In some 
particular thing. And we venture to i

Ing upon the year 1W1 theysnajl make 
their gtxsl resolutions special. Select I 
some single besetting sin, anti asking ■ 
God for grace and strength, bring the 
whole power of your resolution against 1 
that special sin. I f I hat Is conquered, I 
other conquest* will l*^fur easier. In- 
stead of simply resolving to be better < 
this year than yon were la»L resolve 1 
to tie more truthful, more tender. |t

body. It was as body that they called 
him, and not as individuals.

He Is not released, but Is sill I bound. 

The salary ought not to have 
been promised until It was known 
where It would come from. But the 
church as a body made the call and 
offered the salary, and although they 
acted unwisely, every member Is 
Imund to sec that the debt Is.paid.

111. "If a member Is able and re­
fuses to pav a reasonable part of a pas­
tor’s salary, should the chureb exer­
cise discipline In his cascy"

Yes: but In the spirit of Christ. It Is 
very hard for some people to give, and 
It hurts them terribly. A generous, 
liberal man can form no Idea of the 
terrible suffering a covetous man un­
dergoes In giving. But the teaching 
of Scripture is plain in the case of 
nn-mliers who arc hopelessly covetous. 
See I Cor. 6:10-41:10, Eph. 5:6 and Col.

Let the covetous brother or sister lie 
hi I sired with and prayed with, faith­
fully anti kindly. We heard of a case 
where brethren gathered at the house 
of a covetous brother and prayed with 
him. After several prayers had been 

’ offered Jn his behalf, he said, "Broth-

grete for gixsl resolutions disregarded 
and forgotten. It Is far lietter 11 say 
"this one thing I do" than to say "all 
these things 1 will do."

To any who are Indoubt as to w-hich 
special resolution to form, we would 
suggest Is-lng more charitable In Judg­
ing of the motives of others. Iio not 
suspect wring motives behind the con­
duct of others. Think of how mapy 
times your own motives have been 
misjudged, and learn the lesson. An 
honest effort to tie charitable In re­
gard to the motives of other* will do 
mueh to sweeten and beautify the 
character of the one who makes the 
effort.

Thkuk arc some good people who do 
not like public appeals for money ami 
public giving, because they Chink It 
savor* of ostentation, and encourages 
those who, can give largely to parade 
their bendvolence. Well, It I* nut to 
be denied that there Is sometimes os­
tentation in giving, Just as there is In 
praying and In everything else. But 
nobody condemns public praying on 
that account. TTic Master condemned 
ostentatious praying even more sharp­
ly and severely than He condemned 
ostentatious giving. The simple fact 
is ostentation and parade are wrong 
everywhere and they should be dis­
couraged In all proper ways.

But we are commanded to let our 
light shine so that others vvlll be led 
to glorify God and to walk In the way 
of righteousness. We must let our 
benevolence shine so that others will 
be led to be lienevolent. To conceal 
our benevolence Is to hide our light 
.under a bushel. We must use our be­
nevolence so a* to lead others to lib­
eral giving.

No man must give with a view of 
leading men to praise him. but only 
with a view of leading them to praise 
God. We must let oup light shine, 
not to daaxle men's eyes with Ite 
brightness, but so that they will glo­
rify our Father In heaven.

Then it Is *n cosy mutter for covet- 
ousness to hide behind the idea of se­
cret giving. A favorite passage of 
Scripture with such persons la "let 
not thy left hand know wbut thy right 
hand doeth." But they do not Inter­
pret this passage to mean that the 
left bund must give as much a* if the 
rlghV hand' had given nothing. The 
left.band must not be deterred by the 
thought "the right band bus given 
and that Is enough.” In a church 
meeting once the brethren were dis* 
cussing the subject of giving, *ud one 
of them opposed public giving, saying 
that what hu gave was a matter solely 
between himself and God, adding, 
"What 1 give Is nothing lo ankbmly.” 
Whereupon a brother exclaimed, 
"That’s so!"

The secret-giving commended by 
our Lord is ahns-glvlug, while conlrl- 
bullous to church support, to mis- 
aions and to education are nol lo be 
regardeil ns alms, by any means. A 
man had as well consider what ho 
gives to his family or to tals employes 
as alms. There ought bi be secrel
