pose; and whatever the nature of his 
purposes, they are all good, just, holy. 
The devil and evil did not get into 
the world by accident; much leaa are 
they Incidental and necessary to tbe 
existence, or development, of good, in 
the nature of things. God made all 
thing* good first, and then be let In 
the devil and evil afterward, for some 
all-Wise and all-good purpose. This 
statement Is true historically; and It 
la a fact that along by the side of the 
“ tree of life," he planted the “tree of 
knowledge of gnod and evil.” revealing 
to Adam the very fact which conatl- 
luted the source of his temptation and 
tbe cause of evil in the world. God 
knew the serpent would tempt Eve; 
that Adam would fall; and, he ordain­
ed to permit it, according to the afore­
said purpose.

Now what was that purpose? 
Wherein does It conserve good, and 
redound to the glory of God? Was it 
not tbe best thing under the circum­
stances—resulting in “the greatest 
good to tbe greatest number," and dis­
playing tile wisdom, goodness and 
glory of God as nothing else could 
have over done? Let us see.

1. Man in tbc garden of Eden, orig­
inally, was in a state of inuocency and 
of happiness, but this state was purely 
negative. He had no positive con- 
sciouaneaa of good—no positive realiz­
ation of Joy—without the light ot con­
trast and the tost ot conflict. To 
know good positively, we must know

earthly Eden, even to-day, grace will 
people glory wlthan Innumerable host 
which no man eould ever number. 
When I think of Christ and sal rat km 
by grace' tbe glory of tbe earthly Eden 
dwindles Into inslgnlfleance before tbe 
Inconceivable and eternal splendors 
and ecataciee of the heavenly; and I 
am always constrained to thank God 
that 1 was born a sinner.

To be sure, the ravage* and tbe de­
struction of evil have been great. It 
has made old mother earth's tiosom a 
graveyard to the untold millions and 
to the nation* which hUve Inhabited 
tbe world. Bin brought moral cbao* 
upon the lovely face of creation; but 
God has chosen to bring all harmony 
and order apd glory out of cbao*—a* 
of the physical no of the moral world. 
In bot.i much goe* to decay and to 
death; but, In the development, or ev­
olution, of tbe good out of evil, the 
final results are cumulative and glori­
ous beyond tbe narrow ken of tbe nar­
row mind which pine* over the evils 
of life and of the world, and who can 
And no Joy or consolation in our trials 
and misfortunes. Tbegrandest histo­
ry ever possible to this world has been 
written by the Gross of Christ; and 
the ministry of suffering has been tbe 
most effective elevator of the age* and 
tbe nation*. No matter what tbe 
glory of this world might have been 
under an unbroken law, the glory of 
the cross—salvation by grace—the 
masterpiece of God's wisdom and 
work—would have left Hie universe of 
God ungnrntshed with tbe splendor* 
of the eternal “Suu of Rlghtoous- 
ue**," but for sin. How many thing* 
we (hould never have known of God, 
of ourselves, or of the universe, bad. It 
not been for the devil!

Another precious thought may 1* 
set down to tbe meritless credit of sin 
—tbe Christian’s infinite and eternal 
reward. Not only have we been ele­
vated from earth to heavcu—from sin 
and death to eternal righteousness 
and life—by the grace of God und the 
sacrifice of Christ, but all thlugs con­
spire to work for tbe Christian’s good; 
and our uffllcUon* "work out for u* a 
far more exceeding uud eternal weight 
of glory." The harder tbe cross, the 
brighter tbe crown—a Joy which tbe 
uptallen ^dam never would have

(St. Thomas Aq­
uinas, who died In tbe thirteenth 
century (1274) s|K.-aks of the ‘ commun- 
iur u*u*' of immersion, (Summa, tertla 
pans, quest M, art. 7.) The Innovation 
of nffusiou, or inuring waler on the 
baptized, afterwards began in the 
Latin church, und has become the 
general' western usage. In tbc East­
ern church baptism has always been 
by immersion; aud as a modern, well- 
Informed writer says, the Eastern 
church tins never ceased to protest 
tucainst I lie Innovation in tbe mode 
of baptizing lu the Latin church.

But auotber mode ot baptising was 
certainly permitted, and was occa­
sionally in use from an early period, 
called Clinic Baptlam, or baptism ad- 

tbe baptized; uud not only in time of 
sickness, but on other occasions when 
a sufficient quantity of water could 
not be procured, baptism by affusion 
was iiermltled. This baptism dis­
qualified u person tor holy orders, not 
from uny doubt ot Its validity, but 
for reasons stated in the Council uf 
Neocaesarea, "If any man has been 
baptized in sickness, be must not be 
promoted to be u presbyter, fur hi* 
faith was nut of bi* own free choice, 
but of necessity."

The earliest known case of clinic 
baptism (administered by sprinkling 
or pouring) Is that of Novat'lan (third 
century. Of It the Schaff-Herzog En­
cyclopedia (N. Y„ 1888) says: “The 
plala fact* seem to be these: during a 
severe lllnes*, which even made the 
aid of an exorcist necessary, Novatian 
received the clinical IwpUim without 
any consecutive episcopal confirma­
tion. Such a form of taptlsm, how­
ever, was uot generally recognized as 
valid; and when be was ordained a 
presbyter by a bishop of Rome, (either 
Fabian or his predecessor), hl* ordina­
tion. we are told, met with great op­
position, Ixith among the clergy and 
tbe laity, on that account." Tbl* 
very significant case shows plainly 
what the early opinion on tbe subject 
was; and further show* how sprink­
ling arose. Tbe reason why thl* man 
was baptized by inuring or sprink­
ling was tbe fact that he was too sick 
to Ixi Immersed, and bis friends, re­
garding Ids baptism essential to bls 
salvation, had him laptlzed In the 
tick bed by pouring or splnkllng. Il 
is a well known fact that the early 
Christian* thought baptism was nec- 
c**ary to salvation, hence they thought 
it better to modify tbe form of ad­
ministering tbe ordinance rather than 
neglect it altogether.

"The Faith of our Fathers," (page 
318) says: " For several centuries 
after tbe establishment of Chris­
tianity, baptism was usually con­
ferred by Immersion; but since the 
twelfth century the practice of in­
fusion lias prevailed in the Catholic 
church, as this manner 1* attended 
with less Inconvenience than l«p- 
tism by Immersion."

Hut were there no official acts of 
.the Catholic church in regard to this 
change In the model' Hefele in his 
"Conciliengeschlchte” (History of 
Councils) says that tbe council of 
Nemours (1284 A. D.) limited sprink­
ling to cases of necessity. This of­
ficial act Implied therefore that Im­
mersion was tbe officially recognized 
mode.

1 Have our Methodist brethren grown 
wiser than their great founder, Mr. 
Wesley. John Wesley, in his Journal 
of February 21. lEUt, writes as follows: 
"Mary Welsh, aged eleven years, was 
baptized according to tbe custom of 
tbe first church and the rule of the 
ebureb of England, by Immersion." 
Here the great originator of tbe Meth- 
odist movement distinctly says tbe 
"custom of the first church In regard 
to Imptlsm wai Immersion."

One can not emphasize trio strongly 
the Importance of a knowledge of 
Greek to the minister of the Gospel. 
Without it a part of hl* work must be 
very Inferior; that Is self-evident. He 
I* hampered In many way*. Ills ap­
paratus, so to speak. Is dot of the 
best, and ho I* thu* debarred at the 
outset from reaching the liost result*. 
This would not lie tbc case If lan­
guage were an accurate register of 
our thoughts: but, unfortunately, It 
is not. In English you cab only ex- 
pre** your thought* approximately; 
how much more remote, then, I* tbe 
original idea after being translated 
from a dead language, and that too 
when tcarccly a word or phrase of 
English exactly cover* that of the 
ancient tongue and we are obliged to 
under or over translate tbe same.

The question then It not: "Ought 
all our minister* to be acquainted 
with the New Testament lu the 
original?” but: “How arc they to get 
tbl* knowledge?"

A great many young men come to 
college without any previous training 
In Greek whatsoever, and having per­
suaded themselves, or being persuaded 
by others, ttiat they ore too old to 
take up tbe language, neglect It en­
tirely, although they Intend to go to 
the theological seminary after (or be­
fore) graduation. For my .part I do 
not believe any young man, or old 
cither for that matter, has l«en in 
tbit world too long to begin the study 
of Greek, especially If he Is about to 
enter the greatest of the three learned 
professions. Another class get* but a 
smattering of Greek cither In college 
or In the seminary, while a third ob­
tains fair knowledge before he leaves 
his alma mater and continues the 
study after be goes up to the higher 
Institution. To the latter I will di­
rect my attention first.

Il is essential that ths minister 
prosecute hl* Greek studies with vig­
or after graduating at the seminary, 
if be expect* a knowledge of tbe lan- 
guageUo lie of especial value to him 
In bl* work. A plcklng-oUt of tbe

pouncing down upon 
carry lock (several line* it may be) to 
construe with that word, I* of Utile 
consequence. Language I* primarily 
a means of communicating one's 
thoughts through the ear, not the 
eye. ■ Wo must rememember when we 
take up a sentence In the New Testa­
ment that it was Intended to bo 
heard, not read. The order that we 
find In the original, then, I* for tbe 
Greek tbe natural order, and any at­
tempt on our part to make a change 
must result In a failure to appreciate 
tbe passage fully. We must learn to 
feel and not simply understand— 
mathematically as it were. Lan­
guage 1* nut a i. meclmolsm -Mui an 
organism. Mechanical wurk'will do 
very well al first, but unll. you have 
gone through that and arrived al the 
higher stage of feeling, your work is 
nut done. A knowledge of the ele­
mentary principles of the labgui^e, a 
good visaibulary, the ability to dis­
tinguish lietweeu the meaning of 
words which arc translated Into tbe 
English by the same word, as, for ex­
ample, 'new' and ‘toino*,’ ‘new,’ 
•<>rr/ia«M’and‘P'l/mos,’‘old,’ etc., will 
all lie serviceable, but lu order to gel 
Into the clear atmosphere which will 
be especially lien.ficial to you, you 
must climb still higher. The lan­
guage must Im- made your own, must 
be living, not dead. *

Here are a few suggestions that 
may help you in accomplishing this. 
"Reading makes the full man, confer­
ence the ready man. and writing tbe 
exact man,” says Bacon. Mo*t minis­
ters read too little Greek. A few 
minutes devoted to reading each day 
will yield surprising result* al the 
end of the year. Read, re*d, read, 
and keep on reading!

My second Injunction (In Heu of 
conversation—for that I* Impractic­
able, oacepl when directed by a com­
petent teacher) is to read aloud, or 
have some one else read to you. 
Nothing will aid you In getting a hold 
on the language more quickly. Ynu 
will get Into its spirit and Into the 
sense of the passage more readily. 
Tbe ear reinforces the eye. Nethlng

proper attitude for tbe peculiar ar­
rangement of words. Let me Illus­
trate bjl a simple example in a modern 
language. In German tbe verb In a 
dependent clause always comes last 
Now, ai student has groat difficulty 
here at hrst, but let him talk German 
for a month and tbrn it will not 
sound r|ghi to him If the verb Is not 
placed ilaaL It Is use that brings 
about the proper feeling. Use the 
Greek as much a* you can.

A wo*d about writing Greek. This 
and l»m preceding exercise are too 
much neglected in our American col­
leges ip general. If readlbg aloud 
aids yoi| In getting into the language, 
writingaids you In getting out of It, 
or rather In showing you bow far you 
are on t|ie outside, and opening your 
eyes to ibis fact, how little you know 
about it Writing Greek will enable 
you to arrange the facts of tbe lan­
guage |n your mind with greatef 
accuracy nnd clearness than any other 
exercise; and tbe man who works 
along t|>l* line faithfully, will find 
himself (much better equipped for ex- 
cgetlcalwork Ihan he who neglects It.

With othdr cnemlh> we may 
contend with some hope df success, 
but not with the Omnipotent. Tbe 
enmity of others Is an afli|etlon, but 
the enmity of God Is destrMtion. If 
be turns to to our enemy, tpen every­
thing U turned against u». ;The stare 
in their courses tight ngaltfrt us, nnd 
the stones In the fields are In league 
for our stumbling. " If God to fofus, 
who can to against us?" But If God 
be turned against us, who jean to for 
us? The words read like! a funeral 
knell: "He was turned tp be tbelr 
enemy, and he fought ognlqst them."

This shows us that God Ip not l.ndlf- 
ferent to sin. Men may Uy to per; 
suade themselves that Gap does not 
care; that It is iibthlng to him how 
men act, whether they break or keep 
his laws. Men may plead; that he Is 
“ kind to the unthankful pnd to the 
evil," and the same cyeqt happens 
unto all, both to the righteous and to 
tbe wicked; and so Indeed it seenurfor 
the present. Our sbortflghtedness 
may even assure us that tihe ungodly 
prosper, and have the beak of It: but 
this Is only our blindness, j God hates 
Kin now and always. Hej would not 
be God If he did not. Gqd Is stirred 
with righteous indignation against 
every kind of evil: It movpi bls Spirit 
to anger. Some believe In an impass­
ive God; but certainly thq God of the 
Bible Is never so describe^. He is rep­
resented in Holy Scripture after the 
manner of men; but how else could he 
be represented to men? | If ho were 
represented after tbe mapner of God, 
you,and I could understiuul nothing 
at oil of the descriptlon;!but as be Is 
represented to uh in Scripture, tbe 
Lord notes sin, feels sin,.grows angry
with sin, Is provoked, bls Holy
Spirit Is vexed by tho i rebellion of 
men.

I. First, my text tjelongs to the 
Lord's own offending children. Lot 
me try to find them out, and lay this 
text boihe to them. The re are some 
ot God’s own people— replly converted, 
saved people—who bavd, nevertheless, 
degenerated Into such .a state of sin 
that the Lord is turned to be their en­
emy. If you read th lb chapter, you 
will see that Is so. Lit lue begin at 
the seventh verse. “ I *111 mention 
the lotlug-klndnesa of i the Lord, and 
tho praises of tbo Loril, according to 
all that tbe Lord bath ^catowed on us, 
and the great goodness toward the 
bouse of Israel, whlcji he hath be- 
atowed on them accortBng to bis mer- 
cioa, and according to, the multitude 
ot his lovlng-klndnespea." For ho 
said, Surely they are ipy people, chil­
dren that will not lie: po he was tbelr 
Saviour. In all tbelr affliction he waa 
afflicted, and the angei at bls presence 
saved them: In his love and in bls pity 
he redeemed them; anil be bore them, 
and carried them all itho days of old. 
But they rebelled, am) vexed bU holy 
Spirit: therefore he wgs turned to be 
tbelr enemy." See, tpy dear friends: 
once they were on tbeilapof love, once 
they la/ In the buaom of favor, onee 
they knew tbe nymjj»tt>y of Christ, 
onee they could sln^ of lovlng-klnd- 
ncsoes, and a multitude of mercies; 
but they rebelled. la: it not a shock­
ing thing that the fivprcd people of 
God should backslide? Is It not sad 
that they who have eiton the bread of 
heaven should hungci for the ashes of 
this world; that men (who have lain in 
the bosom of Christ Should, neverthe­
less, play the traitor Io him, and pro-
voke his anger? jit Is so, sadly so;
we have seen it so (In others. God 
grant that it may not be so with us!

These people, after tasting all thia 
love, and all this favdr, became rebell­
ious. He calls them! “rebels.” They 
were not merely children that made a 
mistake, children that fell through

tasted of tbe grace of God may go In 
sin; hot, 1 pray you, do not experi­
ment upon It. Nay, let us keep as far 
away from sin as possible. _ Yet ft ap­
pears that those with whom the Sav- 
lour bad such sympathy that In all 
their affliction be was afflicted, never­
theless “reliellod and vexed bis holy 
Spirit."

Well, then, what happened? Now 
we come to tbe text Indeed: “He 
was turned to be their enemy, and he 
fonght against them.” This Is the 
story in many cases. He sends afflic­
tion. There come upon tbe man's 
harvest the palmer-worm, and the 
caterpillar, and the canker-worm. 
There come upon bls business a blight 
and a blast. He cannot make It out; 
for where everything seemed to go 
well, all affairs now go amiss. All 
tbst he gets to like money poured into 
a lag that Is full of holes. Seeing 
that be Is a child of God, and has be­
come a rebel, he has vexed God's Spir­
it, ami chastisement falls upon him. 
Perhaps lie is brought lbw by a pain­
ful disease. Perhaps a dear child Is 
.token away. Affliction, comes Into 
the family one way or another: not 
the affliction of Job, which tried him 
for God's glory; but the affliction of 
Jacob, who was afflicted In bls family 
liecause that family had lieoome de­
filed with sin. God la Jealous, and 
deals scvereljr with his erring children.

He semis them-affliction; but worse 
than that, he turns to be tholr enemy, 
and he fights against them by with' 
holding the comforts Of tho Holy 
Spirit. O how they onpe enjoyed a 
sermon! IJ was full of grace and truth. 
They do not enjoy It now. The same 
preacher; other people arc edified as 
much as before; but they uro not. 
Such a man goes to pray; but he feels 
no Spirit pleading within. He reads 
the Bible, and It Is a dead letter. He 
seeks tbe company of Christian people, 
but their society Is dreary to him, and 
yields no solace. God has shut up the 
windows of heaven. Ho has made tbe 
angels cease to bring down blessings 
by the way of the golden ladder. God 
has turned to be bls enemy, and fights 
against him. I hare known cases In 
which true people of God (I know they 
were the t-ruo people of God, for they 
have come back, and they never did 
lose the life of God, even when they 
were away from him) have come to 
this—that God has fought against 
them In tbelr prayers, and they seem­
ed to pray like a man shouting inside 
a great copper caldron, where every 
sound echoes In bls ears like thunder. 
I charge you that are the people of 
God to mind what you are at; for God, 
who loves you, will deal roughly with 
you If you sin against him. Remem­
ber that text, "You only have I 
knewn of all tho families of thoMirth: 
therefore I will punish you for all 
your Iniquities." As I have often 
said, Ifu man saw a boy In tho street 
breaking windows, or doing mischief, 
ho might say very little to him; but if 
ho was his own l>oy, he would give 
him a smart blow, and send him 
home; and so it Is When tho Lord 
cfitches his own children sinning. He 
may yt the common sinner go on. and 
sin until Judgment shall be executed; 
but as ror bls own children, they can­
not tratisgresB with Impunity. " He 
was turned to to tholr enemy, and be 
fought against them."

At such times, If they still pursue 
any Christian career of usefulness, 
they are smitten wit!, great barren­
ness, and their work is without effica­
cy. I should greatly sorrow If my 
words brought bruising to the tender- 
est of God’s people; but yet I know 
that It Is so. If tho preacher leaves 
his God, bis God will leave him" to. 
preach in vain. If tbe teacher quits 
the Saviour, tho Saviour will quit the 
teacher, aqd leave him, or her, to fall 
with the children. What generally 
happens with a minister when God 
has gone? Well, Instead of going to 
God and humbling himself and crying 
to him for mercy, he resolves that he 
will buy a now organ. - That will do 
the trick. Tho- uew organ, after all, 
blow it as they may, docs not come to 
much. Well, then, bp will have sen­
sational entertainments, a Sunday- 
cvcnlng concert—fiddling, or some- 
tbing or other. It God will not help 
him, he Is in the same plight as Saul 
the son ot Kish. He will try music 
first, and If that does not render him 
aid, be will go to tho witch of Endor, 
now called "modern theology," and 
ask assistance there. God have mercy 
upon us, If we ever do that! I do not 
wish for success In tbe ministry If God 
does not give it to me; and I pray that 
you, who are workers tor God, may not 
wish to have any suocoss except that 
which comes from God himself In 
God's own way: for It you could heap 
up, like the sand ot the sea, converts 
that you had made by odd, unchris­
tian ways, they would be gone like the 
sand ot the sea as soon as another tide 
comes up. O child of God, do not try 
to do Without God! Do not bring in 
new inventions to patch up the breach 
that your sin has made. If the Lord 
turns to be your enemy, and fights 
against you, bow before him, and con­
fess your wrong.

11. Tbe text is true to those who 
cannot say that they are tbe people of 
God, whp would give.their eyes If they 
could. Many an awakened sinner 
feels that be bus rebelled, and vexed 
God's Holy Spirit, ami now he feels 
that God has turna| to be his enemy, 
aud Is lighting against him by sending 
him trouble. Yes, lie was getting on 
splendidly, and bls prosperity was a 
snare to him. He bad plenty of mon­
ey, aud therefore he could go Into

been brought down, by lecherv and 
drunkenness, to the lowest abyss of 
penury. God has turned to be bin en­
emy, for al) things fall him: be has 
tried to get a situation, and* he can­
not; he has worn his boots off bls feet,

Tbe tender 
Saviour said, “ Neither do I condemn

down In another sense. Health is 
gone. Alas, for that laughing girl) 
Thai hectic flush upon her cheek tells 
that the worm is within the fruit- 
Poor soul! she is sickening. She will 
pass away, and she is still without 
hope. God has turned to be her ene­
my (so she thinks), and he fights 
against her, for the medicine is of no 
use to her; while, other people seem to' 
have been cured, she remains as sickly 
as ever. There are those here against 
whom God has been lighting of late; 
and when God fights. It is not child's 
play, nor mere buffeting: he fights In­
deed. Perhaps he may bo fighting 
with somo of you In this respect, jhat 
your spirits are gone. You were once 
as merry as a cricket. You used to 
count It one of the easiest things to 
drive dull care away. O wbat a Jolly 
fellow you were! And now you cannot 
hold up your head. An awful depres­
sion has come upon you, and you can­
not hs>k up. It may have been 
through a sermon: or you were al) 
alone, thinking, and you began to frt>l 
despondent, melancholy, unhappy. 
God is fighting against you, and in the 
depths of your soul you feel bls frown. 
Or else you arc In pecuniary difficul­
ties. Formerly, your prosperity was 
your ruin. You could not saved 
while you were rich; and-your ease 
and your carelessness had to be broken 
in upon. There was no saving you 
without burning up the bed In which 
you slept'so securely. God is tearing 
to pieces all your deceitful Joy, and 
making you see the truthxif matters.

I should not wonder if God Is fight­
ing against some of you In another 
way, so that your flimsy notions of re­
ligion are all going. You formerly 
boasted, " I can believe In the Lord 
Jesus Christ whenever I like, and ft 
will be all right." You.once thought 
it such an easy thing to believe; but 
you do not find It so now. You have 
been thinking about salvation lately, 
and It Is not quite such a trifling mat­
ter as you thought it was. Why, now 
you cry, “I cannot feel. What is 
wprse, I cannot lielleve, I cannot re- 
mMnbfr. I cannot restrain myself 
from evil, I seem possessed by the 
devil. God help me, for I cannot help 
myself." God does fiot seem to help 
yon, but he maksn^ou feel m6re of 
your weakness that; you ever knew l>e- 
forc! and the more you labor to be 
better the worse you are. “He was 
turned to l>e their enemy, and he 
fought against them."

In the* progress of this Isittlc you 
may have suffered very serious dam­
age. There came a man Into this 
Tabernacle, some years ago, who said, 
“I got spoiled one Sunday morning. I 
came into this Tabernacle, and I 
thought I was as good a man as any 
tradesman within fifty miles nf the 
place.” Said he, " I went out spoiled;

as bad as anybody in Newington, or 
within a thousand miles of the place.” 
That is what comes to us when God 
begins to fight against our self-right­
eousness. I thought myself, as a 
child, a good and docent lad, til) I saw 
my own heart. I was a fine soldier 
UI) God came with bls battle-axe, 
smashed in my shield, and hewed 
away my finery, and I stood there, in 
my own apprehension at that time, 
the worst youth that had ever lifted 
bls baud against God. God makes 
great havoc with the trappings of self- 
righteousness. Our tawdry finery 
soon goes to pieces when the truth 
deals with it.

At such times, when God Is fighting 
against a man, his inward sorrows 
seem to increase. His memory shouts 
at him, “ Remember this! Remember 
that! Jtemcmtar the other! Remem­
ber that night of sin! Remember that 
day of relielllon!'' His fears rise up 
and stalk like grim ghosts before him. 
His bopcsr'tbat once sang sweetly 
siren songs, now turn their sonnets 
into dirges. His expectations fail. 
Tho man’s thoughts are al) a case of 
knives, cutting his sou) at every point. 
O sirs, when God besieges tho town of 
Mansoul, he seta his batteries against 
every gate. His artillery Is turned 
against every part of the wall. His 
big shells burst In the centre of the 
heart. The Lord is a man of war, Je­
hovah Is bls name. When ho goes 
forth to battle, It shall be terrible for 
the man against whom he flgbta.

I hoar you say to me, “ You are giv­
ing a very terrible description.” I am 
not describing overylody that Is saved. 
Many come to Christ very readily, and 
simply trust In him, and live at once. 
But, my hearer, you are riot of that 
tender'sort. You would not come. A 
mother's tears could not persuade you, 
your father's exhortations could not 
Induce you; even the gentler dealings 
ot God could not drive or draw you; 
and you have lived In sin till at last 
God has effectively token you in hand. 
Your conscience Is aroused; you can­
not go on any longer as you now are.

“O,"suys one, " I do not feel like 
that.” Alas! I wish you did. I have 
Ui meet with a great many people of a 
sorrowful spirit. They are constantly 
seeking me out. I have known them 
come for many a mile to have a talk 
with me; for they seem to think that 
I know something about these wounds

adal.ylel/, yield, yield! Make no ex­
cuse. Offer no extenuation. Yield to 
the omnipotence of God, which. In 
your case, will be omnipotent love. 
He has wounded, and be will heal. 
He has torn up,and be will bind up. 
“The Lord killeth, and maketh alive; 
be woundeth, and bls hands make 
whole." But how can he make those 
alive who were never killed? You 
who were never wounded, you who to­
night have been sitting here and smil­
ing at your own case, what can mercy 
do for you? Do not congratulate 
yourselves on your peace, f< at the 
tottom of the painful experience I 
have described there lies the wondrous 
secret that this fighting against men 
Is fighting against their evil for their 
good, that they may be saved. God 
fights against your pride, that you 
may lie bumbled: he fights against 
your self-confidence, that you may bo 
ashamed of II; nnd when his warfare 
has answered its purpose, God will be 
no enemy of yours; but yoff will find 
him blotting out your sins like a 
cloud, and like a thick cloud your In- 
iqultles.

I leave off when 1 have warned you 
to watch carefully that you do not go 
into sin. It is a blessed thing to le 
forgiven; but It Is a more blessed 
thing to be kept from sin. O what 
agony, what mischief. I have seen 
brought upon Individuals and families 
by acts ot carelessness which have aft­
erwards led to acts of licentiousness! 
Steer clear of the lesser forms of sin, 
lest you so vex the Spirit that he shall 
turn to be your enemy, and fight 
against you.

III. Lastly, this text is n very 
dreadful one In reference to those who 
die impenitent. Concerning those 
who die Impenitent, what shall we 
say? What ought to be the truth 
about them? You—I speak only now 
of those who have heard the Gospel, 
of such as are sitting In this Taberna­
cle, where the warning and the prom­
ise are set before them—If you die Im­
penitent, having wilfully rejected the 
great sacrifice of Christ, you will die 
with a vengeance. Jesus Christ has 
died, and you have refused the merit 
of his blood. You have wilfully and 
wickedly done despite to the mercy of 
God the gather, God the Son, and.God 
the Holy Gnosl; Sod this Is In Edi­
tion to all your other sins. Now, let 
me ask you, What is to be done with 
the man who will not have merry 
when It Is set before him? If a con­
victed criminal Is Invited to confess 
and receive pardon, and he will not do 
It, what remains but to carry out the 
sentence? Both Justice and Injured 
mercy require that It should be so. 
When a man gets Into the next world, 
whodles refusing Christ, and rejecting 
divine mercy, he will fight against God 
there, and, according to his ability, 
he will tie a greater sinner there than 
here. Shall God give him pleasure? 
Shall the Lord make such a rebel hap­
py? Shall he stand by and say, " I 
will reward the rebel. He has vexed 
my Spirit, but I will ennoble and re­
ward him?” Shall the Judge of all 
the earth act so? If you will turn to 
this Book, you will not find between 
these two covers a solitary ray of hope 
for n man who dies without God. and 
without.Christ. I- defy any man who 
believes this Book to be inspired, to 
find anything in Ite sacred page but 
blank despair for the man who will not 
In this life accept the mercy of God In 
Christ Jesus. My Lord and Master 
said. “He that lielleveth and Is >ap- 
tlzed shall lie saved; but be that be- 
lleveth not shall tie damned." That 
fs his word, and then- It stands, and 
there it will stand forever. It will 
never tie reversed. It is the final sen- 
tenee. " Depart from me, ye cursed, 
Into everlasting fire, prepared for the 
devil and his angels.” I charge you, 
by the living God, do not provoke him 
to this. Rush not upon the edge of 
Jehovah's sword.

At once look to Jesus crucified—Je­
sus crucified for the guilty, Jesus who 
came into the world, took our nature, 
and bare our sin and shame. He crlw 
from the cross, " Look unto me, and 
be ye saved, all tho ends of the earth." 
I cannot speak to you like an angel 
from heaven, but 1 speak like a sinner 
saved from hell; and I.Implore you to 
believe In the Lord Jcsue Christ, and 
you shall be saved; " for God so loved 
tbe world, that be gave bls only-begot­
ten Son, that wllwwver lielleveth In 
him should not pcrMh, but have ever­
lasting life." God bless you! Amen.

ARTICLES AF AUKKEMKNT AUDITED UY 

THE AMERICAN SOUTHERN UAI*- 
TISTH, SHAETUNO PROV­

INCE, CHINA.
We the Baptist' missionaries, labor­

ing In the Province of Shantung, 
North China, approved members uf 
regular Baptist churches, feeling thic 
need of union among ourselves, unani­
mously agree to form one tody fqr 
mutual consultation and concert of 
action In tbe following particulars:

I. That our missionary work shall 
be evangelistic, striving by word and 
life to spread tbe knowledge of Cbrl|t 
among the people, hoping by tbe 
blessing of God upon our work, ac­
companied by the regenerating power 
of tbe Holy Spirit, to see earnest, self- 
acting Baptist churches gradually rise 
throughout tbe land, under tbe guid­
ance of God—called native ministers 
of the Word. In order to this cad 
and to cut off “pecuniary expecta­
tion ” — a great hinderance to the 
progress of tbe truth—we shall here­
after use no mission or public money 
in the work beyond our personal apd 
itinerating expenses, including neces­
sary religious Ixxjks and tracts, except 
that aid may 1x5 extended to strug­
gling churches in rare cases. We a|so 
deem It unwise for us to become pas­
tors, school teachers, charity venders, 
or meddlers in Chinese law-suits.

II. That we will act together In the 
opening of new stations, the abandon­
ment of old ones, and the choice find 
change of permanent location; but no 
new station shall to opened without 
a missionary of at least two or thyce 
ytnrs' experience on the field.

III. That It will be best, ordinarily, 
not to purchase land or build bouses 
in the Interior for mission purposes, 
hot to rent from the natives and to 
hold ourselves ready to move from 
place to place as the woi*k may re­
quire.

IV. That all funds of whatever 
kind, received by members of this 
body, for use In their work, shall be 
turned Into the public treasury.

VIII. That this body Is to have no 
ecclesiastical power nor any jurisdic­
tion in matters not specified.

We arc asked whether tbe "we” in 
1 John 1:B, refer* to those wh , walk 
In darkness, or to those who walk in 
the light. The verse Is. “If we say 
we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, 
and the truth Is not In us."

In these verse*, sixth to tenth, tho 
Apostle John Identifies himself with 
hi* reader*. In the first six verse* 
"we” refers to the ajiostlo and oilier* 
who wore teaching about Je»us. Sev­
eral suppositions are raised aud an­
swered—such supposition* as bring 
out things tbe reader* lire liable to do. 
The flrst supposition is, “If wo say 
we have fellowship with him and walk 
in darkness, wo l|e. and do not Vnow 
the truth." Second, " If wo walk in 
the llghuas he Is In the light, we have 
fellowship one with another, and the 
blood of Jesu* Christ, his bon, cleans- 
eth us from all sin." Then emm* the 
third supposition with which we have 
to do, vix., " If wesay tbat we have no 
•im wo deceive ouraelve*, and the 
truths. I* nnt In us." The fourth sup­
position Is, “ If wo eonfeMour sins he 
is faltn^ul and Just to forgive u* our 
sins, und^to cleanse us from all un- 
righteousness." Tho flfth anil last Is, 
“If we say tbat we have notilnncil 
wo make him n Bar, and his word is 
uot In us."

In verso eight, therefure, the " we ” 
refers to tho Apostle John and his 
readers taken together. There I* no 
division of those who walk in light 
and those who walk In darkness.

If a man 
licllevM in a creator, he lx.-llevcs In 
the greatest of all miracle*. God can 
touch these natural forces fora pur­
pose. if he made those forces. There 
Is nothing wonderful If God works a 
miracle to jwrsuade men to accept n 
message from heaven. The actual Ex­
istence of miracles in history Is a mat­
ter of testimony.

The miracles of Christ may tie di­
vided into— flrst. miracles on nature; 
second, on man; third, on the spirit­
ual world: ami fourth, on his own per­
son, as when he fasted, was transtig- 
ured, and arose from the dead.

Some have tieeo troubleri by the 
miracles of destruction, e. g.. the 
withering of the lig-tree, and the dev­
ils entering into the swine. The tig- 
tree stood by the way-side, and lie- 
longed to nobody. It bore no fruit, 
•and so Its destruction was no loss. If 
Christ had cut down such a tree to 
teach a moral lesson, would any oue 
have objected? The fact Is that tree 
has borne much fruit through all the 
centuries.

The demoniacs even bogged 
to lie let alone. Some miracles wore 
given lu answer to the request of oth- 
its, ns the healing of Simon's mother- 
In-law, the relying of Jairus' daughter 
ahd of Laurus, and tbc cases brought 
to him. In such cases there were 
physical blessings only granted: and 
In such casai tbc parties would natur­
ally Im afterward attracted to Christ. 
There were ten lepers cleansed, but 
only one returned thanks. How like 
u» of to-dnyl

There were also miracles In response 
to personal faith, an I t^jesc carried 
spiritual blessings. The lawl evidence 
of faith Is awililngnosa to obey Christ.

Study of the EpheMans." (Flrat part.)

The Ephesians were luxurious and 
licentious. The great temple of heath­
enism was at Ephesus. Paul planted 
Christianity there and committed it 
to Apollos. Paul tarried there three 
years. The first three months he , 
preached In the synagogue of the 
Jews. Here he separated the disci- 
pie* from the Jew* and united them 
Into a church. From this point he 
planted those surrounding churches, I 
addressed by John In the llevelallnn. 
The church here Wn* founded amid 
sterm and conflict. This letter was 
written In 02 from hh prison house nt 
Rome.

There were no sudh sins among this 
people as those at Corinth, nor any 
such doctrinal faults a* among the 
Galatian*. The object of the epistle; 
seemed Jo )« to enlarge them In tliw 
great doctrine of the Lord Jesus] 
Christ. In the divine will of iha 
Father he find* the origin of tbe| 
church. Here the doctrine of thd 
Trinity I* cluarly set forth. There 1*| 
a market) similarity tietween this 
epistle and that to the CullosslansJ 
There I* n single personal reference^ 
The style i* unusually tine. The doc­
trinal part of this epistle I* the pro) 
roundest, while the practical Is thd 
most helpful. The epistle sweeps t htj 
entire -gaum of Church life. The 
plan of the epistle l«, flrat, doctrinal: 
second, doctrinal. The doctrinal I* 
divided into three parts. The first 
chapter eopiatns the first, the scconil 
chapter the second, and tbe tblnj 
chapter the third.

The firat opens with an Inscrip­
tion of praise. (The speaker read 
much of the first, showing this splritj 
especially the tlrat twelve verses, 
And this spirit deepens into earnest 
prayer for them.)

In tbe second chapter is unfolded 
the calling of the church. This call- 
Ing translates into the kingdom of 
His dear Son.

The third point wa* the develop­
ment, of those called, into a holy tem­
ple In the Lord under tbe operation 
of the Holy Spirit and the ministra­
tions of God's servants.

For the second time he fall* and let* 
hl* overflowing sou) pour out In prayer 
to God. He prays that Christ may 
dwell In them richly, and that they 
may t>e filled with all tbe fullnt-M of , 
God. The monument of Liberty en­
lightening the world compared with a 
flickering light fitly represent* Paul’* 
conception of the church compared 
with some modern idea* on this sub­
ject.

Rev. Dr. H. A. Tupper discussed

plain advice, and Paul did nut hesi­
tate to give it to them. And among 
other things he said, “Let everything 
be done decently and In order."

PHACTICAI. KVASUELIHM.
In a broad sense all Christian work 

is evangelism. Nothing Is more beau­
tiful or more sublime than the action 
of him who throws aside worldly pros­
pects and plunges into the great mass 
of humanity to save souls. A practi­
cal evangelist goes directly Ui tbe 
work, and expects organization to fol­
low. Paul did not wait for otganiza- 
tlon or for plans.

A t>oy was sent out to look for a 
mule. He flrat thought if he wa- a 
mule where he would go, and going 
there he fouud the mule. The first 
dinjculty was in going Into the work— 
to go beyond what the pastor ha* 
done. Much has been said about the 
unsettling of pastors. Some ought to 
Iks moved, and It would do pastor and 
people both good. But there Is no 
need of this it tbe evangelist Is a man 
of couiuion sense. A man must know 
how, to wdrk with pastors. It Is often 
amusing to beur the comments of pas­
tors and editors on evangelists' plugs 
and methods. Some good jtcople make 
grievous mistakes. He once had a 
brother in his church who suggested 
to his assistant in a meeting, that he 
was not the man for tbe jitace. It 
gristly grieved tbe evangelist.

Much depends upon the man. All 
men arc nol fitted to thia work, while 
others seem peculiarly adapted lo It. 
Tbe evangelist seems to have been en­
dowed by God for just such work. 
There is that in.hls make-up and con­
stitution which specially adapts hltu 
to iu The Lord does not call men 
.Into this work without preparation. 
The evangelist is a peculiar man In re- 
spect lo his education.

There Is no school which can teach 
a man bow to lie a successful evangel­
ist. The pre|>araliou Is received from 
God and on the field. He Is peculiar 
lu respect to tbe work. He must be a 
man who can intuitively grasp tbe sit­
uation, who Is not excited by emergen­
cies, a man who will do the right thing 
at the right time.

The importance of woman's mission 
work can hardly be exaggerated. 
Every aspect of missions ought to be 
studied.

The 
woman's Independent mission move­
ment In the North has assumed great 
proportions. We are glad to say it IS 
not so In the South. But the Interest 
In this work Is a rising tide, and it is 
unwise to Ik- indifferent us to Its direc­
tion.

He would Intensify, 
enlarge, glorify it. He was profound­
ly concerned lest woman should lie 
taken nut of tbe great sphere In which

dwarfed as a mission factor. What 
light does our miwlonary system in 
Kentucky give as to tbe right relation 
of woman to. thu mission work of the 
denomination?

Again the system provides the 
means of missionary training. This 
is a matter of the greatest Importance. 
Should any part of this work of train­
ing Ite turned over to our sisters to 
Jhe exclusion of men? The system 
does not favor It. It gives ample 
scope for the Influence of capable and 
godly women.

What place is assigned to our sisters 
In raising mission funds? The Gen­
eral Association and tbe great ma­
jority of the district associations have 
made a formal deliverance a, to this 
point. They advise, and to emphasize 
the advice and give It all possible 
force, they earnestly request our Itaj* 
list women not to form ludei>eudent 
societies, but to work with their 
churches. And the ap)>eal culminates 
In the request that they work for all 
the missions. The withdrawal of tbe 
women from the regular church mis­
sion work would be to withdraw half
