aud every needful attention. Gilu* 
furnished a home of this character, a* 
we learn from 3 John 5-1. John com­
mends him warmly for bl* reputation 
In thia regard. But all tbe brethren 
were not so kindly disposed nor so act­
ive In their attention* to God’* serv. 
ants. Dlotraphes wa* especially un­
pleasant "In bis behavior. His charac­
ter I* set forth in 3 John 8.10: “3 
wrote unto the church; but Dlotre- 
phes, who loveth to have the preemin­
ence among them, racelvetb us not 
Wherefore, if I come, I will remember 
his deeds which he doetb, prating 
against us with mallclouswords: and 
not content therewith, neither doth 
be himself receive the brethren, and 
forblddeth them that would, and cast- 
eth them out of tbe church,’’

A very remarkable description is 
thia Let us look at the pointe in de­
tail, and see if such mon as Dlotraphes 
were confined to John's day:

: 1. Dlotraphes "loveth to have tbe 
preeminence among them." Trans­
lated into modern phraseology, this 
means that he loved to be the first 
man .in the church or to run tho 
church. He wanted hl* opinion to 
prevail in all matters of Importance. 
Such a spirit of proprietorship I* In­
consistent with the humility inculcat­
ed by Christ. A Protestant cannot 
stand a pope. A Baptist will submit 
still less to such self-assumed author­
ity. A Kentucky Baptist will bow 
tho knee with greater reluctance than 
any other Baptist, because of hl* In­
tense Individualism. In Christianity 
ho is the greatest who Is tbe servant

Many practically reply, Not at all. 
A minister is reported to hare criti­
cised a younger preacher recently for 
using tbe word '‘doctrine” in a ser­
mon. Many are thankful that the 
bitter, abusive discussions of the past 
arc forever gone. But let us beware 
of tbe other modern extreme* in many 
case* of abusing or Ignoring true Bible 
doctrine. Mony who seem to be 
monomaniacs on what they call “love" 
are offended by tbe very word "doc­
trine”. Their “love” does not con tain 
the essential Idea of the Bible "doc­
trine” of love, which certainly Includes 
an unselfish purpose to serve another 
and Ite practical execution as oppor­
tunity is offered. "As he thlnketb In 
bis heart, so is he.” Bible doctrine 
must always be tho foundation of the 
Christian character. Ignorance or 
neglect of doctrine must result In 
Irreparable loss. Modern gusb.and 
slush and "love," falsely so-called, can 
never take tbe place of Bible doctrine 
a* taught by our fathers. We are not 
wiser than they, nor bettor. In many 
cases wo lack their wisdom and

variety- Of cour*e. wo must lllu»- 
trate and speak in *uu*ll>lc language 
that tho average hearer raL under­
stand. Wo need not lie tot/rrequenlly 
repealing technical, theological term*, 
butsomehow the duty must lie per­
formed with the very best preimrn- 
tlon and ability thul I* possible. 
This “doctrine" should include the 
fundamental teaching of God's Word, 
God's sovereignty, man'* total deprav­
ity aud personal responsibility: ro- 
pentance, faith, regeneration, sancti­
fication, Implism, the Lord’s.Supjier, 
nod “all Iblngs whatsoever I have 
commanded you.”

Iloally Ilntl-claM denominational 
catechisms should be used in our 
Sunday-schools and home*. The 
Sborter Catechism of the Presbyter­
ians has prolwbly done more to in­
doctrinate their people than any 
other moans. The Boman Catholics 
are wonderfully wise In teaching ihclr 
catechism* to tbeir children. A* 
supplementary and perhaps wnie- 
times a. a substitute for tho Inter­
national Series let us use our best de­
nominational oatechlsiua in our Hun- 
day-schools. But nothing can lake 
the place of the mother's teaching. 
I mean a real mother. I do not mean 
tho foolish female, who happen* to 
havocblldren, who I* too ignored or 
negligent to tie called by tho noble 
name of “mother.” Such a miserable 
creature Is one of Iho greatest curse* 
to tho home of which 1 have any con­
ception. A drunken or criminal 
father Is by no moans such * curse. 
NapOloon aald tho greatest ms-d of 
France wra mothers. Ho did not 
mean woman who hod children. The 
woman who Is so fuIT of society er 
societlM that aha neglect* to teach 
her children tho Word of God I* not 
worthy of the name of “mother." In 
tbe home lot catechism* be wisely 
taught by all moans by loved ones 
qualified to teach. If the roolbor ha* 
been taken by God let tbe father or 
*l*ter or brother do their bc»t to 
supply tbo need In God's fear and to 
HI* glory.

Let U* distribute widely and wisely 
our Philadelphia ,‘C«nfes*lon of 
FMIth” and tbo "Artlclo* of Baptist 
Faith." Every family should have 
tbo "Con feral on." Every Sunday- 
acbool teacher and scholar should have 
tbe "Article*." Many of each should 
bo wisely distributed among those 
who are "without." If we have a 
right to exiat ra a denomination we 
should show wbat we are and what wbSlev. and why we are wbat we 
are. Are we ashamed of our faith? 
Is there- not much Ignorance and i 
mlauoderatandlng here among Intel­
ligent people of other denominations !

We soon be­
come weary of calling upon the Name 
of tbe Lord. In the I’entccostal 
times the preacher* were tilled with 
the Spirit, the tongues which appear­
ed aver tbeir beads were llery- 
tongue* which spoke word* which 
burned! is not thl* what I* needed 
to-day?

There Is hardly another Biblical 
personage so unjustly treated us 
Elijah. The colossal grandeur of his 
character Is to / great for tbe average 
modern mind, to which sublimity Is 
an unknown quantity. But tbe live ' 
chapters In tbe books of First and 1 
Second Kings which reveal Elijah 
through his history, give us the |x>r- 
tralt of a man unlike all others. 1 
Apart, alone, lost In the will of God, 
coming and going at his word, hurling 
his truth into the hostile faces of an 
Idolatrous king and nation; a patriot, 
desirous of hl* |>eoplc'* welfare, heavy- 
hearted liccausc of their sins and 
tbeir sorrows, wholly tllsregartlful of 
l>en<onul rewards; a reformer, all his 
sdul atlame with the grand purpose of 
averting Israel's face from Baal, and 
turning It toward tbe living God, his 
rightful Lord, his benefactor.

He had stood a mediator between 
God and Israel. He hud prtyed such 
a prayer a* only the strongest souls 
cun pray, and the life-giving rain was 
withheld from a imckslldden jieoplc. 
He wus one man against hundred* on 
Moupt Carmel, where fire from heaven 
fell upon JchovftllV itTtW.-' sfter one 
■Imple, short |»tltlou, In whose few 
words arc compressed an Intensity 
and spiritual power which whole 
churches full of modern Christian* do 
not approach. After this, yet another 
scene of prayer, when, isiwlng In the 
dust, the spirit of Elijah wrestled and 
prevailed, and ruin returned to tbe 
people wiio hud Just confessed "The 
Lord, he Is the God." A* soon as the 
Iqpg-contlnued strain of extraordi­
nary duties and events have passed, 
the threats of angry Jezebel smite the 
propbet's car. She wu« Identified, 
with Baal’s cause; corrupt, talented,( 
efficient; Elijah well knew her inwer 
for evil.- "lie arose and went for his 1 
life.” 1» that les* than you would 
have done? I« It lew than bravest 
generals and king* have done? 1

The peril tolhl* life wmThls leust I 
consideration.

He is appalled
by his own shortcomings, and

inlllu-aware, there is a region, as yet 
mlnatcd by that law, where evil things
nestle and breed.

The Jewish ritual drew a bropd dis­
tinction between Inadvertent—wheth­
er Ixvoluntary or Ignorant— an<| <U'lll>- 
crate sins; providing au>nem<|nt for 
the former, not for the J^er. The 
word In my text ren<lerwi“orrpr»" Is 
closely connected with that which in 
the Lcvitlcal system designate* Ite 
former class of transgression*: and the 
connection between the two clause*of 
the text, a* well as that with the sul>- 
■equent Verne, distinctly show* that 
the "secret faults” of the one!clause 
are substantially synonymous wjth the 
"error*” of the other.

They are, then, not sin* hidden from 
men. whether becaure they hate been 

done quietly In a corner, and remain 
undetected, or because they have only 
been In thought, never passing into 
act. Both of these pages are dark in 
every man’s memory. Who to there 
that could reveal himself to men? 
who to there that could bear tl»e siflht 
of a naked soul? But tbe Psalmist Is 
thinking of a still more solemn fact, 
that, beyond the range of coqsalence 
and consciousness, there are evils in 
us all. It may do us good to ponder 
hto discovery that he had undiscovered 
sins, and to take for ours' hto prayer, 
“ Cleanse thou me from secret faults. "

I. So I ask you to look w(th me, 
brleffy. Arst. at the solemn fact here, 
that" there are In every man: si us of 
which the doer to unaware.

It is with our characters as with our 
faces. Few of us are familiar with 
our own appearance, and moat of us, 
If we have looked at our portrait*, 
have felt a little shock of gurprlse, 
and been ready to say to oaraelves, 
“ Well! I did not know that 1 Iqoked 
like that!” And the bulk even of 
good men are almtet as much strang­
ers to their inward physiognomy as to 
their outward. They see themselves 
in their looking-glasses every morning, 
although they "go away and forget 
wbat manner of men" they were. But 
they do not see their true selves In tbe 
same fashion In any other mirror.

It Is the very characteristic of all 
evil that It has a strange power of de­
ceiving ■ man os to its real character; 
like the cuttle-Ash, that squirts out a 
cloud of ink and so escape* in tbe 
darkness and the dirt. Th* more a 
man goes wrong the less he knows it. 
Conscience is loudest when it I* least 
needed, and moat silent when most re-

_ . vr get wre • — - 
calls IL “stern adherence to princi­
ple." or “righteous Indignation;" and 
he thinks hfmeslf very badly used 
when other people "drive him" so 
often into a temper. Other people 
know, and be might know, If be would 
be honest with himself, that for all 
bls fine names It is nothing else than 
passion. Is he any the less guilty be­
cause of his ignorance? It is plain 
enough that, whilst Ignorance, If it Is 
absolute and Inevitable, does diminish 
to the vanishing point criminality, the 
Ignorance of our own faults which 
most of us display Is neither absolute 
nor inevitable: and, therefore, though 
It may, thank God! diminish, It does 
not destroy our guilt. "Sho wlpeth 
her mouth and wilth; I have done no 
harm." Was she, therefore,, chaste 
and pure? There are many vermin 
lurking beneath the stones In all our 
hearts, and they are none the less 
poisonous liecause they live and multi­
ply In the dark. “ I know nothing 
against myself, yet am I not hereby 
Justified, {tut he that Judgeth me is 
the Lord."

II. Now, secondly, let me ask you 
to look at the special perlloUsncss of 
these hidden faults.

As with a blight upon a rose-tree, 
the little green creatures lurk on the 
underside of the leaves, and In all the 
folds of the buds, and, because un­
seen, they Increase w th alarming rap­
idity, the very fact that we have 
faults In our characters, which every- 
body sees but ourselves, makes it cer­
tain that they will grow unchecked, 
and so will prove terribly perilous. 
The small things of life are the great 
things of life. Fur a man's character is 
made up of them, and of their results, 
striking Inwards upon himself. A 
wine-glassful of water with one drop of 
mud In it may not be much olMcpred, 
hut If you come to multiply It Into a 
lakeful, you will have muddy waves 
that reflect no heavens, and show no 
gleaming stars.

These secret faults are like a fungus 
that has grown In a wine-cask; whose 
presence nobody suspected. It sucks 
up all the generous liquor to feed Its 
own lllthlness, and when the slaves 
are broken there Is no wine loft, noth­
ing but the foul growth. Many a 
Christian man and woman has the 
whole Christian life arrested, and all 
but annihilated, by the unsuspected 
Influence of a secret sin. I do not be­
lieve it would be exaggeration to say 
that tor one man who has made ship­
wreck of his faith and lost his peace 
by reason of some gross transgression, 
there are twenty who have fallen Into 
tbe same condition by reason of the 
multitude of small ones. " He that 
despiseth little things shall fall by lit­
tle and little," and whilst the deeds 
which tbe ten commandments rebuke 
are damning to a Christian character, 
still more perilous, because unseen, 
and permitted to grow without check 
or restraint, are these unconscious 
sins. “ Happy Is he that condemneth 
not himself In tbut thing which be al- 
lowetb.” —

III. Notice the discipline, or prac­
tical issues, to which such considera­
tions should lead.

My text, as translated In the Revis­
ed Version, says, "Clear thou me 
from secret faults." And there Is 
present In that word, if not exclusive­
ly, at least predominantly, the idea of 
a Judicial acquittal, so that the 
thonght of the first clause of this 
verse seems 'rather to te that of pro­
nouncing guiltless, or forgiving, than 
that of delivering from the jxiwer of. 
But both, m> doubt, are Included io 
the Idea, us both. In fact, come from

peradvcnlure, will give them repent-
aticc, to the acknowledging of the 
truth."

These, and a great many other* 
like them, are a part of God's inspired 
word, and to repeat, tbe point we 
make is. that If we preach fqjm par­
ticular passages tearing onconmvlon, 
in the discussion of which human 
agency Is exalted while wo ignore the 
Divine, wo preach a mutilated Gospel 
and are liable to got men to confess

that where our sister* Are not 'organ• 
lied IntosocleU**, wlthl* tbe churches 
or witbout, they are not doing their 
duty by tbe great causa of mission*. 
One of our most orthodox brethren re­
cently expressed the hope that oat of 
all “this contention over woman’* 
work and woman'* tpbere, she will 
jettlc down to some part of the work." 
Now tbe writer hereof know* one as­
sociation that gives, say fifty cents 
per member, annually, There ha* 
been no contention over tbe question 
at. all, but our sister* ds member* of 
the churches hand In their offering* u* 
regularly, a* liberally and a* willingly 
m do the brethren. They see no more 
reason why they should contribute 
separately, or demand to have their 
cont ributions reported separately, than 
that we their brethren should, tine 
church well known to the writer has 
IM members, ateut two-thlrd* of 
whom are women. Should they or­
ganize separately, the church would 
lose at least half of her missionary 
strength financially. It 1* pretty well 
settled that' our sister* are doing at 
least as much as we brethren. We all 
belong to the same missionary society, 
the church, and In our reports the 
church Is credited by tbe entire 
amoutit donated by her members. It 
Is, 1 feel sure, an unjust assumption 
that our sister* a^- not doing anything 
except where separately organized. 
To tbe contrary I am confident that 
where any ehurch Is raising money for 
missions, the sister* arc doing their 
duty as fuljy a* tbe brethren.

In an association a few years ago 
the statement was made that the Bap­
tist women of Kentucky were away 
tehlnd their sisters In other states In 
missionary offerings, and that In that 
very association the women were do 
Ing nothing! Now I knew to a cer­
tainty that In that association the 
sisters were giving regularly and Hto 
orally: but they wore giving In their 
churches and as memters of those 
churches, and were not seeking to 
come to the front as giving through 
mere societies. Nover did tbe speaker 
that corrected the statement and 
stated the simple facts receive so 
many thanks from women, young and 
old. (Ine dear young il»ter who had 
l>een her pastor's true yoke-fellow in 
the missionary collection* of her 
church, and in whose eyes unshed 
tears gathered as she listened to tbe 
unmerited rebuke of the flrst speaker, 

,came up extending her hand, exclaim­
ing, "Brother F., I must thank you 
for what you have said: it was cruel 
to charge us with doing nothing sim­
ply tieeauso we worked In our churches 
and had our work reported Just like 
other church-memlH'rs!" An elderly 
matron rather tartly remarked, “Let 
other women run off after separate so­
cieties, as for me the church of Jesus 
Christ where I work and give side by 
side with my husband and son is the 
only society I ever Intend to Join. If 
men say I do nothing and give noth­
ing, my pastor and my Savior know 
better, and that Is chough for me." 
This Is no fancy sketch, but simply a 
sample of what actually occurred.

After sixteen years of experience In 
different fields, I am fully satisfied 
that where a church 11 taught that It 
Is the Lord's Missionary Society, and 
that every member o^the church be­
longs to that missionary society, and 
1* duly bound to carry out the great 
coniniiMlon until every nation, kin­
dred and tongue, ha* beard the Go*- 
pel, I say my experience Is men and 
women, youth* and maidens, will 
heartily go to work giving and Induc­
ing other* to give, all working to­
gether as a church. This Is the way 
the eburcbe* I serve are taught; As 
members of the church our sisters are 
doing fully as much according to their 
ability.

Now it may be that human societies 
display greater wisdom, can do the 
Lord's work tetter than that society 
which we are told displays "the mani­
fold wisdom of Rod." Let those so as­
sert who so believe; but, in common 
decency, let It not be charged that 
such women as prefer to give quietly 
as church-members are doing nothing.

No pastor ever had truer associates 
in his work, and it would 111 become 
me to sit silent while It Is Insinuated 
or openly charged that they are tak­
ing no part in tbe work of evangeliz­
ing the world. The sister* are doing 
their part and are wlllihg for their 
contributions to be reported along 
with their husbands and sons as so 
much contributed by their church.

Brother Editor, I am in a quiet out- 
of-the-way place where I depend, next 
to my Bible, on the Westkkn Rb- 
cohdkr for guidance If I am teach­
ing my sisters wrong, and foolishly 
keeping them from "coming to the 
front” in societies of their own, tel) 
me and tell me plainly.

Senator Stanford, who Is to bear all 
the expense, will visit the P*d* 
Coast this spring If there Isn’t an* 
tra session of Congress, and there i* 
much probability of one now.

There are many things in Mr. 
Moody that I admire, and he has no 
doubt done much good, though he has 
sometimes received credit for the good 
done through other*. He professes to 
act under the great commission of 
Christ, and strives to execute It, but 
he does this only In part. This com­
mission requires that the nations be 
dl*clplcd, and that "repentance and 
remission of sins," In connection with 
faith, Ims preached in. all the world. 
Mr. Moody is not very happy In his 
manner of presenting the subject of 
repentance, and sometimes he seems 
almost to Ignore it. He calls on sin­
ners to “ accept Christ,” though they 
never will and never can accept him 
without that sense of their lost and 
guilty condition as sinners which la 
Involved In truerepentancc.

But when, under Mr. Moody's 
preaching, sinners repent and believe 
In Christ, he suspends tbe execution 
of the great commission. That Is to 
say, be dis-s not call on believers to lie 
Iraptlzcd. The words "baptizing 
them" arc In the commission, and 
they are as authoritative as any other 
words In It. Why are they Ignored? 
Is not the reason obvious? This is 
the way to "break down denouilna-

make us feel that, after
all, our \charactcrs arc very poor 
things. iKmcn praise u* let us try to 
remember wbat It will te good for us 
to remember)' too, when we are tempt­
ed to praise ourselves, tbe underworld 
of darkness which each of u* carries 
about within us.

Further, let me pres* upon you two 
practical points. This whole set of 
contemplations should make us prac­
tice a very rigid and cloae self-Inspec­
tion. There will always te much that 
will escape our oliservatton—we shall 
gradually grow to know more and 
more of It—but there can te no excuse 
for that which I fsar is a terribly com­
mon characteristic of the professing 
Christianity of this day—the all but 
entire absence of close inspection of 
one's own character and conduct. I 
know very well that It is not a whole­
some thing for a man to te always 
poking in his own feelings and emo­
tions. I knqw also that in a former 
generation there was far too much in­
trospection instead of looking to Jesus 
Christ and forgetting self. I do not 
believe that self-examination, directed 
to tbe discovery of reasons for trusting 
tbe sincerity of my own faith, Is a 
gtsxl thing. But I do believe that 
without the practice of careful weigh­
ing of ourselves, there will te very lit­
tle growth In anything that is noble 
and good.

Tbe old Greeks used to preach, 
“Know thyself.” It was a high be­
hest, and very often a very, vainglori­
ous one. A man's test means of 
knowing what he is is to take stock of 
what he does. If you will put your 
conduct through tbe sieve, you will 
come to a pretty good understanding 
of your character. “ He that hath no 
rule over hl* own spirit is like a city 
broken down, without walls," into 
which all enemies can leap unhinder­
ed, and out from which all things that 
will may pass. Du you set guards at 
the gates and watch yourselves with 
all carefulness.

Then, again, I would *ay we must 
try to diminish as much as possible 
tbe mere Instinctive and habitual and 
mechanical part of our lives, and to 
bring, as far as we can, every action 
under tbe conscious dominion of prin­
ciple. Tbe less we live by impulse, 
anil the more we live by Intelligent re­
flection, the better It wljl te for us. 
The more we can gel bhblt on the side 
of goodness the tetter; but the more 
we break up our habit*, and make 
each individual action the re*ult of a 
special volition of tbe spirit guided by

And so wo may te sure I but, though 
our eye doe* not go down there Into 
the dark depths. God's eye goo*, and 
that where he looks, lie looks to par­
don, If we come to him through Jesus 
Christ our Lord.

He will deliver U* from the |«iwer of 
these secret sin*, glvlng to u» that Di­
vine Spirit which I* "the candle of 
the Lord,” tost'arcb us, and to convince 
u* of our simi, and to drag our evil 
into the light; and giving us tbe help 
without which wo can never over­
come. The oflly way for us to te de­
livered from the dominion of our un- 
conscious faults Is to Increase tbe 
depth and elosenesa and constancy of 
our communion with Jesus Christ: and 
then they will drop away from us. 
Mosquitoes and malaria, the one un­
seen In their minuteness, and the oth­
er “the pestilence that walkctb In 
darkness,” haunt the swamps. Go up 
on the hill-top, and neither of them Is 
found. So If wo live more and more 
on the high levels. In i-oamiinlon with 
our Muster, there wllOle fewer and 
fewer of these unconscious sins buzz­
ing and stinging and poisoning our 
lives, and more and more will his 
grace conquer and cleanse.

They will nil te manifested some 
day. The time comes when he shall 
bring to light tbe hidden thing* of 
darkness and the counsels of men's 
hearts. Thore will be surprises on 
teth hands of the Judge. Some on 
the right, astonished, will say, “ Lord, 
when saw wo thee?" and some on tbe 
left, smitten with confusldn and sur­
prise, will say, “ Lord, Lord, have we 
not prophesied in thy name?"

Let us go to him with the prayer, 
"Search me, OGod, and try mo: and 
see If there be any wicked way In mo; 
and load mo In the way everlasting.”

Divine Agency in Conversion.
It Is a well-known fact that some of 

our churches have among their mem­
bership those who are not worthy to 
bear the Christian name; and who. If 
they should meet their Just deserts, 
would lie excluded from the fellow­
ship of the churches with which they 

■ are connected. If this tic true of Bap­
tist churches with all their care In 

. receiving and baptizing members, 
, what must lie true among those 
, churches that are more or less care- 
. less In receiving members, some of 
. whom do not even require a change of 
j heart as a condition for church mem- 
, bershlp!

The cause Is found in our failure, in 
I our ordinary and special meetings, to 
, give proper plaee'and emphasis.to the 
, "Divine agency In conversion.” It Is 
• a well-known fact that as a people 
. we hold, or profess to hold, the doc- 
i trine of predestination. This doc­

trine, at all faithfully preached, 
demands that Rod's agency in con- 

■ version should be frequently alluded 
. to and explained as forcibly as pos- 
f slble by those who preach. Yet it 
' has become quite the custom of 

our ministers, and oftener of those of 
[ other creeds, to preach again and 
; again on such texts as "My son, give 
, me thine heart,” "Behold, I stand at 
■ the door and knock," Ac., “Turn ye, 
i turn ye," Ac., “Repent and be bap- 
• tiled," Ac. These texts are precious 
, and quite appropriate In any meeting 
, In which efforts are being made to 
। bring men to Christ But they, and 

all like them, bring out human 
agency, and we may say man's part in 

। conversion; and by preaching from 
suCh almost exclusively, as the man- 

। ner of some Is, we are In great danger 
of causing men to think that they are 
absolutely the arbiters of their own 
fate; that they can afford to accept or 
reject according to the whims of their 
sovereign will, the Invitations of the 
Gospel: that the talk about the pres­
ence and power of the Spirit is a mere, 
religious Agure of speech; that as God 
Is anxious to have them saved, he can 
afford to wait their convenience. It

11 will te readily replied that II Is 
difficult enough to got men to move' 
without saying anything that will; 
shake their conlldence in their own 
power to act at any lime regardless of: 
any drawing power that Rod may i 
exert U)xm. them. But are wo wiser' 
than Rod? Can wo Improve upon uis 
plans? Are we to te perpetually quot­
ing certain kinds of texts, and leaving 
other* nut? Paul was a great preach­
er, and he doubtless talked alxiut 
(Bal’s foreknowledge and his power to 
save. Spurgeon Is a great preacher, 
and yet he Is not afraid of such pas­
sages as wo have quoted. It will be j 
said again that preaching, Imscd upon ! 
such passage, may not te attended by ' 
so many professions; that some may ; 
te repelled Instead of drawn. Ah! i 
brother, you wish to count; you want 
l>eoplo that the .truth repels. You [ 
can afford to do without them. If. 
God has uM called themv or drawn | 
them, your call Is not sufficient. 
[Biblical Recorder.

This Is the Way to the PiL

As a young man was Just about to 
enter a theatre one of tbe door-keepers, 
who stood to direct the coming crowd, 
railed out: "This Is the way to the 
pH." The phrase Impressed him. Il 
conveyed a meaning to him that the 
door-keeper never thought of.. The 
young man took warning In season, 
and, turning hie back upon tbe thea­
tre forever, became a devoted student 
and afterward eminent for usefulness. 
With many tbeatre-guing leads to a 
pit deeper than those found on earth.

Our General Rule* forbid us to In­
dulge In " such diversions as ran not 
be' used in the name of tbe Lord.” 
And this rule I* liased upon the follow­
ing passages of Scripture: “Where­
fore, come out from among them, and 
te ye separate, sal th tbe Lord, and
touch not the unclean thing, 
not conformed to this world.’
ye not that the friendship of tbe 
world Is enmity with God?” “Diver­
sions" Include those popular amuse­
ments, such as theatre*, dancing, cir­
cuses, etc., which divert or torn the 
heart from God to be fascinated by 
worldly things.

The Methodist church stands square­
ly and uncompromisingly against all 
that may te properly termed popular 
worldly amusements, nut merely upon 
the ground of church severity, but 
ujxin the ground that they are cor­
rupting and soul-destroying in their 
Influences. Even the Catholic church, 
in all her looseness, forbids her people 
to attend fashionable dances upon the 
ground that they " are revolting to 
every feeling of delicacy and fraught 
with tbs greatest danger to morals." 
The Presbyterian church sjeaks out 
clearly against the worldly pleasures, 
such “as the theatre, the masquerade, 
card-playing and the dance." Many 
of the best people of the Episcopal 
church are opposed to these things. 
The deliverance* of these churches, 
liased upon careful observation as to 
the pernicious tendency of these 
things upon the tnoqds of their peo­
ple, come to support tbSGeneral Rule 
of the Methodist chprcb.

Heathen writer* could but see tbe 
general corrupting influences of thea­
tres. Hence Plato said: “Public the­
atres are dangerous to morality." Ar­
istotle: "They should te entirely for­
bidden to yoqng people as unsafe.’ 
Ovid: “They are a grand source of 
corruption." Archbishop Tillotson 
found them in England to te a nur­
sery of vice, and called them “the 
devil's chapel.” The. worst classes— 
tbe wlne-blbber*, tb£ licentious men 
and women, gamblers, swearer*, skep- 
tlcx, etc.—attend these amusements 
(we do not mean to say all who go are 
of such classes: and poison the very at­
mosphere of them. Hence tbe Bible 
says: "Come out from among them, 
and te ye separate, sal th the Lord, 
and touch not tbe unclean thing." 
[Raleigh Advocate.

' Ilans to live separate from the world, 
I how Is It that he Ignores baptism, 
i which formally draws tbe line of de- 
' markation tietween Christians and the 
world? In liaptism telievcrs profess 

jtheir death to sin, to the world, and 
say they are alive to holiness and to 
God. It is the divinely-appointed 
method of avowing allegiance to 
Christ as Lord. It Is the only Chris­
tian duty which Is to l>e performed 
but once, and tbe only one which Is 
performed In, or rather Into, tbe name 
of the three persons of the Rodhead.

If, to "break down dcnomlnatlonal- 
ism,” Mr. Moody, the chief evangelist 
of this country, and other evangelists 
who are trying to walk in his steps, 
virtually nullify one of the ordinances 
of Ihe Lord Jesus, It Is time for the 
friends of Christ, who is a Prince as 
well as a Savior, to utter their earnest 
and solemn protest.

Divorce suite Very great­
ly aggravate whatever grievances are 
involved, and make permanent 
breaches which otherwise would be 
healed. A divorce suit Is I|keopening 
a sewer tynd allowing the noxious 
gases to escape and poison the atmos­
phere; and the number ofj such suits 
should I* reduced to the lowest possi­
ble point.

Facility of divorce foster* domestic 
quarrels, and encourages, imprudent 
marriages, and thus lowers tbedlgnity 
of the marriage state and Impairs tbe 
obligation of marriage tow*. Easy 
divorce undermine* the ho*ne and tbe 
family and thus saps the [ foundation 
of society and of government.

■ only by companies with large capital. 

For example, railroads must lie built 
and operated, an., unless they can be 
made to pay, capital will not seek in­
vestment in them, and they will not 
lie established. Any legislation which 
tends to cripple the railroad* I* hos­
tile to lho.pro*]>eriiy of the people. 
Very few farmer* own stwk In the 
railroads, and there have been In­
stances where they have not 1iecn 
fairly treated by the officials, and 
still,the prosperity of the railroads I* 
intimately associated with tbe pros­
perity of the people. In the reaction 
against corporations, Which we regard 
as one of the most wholesome signs of 
the times, there should lie a wise dis­
crimination lietweeu what I* .legiti­
mate prosperity on the part of rail­
roads, for example, and whal 1* op­
pressive extortion.

It has been coolly taken for granted 
that the farmers do not know any­
thing nliout such things, and that , 
should they attempt to formulate any 
legislation on these Unes, they would ' 
simply make a mess of IL Tbe farm- 1 
er* are dlsapfiolnting those who made 
such prophecies.

We do not, 
however, see how a Roman Catholic 
priest can be loyal except In a second­
ary sense, to any civil government in 
the world. The Pope claim* tbe alle­
giance of all Catholics in temporal a* 
well a* spiritual affairs, and this claim 
bas not been abated one wblt since bi* 
temporal power bas been taken away. 
Every priest must of necessity allow 
the claims of tbe Pope to be valid, and 
hence must bold bl* civil allegiance 
subject to tbe papal approval. But 
when toe priest* say they are thor­
oughly loyal, we do not charge insin­
cerity, but hope they will prove the 
reality of tbelr loyalty, feeling grati­
fied that they make a declaration 
which logically inMdVesa repudiation 
of al) temporal allegiance to the Pope. 
We have no doubt there arc many 
American dathollcs who.do not recog­
nize any allegiance to. the Pope at all 
except In irint tcrs of religious doctrine 
and observance; but in doing this they 
refuse to admit claim* on which the 
Pope Insists with great emphasis.

Wz notice In tbe various paper* 
that “gertaians,” "ball*," etc., in tbe 
large cities, have almost suspended

Yet there are good people In 
Brooklyn who arc horrified when they 
think of the "dreadful race prejudice 
in the South.” It is a fact that tjierc 
are more occupations open to the ne­
groes In th^ South than in the North.

We confess to surprise that the rea­
son for not making a negro policeman 
In Brooklyn was leat there lie insub­
ordination on tbe part of the member* 
ot tbe force. We would have supposed 
the reason to be lest white men would 
refuse to submit to arrest at the hands 
of a n^gro officer. Those to be arrested 
are, forlthe meat part, "drunk and 
disorderly,” and such would be most 
likely to r**ist arrest on account of 
the race of tbe officer. We can imag­
ine a Chinese policeman attempting 
to arrest a disorderly Irishman In 
San Francisco. But when the sober 
and orderly member* of the police 
force of Brooklyn refuse to submit to 
having a negro appointed to serve os 
policeman, the ease 1* worse than we 
had supposed.

We do not think any Instance of 
race prejudice in the South can t>£ 
cited equal to this. The “suppression 
of tbe colored vote" In some |>arte 
of tbe South Is not at all |>arallc). 
Such suppression is found only In those 
parte of the country where the negroes 
are both very ignorant and largely in 
the majority. We are not defending 
such suppression, but we stute tile 
simple truth when we say that If ig- 
norant negroes were largely In the 
majority In Now York or Massachus­
etts, there would be a similar suppres­
sion. It may be the “Mississippi 
method” and tne "South Carolina 
method” would not be used, but the 
"New York method” and the ".Massa­
chusetts method" would reach tbe 
same result*. Here In Kentucky, for 
example, the negroes vote every whit 
a* freely a* do tbe white*. Hence the 
“suppression" in thn** state* where it 
exists, is not due to race prejudice, 
but to other cause*.

Ite charter provides 
that the institute shall belong to and 
be controlled by the Mt. Zion AssAE- ' 
ation and should that association 
cease at any time to exist the Insti­
tute and it* property Is to pass to the 
General Association of Baptiste of 
Kentucky. So the Baptists of Ken­
tucky, even beyond the good this in­
stitute may do, have an Interest In IL 
Tho writer of this' assisted In the 
organization. At tbe Instance of and 
mostly through the untiring energy, 
devotion, zeal and liberality of the 
Williamsburg, Baptist Church the 
Institute was established.

Here Is n translation of 
Book 11, sec. ninety-one und ninety- 
two. And yel he (Jc*us) might have 
said to him (Peter), “If thou Invest 
me. practice fasting, sleeping un the 
ground; constant vigils; cure for those 
that are wr .ngcd; become u father to 
orphans, and a husband to their 
mother." But now, passing all these 
things by, what doe* he say? "Feed 
my sheep." For chose thing* that 1 
have mentioned above, many even of 
those under authority might bo uhle 
to accomplish easily, not men only, 
but women also. Bui wherever H Is 
necessary for one to preside ovor a 
church and be Intrusted with the care 
of so many souls, let all the female 
sex, and tbe majority of men retire 
before the greatness of the office.

Chrysostom has a very exalted no­
tion of the ouaiifleations for tbe min­
istry a* he elsewhere slates, but be 
certainly put* himself on record as 
against female preachers. He rule* 
out tbe whole sex, as did Paul, and 
most men too. It would not be rash 
to Infer that female preachers, If they 
existed, met with no sympathy from 
him.

•ooly known aa the "black rot." It 
Ie »o naned beceuae the affected roots 
tarn of a dark color, and In the worat 
«eee change Into a powdery substance 
almost as black aa coal. The decay 
begins at certain pointe—perhaps tbi 
base of a small aide-root—and gradu­
ally spreads throughout the potato. 
At digging time the root may not 
show any aigne of the decay, but will 
often make Ite appearance later. In 
other worde, the black rot Is a form of 
decay that contlnuea to spread In the 
root, whether the latter be tn the roll 
or bln, and therefore the merchant 
•nd the consumer may join with the 
producer In sharing the loss that 
comes from this cause.

There Is no question concerning the 
nature of the trouble, for It Is due toa 
microscopic growth of a fungus nature, 
and the spread of It through the root 
is similar to that of a mildew through 
a leaf, or a mold through a piece of 
bread or cake. Fungi are obscure 
form* of plants that have no flowuhs 
or stems and leaves. In the place of 
seeds there are small bodies formed— 
spores—that are able to germinate and 
spread the decay from one place to an­
other in somewhat the same way that 
we?ds become widely scattered by 
means Of the seeds.

At least three kinds of spores are 
formed by the black-rot fungus, so 
that there are abundant provisions for 
the propagation of the trouble. Should 
such a plant Ihj set In the Held, It 
would be quite sure to develop |>ota- 
toes affected by the black rqp, provided 
It survived. In all such cases the dis­
ease lias probably gone from t Im root 
used as “seed" In the propagating bed 
to the sprouts that grew from it- La­
boratory experiments were made in 
growing sprouts from diseased roots, 
and Invariably the «; routs would be 
attacked and worthless. This point 
suggests the utmost importance in se­
lecting the "seed," that It lie entirely 
free from the biaek rot. If there lie 
doubt about this, it would he wise to 
obtain roots from a locality where no 
black rot has been known. A second 
precaut ion Is to look carefully for the 
spotted or otherwise affected sprouts, 
and discard all that are not perfectly 
healthy.

It Is possible that some substance 
may be found by experiment that 
when sprayed upon the hot-beds will 
assist materially In checking the black 
rot. In like manner there may be 
some treatpie nt for the roots after 
digging that will prevent any further 
growth of the rot. Many tests have 

, been made with various substances 
added to the soil at setting time, but 

, none ot them have given material re- 
, lief.

In fields where the rot is very bad, 
It may be wisest to devote the land fur 
a few years to some other erop, and 
thus permit the fungus that is In the

Dedication at Havana.
The temptation U great to write a 

general letter, but by tbe time 1 write 
.the Baptist news, you will think I am 
afflicted with the “disease of words.”

We stopped on our voyage at Key 
West a few hours, where Dr. Lansing 
Burrows preached in the First Bap- 
list church In the evening. Kev. II. 
M. King Is pastor. Thore arc two 
Baptist churches in this Spanish- 
Cuban-American city of twenty-one 
thousand inhabitants; larger part, by 
far, arc Cubans.

After landing at Havana, wo took 
quarters at Hotel Inglaterra, and so 
soon as we had our breakfast*, I pro­
ceeded to "bunt" for Cuban Bapttou, 
It has lieen my greatest pleasure, on 
this the most pleasant of all my Jour­
neying*. to discover Baptists who do 
not speak one work of English, and 
many who never heard our language 
before. You have no Idea how touch­
ing and heart-melting it Is to hear 
them pray and preach and sing in tbelr 
own language, so strange and new to 
me. I attended the mission known as 
the Second, on Neptune and Soiidad 
streets, the evening of our arrival. 
Bro. Diaz performed the marriage 
ceremony for a couple In that congre­
gation after the prayer-meeting. It 
was the second marriage, they having 
been heretofore Joined by the civil 
authorities. Not knowing this, we 
thought we bud discovered a great pe­
culiarity in the conduct of tbe Con-

ber 1,1890, apd will atay.until it suits 
tbe whim of the Captain General to 
grant him a trial. We prereed him to 
tell us If he needed anything, and his 
invariable answer Wat that he only de­
sired bls freedom In order to preach 
the Gospel. He Is apparently about 
thirty-live years of age, and if I am 
not mistaken in him, he iz Just the 
man to make a tremendous stir among 
bls countrymen when he regain* hfa 
freedom. The worst that can happen 
if the Government “And him” guilty 
will be lanlshment or a continuation 
In Jail. I send you a correct account 
of our stronjrth hero m given me by 
Bro.

A brief description of the builtilng 
dcdiiated yesterday, after which the 
programme of the service, and I will 
relieve your patience. The property 
purchased was the "Theatre or El 
Clrco Jane,” on Dragones near "El 
Prado," tbe very heart of the city, 
and In the most lieautiful part of thl* 
one of the most magnificently built 
cities in the world. It cost il40,ix>u 
in Spanish gold to the builder of It in 
1WH. Our Board gave em.uoo for It; 
one-third cash, balance In one and 
two years without Interest. Second 
payment due next December. It Is 
likely that If the whole balance Is 
tendered then a deduction of 85,000 
could be had.

Tbe lot Is about 100x140 and every 
Inch built upon. The building Is of 
white lime stone, stuccoed to preserve 
tbe same from decay and discoloration 
by climate. The shape of auditorium 
is polygonical (having eighteen sides; 
and nearly circular. Parquette, dress 
circle and gallery supported by iron 
tieam* reaching to the stately dome, 
and the whole covered with a metal 
roof. Tbe architecture compares well 
with the buildings In the neighbor­
hood, being niaa*lve and antique In 
design. The whole is of stone and 
iron except the floors, which are of 
wood. Chair* are used for sitting*. 
Acoustics perfect. Baptistery run* 
across the stage, along the edge* of 
which are arranged artistically shells, 
growing plant* and flowers, giving it 
a realistic appearance. It is beauti­
ful, and has running water passing 
through al) tbe time. When I use an 
old expression and say that the bap­
tism* performed yeatenlay by tbe 
pastor “was the grandest sight I ever 
beheld," 1 do not believe I will ever 
have to retract. If you had seen 
that glorious sight, vou would not let 
me take It back. 1 sat as one In an 
ancient temple of the Gods, entranced 
and scarce realizing that In that 
seemingly classic spot I beheld so 
much honor and glory and praise 
shown forth to my blessed Saviour.

Tbe building seat* comfortably 2,. 
500, and can easily accomodate 3,000 to 
3,500. Following is an account of the 
dedicatory services. There were two, 
morning and evening. Morning was 
taken by tbe visitors and were Eng- 
llsb; evening in Spanish.
