We must 
therefore conclude that there are re- 
specta In which the two interceseors 
differ. It may be said that they differ 
1. AS TO THE PLACE IN WHICH THEV

INTERCEDE.
’ Christ intercedes in heaven, 
hifve a great high priest, that is 
paired into tbe heavens, Jesus, the 
Bon df God.” (Heb. 4;14). "For Christ 
Is no?-entered into the holy places 
icade Wfth hands, w^tch are the fig­
ures of the true; but into heaven 
itself, now to appear in the presence 
of God for us." (Heb. 9:24)1 "If any 
man sin we have an advocate with 
the Father, Jetas Christ the right­
eous." (1 John’ 2:1). Christ Is in 
heaven. His death, burial, and rex- 
urreatlon were followed by his 
ascension to the right hand of God. 
'One part of his redemption work was 
done on earth—the offering of bis 
atoning sacrifice; the other part he is 
doing tn heaven—ranking intercession. 
Atonement I* appropriately followed 
by Intercession.

The Holy Spirit Intercedes' In the, 
saints. "He maketh Intercession Uf 
the saint* according to the wilK of 
God." (Romans 8:27). He dwells in 
the hearts he tins regenerated/' They 
were unfit for bis abode tlll/changcd 
und renewed by him. Xe formed 
them for his habltatliA. For this 
reason the Christian Is "the temple of 
the Holy Spirit”. The heart of the be­
liever is the place in which the Spirit 
performs his sanctlfyfog operations. 
The two intercessors arc doing this 
work, one In heaven, tbe other in the 
hearts of the Mint*.

Earnest desires- are the work of the 
Spirit in the sout?for it it said "the 
Spirit himself maketh Intercession 
for us with groaning* which cannot 
be uttered.” (Rotdans 8:M). These 
groanlngs result from the operation of 
the Holy Spirit. That Is to say, the 
Spirit excites in the Christian desires 
so earnest, so intense, that they can­
not be expressed In words, and the 
burdened heart-finds Its only relief In 
groans. Bunyan therefore said, 
“The best prayers have In them more 
groans than word®” Truly the Inter­
cession of the Spirit is Indispensable 
to acceptable and efficacious prayer. 
He not only teaches us what to pray 
for as wo ought, but Inspires the ear­
nestness which causes us to pray with 
our whole hearts.

In connection with this subject we 
may see the meaning of Jude's words, 
"Praying In the Holy Spirit.” Wo 
are baptized In the Spirit, that is, so 
enveloped In bis influence, that what­
ever we do Is done in tho Spirit, and 
therefore we pray In the Spirit, 
When we thus pray we make success­
ful approaches to the throne of grace. 
Our prayers are heard, for our Inter- 
cetaor on earth nets In concert with 
our Intercessor In heawn.

In 
themselves they are. unworthy. This 
truth is recognized-in all that Christ 
has done for them, is doing now, and 
will do in the future. Surely bis 
death on tbe cross Implies the un- 
worthlness of those for whom he died, 
and their glorification in heaven will 
imply tbe same thing; for it will be of 
grace. Betweeh. his death and the 
glorification of kls saints come* the 
intercession of Christ. As bls people 
are unworthy he etta base no plea on 
their worthiness. He cannot take 
tbeir personal merit Into account, for 
they have none. He therefore pleads 
bis own-merit and his own sacrifice. 
In his merit, growing out of bls sacri­
fice, arc all the considerations avail­
able to the salvation of those who be­
lieve. We need not suppose that. 
Christ intercedes vocally. His glori­
fied person, In the presence of his 
Father. Is equivalent to any vocal 
utterance. That person bears the. 
marks of recent sacrifice, for be ap­
pears "a* a lamb slain.” Speaking af­
ter the manner <>f men wc may say 
that the presence of Christ In bhaven 
reminds the Father of the atonement

that so many churches are weak, dis­
orderly and unhappy. It devolves on 
a church to choose a pastor, but she 
bus no lawful discretion as to what 
should be his qualifications: the Shep­
herd and Bishop of our souls has de­
termined that. lie Is not a pastor of 
God's electing who does not possess

WAL ibis writer thought that »nch 
solKitatlcp* were getting to be some- 
wimt selfish to say the lqMt. but be 
mottt to; give "charity” a chance to 
“siffsr long” In this line qf things at 
Ieii0, aod so be recommended bim to 
another ebpreh, and there be Is. And 
yet he has not cither written or said 
that he appreciated the help thus 
conferred. Nor has he sent a friendly 
letter to i>» for year*. Moreover, he 
did not lose a single Sabbath of service 
in making those chauge*. Now this1 
matter Is not written for tbe sake of 
giving vent t« a complaining spirit; 
but rather as an illustration of tbe

one who can readily master all the de­
tails of his official duties, and exe­
cute them with promptness and 
decision. If he hesitates as to what 
should be done or when and how It 
should be accomplished, his charge 
loses confidence In his wisdom. If he

How tbe Spirit intercedes. I think 
we.are taught in Bomans 8;2H that 
the Spirit Intercede* by teaching us 
to pray for the right things. Notice 
tbe words, "we know not what we 
should pray for as w6 ought.” This 
is a statement of our ignorance. 
Then come the words, “The Spirit 
himself maketh Intercession,” as If It 
bad been said, the Spirit counteracts 
our Ignorance and present* to us the 
proper object* of prayer, and lends 
us to pray for the right things. I 
may be writing for some one who 
knows how thi* is- Possibly you have 
at your staled times for prayer ex­
pected to be occupied with your or­
dinary prayer-topic, but your 
attention ha* In some way been 
turned to other matter*, and you 
have prayed for that of which you 
bad not specially thought. Who will 
■ay that on these occasions the Spirit 
ha* not taught you wbat you did not 
know—to praj- a* you ought? We, In 
and of ourselve*, do not know wbat 
we *hould pray for a* we ought.

No selfishness Is more offensive “to • 
Him tbau that which seeks its gratifi­
cation under religious forms. We 
may be veryL active In religious work, 
we may teach evangelical truth and 
labor for conversions, and yet not t>e 
In real accord with the Spirit. And 
if we uro not In accord with him we 
may bavc our Improved niethods of 
iustniction, but there ?wlll be little 
spiritual enlightenment: wo may be 
very active workers, but there will he 
few nyw births. If we are out of the 
ways of the Spirit, divine efficacy will 
lie lacking In our work and divine 
qualities In our character. The 
church lacking moral and spiritual 
(tower will, depend more and more on 
the. attractions of Its building, its 
musiq. Its preacher. Its religious 
ways will lie on the worldly plane:

There Is a charm investing our Iul­
ian mission work that characterizes 
that of few others, If indeed any other 
on the globe. The connection of 
Rome with the labors of the Apostle 
Paul, and that of Northern Italywlth 
the “ Brothers," during the middle 
ages, binds them to our hearts, as 
Baptists, with ties of peculiar In Wr­
est. For u Paul’s doctrines are ours, 
so the “Brothers" suffered for princi­
ples which we bold as dear to us now, 
as they were to them then.

Proofs of this are preserved still in 
the archives of the Inquisition of 
Venice. The relentless cruelty of the 
Papacy Anally forced the ” Brothers " 
from their homes In Northern Italy to 
seek a refuge In Bohemia. Among 
those who are prominent on the mar­
tyr rolls of thia brave band of believ­
ers are the. names of the heroic Gber- 
landl and Saga. When Gherlandi’s 
inquisitors were tormenting him, he 
answered their demand of him to re­
cant hie opinions with these immortal 
words: “They are not opinions, but 
the truth for which I am ready to dies” 
and for this truth he gave his life as 
his last testimony.

While a student at Padua, Saga, un­
der the Influence of a pious artisan, 
was led to embrace the truth of 
Christ. For thia he was disowned by 
bls family, and rejected by his friends. 
And when about to start with twenty 
disciples to Bohemia, Saga was be- 
Wayed, and arrested, and Uken to 
Venice, where he sealed, by his death, 
his witness to Christ. Fbr reasons 
such as these It was not strange that 
Baptists should have been among the 
Ant to pass through the opened gates 
of the Eternal City with the word of 
Eternal Truth.

In the spring of 1870 Dr. Cote, of 
Paris, was chosen as a missionary to 
Borne by our Foreign Board. Dr. 
Cote reached Italy some months pre­
vious to the occupation of Rome by 
Victor Emmanuel, which was on Sep­
tember 30, 1870. While the first work 
done by Dr. Cote gave promise 
large and immediate harvests, the Is­
sue was lets fortunate. In 1873 Dr. 
Taylor was sent by our Board to 
Rome. The difficulties that confront­
ed this earnest man were extremely 
discouraging, but wltb a strong heart, 
and a confident trust In God, he began 
his work, and has succeeded as few 
others would have done under the clr- 
cumstances.

In 1880 Bro. Eager and bis devoted 
wife became associated with Dr. Tay­
lor in this work. It Is a source of 
gratitude that our work io Italy has 
passed the line of experiment and is 
now an assured success, for which we 
thank God and take courage.

What l have to say of Italy and Pa­
pa) Europe will be grouped under the 
four following points:

I. The moral condition of Italy.
A few years aiCce I happened to be 

n Home on the occasion of the annual 
. celebration of the “AMumption of tbe 

Virgin.” It was a holiday. Rome 
was so filled wltb people, Campaign 
and surrounding villages, that it was 
with difficulty, at times, that our par­
ty made Its way through the streets as 
we drove to St. Peter's. Tbe Vatican 
wardrobe was on display. The world- 
tamed Clstlne cholt sang tbe mass. 
Cardinal Bonaparte, aided by scores of 
archbishops, bishops, deans, canons, 
friars, monks and priests, wore the spe­
cial attraction; and yet by actual 
count the attendance at 10 a. m. waa 
leas than one hundred people, sixty- 
Ave of whom were evidently tourists. 
After this imposing service a row of 
confessional boxes, reaching the 
length of the transept of St. Peter's, 
arrested my attention; beside each 
one of which stood a robed confessor, 
to bear penitents confess In any spok­
en language. For above each confes­
sional box waa a card indicating In 
what tongue tbe confessor listened to 
a sinner; and though we waited a half 
hour, we saw no one enter one of 
them.

From St. Peter's we drove to that 
famous stairway up which Luther at­
tempted to go on his knees, but did 
not go, expecting to sec It crowded; 
but Judge of our surprise to see omy a 
dilapidated-looking monk, one woman 
and her boy, tolling up that stairway 
tor the reward of a special indulgence 
at the top. Inquiring tn our guide 
what this meant, he replied: “Tbe 
Italians have learned that they can 
live witbout tbe priest, but they have

ent bat throe perooda in all; end when 
I asked the gold* what tMs mean*, be 
replied in a whisper: “Tbe masses 
are said fbr tbe dead; the people don’t 
care for t bam.11

The reverence which is shown tbe 
venerable papal prisoner of the Vati­
can, let me say, Is foreign toadyism 
rather than Italian respect. This Is 
seen In tbe gifts sent Pope Leo XIII 
on the occasion of his late Jubilee 
dodge of Increasing bls revenues. The 
ns,000,000 of money and gifts, as well 
as his 80,000 bottles of wine, came 
from other lands than Italy.

Wbat a significance there la In the 
fact that recently 10,000 Italian priests 
united in petitioning their parliament 
for protection against the tyranny of 
the Vatican! And that such a peti­
tion should furthermore secure the 
service of able deputies to present and 
defend their plea before the Govern­
ment!

While I am dealing in facts, let me 
give you this also. Lately the police 
of Naples entered a convent which 
bad been closed for four centuries to 
the public, called by the people the 
Convent of the "Burled Alive.” 
Twenty-six raggod and half-starved 
nuns were found in this living tomb, 
several of whom were almost Insane. 
They were shut up in cells and fed 
through a hole In the wall! This dis­
closure has led to an order from the 
authorities to examine oil the con­
vents of Southern Italy.

An example of Romish teaching 
lately given in Naples has come to 
me which may iilustiate the desperate 
attempts of the priest* to deceive aqd 
thus holf tbe people. The priests 
upon an anniversary of St. Joseph bed 
pieced Images of this worthy saint 
about the city surrounded with can­
dles. These the Lazzarbni threw
down. To prevent these sacrilegious 
acta a priest stood up and told tbe 
people of St. Joseph's power—how, 
when a Lazzaronl, who died st Naples, 
went up to heaven, Peter refused him 
an entrance and sent him down to 
hell. When be reached tbe gate there 
he protested to the keeper that he waa 
under tbe patronage of St. Joseph, 
whereupon he waa immediately sent 
back to Bl. Peter with the message 
that none could enter hell who were 
under 8t. Joseph’s patronage. From 
Peter's second refusal to admit him 
tbe poor fellow appealed to fit, Jo­
seph, when Peter referred tbe case to 
God, who sided with Peter, where­
upon 8t. Joseph ordered the Virgin 
Mary and bar son Jesus and all tbe re­
deemed to quit boaven at once, which 
order compelled the Father and Peter 
to change their mind and admit tbe 
Neapolitan beggar! Must not Rome’s 
case wltb the masses bo < desperate 
one If such resorts as this *re neces­
sary to keep them in line with the 
church?

Politically Italy has passed the 
crisis of reconstruction and unifica­
tion. The state Is master In Italy 
now. This power has passed from the 
papal hierarchy. Civil und religious 
liberty have pushed the knife of re­
form into the cancer of the church, 
and tbe evangelicals are there with 
the balm of the Gospel which will

i eran

have so far, outstripped tbe papal 
power, and that too, in spite of what

i estantism, vix.: the lack of tbe cobe- 
■ alveueM of a central directory, while 
i all of Rome's societies and men have 
i been absolutely under tbe directory of 

tbe propaganda at Rome, with no
i voice whatever in these matters.
i The Pope carries no thorn in his 

Side today that rankles as do the 
missions of Protectant Christianity.

Fur Hi nothing is popery so radically 
i and hopelessly out of line with the 

spirit of the gospel as in Ito ant|-evan- 
gcllcal blindness.

Romish missions are Intent on tbe 
extirpation of heretics, rather than 
Interested for tbo. salvation of the 
unsaved. The cobMlvcncM, the blind 
obedience, and the enormous resources 
and power of the papal church by 
means of which she bends the gov­
ernments of all lands to ber will, 
more or leas, all this entitles Rome os 
an enemy, to respect, and as force­
fully emphasises tbe duty of caution 
and vigilance upon our part. Every­
where Rome Is to Protestant evan­
gelization what tbo false brotbron 
from Jerusalem were to Paul In bis 
missionary work.

2. The next point of comparison 
between Roman Catholics and Prot­
estants as to progress Is In tbe matter 
of populations.

Another hopeful sign Is the fact 
that Protestant countries are rapidly 
surpassing Romish lands in popula­
tion. The Catholic population of 
Italy is 16,000.000, and of tbe rest of 
papal Europe 160,000,000, while tbe 
Proteetanta of those lands do not ex­
ceed 83,000,000. That of the Greek 
church Is still less, about 83,000,000, 
while the relative populations of 
England and the United States are 
about 12,000,000 Catho'lcs and over 
100,000,000 Protestants. But go back 
a century. Then Catholics numbered 
80,000,000, Protestanta, 37,000,000, and 
tbe Greek cburch 40,000,000. Thus 
while tbe per cent, of growth In tbe 
Romish church baa been loss than two 
hundred, that of tbe Greek ohurcb 
has been ever two hundred, and that 
of Protestants over 230 per cent. This 
estimate, however, makes no account 
of the immense depletion of Protes­
tant countries caused by Immigration 
to tbe United Stales and to the col­
onies of England.

For example, In 1786 tbe population 
of the United States and the British 
Colonies In America was 2,700,000, and 
In 1886 It was 60,000,000 In round num­
bers, while the Catholic population 
of America In 17M was IBo.ooo, and In । 
1886 it was 0,030,000. As these facts are
Included the case »nds thus: Protea- 

heo; In IBM, 134,- 
bullcsln 1786, 80,-
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flirt tMM of the unlflcaUoo of Italy 
waa a popular on wbat waa dear­
est and nearest to the/papal church, 
and upon which bwfature destiny 
mart turn, vix., the question of tbe 
Pope's temporal power. Twelve days 
after Victor Emmanuel had entered 
Rome that vote was taken (October 
2,1870). The result of tbe vote stood 
thus against the temporal power of 
tbe Pope 40,806, aad for tbe Pope’s

Italy's wounds. Under such 
n as Crispl tbe Parliament of 
la most effectually dlscstablish- 
ha papal church and stripping

the priests of their abusive power. 
The open opposition of the evangel­
icals to tbe union of church and state 
commends them to tbo sympathy of tbe 
Government. For example, when King 
Humbert learned that the Evangelical 
Alliance thought of meeting at Flor­
ence he sent his cordial welcome to 
the Alliance, and even suggested 
Romo as the better place for the 
meeting.

Tbe Government has shown Its 
willingness to protect the people even 
In tiirnlng over their church edifices 
to tbe evangelicals wherever a major­
ity of the people In the towns desire 
such a transfer, and the rulers are 
Just as ready, when the people of any 
place ask It, to place the evangelicals 
at the bead of Government schools 
and to pay their salaries, as la being 
done In some villages and towns.

The .crisis, religiously, Is now be­
fore Italy, and it Is a serious one. For 
as the people break away from the 
church of Rome they must flounder In 
unbelief and often in Infldciitv until 
their feet are put upon the rock 
of tbe truth. Thia displacing of the 
old and false la necessary to the pos­
session of the new and the true. Our 
work In Italy baa been und must for a 
good-while continue to be founda­
tional and preliminary. And If done 
as It should be, It must be slow, so 
that results In a large measure must 
not be expected too soon. Knowing 
what la needed la flrst; thia we have 
learned. To learn how to do thia 
needed thing la the next atop, and 
thank Gou we are on the way to thia

II. My second point is a glance at 
tbe relative progress of Roman Cath­
olics and Protestants.

1. Along , missionary lines. The es­
sential antagonism between Catholi­
cism and Protestantism, which is 
voiced so forcibly In the history of 
the past. Is also apparent In such pres­
ent facto as thia; e. g., that both 
Romanists and Protestant* are doing 
all they can to proselyte each other. 
Each have their missions to the 
other.

But while Protestants are doing 
most for missions to the heathen, 
Romanists are doing most for mis­
sions to Protestant heretics. It must 
be an encouraging fact and a helpful 
one also to us to remember that while 
Romanists have been in Foreign Mis-

1110,000, and In IBM, 163,000,000; i. e., 
while tbe Increase of Romanism tbe 
past century was two fold, that of 
Protestantism was four fold! This is 
more suggestive and Important than 
the mete fact of numbers. For this 
fact points to the future rather than 
to the past. And yet even the rela­
tive numbers, us they stand to-day, 
reveal the fact that while Rome has 
lost her temporal power, she has also 
wltb titat, lost her claim of superior 
numbers over Protestants and al I other 
religious bodies. For tbe most recent 
statistics give us tbe following: Roman 
Catholics all told, 306,000,000; Protes­
tants 326,000,000; i. e., a numerical 
superiorityot Protestants over Roman­
ists of 31,000,000, with Protestants 
rapidly Increasing and Romanists 
steadily decreasing.

Dr. Dorchester says while tbe per 
cent, of Romanist increase from 1870 
to IBM (10 years) was four-tentbs of 
one per cent., tbe Increase of Protes­
tants was twelve and live-tenths per 
cent.

The Catholic -Mirror, the Roman 
Catholic organ of Baltimore, lately 
made the following frank confession 
that while tbe Catholics have 8,000,- 
ooo In this country, (the American 
cardinal says 10,000,000;, they should 
have 20,000,000 had these people boon 
true to ttii Romish faith. A loss, 
therefore, by absorption of at least 
12,000,000 Romanists In this country 
during the past contury.

X Compare the Itoman Catholic 
and Protestant churcbes aa.to church 
progress.

Progress has not been along Roman 
Catholic lines. Latin races are nut 
colonist*. The aggressive and moving 
races are Protestants aud Greek In 
faith. Hence the tremendous efforts 
of Rome since the reformation to 
proselyte tbe Saxon people. She has 
risked her last cast on this desperate 
venture. For sbe well knows that if 
Protestants retain their conviction 
and tbelr courage to defend them, the 
papal church Is doomed. Ah, If our 
Protestant millions were once baptiied 
In that spirit that Oiled the room 
where the 120 sat, and sent them 
forth With a power that within three 
centuries revolutionised the Itoman 
empire, what might not be done in 
the next decade! It is sadly true that 
tbe nineteenth century Protestantism 
Is far from being all It should be, as to 
spiritual earnestness, but compared 
with What it was In tbe eighteenth 
century there is much to hope for. 
God can lift the next century iu he 
did the last.

III. But let us turn our attention 
to tbe main thought of this paper, 
Italy's redemption,

The signs of this are many and 
hopeful.

1. The separation of cburch and 
State. For centuries Italy has been, 
bound to tbe papal church as was

. tbe more algnlflcant when we remem- 
r ber that that decisive popular expres- 
s sion of tbe Italians occurred only 
■ eighty days after tbe Pope bad pro­

claimed tbe blasphemous dogma of bls 
> infallibility. Thus tbe stronghold 
i of the spiritual bondage of old Italy 
> fell before tbe stalwart arm of new 
I Italy, and the spirit of the oonstltu- 
i tlonof united Italy found Its expres-) 
' slon in the eloquent motto of Cavour 
■ "A free cburch in a free State." The 
, present generation of Italy are not 
i Romanists as their fathers ±ad been. 
■ The bulls'of Popes are laughed at by 
i them as they were by Luther, and tbe 
• ex-communication of priests they 

regard as little as you do. Tbe new 
i opinions of Italy condemn as illegal, 
i persecution for conscience sake, and 

welcome tbe Bible and the rheralds
i of the Gospel end the state stands 

behind the evangelicals to protect 
them in tbelr rights as It protects tbe 
rights of other citizens.

The State is the foe Sfco >f Igno­
rance upon which the Romish church 
has so universally depended. Educa- 

' Hon is compulsory. In 1861 but twen- 
' ty-flve per cent, of the people could 
• read or write. The government Is 

founding academies, colleges and 
universities, and Is the patron of 
night schools all over the land. To­
day nearly all tbe boys and girls be­
tween tbo ages of twelve and eighteen 
can read and write, so that Italy is 
now open, as never before, to tbe in­
fluence of tbe press.

Side by side tbe national schools arc 
rising tbe Christian schools of tbe 
evangelicals; In these the Gospel Is 
freely taught and Christ is faithfully 
preached. Thus the people have had 
restored to them, through the provi­
dence of God, what the papacy robbed 
them of centuries ago—ibe key of 
knowledge and the Word of Life.

The separation of church and state 
Is constantly widening. The priest Is 
now amenable to tbo state for bls dis­
loyal utterances. And recently tbe 
government stripped tbe priesthood 
uf a fund, the annual income of which 
Is nearly 826,000,000, and restored it to 
tbe uses for which It was originally 
designed, vix., for tbo benefit of tbe 
aged aud orphans and for the relief of 
the deserving poor of Italy!
t- ThWWxt hopeful sign of Italy's 

redemption Is the fact of tbe free cir­
culation of the Word of God and 
Christian literature. Cheap editions 
of the Scripture are being Issued by 
newspapers al Milan aud Rome. An 
Illustrated Bible has recently reached 
a sale of 80,000 copies in a few weeks. 
The Briilsb and Foreign Bible Society 
Is energetically pushing Its work there, 
aud tbe annual sale of Bibles, New 
Testaments and parts of the Word 
had, In 1888, reached 130,000!

The tract Is one of tbe mighty forces 
of evangelisation also In Italy, as It Is 
everywhere else. It goes where the 
missionary can't go. Speaks to the 
heart in the quiet of the home as no 
colporteur can. It speaks all langu­
ages and is understood by all people. 
These tracts, as leave* from the tree 
of life, are finding tbelr way Into 
nearly every Italian village and 
Into most Italian homes. Thus these 
silent visitors are sowers of the seed 
of a future harvest. God is raising up 
and converting men in Italy, such as 
De Sanctis, whose tracts are, like 
keys, opening the hearts of thousands 
for tbe larger ministry of God's Word 
and Spirit.

In 1886 tracts and books published 
by the Italian Tract Society reached 
264,000copies. In addition they pub­
lished 30,ouo copies of “The Friend of 
the Household," a Christian almanac. 
When we remember that as late as 
1848 there was nul a publicly declared 
evaugullcal Christian lu all Italy, und 
that from 1848 to i85U the Gospel was 
preached nowhere in Italy outside of 
Plodmout, tbo extreme northern prov­
ince, and that up to I860 there was no 
one out of Piedmont, who was an open 
evangelical Christian, and even up to 
1870 that the price of such loyalty to 
Christ elsewhere In Italy was Im­
prisonment, and that the price of 
preaching the Gospel was death In 
Rome, Is It not a cause of thanksgiv­
ing to think what God hath wrought, 
In spite of tbe difficulties and hin­
drances that have surrounded his ser­
vants in that church-enslaved land.

Bui there are other signs that might 
be dwelt upon dldXtoie permit. Re­
cently I saw iho stMbmeni, for ex­
ample, that an Italian village had 
gone over to the Motbddlsta. One 
thing is made out, at any rate; the 
activity Jn Christian missions to Italy 
and other papal countries shows little 
sympathy, so far as Rome Is con­
cerned, with a late utterance of the 
Archbishop of Canterbury, that tbe 
venerable Greek aud Nestorian 
churches should be protected against 
protestaut Invasion.

There it then hqpe in all this 
as well as peril. Methods would, of 
course fall. Plans must be tried, 
changed, given up—this was to be ex­
pected. For no one could tell at tbe 
outset wbat was tbe best thing te be 
done. It was not strange then that 
our people should have felt dlsoour- 
aged when tbo large promise that 
waited upon tbe beginning of our 
work In Rome, gave place te the re­
verses that were part of a transitional 
Htate of things. After this camo that 
bard, long, strong, steady pull that wo 
must keep up vigorously for possibly a 
good while to come. But Italy's re­
demption from tbe cross of Rome to 
the cross of Christ will be worth In- 
flnite) jr more tban It will cost. The 
past success* encourages, and tbe fu­
ture promise should Inspire us. An 
agent of the evangelical church writ­
ing from Genoa says: “The time Is 
not mature for a profound and general 
revival among Catholics; but it is cer­
tainly coming through tbe power of 
Cbrist. The sceptical spirit, once 
dominant. Is gradually dying away, so 
that tbe Gospel is no longer an object 
of scorn. In regard to Catholicism,” 
be says, “It is morally demoralised.”

Tbe redemption of Italy is of such 
moment and value to tbe cause of 
Christ, os to demand our best men and 
tbe largest expenditure of our contri­
butions. In an Interesting monogram 
Mr. Eager has tersely outlined Italy’s 
religious condition under this brief 
alliteration—Images, Ignorance and 
Indifference. The Milan cathedral, 
whose roof Is crowded and whose In­
terior Is ornamented with Images of 
angels and saints, be makes the apl 
type of Imsgo-oovered Italy. The 
heralds of the cross hevc broken 
through the sepulchre In which Rome 
bad burled God's Word and have 
given this world a resurrection from 
Rs Latin tomb In translations into u 
living language. Just m Rome by 
silencing God’s Book has xuccceded In 
deceiving Italy and tbe nations, with 
her abominations of purgatory, pen­
ances, musses for tbe dead, pilgrim­
ages, confessions, baptismal regenera­
tion and tbo like, so as tbe Word of 
God goes forth, in book and preacher, 
may wo hope to see II consume by Its 
truth these deceptions, as tbe Christa 
Ian will, at last, consume this anti­
christ with tbe breath of bfs mouth, o

Rome’s hold upon tbe men of Italy 
Is practically broken to-day, though 
Italy’s women are still In. the grip of 
the church. The.serious peril in* Italy 
is that those who bare become in­
formed as to tbe real character of 
Romanism, Judge' all other religions 
at being like that. Time apd teaching 
arc needed to correct this misappre­
hension. We know how bard It Is to 
successfully combat indifference In 
our own land of open Bibles, churches 
and Sunday-schools. But how much 
harder It must be there with few sfleh 
helps and hardly any previous relig­
ious teaching.

Mr. Eager says: “My experience of 
of late has convinced me that there 
are t bousands of persons, scattered all 
over Italy, who»e eyes have been 
opened, whose prejudices have been 
conque'red, and who have the most 
kindly feeling for evangelicals and for 
the truth they preach. This year,” 
he adds, "the Bible has had a defender 
Jn the Italian Parliament and In the 
University of Rome, who claims that 
the study and practice of the Bible is 
the strongest basis for national, and 
the only hope for reform of the (Ro­
man) church." Thus the leaven Is 
working In legislative chamber, Uni- 
vcrelty und through the faithful wit­
nessing of Italy's 26,000 Waldenses- 
hcr nearly 10,000 converted Romanists 
and the .10,000 Christians from other 
lands that Journey among them. 
Think of this living testimony for 
Christ, of 64,000 disciples In Italy! 
Much as there may be to make us anx­
ious and earnest In our Italian work, 
there is also much to cheer us.

IV. With a hurried glance at Papal 
Europe I will dose this paper.

The recent change* wrought In Pa­
pal Europe are simply wonderful. 
When tbe Reformation of the six­
teenth century roused Europe, Rome 
held In ber grasp Germany as tbe cen­
ter of her political and military power, 
France was her crown of Intellectual 
and social power; Spain and Portugal 
were the blind slaves of her behests, 
and Italy was the throne -of ber eccle­
siastical and religious domination. 
The storm of revolution has severed 
from this papal tree of world-power as 
branches—England, Scotland, Hol­
land, Denmark, Sweden, Prussia, 
Switzerland and most of Germany. 
And even those states that have main­
tained a nominal relation to Rome 
have experienced hanges so radical 
as to be of Rome no longer; as, for ex­
ample, Spain, France and Italy.

"Papal Europe” has practically 
been wiped from the map of the na­
tion*. Progreu has so remodeled the 
condition of Europe during the |ast 
century that even the numerical as 
well as the political balance of power 
bus piissed from the hand* of Roman­
ism into tbe bands of Protestantism. 
In Luther'* time Spain, Portugal and 
Auttrla were tbe dominant powers of

In 1M8 the Parliament of Spain pro­
claimed religious liberty. Thus the 
world moves and thus Is the churcp of 
the Crucified marching on.

Reason is a valuable, nay< «n indis­
pensable thing. Without! R we would 
be liable to run off in ady direction, 
but yet it cannot take |he place of 
faith for a moment. ■ There is no 
power In reason to aid njen forward, 
no force to cause them to make prog­
ress. Only faith, hope and love urge 
mtn forward, and where these are 
lacking there is no progre** whatever. 
Even sclentlflc progress is wholly 
caused, except negatively, by faith, 
or hope or love. Copern|cns gays up 
tbe llolemalc system of astronomy 
not because by reason he found out It 
was false, but because ho] got hold of 
some new facts, and his f^lth in these 
Met* urged him to adppt a new 
theory. In adopting the 'new theory, 
however, his reason was Of great use 
to him In hrlplnb him to avoid absurd 
conclusions.

Tho only function of jroMon I* to 
avoid wrong conclusion«,« useful but 
an entirely negative ftijnctlon. All 
that reason can do is |o construct 
argument!. All that arguments can- 
do Is to prove or dtaprovejglven propo­
sitions. But men are net moved by 
simple proof or disproof. They aro 
rarely ever convinced by pnxif, and 
still les* are they persuaded. And 
only when they, uro persuaded do they 
act. “A man convince# against Ills 
will Is of the same opinion still." 
The will must be reached, and it i« 
entirely beyond the rcaflhof reason. 
Only the affection* can sllr and move 
men. All the triumphs Ip the Held of 
history have been triumph* of faith, 
hope and love, these three.

George Eliot wittily isay* "when 
you get a good man maije out of ar­
gument*. I will get you 4 good dinner 
with reading you the cookery Imok." 
And Sir ArtMr Help* ad#*, “There is 
nothing *o easily made offensive as 
good reasoning, and men of clear, 
logical mind*. If not'gjfted at tho 
same time with tact make more ene­
mies than men with bad hearts and 
unsound understanding*." No In­
stance can be cited where u man was 
made any better by' argument, or 
where a cause was advanced by it 
while the affection* were left un­
touched. Indeed reason Is even 
powerless to enlarge our knowledge.

Kant, In hi* (^rituiur of Jhin Itcomi, 
which Is perhajw the highest philo­
sophical authority on this subject, 
says (p. 256), “The greatest and |>er- 
bails the sole use ot a|l philosophy, 
all quire reason, Is, after all. merely 
negative, since It serves, 'not as an 
organon for the enlargement of knowb 
is Ige but as a illselpllne for its de- 
limlnatlon, and instead of discovering 
truth has only the inixlest merit of 
preventing error." This position I* 
approved and endorsed tty Frof. Hux­
ley in a recent numls-rof the A'inz- 
trrnth Century, and so far] a* ife know, 
It is not denied by anyone who lias 
done any earntst study In philosophy. 
All that reason can do I* to enable 
men to avoid wrong intellectual con- 
elusions, it cannotevcn discover truth 
or enlarge knowledge. And tbct«xin- 
cr this I* recognized, the better. 
Valuable and indltpenuble a* reason 
is, Ito function I* purely pegutive, und 
it caniiot for a moment occupy the 
place of a progressive force. "Faith, 
hope and love, these three, but the 
greatest ot these I* luve.f

be humbly claim* to write "in a can­
did and charitable »plrit.” Ho fur­
thermore most modestly claims to 
know all snout the subject* discussed, 
for he say*. “I have gone over the 
whole ground and understand this sub­
ject fully and correctly.'' Ahem!

The author proceeds to reduce to 
smithereens those who have put forth 
the aforesaid “Baptist Pretensions." 
and in the “charitable spirit” which 
tills him, he speaks of-their "folly and 
madness," thClr “silly and puerile 
statement*," “falsifying the records;" 
"bigotry and unfounded pretensions;” 
“utter futility;" "foolhardiness;" 
“climax of deception:" “falsehood for 
sectarian purposes;" “evidently dis­
honest. and unworthy pf respect;" 
“with evil Intent;" “such rancor of 
abuse;” etc., etc. With tho candor 
and charity of which he boasts, our 
author informs his readers: "Baptist 
writers are not trustworthy, and the 
sooner this fact is recognized, tht liet- 
tur." ,Appealing to Baptists, he says, 
p. 37: "Shame, iJuime on you, gentle­
men!” He tolls us of our "dogmatic 
pretensions," "claptrap*," "cruel and 
unjust attack* Upon tho Methodists!" 
He speaks of our twin? "foolish and 
arrogant,” “all a bumbug," etc.

"The Rev. B. F. Scdwlck, Member 
of the Kentucky Conference," say*, p. 
41, that he indulges "no unkind feel­
ings” towartl the Baptista. We feel 
very grateful for this, for only think 
what he would have said about □» If 
he had Indulged unkind feeling* 
toward us!

_ ____ If a. private 
member bf a Baptist church should 
join a Pavlobapttat churchy and after­
ward return, such an one Is restored 
to fellowship aa before, without being 
baptized again- Tbe process of reator-
atkm is not tbe same as the process of 
initiation. This seems to us tbe proper 
course, add we know of no principle 
of Scripture or of sound sense that 
would be violated by following this 
course.

Every now and then we hear or 
see the cxpreaslon "Tbe Baptist 
church,” and sometimes Baptista so 
far forget themselves as to use It, 
forgetful that a church and a denomi­
nation are very different things. 
There are many thousands of Baptist 
churches In tbe land, each of them 
being a complete church. All {these 
make up the Baptist denomination, 
but they do not make up “the Bap­
tist churtb," since that would be to 
have a church composed of churches; 
which is as absurd its to have a man 
composed of men.

There js no such thing a* "the Bap­
tist church," aud In the very nature 
of the cate there can, lie no such thing. 
We- hope Baptista at least will cease 
talking about any such thing. 'The 
phrase conveys an erroneous notion, 
a notion utterly Inconsistent: with 
what tho New Testament teaches on 
the subject of church polity, /rhe 
local liody Is the complete church, 
and the aggregate of churches Is the 
denomination. Let our language al­
ways correspond with the facts.

Mb. McComu, a student lb the Union 
Theological Seminary in New York 
City, reported that Prof. Briggs, of 
whose erratic beliefs we hove had oc­
casion to speak, in lecturing to his 
classes, had disparaged the Inspirat ion 
of the Bible. Mr. McComb was in the 
class aud total what he heard his pro­
fessor say. Instead of denying the 
statementrnr attempting In any way 
to disprove It, the faculty simply ex­
pelled Mr. McComb for idling on the 
professor. They seemed to think there 
was no harm In A'rof. Briggs' attack­
ing the Inspiration of the Bible, but 
great harm in astudentlsdaringtotell, 
on him.

The l‘n»byteriun Baniitr says of the 
action of the faculty: "They did not 
Intimate that what McComb reported 
was untrue, therefore they convey the 
impression that It was t rue, and con­
sequently place Dr. Brlig* in a worse 
position than he occupied before. It 
la rather a bad state of affairs when a 
professor can, without Rebuke, dispar­
age the Inspiration of the Bible, and 
yet tbe student who reports It has to 
be expelled. Nothing is to Illiberal as 
assumed liberality."

Why should it be considered wrong 
in a student to report what his profes­
sor says, unless he report* It falsely? 
Things have come to a pretty pas* 
among our Northern Presbyterian 
brethren when a student in their lead­
ing theological seminary must be ex­
pelled for telling the trpth about what 
bis professor leacbe* to hl* classes. 
Why should telling what a professor 
teaches be regarded a* an attack on 
him? It is quite characteristic of these 
new theology men that they are “at­
tacked" whenever any one tells what 
they say and do.

It I* not only tho right, but the duty 
of every theological student to let 
what I* taught him in the clas* room 
be known. Evangelical Christian* do 
not propose to have their theological 
aeulnariM turned Into J**uit schools 
in which Che teaching* are secret

to bet it twice or thrice or a hundred 
times.

Here we have the bishop of London 
Justifying gambling. Behold the licnu- 
tics of having a state church! Such 
laxity of morals appropriately accom­
panies such rigidity of formalism as Is 
seen In the Bishop of E ctor. The 
pharisees who were hounding our Lord 
to his death and who were filled with 
murderous hate would not. go Into 
Pilate's Judgement hall "lest they 
shoul lie dollied,” forsooth.

Hatred of Heretics.

Implr me odio hctrliconm, “Fill me 
with hatred of heretioa,” was the 
pious prayer of Caloviua, a Lutheran 
profoMor of theology, towards tbe 
close of the 17th century. It was the 
Calvinists and any who would, frater* 
nlso with them whom he particularly 
bated and wanted to hate more; but 
while he must teem to us mistaken M 
to the persons to be hated, we rannot 
but applaud tho lofty tone at bis 
prayer. And how do we know but 
that God answered the prayer by teee- 
enlng the hatred of Calovious for the 
Cal van late and redoubling It toward 
the Socinians, whom ho also hated 
and longed to be able to bate more? 
And In this sound temper of mind he 
but followed the great Luther who, ns 
he bade what seemed to he a final 
adieu to hie friends, left this bene­
diction: "The Lord fill you with his 
blessing, and with hatred of the 
Pope." Herein Luther In turn but 
walked in the stops of Paul, hto favor­
ite aposttb, who was ready to curse 
himself If he should fall Into hercey: 
for he wrote thus to tho Galatians: 
"If we or an angel from heaven preuoh 
any other Gospel than that ye hate re­
ceived, let him be accursed." This 
Paul wrote while ho was In the full­
ness of bis prime; but when he too. 
like Luther, drew near the gates of 
death, then his mellowed soul, loving 
truth lietter than' over, sent to Tim­
othy this stern malediction upon an 
oppuserof the truth: “Alexander, the 
copper-smith did me much evil; the 
Lord reward him according to his 
works."

Do leave us undisturbed in our confi­
dence that, even midst the mutations 
of ages and Iha vacillation of lan­
guages, God has so ordered It that wc 
may, if we will, have something more 
than a remote view of the Christ of 
God, and something better than an 
approximate experience of Hto re­
deeming love.

Now, it occurs to me thul, if language 
is not an accurate register of thought, 
we have not God's thought accurately 
revealed In the original languages of 
Holy Scriptures. If not accuracy, 
how much of inaccuracy Is there In 
the originals? How can this question 
t>e settled? Who Is to determine the 
line between the accurate and the in­
accurate?

Can the Professor think without 
language? The language of thought 
may lie unuttered, but to think with­
out language Is a iwychial Impossibil­
ity. Language, then, accurately 
spoken or written, must be au accur­
ate registering of thought. He who 
has a clean-cut thought Is capable of 
clearly expressing It. A dark, lie- 
clouded or Involved expression Is not 
Ilie fault of language, but the failure 
of thought. ,

It ll lie true—and I do not now 
question It^thal the preacher with­
out knowledge of the Greek language 
works an Imperfect apparatus, and if 
a purl of Ids work Is very inferior, 
then t lie history of the progress of 
Christianity leaves no doubt that, to 
"very Inferior work” musl lie given 
the credit of Dial progress. For is It 
mil true that, since the setting up of 
the Klngdqm of Christ, the workers 
have lieen mainly then unlearned In 
sacred languages, much less In the 
classics? Let not the learned dis­
courage that magnificent army of 
Christian warriors wl.o cannot trace 
the different Greek words for "new" 
and for "old." They know the mean­
ing of such words when they hear 
them or read them in English. They 
have a precious experience of the 
mind of the Spirit in such language 
as: “Old things have passed awuy, 
and behold all things have become 
new."

And further, what are the natural 
Inferences from thoughts like the 
following; "In English you can only 
express your thoughts approximately; 
how much more remote, then, is the 
original idea after being translated 
from a dead language, and that too

To one quart of good vinegar add one 
cupful of sugar, one spoonful each of 
clnnsmpn, cloves, allspice and nut­
meg, and a pinch of salt; heat to boll­
lug and pour over the apple*. After 
three day* boll up the vinegar and 
pour over again. They will be ready 
to uac In a week, and are very nice.

Cbab-applb Pib. — Make tome puff 
pMte and line deep tins; Oil with the 
pulp after it ba* been sifted, season 
with nutmeg, and, sprinkle thickly 
with flour and sugar. Bake with an 
upper crust, or when done add a 
meringue of the whites of two eggs 
and one cupful of sugar. Brown 
slightly in a hot oven.

Cbab applk Pudding.—Take one 
quart of crab apple*, nicely cored, 
place over the Ore with one pint of 
sugar and three cupfuls of cold.water. 
Cook until clear and thick. Place In 
a deep pudding dish, and pour over a 
batter made m follows: One-third of a 
cupful of butter, one cupful of aweet 
milk, two eggs, a spoonful of baking 
powder, and flour to make a thin bat­
ter. Bike one hour. Serve with 
sweetened cream. This is a delicious 
pudding with any kind of fruit.

Snotiibhed Crab-apple*. — Pour 
two cupfuls of boiling water over half 
a box of gelatine, add a spoonful 6f 
vanilla, and one cupful of sugar. 
When cool, bMtlB the whites of three 
eggs beaten stiff. In a deep glass 
dish have a quantity of preserved 
crab-apple* placed, and pour the gel­
atine custard over. Place on lee until

On top place * 
large spoonful of preserved crab-apple, 
and cover with a small spoonful of 
batter. The cups should now be 
about two-thlrds full. Set In a steam­
er over boiling water, cover and 
steam one hour. Serve with sour 
sauce.
