The Importance of ministerial edu­

cation will appear from the following 
considerations, viz.:

1. From the history of God’s ancient 
ministers.

Under the old dispensation the 
prophets, priests, and scribes were 
properly Instructed and trained for 
their respective offices. Moses and 
Aaron, Samuel and Elijah, Nehemiah 
and Ezra, Isaiah and Daniel, and all 
the ancient ministers of religion, were 
eminently qualified for their work. 
Though some of them were Inspired, 
yet all were thoroughly Instructed and 
trained for their respective callings. 
Accordingly, we read of “theschools 
of the prophets" (1 Sam. 18:18-20; 2 
Kings 2:3-8), at Naloth near Hamah, 
at Bethel, and in the plains of Jericho, 
Where “ the sons (or disciples) of the 
prophets" were taught and trained In 
theology and sacred song by Samuel, 
Elijah and Elisha, successively. 
“These schools or colleges of the 
prophets,” says Cruden, “continued 
down to the captivity of Babylon;” 
and “were succeeded by the syna­
gogues.” (Concord., p. 515.) In the 
days of our Saviour we find the “doc­
tors of the law" giving theological in­
struction in the temple at Jerusalem. 
(See Luke 2:46.) Here the celebrated 
Gamaliel lived and taught, at whose 
feet Saul of Tarsus was brought up. 
(See Acta 22:3.) And need I add, in the 
language of Dr. Harris, “ that Moses, 
‘God’s flrst pen,’:u Lord Bacon calls 
him, and the instrumental founder of 
the Jewish economy, was rich in all 
the lore of Egypt; and that from the 
time of Samuel, with only one excep­
tion, so far as we know—that of Amos 
—the prophets and great public teach­
ers of the people were taken by God 
from “the schools of the prophets,” 
where they had been taught the learn­
ing of the country and of the day.”— 
Miscellanies, p. 97.

and all the helps they can obtaih.

The ministerial wbrk is one of fear­
ful magnitude and responsibility. It 
concerns both time and eternity, and 
Involves the glory of God and the ev­
erlasting weal or woe of countless 
millions of our race. In view of this 
fact, Paul says of himself and other 
ministers, "Weare unto God a sweet 
savor of Christ, in them that are sav­
ed, and in them that perish: to the 
one we are the savor of death unto 
death, and to the other the savor of 
life unto life. And who Is sufficient 
for these things?” (2 Cor. 2:15, 18.) 
Compared with the ministry, all other 
callings sink into utter Insignificance.

Now as. the work of the ministry 
consists chiefly in preaching, teaching 
and exhortation, and as it is fraught 
with such momentous consequences, 
how important Is H that u|inlsters 
should be thoroughly educated and 
trained for It. No vocation lu life re­
quires such a union of talents, such 
mental and moral discipline—none re­
quires such knowledge, wisdom, ami 
prudence as that of the ministry. But 
men must be traught and trained 
themselves before they can teach and 
train others, and the more thoroughly 
they are educated the better they can 
understand, explain, enforce, and de­
fend the sacred Scriptures. We have a 
most striking illustration of this fact 
In the case of the Apostle Paul..

We argue Its importance—
3. From the rapid progress of educa­

tion tind Intelligence.
This l» prc5mincntly an age of gen­

eral education and Increasing Intelli­
gence. Men are literally running to 
and fro, and knowledge is liclng in­
creased. (Dan. 12:4.) At no period of 
the world bus the progress of educa­
tion and intelligence been so rapid as 
at the present. The facilities for etlu: 
cation arc greater now than they ever 
were before, and the means-of general 
Intelligence arc increasing from year 
to year. . - :

Now ministerial education must al- 
wavs correspond with the state of. ed­
uction, generally. All education Is 
comparative. So true Is this, that the 
light posseted by one age isreganled 
ns comnarativc darkness by a sUI>m- 
mient Progress is the watchword 
of the day: and ministers must keep 
nace with’the progress of society . A 
Irighcr standard of mliilstcrlal «|«“- 
tlon, therefore, Is demanded noyrthan 
was necessary thirty years ago, bo-

cause tbe people generally are better 1 
educated and more intelligent than 
they were then, and the next genera­
tion will doubtless demand a still 
higher standard than the present. 
An educated -people ought and will 
have an educated ministry, and if we 
do not furnish such a.ministry, others , 
will, and many of otar own children । 
and youth may Ibu* be attracted Into 
errors. The young constitute the 
larger proportion of every community, 
and are the most hopeful part of every 
congregation. They artf all being 
more or les* educated, and our rising 
ministry must also be educated, lu or- 
dtn* to command the attention of this 
Important claps of their hearers. Aged 
ministers and those of established rep­
utation may continue to be useful 
without the advantages of early edu­
cation, but young and Inexperienced 
ministers must be liberally educated 
at present, id order to be at useful in 
tbelr day and generation a* older min­
isters have been without such advan­
tages. Our fathers in tbe ministry 
were as far In advance of tbe people In 
education and general intelligence, tn 
their day, as our young ministers will 
be with ,the best education tbey can 
receive. It is all-Important, therefore, 
that our rising mints ry should be as 
thoroughly educated as possible, and 
those who are unable to educate them­
selves, should be educated by tbe 
churches.

4. From the prevalence of error and

Thus closed a forcible speech by 

Ellphuz the Temahlte: It may lie call- 
ed hl* “summing up." file virtually 
nays, “What I have tejitifled In the 
name of my friends Is no dream of 
theirs. Upon this mutter we are spe­
cialists: and bear witness to truth 
which we have made the subject of re­
search un<l experience. Lo this, we 
have searched It. so It Isj hear It, and 
know thou It for thy good." By this 
declaration he sett forth hl* teaching 
with authority, and presses It home. 
He persuade* Job to consider whut he 
had «ald, for It was no hasty opinion, 
but the ripe fruit of experience. 
When we speak what wq know we ex­
pect to be heard.

I. To begin with, I Judge that 
these words may well Idescrlbe the 
qualification of the teacher. He will 
be pairly furnished If lie cannot run 
In the line which Ellphaz draws In the 
words of our text. j

He should hare, flrstj an Intimate 
knowledge of his subject. How can 
he teach What be doe? not know? 
When we come to talk about God, and 
the soul, and sin. and the precious 
blood of Jesus, and the new birth, and 
holiness and eternal lifq, the speaker 
who knows nothing about these things 
personally must be a poor driveller. 
Let him be quiet till he know* what 
he is to speak upon. Let binrsweep 
chimneys, or cobble shpes, or break 
stones, or follow any other honorable 
calling, but it will not be honest for 
him to profess to be a preacher of the 
Gospel unless he Is acquainted with 
these sacred subjects, pt Is needful 
thatewe say to some preachers, first of 
all—Ye must be bom again, fori if not, 

- you cannot Interpret tha new birth to 
the people. Without personal Experi­
ence you will speak riddles of! which 
you do not know the answer*. The 
blind will lead the blind, and both 
will fall Into the ditch; There Is a 
German story of a minister who had 
delivered hlnwelf very earne*jjy upon 
a vital theme, and after the tervice ho 
was waited upfin by one in great dis­
tress of heart, who was pecallar in hl* 
use of language. Ho generally said 
“we" when ho should have said "I;" 
and *o he said to tbe mlnliter, “Sir, 
It what you have been laying Is true, 
what shall we do? " He did not moan 
to bring the minister Irtto it, but the 
um of the word "we" implicated the 
pastor so much that he began to 
search, and, searching, be fouod that 
he bad do part nor lot in the matter, 
and that he had been preaching what 
he himself had nover folk Have I 
anybody here who Is doing this every 
Sabbath day? A blind man, who Is 
teaching others about color and vis­
ion? X preacher of an onknoWn God? 
A dead man sent with messages of 
life? You are In a strange position, 
dear friend. The Lord save you! I 
wish that It might happen to you as it 
did Jto my dear friend,: Mr, paslnm, 
whom God li as blessed tothe cod version 
of so many. He was preach I tjg a ser­
mon which he did not ujidcntgnd, and 
While he preachedjt, he wa* converted 
hlmnelf. By Gal’s grace be liegan to 
feel the power of the Holy Spirit and 
■the force of divine truti. He jo spake 
that a Methodist In th* congregation 
presently cried out, "Th* pwrson Is 
odnverted;" and so the parson wa*. 
He owned It, and praised G«d for it; 
and all the people sang-i-
"Prabu God. truui whom *1| bl«Ml*s> flow." 
His own utterance* concerning Christ 
crucified bad been to him the power of 
Qpd. unto salvation. O beloved, no 
man has any right to. teach In the 
Sunday-school, or preach, or;pretend 
in any other way to b* MDt of God, 
unless bo ha* been so taught of the 
Holy Spirit that be ha* ah Intimate 
acquaintance with the Gospel.

I must add that be should have a 
personal experience oq it, sa that be 
can say, " Lo this, we have searched 
it; so it Is.” It is unseemly that an 
ignorant man should kqep* school. It 
is not meet* that a dumb mao should 
teach tinging. Shall *n Impenitent 
man preach repentance? Shall an un­
believing man preach faith? Shall an 
unholy man preach obedience to the 
divine will? Shall one tb*t|s living 
In kin preach of freedom from sin? 
Surely any person will tie an unsulta-' 
ble herald of the glad tjdlog* of grace 
who speaks what he ha* never tried 
and verified. Before’ thou preach 
■gain, brother, pray (Sod to enable

wanted in a successful teacher Is a 
firm conviction of the truth of these 
things, growing out of his having test­
ed them for himself. He must say, 
with emphasis, “So it is." When we 
teach others, we ought to have a firm 

' conviction that what wc teach la true 
। beyond all question. You cannot use 

a lever If you have no fixed fulcrum. 
You must have a point to work upon, 
or you cannot lift an ounce. So, In 

> trying to teach another man, you 
1 must know that something or other is 

true. Infallibility used to be claimed 
for the pope, but Lutber upset that 
nonsense. Tbe Protestants then as­
serted that infallibility lay In the Bi­
ble; and this became their fulcrum. 
It seems to me that now It la common- 

' ly thought that Infallibility Ues no­
where; or, If there be any such thing, 
it Is to be found among young green­
horns, fresh from college, who do not 
know A from B in theology, and yet 
criticise the Bible, and cut it about as 
they choose. They are Infallible*, and 
we must all' bow down before tbelr 
idol of advanced thought. I prefer 
my Infallible Book, and I shall stick 
to It, Gixl helping me, knowing that 
it has never led me astray, and toilev-

- Ing that it never will. O dear teach­
ers, know for a certainty what you 
leach, and, if you do not know It to be 
true, hold your tongues alnul It. If 
you are not sure that your doctrine is 
true, lie quiet till you are sure. A 
ministry of hesitation must be ruinous 
lo souls. When divine trulh is held 
fust, then let it be held forth, and not 
till then.

Once more: a needful qualification 
for a teacher of the Word Is earnest­
ness and good will to the hearer. Wo 
must Implore each one Of our hearers 
to give earnest heed. We must cry to 
him with our whole heart, " Hear It, 
and know ihou it for tby goal.” 
Without love, there can be no real el­
oquence. We must have a burning . 
love for the souls of men, if wo would 
win them for Jesus. Unless our hearts 
desire their good, we may preach our 
tongues out, but we shall never bring 
our hearers to salvation by Christ. 
The best bird-lime for these wild fowl , 
ba longing desire for their present 
and eternal gaxi. The great Savior's ( 
heart is love, and those who are to lie ! 
saviors for him must bo of a loving 
spirit. True love will do the work 
when everything else has failed. A ( 
pastor has held the hearer by his heart 
long after his head has struggled , 
away. A preacher had managed 
somehow to offend one of his hearers, 
and the angry man kept sway from . 
the place of worship for many a day. 
The preacher was not In the least ' 
aware that bo had given offense; but , 
when the matter came out, he went al , 
once to set it right. The offended , 
person had become settled In unbelief. ' 
The preacher wont to him, and said ' 
that he bad been sorry to miss*him; ! 
and that he had been made II) by ' 
learninglfiat he had become un unite- 
Hover. Tears wore In bls eyes, and 
bis voice was half choked, as he said, 
“ Do you know, friend David, I cannot ‘ 
deep at nights for thinking about you? ' 
I am so concerned about your soul ; 
that I cannot rest unless you are con- 
verthtL" The man had grown into the 
habit (if blasphemy, and If ho bad 
been addressed in any other way he ' 
would have cursed tbo minister, and ' 
told him to go about his business; but , 
that touch of real affection did It. 
“ You concerned about my soul! Then 
It Is time that I became concerned 1 
about It too:” that was the reasoning 
which passed through David’s mind. 
O do let us leve our hearers! Let us 
love them to Jesus. These are the 
bands that draw men to Jesus—the 
bands of love; and these are the cords 
that hold them to the Savior—tbe ' 
cords of a man. We must wish our 
people to hoar the truth, not because 
we have prepared discourses which we 
cannqt afford to waste upon an empty 
chapEI, but because we feel sure that 
.If they will hear the Gospel it will do 
them good, and save thcli souls. Wo 
must sigh and cry for the souls of our 
bearers. Wo must preach with an In­
tern, and-that Intent must not fall 
short of their eternal salvation. We 
must go as with a sword In our bones 
till we sec our hearers yield their 
hearts to Jesus.

II. Secondly, the argument for the 
bearer: "Lo ibis, we have searched

The argument directed to the hearer 
is the experience of many, confirming 
tbe statement of one: "We have 
searched It; so It It.” Bacon has 
taught us from a mass of agreeing tes­
timonies to Infer a general truth. We 
are not so foolish as to set up a theo­
ry, and then bunt for facts to support 
it; but we gather the facts first, and 
then deduce the theory from them. 
So here the three friends have made 
ample researches, and have arrived at 
certain conclusions; and they urge 
this reasoning upon Job. Vnrencwed 
men cannot know much about Christ 
and his salvation except It be through 
the testimonies of their friends who 
have felt the power of divine grace: It 
is ours therefore to lie wit nesses for 
Christ to them, that they also may tic- 
Heve the truth, which can save their 
souls.

.Without further preface I should 
like to bear my own personal witness 
to a few things about which I am fully 
persuaded, lam not afraid of dogma­
tism, but I shall speak very positively, 
since I cad say, "Lo this, wo have

' drink." Whence oometh much of 
beggary but from dissipation? Whence 
cometh much of deadly diMase but 
from uncleanneM of life? Is not half 
tbe misery in tbe world the direct and 
distinct result of vice? I will not har­
row up your feeling* by telling you of 
young men and young women who 
bade fair for better things, but who 
turned aside to vice, and thus brought 
evil diseases into tbelr bones. We 
could wish to forget their cries and 
moans with which they appalled us 
when the? found that wild oats had to 
be'reaped, and that each ear of those 
sheaves was as a Hake of fire. By-and- 
by tbe guilty soul has to meet lts God; 
what will lie Its terror! We know of 
ourselves) and in ourselves, that sin is 
u serptent, whose tooth infuses poison 
Into the wound It makes. Sin brought 
some of us very low, and nothing but 
almighty grace restored us. It made 
some of us sit between the Jaw* of 
despair, and question whether It 
would not tie better to put an end to 
oUr lives than continue to exist In 
such horrible gloom. Sin Is that In­
quisition which deals In rack^and 
Ures, and all manner of Infernal tor­
ture*. No misery can for a moment 
be com|»r«i with tbe tormentiwblch 
follows upon sin. We get neither 
pleasure Yior profit by sin, though It 
may dupe us with the name of l»th. 
“Sin Is eri], only evil, and that contin­
ually." This wc have searched, and 
ho It Is. Wc wish that other* who are 
beginning life would accept our testi­
mony, and withhold their feet from 
Hie paths of tbo destroyer. It cannot 
be needful that everybody should taste 
the poison cup: may not our mournful 
experience of sin's evil effects suffice 
for you? Sirs, you may search the 
purlieus of sin, from end to end, but 
you will never find a living Joy there­
in. Wherefore, flee from It by God's 
grace.

I wish next to testify to the fact 
that repentance of sin, and faith in 
the Lord Jesus Christ, bring a wonder­
ful rest to the heart, and work a mar­
velous change in the whole life and 
character. There Is such a thing as 
tbe new birth, for wo have been torn 
again; and this not in more fancy or 
sentiment, but ns a plain matter of 
fact. Wc know what It is’ to have 
passed from death unto life, as surely 
as wo know the difference between 
night and morning. Young man, 
have you any doubt about this? Will , 
my testimony tie of any avail to you? 
Do you think I would stand bere, 
knowingly, and tell you what is false? 
I hope you do mo justice, aud admit 
that I aim at speaking the truth. 
There Is such a thing as having tbe 
tastes all ullored,itbo desires all 
changed, the fcars^moved, tbe hopes 
elevated, tbe passions subdued, the 1 
will conquered, the affections purlfiod, 
the mind sanctified. Thore Is such a 
thing as having perfect rest about all 
the past, because sin is forgiven; per­
fect rest utoul the future, liecause wc 
havo committed our all to tho hands 
of Christ, who is able to keep us; and 
peace as to tbe proMnt, tiecauso wo be­
long to Jesus. I speak for thousands 
In this place to-night when I say that 
repentance towards God, uud faith In 
our Lord Jesus Christ, I to* tow on mon 
a wonderful delight, and transform 
their cbaractcrH by tbo Holy Ghost. 
That Is worth knowing, la it not? Bc- 
liovo for yourselves, and realize per­
sonally the power of faith. "Wo 
have searched it, so It I*; hear it, and 
know thou it for thy good.”

Another testimony we would like to 
bear, namely, that obedience to the 
Lord, though It may involve present 
loss, Is sure to to the most profitable 
course for tbo lielievlng man to take. 
If you will servo the Lord Jesus 
Christ, you will not find your road all 
smooth; but you will find It mure 
pleasant than serving tho devh. Sa­
tan said of Job, “ Doth Job fear God 
for nought? Hast not thuu made an 
hedge about him, and atout nil that 
he hath?" It was most true, but the 
Lord God might have answered the, 
devil, " Would you have my servants ,' 
unrewarded? It Is from you that 
service meets no reward but death. 
Do you think I would have you able to ' 
say, ‘God's servants serve him for 
nothing. Evon Job gets no return for 
bls faithful "obedience?'" Beloved, 
we may not expect Immediate success 
in business because wc walk in the 
path of integrity. Wo may for a limo 1 
be loser* by being honest, and may miss 
many a chance by abhorring decep­
tion. But we do not measure things 
by tho Rich, and by the ounce, when 1 
we como to deal with eternal mutters. 
Brethren, here we leave the clock and 
its ticking, and speak of tbo glory and 
Immortality which belong to tbe Infin­
ite and tiio eternal. Coming Into 
those larger regions, we declare that 
nothing can to obtained, worth the 
getting, by a He, or by a trick, or by 
falling into sin. Tho tno*t profitable 
course In life that any man cun take 
Is to do tho right In every case. If It 
should Ihyolve loss, do right, und suf­
fer the consequence*; for there are 
other comiieiikutlng consequences 
which will make a man a gainer by 
uprightness, even if he should lose the 
clothe* from bls buck. To huve done 
right Is to huve a well-spring of Joy 
within tbo heart. Some of us have 
tried this, und ure sure stout It. 
There are aged persons here, who can 
tell that they owe everything In life 
to having been enabled by the grace of 
God to act uprightly In tbelr youth. 1 
know one who Is st tbl* moment in a

way to success. We bear our testimo­
ny that righteousness is tbe beet 

i course. We cannot say, " Honesty la 
, the best policy; we have tried both 
, that and thieving, and honesty pays 

best;" but, for all that, If you consider 
the law of tbe Lord you wMl be con­
sidering your own Interests. Take 
notice of this testimony: righteous­
ness is wisdom. A straight Une is the 
shortest way between any two places. 
" Lo this, we have searched it, so it Is: 
hear It, and know thou it for tby 
good.”

I have many things to say, but our 
hours fly like tbe cherubim: each one 
hath six wing*. We beg to say that 
the old-fashioned Gospel I* able to 
save men, and to arouse enthusiasm in 
their souls. Here—here Is the beet 
proof! Loftk around uponMhls vast 
assembly. Have we any Susie, any 
candles, any millinery? Have we any­
thing here to attract people but sim­
ply the preaching of the old, bld Gos­
pel? Our service Is so severely simple 
as to lie called Imre. Have I varied 
from the old way and the old faith- 
ay, by tbe eighth part of a hair's 
breadth? Have I not kept to the Gos­
pel, and set It forth In simple lan­
guage? Lo, bere I come Ja the end of 
thirty-seven years, and beterc pie are 
the same multitudes of people as at 
the first. Young preacher, you will 
not need anything but Christ Jesus 
should you 1m- spared to preach as long 
as I have done. When everybody seems 
to say that orthodoxy is spun out, God 
will send us a revival, and the despised 
doctrines of grace will be to the front 
again, and Christ shall make t hem his 
chariot, in which he will ride forth 
conquering, and to conquer. Behold, 
even at this day, a company of the 
poorest of the people proclaim the 
Gospel in its roughest form, and 
preach it in our streets and lanes: and 
the crowd Is stirred therewith, as It 
never Is by any other theme. Not­
withstanding all the infidelity of tbe 
times, faith Is lifting the standard 
still. Hold to the faith and to the 
cross! Preach sin down: preach Christ 
up. Preach the atoning sacrifice, 
preach in the power of the Holy Spir­
it. Such preaching is sufficient for 
the purposes of salvation. “Lo this, 
we have searched It, so It Is; hear It, 
and know thou It for thy good.”

III. I close, now with our thin) 
[mint: wo have here the exhortation 
lo tbe Inqmircr.

Will there be an extra session?? Al­
though only two legislative days re­
main of the present session no; man 
can answer that question with- cer­
tainty. Of course the general ppln- 
lon Is that there will be no extr* ses­
sion: but unless tbe Republicans of 
tbe House will either give up several 
measures they are anxious to pass or 
discover some way of shutting of tbe 
Democratic opposition thereto, ill of 
the appropriation bills will noli get 
through in time to prevent un ^xtra 
session. My own Impression is that 
there will bo nd extra session, but 
that some very careless and Immature 
legislation will be turned out during 
the last forty-eight hburs of th? ses­
sion, and as tbe greater part of It will 
be on regular appropriation bills it 
will bo Impossible for the President 
to veto any of them without making 
It necessary to call an cxtlTa session, 
and It Is not probable t hat any of it 
will be sufficiently important t? Jus­
tify that.

Dr. Pendleton was born in Spotsyl­
vania county, Va., NovemtjerZO, 1811.

On the 14th 
of April, 1829, he was bapt zed by the
Rev. J. & Wilson, and In February,
1831, was licensed to preach by the 
Bethel church.

This objection Is that these stories 
make self-conscious little prigs and 
Pharisees of the children. Any child 
(togo back to the story) whose mother 
was getting breakfast while the bnby 
needed quieting ougbl to have taken 
the baby as a matter of course without 
being conscious of doing anything un­
usual or deserving mention, much 
less commendation. And li would 
ruin all the lovableness of any child’s 
nature to be thinking complacently 
all-the while, "Now I am being a lit- - 
tie home missionary." ,

distinctly avow his principles. It will 
not be regarded as political by our 

i readers If we take occasion to com­
mend in any public man of to-day the 
manifestation of this Henry Clay 
spirit. While it is not tbe province or 
tbe business of a religious Journal to 
prose the claims of any candidate, or 
to advocate tbe views of. any political 
party, It is its business to commend 
the good qualities and actions, and 
condemn the bad ones In the public 
men of all parties.

In the recent general vote of the 
Methodist^Episcopal church on the 
subject of admitting women to. the 
General Conference only about 350,000 
votes were cast all told. There are 
more than 2,000,000 members of that 
denomination who had the right to 
vote, and tbe question was a lively 
one abd one of general interest. It 
Involvedbaotbing short of a revolution 
of tba Methodist system of govern­
ment. And yet only 350,000 votes 
were east, out of over 2,000,000 voters!

It is suggested that the 350,000 were 
those who attended prayer-meeting, 
and they show that one-sixth of the 
Methodists attend prayer-meeting. 
We would suppose that the announce­
ment that such a question was to be 
voted on would bring out a good at­
tendance. We believe the attend­
ance at the prayer-meetings of the 
Methodist churches will average more 
than one-sixth of tbe number of coni- 
munleunts; and wo decline to hccepl 
the explanation given.

We hnvc heard no com pin lots of 
"supproMdon of votes" by yie " Mis­
sissippi muthixl" or any other, by 
which a large discrepancy ixitween 
the nuinlx-r of voters ami the 
number of voles cast lx often ex­
plained. We take It thu Melluxilsla 
hqve held a perfectly fair election, 
and the figures Indicate the suite of 
feeling on the' subject. Yet we see 
only about one-sixth of the voters act­
ually voting, and it Is safe to say that 
hot one-twelfth of the women voted 
to admit their sex Into the General 
Conference. This shows very little 
Iuivrest on Ihe subject after all the 
ado that bas been made about It,

Without cither fav­
oring or opposing the Ex-President's 
view* on the silver question, which is- 
too political a matter for tbe Recoii- 
DElt to take sides on, wc heartily com­
mend bis brave declaration of bis con­
victions at the risk of losing his nom­
ination. His opinions arc not calcula­
tion* of the ways the popular breezes 
will blow; they are Iwsed on hls con­
victions anil he is true to them. We 
commend ibis example to olher public 
men. Whal American poll ties to-day 
most needs Is an infusion of men. who. 
like Henry Clay, “would rather lie 
right than be President."

We arc asked whether a man can 
believe in evolutlon/nd at the same 
time believe in the Bible, and to point 
out whatever contradiction there Is be­
tween evolution and Scripture. To 
answer these questions fully would re­
quire an examination of all the vari­
ous theories of evolution, which our 
space dues nut allow.

Those who only visit the larpe cities, 

the highways of travel ahd. prad 
through gallery and churchi, guide­
book in hand, never know Italy's true 
charm, which is a doy, iqtangible: 
something haunting sleepy, moss- 
grown villas, merry vlnUges -and an­
cient monasteries hid away; in tbe 
hills. I am sometimes reminded of 
that wonderful-cellar of tbe folry-tale 
where, if you ask for gold, 1 tbe old 
witch turned a spigot and ; sbiniag 
masses were poured from tpe tuns; 
demands for diamonds were nice with 
equal readiness, and rubies [likewise 
flowed at your-call. So. evry cranny 
and wayside village, In this land, la a 
store of historical and legendary 
gems.

Nestling on the slopes of the Sabine 
country Is the venerable coivent of 
Farfa, one of the most famous Bene­
dictine centres of learning; in the 
Middle Ages. The Sabine Is a rich 
undulating country possessing, apart 
from Its beauty, the Interest pf a his­
tory, interwoven with that of Rome. 
I asked a wasber-woman not jong ago 
if she was a Roman, and she: answer­
ed, with a bright smile: "Well, SIJ- 
norina, I may say I am, for 11 come 
from the Sabina and. ns the [Romans 
of old stole our women for wives, I 
consider that we arc one -people." 
Think of a wasber-woman whio speaks 
of the Rape of the Sabines asi though 
It were a little episode of yesterday: 
But “let us return to our muttons" or 
rather to Farfa, which was much I let­
ter known in the IX, X, and XI 
centuries than In our day. Then Its 
abbots lived like princes atad con­
sidered themselves tbe equals of 
popes. It Is narrated that the abbot 
of Farfa §nce met tbe Pope at Corese 
(about ten miles off) and knew that be 
must be going to tbe monastery. He 
said to his majordome, wbo was with 
him: “That Is the Pope and i|e Is gt>- . 
Ing to Farfa. Of course I cannot be ;

-These were probably raised from nuts 
imported from England or Northern 
France, Where this nut has been cul­
tivated to a limited extent for many 
oenturles, during which they have be- 
oomd acclimated and enabled to en­
dure a lower temperature than those 
to long grown In warmer regions to 
the southward, from whence come the 
great bulk of tbe nuU brought to our 
■arkete. If we plant nuts raised In 
the south of France, Italy, or Spain, 
the chances are that not one tree In a 
hundred will prove hardy in any of 
Qur Northern States; but If we secure 
those from trees acclimated in tbe 
North, our chances are good for secur­
ing hardy and productive, trees. As 
all of the bearing English walnut 
trees growing in the suburbs of New 
York City are In the private grounds 
of those who do nnt gather the nuts 
to sell. It Is only as a special favor 
that any considerable number can lie 
Obtained for planting. But If the 
Owners of these old and productive 
trees were made aware of their special 
Value they might be Induced either to 
sell or exchange for the imported 
put*. It Is also possible to obtain 
nuts from England and the north ot 
France, and these are far preferable 
for planting here to those ra|sed 
further' south. Tbe acclimation of 
plant* is a very slow process, but cer­
tain In Its results; consequently we 
should take advantage of It whenever 
possible to avoid failure and disap­
pointment. [Tribune.
