To be sure 
there are sonic liberal giver* of their 
substance, according as God prospers 
them, a few who give the tenth and 
more to ChrisL but fully nine-tenths 
Of our people do not begin to give 
what they can, or ought to, give to 
the most Invaluable of all the causes 
known to men, the religion of the 
Lord Jesus ChrlsL

To read the report* of about nine- 
ten ths of our Baptist Association* Is 
pickenlng in the extreme. A mem­
bership of three or four tlxAsund mis­
sionary (?) Baptist* report *800 or 
*1,000 for all missionary and benevolent 
purposes when theta are three or four 
Churches In the said association which 
Could more than give, each, the whole 
amount without feeling the burden! 
Sometime* the amount is infinitely 
less than this, and not unfrequcntly 
a whole church sends up the startling 
sum of fifty cents for Foreign Mis- 
*ions, *2 for Home Missions, $5 for 
State Missions, and *2.50 for minutes, 
when the membership of the churches 
are worth several hundred thousand 
dollars.

The Jews robbed God, refused 
to give the tenth of their increase, 
and ho made the nation a skeleton 
for leinneas and poverty. No wonder 
so many Christian* have a bard time 
to live, they rob God, and God gives 
them leanness and poverty in return. 
Ho often gets more by prospering and 
fattening the wicked, getting their 
money scattered and turned Into 
channels of usefulness when they die, 
or incidentally, or accidentally de­
voted to good while they live—but he 
never gets much out of a stingy Chris­
tian. He keeps the Lord’s money too 
close, and generally at death he has 
notning.

Thousands upon thousands 
know their duty too well to lie excused 
upon any ground. In spite of preach­
ing and book*, and newspaper*, and 
tract* and societies, in the face of the 
mighty work accomplished by the pit­
tance* already given to missions, in 
spite of the vast destitution of home 
and foreign fields, In spite of the 
feebleness of a thousand sickly church­
es all over the land, thousands re­
fuse to give, and close their pocket 
books against God 'and Christianity 
and humanity. How can such |>coplc 
be Christians?

A Kind Word With Inquirer*.

There must be many reader* of The 
Independent who are not Christians, 
and perhaps some of then* have many 
seasons of anxious thought about the 
salvation of their soul*. Without at­
tending any forma) “inquiry meeting" 
they are agitating In their own minds 
such question* as these: Why am I not 
a Christian? and how shall I become 
a Christian?

My friends, you are under a certain 
degree of conviction of sin; you ac­
knowledge that you are not what you 
ought to be, and feel a genuine com­
punction oyer your tiesetting sins; you 
have more than once determined to 
quit them. This was very well as far 
as It wenL but It did not go far 
enough. Sorrow for sin avail* noth­
ing without reformation of character 
and conduct. A merely negative re­
ligion cannot save you. God not only 
commands you to abhor that which i* 
evil, but to cleave to that which 1* 
good. A friend of mine, by accident, 
swallowed a small dose of strychnine! 
No time was to be lost. Within an 
hour the physician bad extracted the 
deadly poison; but It required most 
powerful tonics, and several weeks of 
nutrition* to restore the sufferer to 
health.

Sin Is a fatal poison to the soul; If 
left to work out its inevitable result 
it means eternal death. A removal 
of the poison Is not enough to restore 
you to spiritual health: Jesus Christ 
must apply to you his grace as a spir­
itual tonic, and your soul must be 
nourished on him as the “bread of 
life.” Christianity is a great deal 
more than a repression of sin: it is 
the impression of Christ’* saving 
power on the heart, and the expres­
sion of love to Christ in the daily life.

So our 
sense-bound nature is always ready to 
fly to forms and saernmente and out­
ward means, administered by priests, 
as the vehicles of forgiveness and 
cleansing. But God’s messenger has 
no such function. He has simply to ' 
proclaim the conditions of cure. This ' 
retiring from all apparent participa­
tion in the cure—a feature common to ; 
many of Elisha's miracles—was not 
only due to ills modest character, but 
was especially Instructive In the care 
of a heathen like Naaman, who would ( 
be familiar with pretenders to magic, 
and would but have classed Elisha ' 
with them, If he had taken more act- . 
Ive part In his cure.

Again, God’s way of curing men of , 
the leprosy of their sin Is distasteful 
because of its very simplicity. Nun- ( 
man thinks that washing may cleanse 
tilth, but not leprosy. Ho is angry/ ' 
too, that ho should be sent to Jordan, ( 
and, with a true touch of national 
prldu and contempt, contrasts the 
clear, sparkling, cool waters, which j 
still make Damascus and Its environs 
a paradise, with the tawny stream of ' 
the muddy Jordan, the river of his 
country's hereditary foes. Pride and 
“ patriotism " revolt from such a cure. 
And so this man Is ready, In a lit of 1 
haughty anger, to keep his leprosy and 1 
lose his trouble.

There is a growing tendency in the 

' religions world, and specially among 
unconverted adherents, to pull down 

; tbe bars, and especially the Baptist 
bars.

' a*rogrcsslve religion with the modern

nowto refuse to do so simple a thing 
woulcbbe preposterous. But It is a pe­
culiarly of human nature, that It 1s 
always more willing to seek great ends 
by difficult than by easy ]>aths, and 
suspects simple means If they profess 
to accomplish largo results. Wo see 
the sumo tendency everywhere. Man 
loves involution, and trouble, and ef- 
fort. God loves simplicity. The most 
unreasouablc and tragic Instance Is 
the frequent rejection of the Gos;>cl, 
Just because there Is so little for us to 
do to be cured. It asks nothing from 
us but our acceptance of Its terms. 
People are willing to fast and go oh 
pilgrimages, and practice austerities, 
to swing with hooks in their shoulder- 
blades, or to hold their hands up till 
tho arm Is stiffened, or to build 
churches, and spend money and pains 
to secure salvation, however falsely 
they may conceive of the nature of it: 
but they are not willing to give up 
trying to do anything, and to lake sal­
vation as God’s free gift. Why should 
we rig up elaborate pumping machin­
ery, to bring water to our doors, when 
the river is (lowing past us, and all we 
have to do is to hold out our empty 
cups? Gcal's great arch needs no scaf­
folding of ours to hold it up.

lu Naaman's case, there was no nat­
ural connection between the remedy 
and t he cure. The washing was only 
a teat of obedience, and a token that 
the hqallng camo wholly from Gud. 
But there Is power In the blood of 
Christ to cleanse from all sin. This 
fountain Is o;>ened for sin end for un- 
cleanncss. It can wash away all these, 
and it only can. Not all the waters of 
Damascus can take away leprosy from 
the body or sin from the soul. Our 
guilt would “the multitudinous seas 
incarnadine.” Nothing but the blood 
of Jesus Christ has power to wash 
away the guilt of the past or to cleanse 
from the power of sin. The proved 
effects of the simple application of 
that blood by faith are sufficient to 
show to all the reasonableness of the 
method, harsh as it is to our pride, 
which God prescribes for our healing.

But there is a distinct parallel be­
tween the miracle and the greater 
miracle which cleanses a sinful heart, 
In that In both the cure Is suspended 
on simple compliance with the terms, 
and that, In regard to the Gospel heal­

। that the first effect of alcohol received 
, Into the system through the stomach, 

is to derange this flow. Controlled as 
tba circulation Is by a delicate system 
of vaso-motor nerves which open and 
close automatically the valves of the 
vessels, whatever affects these valves 
must of necessity change the nature 
of the circulation. The slightest ob-- 
serration will convince any one that 
the first effect of alcohol is to par­
tially paralyze this system and render 
the nerves slow and Irregular In the 
response to> the necessities of their 
function. The quickened ^Tse, the 
flushed face, the tingling extremities 
show that the heart Is doing double 
duty, and the blood is, despite Ite in­
stinctive efforts to keep tho circula­
tion uniform, thrown In a great sheet 
toward the surface, and more or less 
retained in the engorged vessels of the 
cuticle. When we note by linger tip 
and watch that the action of the heart 
has been Increased from two to four 
beats a minute, we can easfl*cstlmntc 
the Increased labor which Is laid upon 
this sensitive and vital organ by the 
action of wine. If we ask any en­
gineer what would 1>e the effect of 
lightening the weight upon the gov­
ernor of his engine or shortening its 
piston; he would promptly tell us that 
It must increase Its speed und wear 
out the machinery with proinrtlonate 
rapidity. Such is the action of al­
cohol upon the living organism of the 
human frame. The heart of even a 
moderate drinker, like the heart of 
one afflicted by valvular disease, does 
double'duty and suffers In conse­
quence.

One of the phenomena which sorely 
puzzled early Arctic explorers was 
that under the power of grog they 
were leas sensible of cold but more 
quickly succumbed to Its effects. The 
studies of the physician soon made it 
plain that the nerves of sensation 
living partially tienumbed, men could 
not realize the cold: while the nerves 
of automatic play being also affected, 
the blood was thrown to the surface 
to lose Its animal heal by rapid radi­
ation, and death was the necessary 
consequence. Men “warm" them­
selves with a drink of hot whisky as 
the hired nurse " cures" the child's 
hunger with soothing syrup. In either 
ease the b!4Bed warning of the physi­
cal nature is stilled partially as in 
death it Is completely silenced. It Is 
not to be wondered at that the sailor's । 
grog has disappeared from the prmls- 
ioniog i>t a ship for Arctic seas.

York, said! '"Hmm is nothing divine 
In the text, letters, words or clauses 
of tba Bible; tbs divine authority is 
In tba concept.”

I Falling to find anything in the Bi­
ble about "the concept,” I thought

; words. I found fifty passages in which
I the whole or a part of the Bible is 
i spoken, of u “ the Word of God." I 
i found over a hundred passages where 
i the writers speak of It os “His Word," 

or "this Word,” evidently referring 
to God. I found , fully as many pas­
sages where the plural Is used, and

1 the entire book, or certain portions of 
। it, are spoken of ns "the Words of 
: the Lord.” Turning to the 20th chap­

ter of Exodus, I read: “ And God 
, spake all these words.” He did not 

give Moses a concept, or notion, but 
words,, and surely those words, are 
“ divine^' Dr. Briggs to the contrary 
notwithstanding. Passing on to the 
32d chapter of Exodus, I learn that 
God not only spoke words to Moses, 

। but be wrote them with his own linger 
on tables of stone. Here, then, the 
very letters were divine. The proph­
ets cried to the Israelites, " Hear, p 
ye people, the words of the Lord.” 
They had not a general concept, but a 
literal message. And Christ said to 
his disciples, “The words that I speak 
unto you, they arc spirit und they 
arc life" (J^ho 8:03). And again he 
said, "If any man hear my words . . . 
the word that I have spoken, the 
same shall Judge him in the last day " 
(John 12:47, 48). Evidently our Sav­
ior had no conception of a concept Bi­
ble. All through the Acts.we read of 
people who received "the Word."

It I* 
the atory of a Quaker family living In 
North Carolina. It begins with tbeir 
"testimony" against slavery In the 
early year* of the century, and close* 
with their te»tlmony against “war" 
when the bead of the family who waa 
at least sevonty-flvo yoara old, was 
conscripted by the Confederate Gov­
ernment and carried to Richmond to- 
fight. This part which dwells on the 
brutality and cruelty of said Confed­
eracy and its officials is the most ex­
tensive. There wore men of that ago 
In the Confederate army, but so far 
as wo know they were all volunteers, 
the conscription never extending to 
that age.

The “testimony" against slavery 
consisted chiefly in declaring it waa 
wrong to deprive your neighbor of his 
property even though you thought be 
bold it wrongfully, and then In run­
ning off a slave ot that neighbor! 
This testimony seems In some way 
a little mixed. But no doubt it la very 
valuable and much noeded testimony 
Just now, and the good citizens of 
North Carolina will be pricked to the 
heart, and Instantly free ail their 
slaves.

In the March number of the Baptist 
Home Mission Monthly to an article 
signed “P. J. Bryant," a pupil In the 
Atlanta Baptist Seminary. He says 
that he taught school last summer in 
Elbert county, Georgia, “about ten 
miles from the railroad,” adding— 
“During the time I preached on Sab­
baths, and did wbat I could to encour­
age the colored people to unite in ef­
forts to educate themselves, to be 
economical, to get themselves homes 
and become Intelligent citltens." A 
worthy object truly. He goes on to 
say, “I tried to do this in a gentle­
manly way that would give offence to 
no one. When doing this I was set 
upon by a mob of enraged white men, 
armed with Winchesters, muskets and 
pistols, some fifteen or twenty of 
them. This was on the last day of 
September. They came upon me, 
dragged me from my room, took me 
into the woods about a quarter of a 
mile away, stripped my clothes from 
me, aimed their guns at me, forbade 
me to open my mouth, and whipped 
me most shamefully, saying, 'We 
don't allow any one to come here Into 
this settlement, and teach our niggers 
to write and ijuy property and edu­
cate.' After tHey had beaten me to 
their satisfaction, they ordered me to 
leave the. country within twelve 
hours." ~

Is Incongruous, since there 1* no spec­
ial connection between Chrltl’* Mat­
ing In tbe desert and Hl* crucifixion 
and resurrection. EMter I* observed 
m a sort of movable (?) anniversary of 
our Lord's resurrection. What I* 
called "Good Friday” 1* Imagined m 
the time of tbe crucifixion. Lent 
comes from a Saxon word, tendtn, 
which mpan* simply spring. The pe­
riod begin* with "Ash Wednesday” 
on which the observer is supposed to 
put on sack-cloth and ashes. The day 
before i* Mardi Gnu, which mean* 
fat Tuesday, oa which ;>eople are ex­
pected to carouse and revel so m to be 
ready for the sack-cloth and Mbes and 
th«*fMting of Lent.

The observance of Lent is In viola­
tion of Scripture, and rests wholly on 
the authority of the Roman Catholic 
church. It Is worse than will-worship, 
though that is bad enough, because it 
is a point-blank violation of tbe teach­
ing of Scripture concerning the ob­
servance of "times and seasons." 
Such seasons arc required by other re­
ligion*. For example, the Moham­
medan* have tbelr annual Lent, which 
they cal) Ramadan, which last* a 
month, and the Hindoos bave tbelr 
Pavaka, which Is a fast of twelve 
day*- The Llamatst* have throe an­
nual fast*. Lent is born of ascetic­
ism, and Is observed as a sort of pen­
ance for excesMs during tbe rest ef 
the year. We feel no Interest In the 
matter whatever, except that It I* one 
of the religious custom* observed In 
the world, and It illustrates some of 
tbe tendencies of human nature.

to est. Let each on* lay bls excuse 
tor his neglect plainly I before bls con- 
sclebcc and think bow It would have 
sounded coming from Philip or An­
drew. Why have you not given more? 
Have you any reason: which you feel 
would have excused Andrew for bring­
ing Ove loaves when he had five hun­
dred?

The churches have! ten thousands 
of loaves—they lay In tbelr Master's 
hand to feed a starring world five! 
Brethren, what do yi>u suppose the 
angels think of us? What would you 
think of those twelve apostles had 
they thus treated Iba Lord? And to 
get those five our Boards, Home, For­
eign and State, and our Society to care 
for disabled and needy ministers have 
to issue appeal after appeal. Do, you 
suppose the Lord needed to beg'An­
drew to let him have the five loaves 
and two fishes?

"But I can do so little, It Is not 
worth while giving the few dollar* 
I can give where the need la ao great." 
Andrew did not reason thus about the

broadcast over the land in a religious 
Journal and In a form that will be be­
lieved by many thousands of good 
people, whose feelings will be embit­
tered by It. Either let it be shown 
that the story is not true, or let vig­
orous efforts be made to bring the 
guilty parties to punishment.

It would be a ssd commentary on a 
community in Georgia, or anywhere 
else, that a man is set upon, beaten 
and driven away simply because of 
his endeavor to “encourage the col­
ored people to unite In efforts to edu­
cate themselves, to be economical, to 
got themselves homes, and become In­
telligent citizens.” All the Southern 
States have been heavily taxing them­
selves to educate and elevate the 
colored people. And to persecute a 
man for trying to elevate the negroes 
is utterly contrary to the entire spirit 
and policy of the Southern white 
people. We hope the story can be 
contradicted. We are reluctant to 
believe that such a thing could hap­
pen oven in a back woods region “ten 
miles from the railroad."

Ouu readers will remember our no­
tice of Dr. Tydlngs’ tract on Infant 
baptism. The Doctor did not relish 
our comments. He claimed that our 
criticism was unfair. This claim is on 
a par with his syllogisms. There was 
no possible unfairness since we quoted 
In full the language of Dr. Tydlngs on 
which we commented. If those com­
ments do not suit him, he has the 
comforting reflection that he Is In no 
way responsible for them. Ho also 
claimed the right to show in our col 
umns that his arguments were not ab­
surd, as wo had pronounced them. 
Not thinking that a controversy with 
him would be edifying to our readers, 
we declined with thanks. So he came 
out la the Courier-Journal with his 
tale of woe. We told the good Doctor 
that we were willing to bave a discus­
sion on the subject of Infant baptism 
in the Western Reookdeh with him, 
or with any other Methodist who 
might tie selected, provided the arti­
cles were also published In the Chrif 
tian Advocate of Nashville, Tenn.

In January of the year eighteen 
hundred and forty-one, ! accepted tbe 
position of Missionary of Bracken 
Association, and in February of the 
same yew, assisted the Rev. Gilbert 
Mason in a protracted meeting st 
Mayslick Church, of which be was tbe 
pastor.

Some years previous to thia the 
church had divided, ooe portion of it 
embracing the doctrine* of Alexander 
Cynphell, and an arrangement had 
been agreed upon between the tw* 
parties that they should occupy the 
bouse on alternate week*. Buch was 
tbe asperity of feeling between them, 
that although we knew our meeting 
could under that agreement continue 
but one week, no accomodation in 
reference to the occupancy of the 
charch was asked for or offered.

Bro. Maaon treated me with great 
kindness and consideration; he was by 
nature affable and courteous, and 
po**e*aed of elegant manners; he wa* 
a graceful and pleaalng (peaker, and 
thought that be understood tbe theol­
ogy of the Bible as taught by'tbe 
Baptist denomination. I soon found 
tbe condition of the church to be pe­
culiar: near three-fourths of the large 
membership were devoted to their 
pastor, and tolerated no religion con­
trary to that taught by him, and like 
him, • they were strongly tinctured 
with Chmpbelliim. Nearly one­
fourth of the membership, however, 
were sound Baptista, and their lead­
ers were very much opposed to the 
pastor, and took every opportunity 
to weaken his Influence With the

Corneliu* Drake 
and at least twenty other* would 
leave tbe Baptist church and Join the 
Campbellite* the next day.” I tried 
to convince' him that if his Informa-

A third party, although. It consisted 
of only twenty or thirty members, e - 
erted a wonderful Influence during 
this meeting, for while their name* 
were enrolled In tbi* church, they 
were in heart not Baptista, but Camp- 
bellites. They were warmly attached 
to their pastor, and he seemed 
strangely desirous of keeping them In 
tbe church.

Owing to the circumstance* by 
which we were surrounded and' the 
condition of tbe church, it seemed al­
most impossible for the meeting to 
succeed; but to our astonlahment, 
from the first sermon that was 
preached, tbe people became Interest­
ed, and quite a number professed to 
be converted, and several joined the 
church and were baptized. Bro. 
Mason frequently held long conversa­
tions with me In regard to tbe meet­
ing, and I found ha felt very uneasy 
about tbe final result He wa* un­
happy, a* be wished to retain the 
Campbellite party In the church, and 
he believed he could do It, were it not 
for the course pursued by a few ul­
tra spirit* whom be feared would 
thwart all hi* efforts.

Notwithstanding all the adverse 
circumstance* which were at work, 
our meeting prospered, and all of us 
realized tbe fact, that if we could 
keep the bouse another week we 
would have a glorious revival. This 
wa* impossible, for the Campbellite* 
bad long before this made arrangc-

night, and on invitation a handsome, 
young iady, belonging to one of the 
most prominent and influential 
families of the place, united with the 
church. She was the first of her name 
to bmure-a Baptist, and in after 
years she and her family proved of 
greater value to the church than the 
twenty members bad been, who'left It 
the next day.

At the conclusion of my sermon 
Bro. Mason arose and discussed the 
points of difference between the two 
denominations. He said the only 
material points upon which they dis­
agreed were, as be understood, the 
doctrine* of the two sects, that of the 
lay eldership In the Campbellite, and 
creeds in the Baptist He thought 
both, wrong and unscriptural; that 
the Baptista might say what they 
pleased about their articles of faith, 
heAmsIdered them binding upon the 
conscience, and they should be 
abandoned.

When be was through I replied to 
him, and argued that no Intelligent 
Baptist considered tbe articles of 
faith In their church authoritative. 
The dispute between us created great 
excitement. I am satisfied three- 
fourths of tbe large audience were on 
his side; nevertheless I have every 
reasbn to believe that every sound 
Baptist thought 1 did right; many of 
them, both tben and in after years, 
repeatedly assured me of the fact. .

The Camphellite* kept the house 
the next week, and many joined their 
church. Among these were more 
than twenty members of tbe Baptist 
church, and a* Bro. Mason had pre­
dicted, Cornelius Drake was the first

Mason; it was simply an expreMion of 
sincere religion* belief. In after year* 
Bro. Mason »nd myself seldom met, 
but when we did we were always per­
sonally friendly.

In conclusion, I would say that I 
have no Idea that either the Mayslick 
church or their historian designed to 
publish anything but the truth In re­
gard to tbe part of the church, but 
with the lapse of Jong years, tradition 
sometime* takes tbe place of unvar­
nished facta, and as so many Interest* 
were at that time connected in tbe 
church, it Is not at all strange that 
some errors should be recorded.

tbs idea that tbe Holy Spirit oper­
ated upon the human heart before 
baptism; that it was unscriptural to 
pray for the conversion of *1 oners, 
and that tbe article* of faith among 
the Baptist churches were authorita­
tive,'and consequently were both evil 
and schismatic In their tendency.

These so called errors were so per­
sistently kept before the people, that 
the most unlearned among their 
members could discourse about them 
fluently.

But little else was discussed In the 
community that week but Campbell- 
bm, t^r the member* of that church 
left no mean* untried to attract and 
interest the public in favor of their 
approaching meeting. Nor were the 
sound, steadfast Baptista idle; know­
ing that they had tbe power to re­
sume their work in one week every 
precaution was taken to *o manage 
the religious exercises, a* to leave 
whatever influence or impression was 
made upon the heart or mind perma­
nent We hoped by thl* mean* and 
by our earnest prayers, when we re­
sumed our meeting, to be enabled to 
reap the full reward of our labors, and 
that many might be won to Christ.

When I entered the church Friday 
morning I found Rev. J. A, Gano and 
Rev. J. T. Johnson present Their 
appearance there certainly affected 
Bro. Mason very much; be never 
seemed tbe same man again, and from 
that time did not come where I was. 
In the afternoon Bro. David Morris 
called to see me and said he did so at 
the request of Bro. Mason, who asked 
him to advise me not to say anything 
appertaining to tbe pointe of differ­
ence between the Baptist* and Camp­
bellite* in my sermon*.

At the close of the week we resumed 
our meeting, which continued through 
the week, but Bro. Mason did not 
again atttend tbe services. Rev. 
Josiah Leek, from Woodford county, 
assisted me. Quite a large number 
united with the church and were bap­
tized by me; I think the whole num­
ber wa* about fifty. Sometime in the 
following spring (March or April of 
that year) Rev. J. A. Gano wrote a 
criticism upon my course In tbe mis­
understanding with Bro. Mason, and 
published it in tbe MiUenial Harbinger, 
the organ of the Campbellite*. In 
this publication bls remark* were en­
tirely In favor of tbe Rev. Mr. Mason. 
Some things were true In uJljnd some 
others grossly untrue. TM substance 
of bls article was, that I “was inex­
perienced and had much to learn;” 
this was true. He also said that I 
wa* In favor of an authoritative creed, 
and that I claimed for the Baptiste 
tbe honor of having one; this last 
statement was false.

Last year the Mayslick church pub­
lished a history of their part. It is 
an interesting work and Is ably and 
elegantly written, but like Rev. Mr. 
Gano's publication, it contains several 
•tatemente that are entirely untrue. 
These statements are all on the thir­
ty-seventh page of tbe book and read 
as follow*:

“In 1840, the spirit of revival again 
visited the church, and about fifty 
were received for baptism. This time 
Bro. A. D. Sears assisted Bro. Maaon.

Is the hostess not 
an adept at serving her guests? In 
truth, the lady Is such u model of 
virtues, that I, for my part, am al­
most afraid of her. Yet sometimes I 
think that something is lacking In her 
household—that her admirable .pre­
cepts have a slightly sordid air, and 
that she Is so far cumbered with the 
cares of this world, that she forgets 
to listen to the Master's teaching.

Finally, sisters, it Is not only in the 
family that the spirit of Martha Is 
still rumpant; our churches are, uu- 
lucklly, the arena In which are dis­
played not alone the finest traits of 
human nature. Where is contention 
least tolerable? At home, perhaps, 
where it degrades the most sacred re­
lations, and blasts whatsoever things 
arc lovely or of good report, but surely 
in the church It is peculiarly unfitting, 
and where do we find factions hotter 
and murmurs more Indiscreet?

The Impression Gen. 1:1 made upon 
him was deep and lasting, and the 
effect was a sense ot dependence on 
God, and a determination to worship 
and obey him.

‘ leave to go had been granted by one of 
J higher authority, whose order they 

could not revoke. In March 1864 with 
i mingled joy and sadness he bode an 
' affectionate farewell to bls family and 

set sail for Hakodabe. In Hakodabe 
he met with much disappointment 
and finally discovered that the study 
of English in Japan was attended 
with more difficulties even in an-open 
port than be had anticipated. Then 
the idea of going to America occurred 
to him. But this was a thought 
which one less determined and I nt rep 
Id than he would have Immediately 
expelled., At that time no Japanese 
could leave his native shore without 
permission, and in case he claims- 
tluely departed, on bi* return would 
be punished with death. Moreover, 
hl*conduct, It known, would endanger 
every member of hl* family. In addi­
tion to Ibis fact Mr. Nlshlma was 
penniless, and was forced to rely upon 
his own effort for sustenance. Yet In 
face of all this he determined to em­
bark tor America. The decision was 
not hastily or Inconsiderately reached, 
but was tbe reaultof calm and mature 
reflection. The cqst was counted be­
fore the step was taken. Ho divulged 
hl* secret to throe young Japanese 
friend* whn gave him all the assis­
tance in their power, and encouraged 
him In bls undertaking. All arrange­
ments lielng consummated, he secret­
ly went on board an American steam­
er lying In the bay. The captain 
kindly received him and carefully oon- 
cealod him In hl* own room till the 
vessel sailed.

At Boston he found himself home­
less, penniless and a stranger, but the 
same G<xl who had directed him 
thither continued to care for and di­
rect him. The captain, favorably Im­
pressed with him. s[Kikc to the Hon. 
Alpheus-Hnrdy, the owner of the ves 
sei ntmut him In a very kind and ap­
proving wny. Cpon this Mr. Hardy 
received him Into hl* house, expecting 
to make a table servant and house 
Ixiyof him, but upon better acquain­
tance changed his mind. Instead of 
retaining him us a servant he sent 
him to Phillips Academy, and after- 
wards to Amherst College, where he 
graduated In 1x70. A ftcr leaving col­
lege Mr. NIshlmu intcred Andover 
Theological Semii^j/yr from which he 
graduated in 1874. Before his gradu­
ation, in tho winter of 1871-2, the 
second JitwioM emlmssuy, composed 
of Messrs. Iwakura, Okubo, Kido, Ito 
and Tanaka visited America for the 
purpose of Imqiectlng her national in­
stitutions, and found themselves 
great ly In need of a competent Inter­
preter. On hearing of Mr. Nl*bltua 
they sent an Imperial mandate to him 
to appear before them. Mr. Nlshlma 
was mudh disturbed by this but finally 
refused, Informing them that he 
would come if they would Invite 
him. Tho Invitation was extended, 
and he went, and was kindly received 
by them. When they made known to 
him their plans end desires, he In­
formed them that he would comply 
only on the condition that they would 
give him In writing a formal pardon , 
for tho offence he had committed in , 
leaving hl* country, and also written 
permission to preach and teach Chris­
tianity on his return home. To this , 
they readily consented and Mr. Nlsh­
lma Joined their party and enlisted In , 
their service. He soon won tho confi­
dence and respect of them all, wjrfch 
ho re la In ill till his death. He trav­
elled with the embassy through Amer­
ica and Eurojie, visiting and Inflect­
ing most ot tbe Institutions of learn­
ing, and after the embassy's return 
to Japan bo resumed his work in the 
Seminary. After hl* graduation Im 
was regularly "ordained as an evan- 
gellste-the first of his race to take 
upon himself thl* office.''

Mr. Nlshlma reached Jiyian on his 
return In December, 1874. Ho Imme­
diately liegan to preach with power 
and unction, and was directly or Indi­
rectly the moans of bringing many to , 
Christ. In due time be liegan to In­
vestigate the mutter of establishing 
a college. After much consultation 
with the missionaries of tho American 
Board and negotiation with the Jn|e 
aneso authorities, Il was decided to 
locate tho college at Kyoto. From an 
humble Iwginnlng the school rontln- , 
ued tsi grow, increase In efficiency and ( 
gain popularity till It Is now one of , 
the leading schools' In the empire. । 
Before Mr. Nlshlma'* death he con- < 
celved the pur)»*o of changing II Into । 
a university, and was earnestly en- । 
deuvurlng to accomplish this end । 
when death overlook him. He had । 
succeeded In awakening much Interest ,

tebllahmeat of a school of science was 
given by Mr. Harr* of Vyr England. 
Tbe foundation* of theAplldinga of 
tbe KdMtlfle departmen^were laid 
before Mr. Nish (gas's deatK Thus be 
lived toeeb his hopes partially realised 
and left behind bim a* a monument 
of hl* real and discretion a flourishing 
college. The Doshisha, as the college 
I* called, to doing an excellent work. 
At present there are Preparatory, Col­
legiate and Theological department*, 
a Girl's School, and a Hoepltal and 
Nurses’ school. The entire number of 
students now Is about one thousand. 
Ite Influence 1* already widely felt 
and It Is destined to play an Impor­
tant part In tbe future history of 
Japan.

Mr. Niahlma being a member of a 
Congregational church, the school, of 
course, 1* under the auspices of that 
denomination.

Dr. Nlshlma died on the 23d of Jan­
uary, 1800. He received tbe degree ot 
LL.D. from his alma mater, Amherst 
College, some months before.

But there Is no fear, for 
nol one church member In a hundred 
emild lie Induced to make any ration­
al attempt to stop the Inconsistencies 
they see and know. Yol It ought to 
Ik-done, and the church, like Cnwar's 
wife, should tie above suspicion.
