And to thousand, of the 
patrons and friends of that old con­
servative Presbyterian school, it 
seems a calamity. Pref. Briggs is a 
brilliant and an able scholar. He was

A mediator! What Is a mediator? 

A mediator is a middleman, a go- 
between: one who comes in between 
two parties who otherwise could not 
commune witb each other. Take the 
case >>f Moses. God's voice was very 
terrible, and the people could not l*ar 
It: so Moses came In and spake on the 
behalf of God. The presence of Jeho­
vah upon the mountain was so glori­
ous that men could not climb the hill, 
and endure that great sight, so Moses 
went up for men to God. He was a 
mediator, speaking for tbe Lord, and 
making intercession for the people. 
This Is what Paul allude* to when he 
speaks ot the law being "ordained by 
angels In the hand of a mediator." 
and here tbe apostle let* slip a sort of 
general statement—a truth which 
does not seem to !>e in connection with 
anything that goes before, or anything 
that follows after. He la>s this down 
as a genera! rule: "A mediator Is not 
a mediator of one. but God is one.” 
Paul hath dust ot gold: his every 
thought 1= precious. He Is looking at 
one object, and talking about It; and 
meanwhile he strikes a stone witb bls 
foot, and lays bare a vein of gold. As 
If be did not notice the treasure, be 
passes on, and leaves that vein of gold 
for you and tor me. He Is very fond 
qf a digression. It is the stylo of 
Paul, and the style of every man who 
I* very full and running over. He 
keeps to one argument, but be sees 
many others. While he it running Ue 
wards the goal, he let* fall golden ap­
ples In the form ot general principles 
which occur to bim at the time. 1 
understand Paul here, not as going on 
with any argument, which as ielting 
tall a general principle, but)—taking it 
out of It* connection—hope to use for 
our profit to-night. A mediator, a go- 
between, an Interpose?, it not a medi­
ator ot one, that Is clear; but God 1* ■ 
one. What shall we learn from this?

I. First, a mediator Is not for God 
alone. A mediator dealt with two 
persons—with God and man. A medi­
ator does not come because God wants, 
himself, any kind ot mediator. He Is 
eternally one; and If yon view him as 
the sacred Trinity, yet be Is a Trinity 
in unity. God is one. Some persons 
call themselves Unitarians who have 

. no exclusive right to tbe name. All 
Trinitarians are Unitarians: though 
we believe that tbe Father Is God, tbe 
Son I* God, and tbo Holy Ghost Is 
God, yet we confess that there are not 
three gods, but one God. Now, be­
tween the Father, tbo Son. and tbe 
Holy Ghost, there Is no difference, no 
ground for contention; and therefore 
no mediator Is needed to reconcile the 
dlvlne'persons. God is ode: therefore 
our God does not need the mediator 
for himself. Who Is the mediator 
wanted for, then? Why. fur somebody 
else. That somebody else Is here to- 

x night, and I want to find him out. -A 
pedlator! Blessed be God, there Is a 
mediator; but God does nut want him 
for bls personal purposes; .thye Is an­
other person for whom the mediator is 
required. Where is that other person? 
If, the very gift of Christ as a rncdla- 
to’, in tbe sending of him In bls di- 
yle and human nature, in Christ's 
l»e, in Christ’s death, God bad an eye 

<0 another party. God, looking out 
,*beyond himself to somebody else, pro­

vided a mediator. That ought to be a 
great thought to you; for If God is 
looking out of himself, why should he 
not look at you? If God has so looked 
out of himself as to provide a media­
tor, that must mean that be is think­
ing of a creature who needs one. O 
my soul, may he not be thin dog of 
thee? Though thou hast wandered 
from him, and lived for many years । 
without him, may It not be that as ■ 
there is a mediator, and that mediator ; 
cannot be for God alone, for God Is , 
one, that mediator may be intended , 
to meet my need, and bring me back ; 
to God?

Now, according to the run of Hje i 
text, and according to tbe run of < 
Scripture, that other party, for whom I 
a mediator is sent. Is mad. Mail has t 
fallen out with God. Man Is at enmi- i 
ty wl.th God, and God Is necessarily I 
angry with man, for be cannot but 
bate tin, and he must punish evil, j 
God, therefore, is looking Out on man; t 
and here am I to-night, sitting In the j

•on? Let me lift my eye to heaven 
and say, "O gracious Lord, grant that 
I may be tbe other person for whom 
this mediator Is concerned!" for a me­
diator is not a mediator of one, but 
God is one, and would have me to be 
tbe second, that there may be work 
for a mediator to do. This is clear 
enough.

II. Now go a step further. In the 
second place, a mediator Is not tor 
persons who are agreed with eoch oth­
er. A mediator Is not needed for per-, 
son* of one heart and of one soul. 1 
want no mediator between myself and 
my brother, between myself and my 
son, between myself and my wife. We 
are perfectly at one already, and no 
mediator is wanted. So. then. It Is 
dear that, If there Is a mediator, it is 
for two persons between whom there 
Is some ground of difference. Mark 
well this truth, and catch at It. lam 
not going to say pretty things, or use 
fine words; yet I say to those of you 
who long to be saved,—Catch at w.,at । 
I am saying: for Lt will help you. A 
mediator! That must be for persons 
between whom and God there Is : 
ground of quarrel. Sinner, sinner, ' 
this Is good news for you! A mediator । 
is not for a man who is perfectly at ' 
one with God; but for you, who have 1 
by many sins provoked God, wbo by > 
tbe sinfulness of your nature stand at 1 
a distance from him. There is need ’ 
of a mediator between you and tbe 1 
thrlce-holy God; and it Is for such as ' 
you that a mediator has appeared. 1 
Do you see this truth? A mediator I* <

t hands upon us both, who counts it not 
- robbery to be equal with God, and yet 
i calls man bls brother? A mediator is 
t not a mediator of one, since he wean 
i both natures, and espouses both 
■ causes. O bow dear to the heart of 
1 Christ I* tbe glory Of God! He Ilves, 
i he dies, he rises again, to glorify tbe 
t Father. O bow dear to Christ la tbe 
■ salvation of men! He lives, he dies, 

be rise* again, and pleads for tbe sal-
, ration of sinnen. He baa tbe enthu- 
. slasm of humanity, but he baa the cn- 
. tbusiasm of divinity as well. God 

must be glorlflid; he will die to do it. 
Man must be saved; be will die to do 
It. What a splendid mediator, who is 
not a mediator of one, but a mediator 
who takes up the cause of both sides!

VI.' In this capacity, our blessed 
Mediator pleads for both with both; 
for be Is nqt a mediator of one. A 
mediator, when he would make peace, 
goes to this one, and he states tbe 
case, and he urges him, and pleads 
with him. When be has done that, 
he returns to tbe other party, and । 
stales the other side. He pleads with 
the one on tbe behalf of tbe other. I 
Even so our Lord Jesus ChrMt comes ; 
in between God and man. O bow i 
wonderful! He pleads with God tor j 
sinners, •‘Father, forgive them; for I 
they know not what they do." And i 
then be turns round, and pleads with I 
sinners for God, and blds them tum i 
to him, and be reconciled to him, < 
since be is their Father and their i 
Friend! A mediator is not a mediator 1 
of one.- He who should come in and I 
pretend to be a mediator, and then I 
throw all the blame on one party, and i

i eoce, and to send away happy in 
’ the love of the Moat High.

" But may I come? ’’ says one. May 
i who com? When Christ ante up to 
। be a mediator, why should you not use 

him aa a mediator? I do not aak tbe 
doctor!* pardon when, feeling 111, I 
knock at bls door. He has put up his 
name aa one that Is willing to deal 
with the sick, and therefore I seek 
him. I take no liberty In coming. If 
ho has undertaken an office, let him 
do bls office. Foor guilty wretch, 
afraid to come to God, behold Christ 
puts up tbe name of mediator with in­
tent that be should l>e used as such! 
He Is tbe way of access to tbe Father. 
Come and use him for what be pro­
fesses to be. Believe that be is able 
to do what, by bls name and bls official 
title, he claims to do. Now come, and 
be reconciled to God '^ough Jesus 
Christ bls Son, the mediator.

I have been nearly forty years now 
trying to preach. I cannot get at it 
y^. Oh, that I knew how to put 
t^s, so as -to move every soul to come 
Jo God, and sue for peace! How wil­
ling must God be to be at peace with 
men, when he provides a mediator 
between himself and them! How 
readily ought you to come when 
Christ’s honour and^lory depend 
upon men's trusting their eases In his 
hands! I aak again, what is a media­
tor if no case Is trusted to him? A

God. That la what it comes to. If 
you will not have Christ, you are 
baring your arm for ad eternal conflict 
with tbe Almighty. You are putting 
on your helmet, and girding your 
sword to fight with your Maker. You 
are rejecting peace when you reject 
Christ. I am sure that it Is so. You

The expense is so great that 
ilyof the deceased often ba 
into burdensome debt to pay 
in cases, children of tbe deca

hosts. Well, sirs. If you will have it, 
you must have It; but I would implore 
you to repent at once of your insane 
choice. How can yon light with God? 
Why should you tight with God? To 
battle with God is to tattle against 
your own best Interests, and to ruin 
your souls. Heaven, the only heaven 
that a creature can have, is to be at 
peace with bls Creator. There Is no 
peace unto the wicked. How can 
there be? The only hope that we can 
have Is to be agreed with God. If be 
has made me, he has made me for a 
purpose. If I fulfil that purpose, I 
shall answer the end of my being, and 
I shall be happy. If I do not fulflL 
that purpose, I must be unhappy; 
and In choosing to be tbe foe of God 
I have chosen my own eternal damna­
tion. God help us to repent of such a 
choice; and may we now lay hold on 
Christ tbe mediator, and trust our­
selves with him, that he may make 
peace between us and God: and to his 
name shall be glory for ever and ever! 
Amen.

III. A mediator also comes when 
there Is a ground of difference which 
cannot readily be removed; for If tbe 
ground of difference is trivial, and the 
two parties arc willing to Ik< agreed, 
they soon settle the matter: but a me­
diator, an arbitrator, is brought in 
when the case is hard. Such is your 
case and mine by nature. We have 
sinned. God Is Just. Ho Is full of 
compassion, and willing to forgive as 
far as the slight is against his person; 
but he Is also King and Judge of all 
the earth, and be must punish sin. If 
he does not punish sin. he will be un­
just, and tbo injustice which does not 
punish sin Is cruelty to all righteous 
men. If our Judges were to-morrow 
to say to every thief, housebreaker, 
murderer, " Go your way; you are for­
given," it would tie kindness to them, 
but it would bo cruelty to us. It 
would not be true mercy on tbe part 
of G«id to pass by sin without a pun­
ishment. He could not occupy bis 
throne as tbe guardian of right and 
the protector of virtue if be did not 
execute Judgment upon sin. Here, 
then, we perceive a barrier between 
God and the guilty: God must punish 
offenders; and man has offended. How 
can these two lie brought together? 
Here steps in tbo mediator, one of a 
thousand, who can lay bis band upon 
botb, compose this deadly feud, and 
make eternal peace. A mediator is 
•qot for those who are at one, but for 
tnbee who have a ground of difference 
whl^ cannot be readily removed.

IVA In this case. If there be any 
wish on the part of the offending one 
to be reconciled, it may be done; for 
the offended God is willing to be at 
peace. There would lie no use in a 
mediator unless the parlies were lioth 
willing to be reconciled to each other. 
A mediator who comes In between two 
who have a continued hatred simply 
loses hie time; but in our case God Is 
willing to bo reconciled. " Fury is not 
In me," saitb ho. But man Is not wil­
ling to be reconciled to God until 
grace changes his heart. If there be

Josus stands waiting to re­
move the barrier that divides you 
from God, and to reconcile you to God 
by his own death.

There must, however, In order to a 
mediator, an umpire, lie a willingness 
on both sides to leave the mailer In 
his bands. There must lie a difference 
which they cannot remove, a differ­
ence which they wish to have remov- 
ed, and a difference which they are 
willing to leave In tbe umpire's hands. 
God Is willing to leave our matter 
with Christ. Ho has done no. He has 
laid help on One that Is mighty. He 
has qualified and commissioned him 
to come as an ambassador, and make 
peace between him and guilty men. 
On your part, are you willing to hand 
the matter over to Christ entirely, to 
do what he blds you, tq own to what 
be would have you to confess, io re­
pent wherein he tells you you are 
wrong, to Seek to be right wherein he 
warns you that you have failed? Will 
you give your case over to tbe media­
tor, and make Jesus Christ, the Son of 
God, to be your representative In the 
business? God trusts his honor In the 
hands of his Son Jesus. Ho is not 
afraid to leave everything that con­
cerns his moral government and his 
royal character in the hands of the 
Well-beloved. Will you trust your 
soul's eternal Interests in those same 
dear pierced hands? If so, rejoice that 
there is a mediator between two par­
ties that have long been alienated—a 
mediator between God and you. Take 
him to your heart to-night.

V. Now we will go a step further. 
A mediator la not a mediator of one; 
but he studies the interests of both 
parties. Sucb is our Lord Jesus

I>arty, would not lie a mediator, but a 
partisan. But, In thl* ease, here Is 
One wbo has something to say, not in 
vindication, or excuse for .In, but In 
pleading for mercy to tbe sinner. He 
lias something to say to magnify the 
Justice of God, and yet he cries for 
mercy. He pray*. “Have mercy, O 
God! Have mercy upon the guilty!" 
I think that I have got the run of this 
text, somehow. If 1 eamtot give you 
the exact meaning of tbe word*. Thl. 
meaning Iles hidden witbin the wprds: 
a mediator I* not for one. but he stud­
ies the intcreste of botb.

VII. Now. to-night my Lord Is 
here to lie a mediator! God i* willing 
to be reconciled to men; but If there 
tie nobody here to be reconciled. If tbe 
preaching of to-night has no relation 
to anybody here, then It Is quite clear 
that the office of Christ cannot l>e ex­
ercised. He cannot lie a mediator un­
less there i. a sinner here to l>e recon­
ciled. Where is he? My Lord the 
mediator holds his court to-night, and 
sits here as an ambassador: but what 
can he do unless II can find him out 
the other party£j&ule.ss I can find out 
the offender, the guilty one; and un­
less, finding him out, the Spirit of 
God shall bring him to say. “ I wish 
to be reconciled to God, and I put my 
case Into the hand of the great Inter- 
poser?” If there is no sinner In tbe 
world, then there Is no Savior in tbe 
world. How can he save if men are 
not guilty, and do not need saving? I 
tell tbee, sinner, thou art necessary to 
Christ's doing any business! A man 
I* a Surgeon, and pute a brass plate 
outside bls door. Go and tell him 
that there is nobody ill In the parish. 
Prove to him that within ten miles 
there 1* nobody who ha* so much as a 
cold or a toothache: tbe good man 
may take down hl. brass plate, and go 
and spend a month In tbe country. It 
breaks a doctor up U everybody re­
main* In health. Now, If to-night ev­
erybody here has kept God's law, and 
1* innocent, guiltless, and fully at one 
with God, my Master ha* no mission 
here, nor have I. I have no need to 
speak of him to you, for "they that 
be whole need not a physician; but 
they that are sick." Therefore come 
I forth in Hie name of the mediator, 
to ask whether there he not some sin­
ner here wbo will confess his guilt;

Reconciliation, wrought out by ; 
Christ, Is absolutely perfect. It means , 
eternal life. O my hearer, If Jesus l 
reconciles thee to God now, thou wilt t

"hath never forgiveness." Uncer­
tainty about it* character and ignor­
ance of its nature make it seem doub­
ly dreadful.

This sin Is not mysterious. It Is 
clearly described In the Gospel accord- 
ding to Mark—" because they said he 
bad an unclean spirit." The Phari­
sees could not deny that Jesus’works 
were works of mercy and of power. 
But they declared that tbe source of 
his ability shown In them was saUnlc, 

'that he was the agent of Beelzebub, 
In league with tbe dark power and 
made efficient bylit. This led Jesus to 
warn them about sinning against tbe 
Holy Spirit. Tbe sin then is this: to 
ascribe the works of mercy and ut 
goodness to Satan. The works are ad­
mitted but their divine source is de­
nied. and they are credited to the

-1lowers of darkness. Good Is done but 
it is not from God, it is from the dev­
il that it emanates.

This sin is not the only one that), 
leads to perdition. Any sin of which 
men do not repent destroys them tl- 
nally. The difference between this 
sin, of ascribing God's works of mercy 
to the devil, and every other sin is 
that tbe latter may be forgiven; the 
former cannot be. It Is unscrlptu- 
ral to say when a man resists the 
pleadings of tbe Spirit to the last and 
dies In Impenitence that tbis consti­
tutes the sin against tbe Holy Ghost. 
Such a man was not forgiven but he 
might have been, but tbe sin against 
tbe Holy Ghost cannot bo pardoned. 
Il does not lie in amounl nor In per­
sistence and continuance, but In the 
direction which It takes. It is against 
God's Spirit. Any other sin persisted 
in will destroy the soul, for forgive­
ness was not sought, but of this sin it 
must lie said that, even it forgiveness 
were sought, It could not be granted. 
There is certainly a dear distinction 
Iwlween sins that were not pardoned 
but might have been, and this sin 
which Is not pardoned liecause It can­
not Ise All other sins are In their na-

They arc never 
required to prostrate themselves like 
the men. I have seen a few excep­
tions to this ru e. Ordinarily before 
the greatest chiefs the subject* are 
required to strip their clothing to the ' 
waist, and prostrate themselves in the 
dust, first putting one check in the i 
dirt, then tbe other, and then th* fore ' 
head, and to snap the thumb ip the I 
palm of the hand until his majesty ' 
secs tit to recognize them, when they 1 
may get up.

separate you from the love of God 
which is in Christ .Jesus our Lord. I 
have heard of some mend-all which so 
puts tbe pieces of broken plates to­
gether, that the anicleq are said to be 
stronger than they wereliefsre they 
were broken. I know not how that 
may be. This I know: the union be­
tween God and thf sinner, reconciled

stronger than the union between God 
and unfalleu Adam. That was broken 
by a single stroke: but If Christ join 
thee to the Father by his own precious 
blood, lie will keep thee there by tbe 
inflowing of bis grace into thy soul; 
for who shall separate us from the 
love of God which is in Christ Jesus 
our Lord?

One thing more I have to say. Ile- 
member, if you refuse tbe mediator 
whom God appoints, you do peremp­
torily refuse to tfe at peace with God.

uel Cox, D.D. N. Y.: A. C. Arm­
strong A Son.
This Is a new edition of Dr. Cox'* 

exposition of Ecclesiastes published in 
1867 under the title: "The Quest of 
the Chief Good." Thi* first edition 
has been long and favorably known by 
scholars, and the new volume will bo 
welcomed. Dr. Cox has . made oom- 
pXratlvely few changes In his previous 
work.

The new translation which he gives 
Will provo a valuable commentary on 
the generally received translation. 
Taking up the book as he docs in sec­
tions rather than by verses, hl* expo­
sition will provo a valuable help to­
wards gaining a clear Idea of the scope 
and alm of the preacher. The various 
volumes of the Expositor's Bible of 
Which this Is one, are more Interesting 
than the usual commentary because 
they follow this plan. They ore not 
more Important, but are valuable 
helps in addition to the leading ex- 
egetlcal commentaries.

We do not agrei with Dr. Cox In re­
gard to the authorship of this book. 
It is possible It wiw not written by 
Solomon. For the waiter calls himself 
a son of David ■ who was king in Jeru­
salem, and any of David's descendant* 
might have called himself u son of 
David, as in the Chronicles all the 
kings till the captivity ore called the 
sons of Solomon. But the writer was 
a son of David at least In this sense 
and a bona Ude king In Jerusalem. 
He doe* not merely pose as Solomon, 
inspired writers do not Indulge In such 
deception. While, however, It Is pos­
sible that the book was written by 
some later king, we have not a doubt 
it was written by Solomon In hi* old 
age.

Dr. Cox says the book was written 
by some inspired poet, who represent* 
himself as Solomon, end is a quest for 
the chief good.

Those . who deprive 
their pets, not only of liberty, exercise, 
but also of their wholesome medicine, 
may seem to lie kind and Indulgent, 
but they are either Ignorant or unreas­
onable. fN.

THE MARKETS.

The leaf tobacco market for the 
past week has vcrilled the nrodii-tlons 
of The Commercial us to the quulftv 
of the tobacco that Is to lie expected. 
The better grades of new Burlcv hava 
been very scarce. Tiro offerings, it is 
true, contained a great many reviews, 
and the receipts were reduced, but 
everything tends to verify what bus 
lieen said of tbe crop. Tho liest new 
Burley was marketed llmt, and It 
came with a rush, under the stimulus 
of high prices. The liest tulaieco hav­
ing beeu produced in tbe counties 
west of the Kentucky river, it natu­
rally came early. The market Is still 
strong for good tobacco ut full prices, 
but the low grades, while they have 
been steady for the week, have a 
lower range of values.

The principal event of tho week 
was tbe opening of tho Growers' 
Warehouse. It has mode a very fair 
beginning, but cun do but little on 
the present year's crop, ns most of tbe 
tobacco Is constructed for by the old 
warehouses, and a great deal Is mort­
gaged for advances.
