Family Worship.
DY F. X. KbUS, D.D.

Family worship II proliably as old as 
the social religious life of man. It 
has the sanction of the most eminent 
families of the Old Testament. When 
God visited the home of Terab the 
race had grown so corrupt that they 
worshipped false gods.

God's call separates Abram from 
this corruption. Soon he Is Joined by 
bls father Terah, by Sara hls wife, 
and then by Lot, and they together 
leave for the land whither the Lord 
had called them. Bo now Christ often 
enters the home, through the door of 
a single heart and roaches the family, 
establishing hls throne In the home. 
As the family are thus blessed, the 
family altar l>ecomes a necessity. God 
means that families shall lie separated 
from the world, Just ns he means Indi­
viduals shall lie thus separated.

Later, God visited the family of Na- 
hor. When Abraham sent Eliezer to 
select a wife for Isaac, the home life 
of Nahor had moulded the life of bis 
son Bethuel, and the home life of Be- 
thuel had put Ito Impress upon bis son 
Laban; and when Reliecca goes forth, 
as the espoused wife of Isaac, she goes 
moulded in her character by the influ­
ence of her worldly and prayerless 
home.'

What an Interesting Illustration of 
family religion wc have, too, in the 
case of Cornelius. How Paul com- , 
mends the Influence of the home relig­
ious lite of Timothy, wbo had hit 
character so happily moulded by hls 
grandmother Lois and bls mother Eu­
nice, who had taught him tbo Script- , 
ures from bis. childhood. So, doubtr
les*. Paul had l>een trained. We
know how tbe Nonconformists, Re­
formers, Covenanters, Purlton., and 
early Baptists wore trained at tbe 
family altar, and In these home semi­

In preparing^ some time ago, a se. 
rles of sermons on “Things that 
Hurt," and one of them on “Things 
that Hurt the Kingdom.”

Encyclopedia, article 
on “Parables" says: “The very pur­
pose of Christ in uttering many of the 
jiarables was to teach His disciples 
that ! the kingdom would not come 
with mighty conquest by armies, ns 
they expected; but they were slow In 
learning the leason.”

The same lessons need to lie learned 
again by Christ's children of to-day. 
We get the Idea that the kingdom can 
grow only by a mighty rush all along 
the line. Many Imagine If they are 
not of those who arc trying to break 
down the Master's Kingdom with l«t- 
terlng-rams, that they most assuredly 
ore not hurting Hls Kingdom. The 
Master Himself teaches quite differ­
ently. Look into some of the para­
bles and seo these two lessons taught:

But Malchus. Is not meaner and ’ 
baser than some of us. We stand by ' 
and see Jesus arrested, tried, crucified 
afresh ami put to an open shame ev­
ery day; and although we have been ’ 
healed by him, blessed a thousand ' 
times, we do not witness for him. । 
"Ye are witnesses of me," says Jesus ' 
to hls peopld: and. In every age of ' 
this world—eVen to day worse than 
ever—he is before the tribunals of I 
darkness, and wa are on the stand. ' 
Infidelity, pride, ambition, avarice, 
lust, lewdness, drunkenness, gam- : 
bling, fashion, show, vanity, false re­
ligion, undisciplined church looseness, 
and unorthodox laxity—sin and error 
in a thousand forms both in and out­
side of God’s house—arraign Christ 
and Christianity everywhere. Worse 
than Malchus, who was not a pro­
fessor of religion nor a member of the 
church, we stand by with a healed 
soul, instead of a healed ear: and wo 
encourage, by our silence, the trial 
and crucifixion of our high profession. 
Christians, so called, dance and revel 
during the week, and feel It stylish to 
go to church on Sunday. They buy, 
and sell, and cheat, and swindle, and 
then erv amen on Sunday. Hallelu­
jah and corner lota go together; and 
It is bard now to tell tbe average 
Christian, in many places, from tbe 
average worldling. In fact, It is the 
proverb of the day in which we live: 
The average worldling Is as good as 
the average Christian.

There are many standpoints from 
which to condemn Christian licen­
tiousness and looseness, but I know of 
no standpoint so dark and hideous as 
that of Ingratitude. Love is the 
motive of Christian service. This is 
the great Calvinlstlc (Pauline) Ideal of 
devotion and fidelity to God who has 
saved us and called us by bls grace, 
t'nllke the Arminlan, we give all the 
glory of our salvation to Christ. We 
do not claim the merit of co-operation 
even between grace and works. All 
of grace and none of works, is our doc­
trine; and Paul lays down tbe great 
fundamental maxim that wc do not 
go on In sin Ix-causc we are saved by 
grace, neither do we evil that good 
may come. Wc do not serve-God 

' from fear, but from lovo and grati­
tude; and wo do not preach, and 

' prav, nor work. In order to escape holl 
[ and’ get to heaven. Wc toll, and 

weep, and sacrifice, because wo urr 
saved—because wc love and reverence 

' Jesus—because we know, if saved fit 
1 all, that heaven Is ours as surely now 
1 as when wo shall reach the shining 
' shore.

How, then, can a Baptist go on in 
1 sin in the light of salvation by grace ? 
1 It is l>ase ingratitude. It is Mal- 
’ ebusan meanness before the trial of 

Christ and the religion wc profess. Il 
! is taking tbe blessings of salvation, 

not only without a grateful return,

done nothing for Nabors, outside of 
bis worldly orosperity.

It la an ad­
vantage to have had the Influence of a 
godly home through the years of one's 
unconverted life. Rebecca did not 
have this, and hence the type of her 
after character.

The home life of the Cretans made 
them a set of Hara. The home life of 
theBeroans made them a Scripture­
loving, noble people.

We all know how family habits fix 
themselves on the character. This 
fact lias not only an illustration In the 
case of Reliecca, but do we not see the 
same thing In all our churches?

The Influence of Laban—the subtle, 
scheming, and worldly brother—Is re­
peated by hls sister Rebecca In her 
methods of securing th: hlosslng for 
her-favorito son Jacob. Rebecca's life 
was a sorry failure, liecause of the Im­
press of the home of her childhood 
and early womanhood.

So Jacob’s character was largely 
moulded by the scheming policy of hls 
mother. He too was a calculating, 
scheming man, as, e. g.t In bls trickery 
In securing the birthright, and, with 
bis mother's help, to deceiving hls old, 
blind father, In hls calculating plans 
of meeting Esau years afterwards. 
Through his long life ho carries the 
Imprint of Nahor’s family character 
though he was the son of Abraham, 
and followed the example of hls grand­
father, whose removals wore always 
marked by tbe altars he built for God 
In every new borne. For Jacob also 
built altars at Sbechem, Bethel and 
Luz. And these wore doubtless fam- 
Hylaltars, for who among Ham’s god­
less descendants in Canaan could he 
gather about hls altars? If he had 
worshippers, they must have been hls 
own family. But In spite of Ms 
grandfather’s example and of hls own 

[ father’s example, the influence of nis 
mother’s training almost neutralized 
all the good of hls after life. Isaac's 

[ family life was not what it might have 
been, had the wife been In sympathy 
with hls religious Ideas.

The character of our grandparents 
and their home life ha* much to do

In previous sermons on the preced­
ing context we have had frequent oc­
casion to remark on the parallel and 
contrast between Sinai and Zion, as ex­
pressive of the difference between the 
genius of Judaism and Christianity, 
which shapes the whole of this sec­
tion.

For what Is tbe notion tbat under­
lies the old-fashioned, and to some of 
you obsolete and unwelcome word? 
Why! simply this, it is a definite dis­
closure of God's purpose as affecting, 
you and me, by which disclosure He is 
prepared to stand and to bo bound. 
It is a revelation, but a revelation 
that obliges tbe Revealer to a 
certain course of conduct; or, If 
you would rather have a less the­
ological word, It is a system of prom­
ise under which God mercifully has 
willed tbat we should live. And Just । 
as when a king gives forth a procluma- i 
tion, be Is bound by the fact tbat be 1 
gave It forth, so God, out of all the in- < 
finite possibilities of Hto action, con-' 1 
descends to tell us what Hto line to to 
be, and He will adhere to it. He lets 
us see the works of the clock, if I may 
so say, not wholly, but in so far as we 1 
are affected by Hto action. I

What, then, are the terms of this 
covenant? We have them drawn out, 
first. In the words of Jeremiah, wboap- 
prebended, when be was dwelling In 
the midst of that eternal system, that 
it could not be a final system; and 
next, by the writer of this letter quot­
ing the-propbet, who, In tbe midst of 
the vanishing of that whin?, could be 
shaken, saw emerging, like tbe fairy 
form of the fabled goddess out of tbe 
sea-foam, tbe vast and permanent out­
lines of a nobler system. The prom­
ises of the Covenant are, tben, full 
forgiveness as the foundation of all, 
and built upon tbat knowledge of God 
Inwardly Illuminating and making a 
man Independent of external helps, 
though he may sometimes be grateful 
for them; then a mutual possession, 
which Is based upon these, whereby I, 
even I, can venture to say, God to 
mine, and, more wonderful still, I, 
even I, can venture to believe that 
He bends down from Heaven, and

lit by flashing flame, contrasted with 
the sunny slopes of Zion, palace-
crowned, and the 
opposition to the peace that
clustered round the foot of Zion's 
Mount.

The 
ancient system had Ite sprinkled 
blood, by which the men on whom It 
fell entered into tbe covenant, and 
were ceremonially sanctified. The 
new covenant has itablood. An aw­
ful voice rolled amongst the peaks of

says: “And thou, thou art Mine!"

Moses, of course, was a go-between, 
in a mere external sense, from the 
mountain to the plain and from the 
plain to the mountain.

God’s people should never be dis­
mayed. No matter how great our 
difficulty, God’s grace Is sufficient for 
us. Tbo Jordan at flood-height seemed 
an impassable barrier; but tbe assur­
ance was: "Within three days ye shall 
pass over." They were not told how, 
but only to got ready. We are some­
times troubled because tbe work of 
saving tbe world Is so groat; but our 
work Is only tbat wo are able to do. 
When It comes to the Impossible, God 
will show tbat all things are possible 
to Him.

People qre usually more Interested 
in their own families and their own 
success than in those of others. Tbo 
Reubenitea and Gadltes mlgbt have 
said: "We are all fixed. Here on the 
East side of tbe river is our share of

Sinai. Tbat “blood of sprinkling” 
speaks too. And then tbe writer 
blends with that allusion another, to 
the voice of the blood of tbe first mar­
tyr, every drop of which cried to God 
for retribution! and points to the 
blood of tbe more innocent Abel, 
every drop of which appeals to the 
Father’s heart for pardon.

Now It may be said that thus to pre­
sent Christian truth under the guise 
of the symbols of an indent ceremo­
nial and external system Is a retro­
grade step. And some people who 
think themselves very enlightened 
tell us tbat the time is past for look­
ing st Christianity from such a 
point of view. One great man bas let 
himself talk about "Hebrew old 
clothes.” I am verv much mistaken 
if these old clothes will not turn out 
to be something like tbe raiment tbat 
the Hebrews wore in the wilderness, 
“which waxed notold for forty years,” 
and outlasted a great many suits that 
other people had cut for themselves. 
We have only to ponder upon these 
emblems until they become significant 
to us, in order to sec that, Instead of 
being antiquated and effete, they are 
throbbing with life, and fit as close to 
tbe needs of to-day as ever they did. 
They come with a special message, no 
doubt, to these men to whom tbls letr 
ter was first addressed, who were by 
descent and habit Hebrews, and satu­
rated with tbe law. put their mes­
sage is to you and me quite as much; 
and I want this evening simply to 
bring out the large and permanent 
meanings which He beneath them.

Now, of course, when we talk about 
a covenant or compact between two 
men, we mean a matter of bargaining 
on tbe terms of which both have been 
consulted, and which baa assumed its 
final form after negotiations and per- 1 
haps compromise. But there are nec­
essarily limitations to the transfer­
ence of all human ideas to Divine re- ' 
lations. One such limitation is ex- i

gives a basis for knowledge. Unless 
He audibly and articulately and verifi­
ably utters His mind and will, I know 
not where men are to go to get it. 
Without an actual revelation from 
gof other nature, of clearer 

a, of more solid certitude than 
elatlons that may have been 
upon the tablets of our hearts, 

over which we have too often scrawled 
the devil’s message, and over and 
above the ambiguous articles tbat 
may be picked out and pieced togeth­
er, from reflection upon providence 
and nature, we need something better 
and Ormer, more comprehensively and 
more manifestly authoritative, before 
we are entitled to say, "Behold! I 
know that God loves m« and that 1 
may put my trust in Him.” Brethren, 
I for my part believe tbat between 
agnosticism on tbat side, and the full 
evangelical faith of the New Testa­
ment in a supernatural revelation on 
this side, all forms of so-called Chris­
tianity which shy at the Idea of a su­
pernatural revelation are destined to 
have the life squeezed out of them, 
and that what will be left will be the 
two logical positions: first, God, if 
there be a God, never spoke, and we
do not know anything about Him;
and, second, “God, who at sundry 
times and in divers manners spake In 
time past unto tbe fathers by the 
prophets, bath in those last days spok­
en unto us by His Son." If there be a 
God at all, and If there be in Him any 
love and any righteousness, It is infin­
itely more reasonable to suppose that 
He should have spoken His mind and 
heart to men, and given them a cove­
nant on which they can reckon, than 
tbat He bas been from the beginning 
a dumb God, tbat never opened His 
mouth with a word of guidance or of 
sympathy for the sons of men. Be­
lieve that who may; I cannot believe 
In a pure theism, which has no place 
for a supernatural revelation.

And tben, again, let me remind you 
how here is the one foothold, if 1 may 
so say, for confidence. If God hath 
not spoken there is nothing to reckon 
upon. There are perhapees, probabili­
ties, If you like, possibilities, but noth­
ing beyond. And no man can build a 
faith on a peradventure. There must 
be solid ground on which to rest; and 
here is solid ground: “ I make a cove­
nant with you.” "God is not a man 
that He should lie, nor the son of man 
that Ho should repent.” And armed 
with that great thought that He bas 
verily rent tbe darkness and spoken 
words which commit Him and assure

because in Hlmjpnly do we find the 
drawings tbat«ftllne wayward and 
wandering hearts to tbe Father. And 
He seals for us that great Covenant in 
His own person and work, in so far as 
what He in Manhood has done bos 
mode it possible tbat sueb promises 
should be given to us. And, still fur­
ther, He is tbe Mediator of tbe Cove­
nant, In so far as He Himself possesses 
in His humanity all the blessings 
which Manhood to capable of deriving 
from the Father, and He bas them ail 
in order tbat He may give them all. 
There to tbe great Reservoir from 
Which all men may fill their tiny cups.

Men tell us that they want no Medi­
ator between them and God. Ab! my 
brotber, go down Into your own heart; 
try to understand what sin to; and 
tben go up as near as you can to the
dazzling white light, and try partially 
to conceive of what God's holiness to, 
and tell us, Do you think you, as you 
are, could walk In that llgbt and not 
be consumed? It seems to me that no 
man who bus any deep knowledge of 
his own heart, and any, though It be 
inadequate, yet true, conception of 
the Divine nature, dare take upon his 
lips tbat boast that we often bear, 
" We need none to come between us 
and God.”

For me, I thankfully bear Him say, 
" No man coiuetb to the Father but 
by Me;" and pray for grace to tread in 
tbat only way tbat leadetb unto God.

III. Note tbe sprinkling of the 
blood which seals tbe Covenant.

There is an allusion there, as I have 
already suggested, to the ceremonial 
at Sinai, when, in token of their en­
trance inUrtbe Covenantetbe blood of 
tbe sacrifice was sprinkled upon tbo 
crowd; and also an allusion to tbe 
voice of tbo blood of tbe innocent 
Abel, which “cried to God from tbe 
ground." Tbe writer bus already re­
ferred to tbat in the earlier part of 
the letter; and here he weaves the 
two together, because, with whatever 
differences of representation, tbe sub­
stantial meaning of both Images to tbe 
same.

a high complimentl to Southern Bap­
tists, for which we thank him; but he 
said he hoped to live to see the day 
when all the Baptista In tbe United 
States would work together in one 
Publication Society, In one Home 
Mission Society, and In one Foreign 
Mission Society. We hope the Doctor 
will live a long time, but he will not 
live long enough to see this.

There are many Baptists In the 
North who regard the existence of 
the Southern Baptist Convention as a 
survival of sectionalism, and as keep­
ing alive the issues of the war, which 
all good people should seek to bury 
and forget. They Ijelleve the Union 
will never be fully, restored till the 
denominations North and South 
unite. Thelssue on which the divis­
ion was originally made has passed 
away, and they think the division it­
self should pass away. They look, 
therefore, with disfavorupon our Con­
vention, and along^ with Dr. Armi­
tage hope to see it dissolved.

It is important for everybody to un­
derstand that tbe existence of the 
Southern-Baptist Convention is not at 
all a survival of sectionalism. Those 
who make such a charge evolve it out 
of tbe depths of their own conscious­
ness. By denouncing sectionalism 
and charging It. upon their brethren, 
they serve to keep whatever there Is 
of It alive. The efficiency of our de­
nominational work and the develop­
ment of our churches, the great alms 
to 1>e sought, demand tbe e' Istence of 
our Convention. No union is to be 
desired which is at tbe expense of ' 
efficiency. It might lie a striking at­
titude before the world for all the 
Baptists of America to unite in one 1 
organization, but the Baptists are not 
going Into the attitude business. 
They care chiefly for doing the Mas­
ter's work thoroughly and well.

It is true the cause ot the original 1 
division has passed away, but it by no 1 
means follows that the division itself 1 
should [iass away, i The conditions 1 
have greatly changed since 1844. The ’ 
country has more than doubled Its 1 
area In that period. The population 1 
has increased from 2^000,000 to 65,900.- < 
000. Then there were hardly half a 
million Baptists In tbe land, while < 
now there are over tljree million. Our I 
Convention alone ba* already become < 

'»o large that It is Evident something . 
must be done to reduce its size, or a I 
division will follow/ General bodies t 
of Baptists must not get too far aw5y ' 
from the churches. That as many j 
general bodies as are consistent with t 
thorough efficiency should be formed. ( 
is according to the geinius of Baptists, t 
which is directly opposed to central)- i 
zation. The colored Baptists have t 
formed their Convention, and their t 
efficiency is thereby promoted. In- t 

' stead of all the Baptists of the land , 
uniting in one organization, the fu-J 
turn will see yet further division, in h 
consequence of growth, und iu the j 
line of increased efficiency. Muchas 
we would like to please the President r 
of the Publication Society, we cannot j

Thb directors of the Uulon Theo­
logical Seminary In New York have 
bad Dr. Briggs before them. They 
have catechized him with an evident 
purpose to make him out as orthodox 
as possible. He denies that he re­
gards tbe Bible, the church and tbe 
reason-as “co-ordinate sources of au­
thority." Ho affirms that he believes 
tbe Old and New Testaments to be 
“the only Infallible rule of faithand 
practice.” He believes that Inspira­
tion Is such a divine Influence as to se­
cure "an Infallible record of God's 
revelation in respect to both fact and 
doctrine.” Ho denies future proba­
tion and affirms eternal punishment. 
Tbls all scorns well enough so far as It 
goes, but we wish the catechizing bad 
gone a little farther and Dr. Briggs 
bad been asked his opinion as to the 
Inerrancy of Scripture. SUH we are 
gratified that be should come out 
thus far. It will be hard to reconcile 
these answers of his with his prev­
iously published utterances, but since 
these answers are bls latest deliver­
ances, it Is fair to take them as ex­
pressing his present views, and we are 
glad of any sign that be Is returning 
to tbe faith once delivered. Our con­
fidence, however, Is not great.

OfH Episcopalian friends are hav­
ing trouble over the election of Dr. 
Phillips Brooks as bisbop. Objections 
are coming In so numerous and so vig­
orous that it Is doubtful whether bis 
election will be confirmed. His elec­
tion was In spite of his well-known 
Views, and was owing to his personal 
popularity.

He was elected 
with great unanimity by the Episco­
palians of Massachusetts, who will 
not very heartily relish tbe rejection 
of tbelr choice.

The first speaker was Rev. Mr. Mc- 
Vlcarof New York, Superintendent of 
the Freedmen's Educational Institu­
tion. His Mbject was, " What more 
should we dmfor the Negro? "

He said tho Society has expended 
more than 82,\mm,(M)o In twenty-one 
schools fur freedmen. "To a very 
largo extent we have failed to appre­
ciate the fact that 250 years of slave 
labour has bad Ite effect on those who 
have been slaves and under tbe lash, 
and the Southern people to some con­
siderable extent are prejudiced against 
any man who Is of coloured birth. Tbe 
large mass of the coloured people In 
the South remain untouched. They 
have not found their way down to the 
lower levels of the Iniquitous wl.ltes, 
but they have bettered themselves 
and are becoming good, loyal, Chris­
tian citizens.”

After this speech tbe Rev. Dr. C. R. 
Henderson of Detroit, Mich., made an 
able and timely speech on “Tbe Pas­
tor's Debt to Missions.” " It is the 
duty of every pastor to assist in every 
way our Missionary Societies, and we 
should remember our duty. Our hon­
our as ministers depends upon the 
work which is represented and led by 
this Society. Out of 4,000 Baptist 
churches in tbe North, how many are 
contributing towards the support of 
the Home Mission Society? It is a 
fact that fewer than one-half are con­
tributing. Whose fault is It? It Is 
strictly the fault of the pastors. It Is 
a duty of the pastors to sec to it their 
churches aid In the support of Home 
Missions.” Manly religion and strong 
common sense and freedom from 
“ progressive " vapouring were among 
the excellencies of this admirable 
speech.

Tteunday Morning.
The Home Mission Society gave the 

morning session also to the freedmen. 
Rev. Dr. McVIcar spoke again, saying 
some things against tbe white gentle­
men of the South which must have 
been embarrassing to any ladles pres­
ent. He urged tbe sending of negro 
women to do tbe work which tho col­
oured preachers have not done. This 
was not relished by Bev. Mr. Booth of 
Alabama, a coloured delegate, whore- 
piled: " It has been said the coloured 
ministers of tbe South could not do 
tbe work that has to be done.

On Friday morning the Publication 

Society began Ite meeting. Tbo at­
tendance was small In comparison to 
that of the Homo Mission Society, 
but there was no lack of enthusiasm.

Vice-President Armitage was In tho 
chair and spoke a few appropriate 
words of welcome. Secretary Grif­
fith road tho report of tbe Board of 
Managers. Tbe total receipts from 
all sources were 8647,884.37, the sales 
in tbe Book Department amounting 
during the year to 852O,5H5.7U. There 
were 70 new publications Issued dur­
ing the year. The Publication Society 
is also a Homo Mission and a Foreign 
Mission Society. .Forty-four churches 
have been constituted by thelr^mls- 
slonarlcs In this country. It has for­
eign missionaries In Armenia where 
seven churches have been organized. 
Rev. C. C. Bitting, D.D., Bible Secre­
tary, reported that tbo Bible Union 
New Testament revision has been 
fully completed. The receipts in the 
Missionary Department were 830,000 
less than last year, and tbe donation 
for permanent funds 811,500 less. Part 
of this decrease was duo to change In 
form of report. Receipts for Bible de­
partment, 822,720.03. Thore were 41 
honorary and life members present, 10 
honorary managers, and a total at­
tendance of 265.

Tbe messengers of the Southern 
Baptist Convention were received after

Dr. N. E. Wood preached tbe sermon 
on tbo "Inspiration of the Scriptures." 
The sermon was a most masterly dis­
cussion of this Important subject. He 
advocated the Inerrancy of Scripture 
and the Mosaic authorship of the 
Pentateuch. He argued vigorously 
for the Inspiration of the Scripture 
record. But we were pained to hear 
him say that the imprecatory Psalms 
could not be harmonized with the 
teaching of Christ, and were simply

work In that country; and then came
Rev. Dr. A. C. Dixon on "The Printed

No extracts can do Justice to the 
ability and tbo clouuence of this 
speech. His arraignment of Dr. Briggs 
and those who are making God a party 
to fraud by declaring the Pentateuch 
was written al a late date by men who 
palmed Itoff as the work of Moses aud 
wore Inspired of God to carry out the 
fraud was masterly, his defense of the 
Bible a grand one.

The next speech was a worthy com­
panion of Dr. Dixon's. Rev. Dr. A. 
G. Lawson, of New Jersey, followed 
upon “Books, the Pastor’s Helpers." 
He emphasized and Illustrated most 
admirably tbo three points, "What 
must I do to be saved?" “What must 
I do because I am saved?" and “What 
must 1 do for the saved?"

Intbaaprlnttba appetite seems to 
crave something not only fresh and 
Green, but something that has a spies of tartness. Pie-ptant, or/Js 11 is 
called by some, rhubarb, seems to sup­
ply, In many cases, a very sattetMtory 
answer to this need. It oomes early, 
and has a fresh, living look, as well ss 
a fresh and palatable taste. It grows 
readily, and even dwellers in the city 
might easily plant a few roots In their 
back yards and supply their table 
with a wholesome relish.

The plant will “winter" out. Some 
cover It with a mulch of dead leaves, 
throwing over these an old string 
towel, and probably thus have their 
plant a little earlier; for when the 
time comes to uncover it, the rosy 
shoots will already be peeping above 
ground. It is considered better to 
pull than to cut the stalks when,they 
are gathered. After as many are 
pulled u are desired, they may be 
washed and the leafy part carefully 
ent away. Then skin them—although 
some prefer it with the skin left on— 
and cut them up in little pieces about 
three-quarters of an inch lung, pour 
boiling water over them and let stand 
until cool. This will remove some of 
the sharpness of the acid, and prevent 
the strong taste which sometimes per­
tains to stewed pie-plant. After the 
water Is drained off add a cup of sugar 
to every pint of the rhubarb, let It 
stand a little while and a lulce will be 
formed sufficient to cook it in with­
out adding any water, then set the 
preserving bottle on the stove where 
the rhubarb will simmer slowly until 
doho. It will be nearly whole, half- 
transparent, and of an attractive color 
and delicious taste. Flavorings of 
lemon or orange peel can be added, If 
desired, and the quantity of sugar 
may be varied according to the teste 
of the “cook."

Pie-plant pies are also a very tooth­
some dish for pie eaters. They can be 

। made by using the pie-plant after it 
has been cutsnd scalded, adding a lit­
tle sugar, flour, flavoring and butter. 
It should be remembered that pies 
need to be a little sweeter than sauce. 

; I have also two recipes for pie-plant 
• pies which I have not myself tested, 
■ but which, I am assured, have been 

approved. Cook the rhubarb before 
' using for the pie; add sugar in the 
I proportion of three-fourths of a cup to

The other recipe Is to chop fine a 
large cup of rhubarb, removing any 
bits that seem stringy; beat one egg 
with one cup of sugar and flavor with 
lemon or nutmeg; pour over the rhu­
barb, cover with a top crust and bake 
in a rather alow oven.

A kind of pie-plant pot-pie may be , 
made by putting some scalded rhubarb 
in a deep basin, sweetening it, and 
covering it with a paste made like bis­
cuit paste. Put the basin on the 
stove, cover it closely, and in half an 
hour the pot-pie will be ready to eat 
with hard, or other, sauce. Other 
fruits used in the same way will yield 
a dessert-which, to most, perhaps will 
be generallyeven more palatable than 
when the pOt-ple is made with pie­
plant.

They also pay all the 
expenses of tlw Executive Committee 
at Baltimore, and do not spare ’time 
and thought In suggesting to us lines 
of work.

Tbe recommendations of tho For­
eign Huard for the coming year are 
(1st.) that we should pay tbe salaries 
of tbe female missionaries, tor which 
abuut *38,900 will be needed: (2nd) 
that we continue tbe Christmas offer­
ings, for tbe increase of our missionary 
force fn North China: (3rd) tbat wo 
assist tbe Missouri ladles In building 
a cbapel at Rio In memory of Miss 
Maggie Bice; (4tb) that young people’s 
societies be encouraged to help build 
the chapels tbat are from tlmo to 
time authorized by the Board. Tbe 
suggestions of the Home Board are 
parallel to these. (1st) that we aid in 
tbe support of missionaries and their 
families on tbe frontier and elsewhere; 
(2nd) tbat boxes of clothing and other 
useful articles be sent u> our frontier 
and other needy missionaries; (3rd) 
tbat the Cuban school tor girls contin­
ue to receive tbo aid of the Woman's 
Missionary Societies; (Sth) that Mis­
sion Bands, Sunday Schools, and oth­
er young peoples' organizations, be re­
quested tq contribute toward building 
chapels on tbe frontier, in Cuba, and 
wherever needed on Home Mission 
fields. For any Society undertaking 
tbe support of a girl in [the Cuban 
school, Mr. Diaz will select a girl and 
conduct a correspondence with tbe So­
ciety about her, thus enabling them 
to feel a more personal interest in tbe 
girls.

The Executive Committee earnestly 
commend to tbe attention of tbe So­
cieties in each Slate, suitable provls- 
Ion for an Expense Fund, for printing, 
postage and stationary, and express- 
age, and it is suggested tbat some 
special time be set apart for t^e col­
lection ot tbe Uve cents or ten cents 
asked tor from each member of each 
Society. Only by having such a fund

HtuUl We Do lt?

Since the organization of the Bap- 
tl*t Ministers' Aid Society of Ken­
tucky, the Board of Trustee* and your 
linmble Corresponding Secretary have 
lal»red earnestly, diligently and 
prayerfully. In trying to prosecute our 
work and in securing the co-operation 
ot our pastors throughout tbe State. 
Wc wanted and solicited their help 
and urged them to present onr work 
to their churches and ask that an an­
nual collection be taken for our work. 
Only a few have complied ^Ith our 
request and only a few of our churches 
have aided us. Why, we do not know. 
Can It I>e because they de not ap­
prove of our work? or, because It Is 
not right? If so, In cither case lot 
them rise up like men and suppress it. 
Do tbev approve of it, and think It 
right tbat we should provide for the 
wom out servants of God with tbe 
necessaries of life, and thus dispel the 
clouds In their la*t day* and enable 
them to *ay, "The Lord I* my Shep­
herd, I shall not want?" If so, then 
rise up like men and do your part and 
utge your member* to do theirs. “For 
the poor shall never cease out of the 
land: therefore I command thee, say­
ing, thou shalt open tblnc band wide 
unto tby brother, to thy poor, and to 
thy needy, In tby land”—Deut. 15:11. 
Is not this command positive? And 
so plain. It says "open tblno hand 
wide." It dex* not .say shut thine 
hand close and withhold from thy 
poor and needy.

Notwithstanding the fact wc have 
not had the co-operatiun we so Justly 
deserve, wo have placet! In our per­
manent fund *5,291.98, and raised 
for Immediate uso K),554.14f>nt which 
*3,491.84 has tieen expended, leaving 
only *92.32 on hand. We have about 
*7,900 In bonds. A large number of 
the coupons on some of these bonds 
arc past due and unpaid. This, to­
gether with tbe fact tbat so few of 
our churches are doing anything, 
makes our future look rather gloomy; 
yet we are full of hope. We were dis­
appointed in the collection from tho 
Louisville churches, yet wc cannot and 
would not comjAlni for what wn» 
done came in such good time and was 
such a help to us that we would Indeed 
show ingratitude were wc not very 
grateful. Wc are grateful, and may 
God bless every church and every In­
dividual, but wc arc pleading for more, 
and not only from them, but from ev- 
church and every member belonging 

; to our denomination. Why? Because 
you (tho Baptists of Kentucky : have 

1 made it our duty to do It, and liecausc 
we hear the cry that comes up from 

• our poor and needy that wo are coin- 
muuded tj open wide our hand to. 
Would to Gixl that every Baptist in 
Kentucky could hear these cries and 
would heed this command, A good 
sister, after reading one of my ree*nt 
appeals, sent mo a contribution and 
said, “It is small, but I know tbo. 
Lord is sitting over against the treas­
ury watching how .wc give." Yes, he 
gives to us and then notes the use wc 
make of It.

But, to tho question: “ Shall wo do 
It?" Do wbat? Employ an aoknt 
to go over tho slate and raise our en­
dowment ot *6o,ouu! Tbls Is tbo ques­
tion that Is now being considered by 
tho Board of Trustees, and, rodr«» our 
pastors will do this work In tholr 
churches ns they ought to do, there 
seems U> be no other alternative If wo 
succeed: and succeed wo will, sumo 
how or sonic way. Tho agency system, 
or plan, may bo tbe wisest, best and 
quickest way uf raising our endow­
ment, but to do tbls we will certainly 
have to pay the right man, for such 
work as this, *1,200 or *1,500 a year. 
This wouhf, It seem* towuo, be a use­
less and unpardonable expenditure ot 
a large amount ot money, wben tbe 
work could so easily be done without 
cost, and no much more systematical­
ly, if our pastors and brethren over 
the state would but give it a little 
time and attention. I do not believe 
there is a church in tbe slate tbat 
would not make ua an annual contri­
bution If tbe objects and claims of our 
society were properly presented to 
tbcm by tbelr pastor or some memltcr, 
and they urged to discharge their duty 
in “opening wide tbeir hand to our 
poor and needy."

With a small annual contribution 
from each church in the State It 
would take only a few years to raise 
our endowment, and, at the same 
time, provide for those who are now 
or who may hereafter become our ben- 
'oflclaries. This can be done beyond 
the shadowof a doubt, to my mind, If 
all will do their part, and thus save a 
large and useless expenditure of 
money. Will our brethren help us, or 
sball the agent be employed? This I* 
no small matter, aud should not be 
lightly pawed by. Let it be consider 
od seriously and prayerfully befort 
making a final decision. Many mem­
ber* of our Board, and tome of its cor 
responding members, have expressed 
themselves very strongly and decided-
