The Organtaatlon Crtse.
BY B. T. niBCOX, D.D.

There ft an almost Insane rush for 
organization In all department* of act­
ive life, both secular and religious. 
Nothing can bo done without a .Snei- 
tty. Individuality Is fast ceasing to 
be a recognized factor in current ac­
tivities. Personal netton and person­
al responsibility are fading away be­
fore the advance' of oqmblnatlons. 
Corporate oMumptioqs pool the labor* 
and the obligation* of individuals, do 
their work, and dlridc the honors and 
the profits. Even the recreations nnd 
pleasures of the day leave the old fre- 
quented channels Of family and neigh­
borhood relations, arid drift to those 
multiform reservoirs of energy and 
happiness, clubs, cliques, and coteries 
of social life, which promise much nnd 
perform little for those who constitute 
them. There art Capital organiza­
tions, and labor orgMizatlons, and 
business organizations, and pleasure 
organizat ions, beside others almost in­
numerable. And* this craze has gone, 
and to going to as wild an extreme in 
the religious as In the secular world. 
And here Is where, to us, the popular 
tendency assumes Its chief Importance, 
either for good or ill; a* the case may 
tie; or perhaps, and mist likely, for 
both good and 111, to the real Interests 
of religion. The popular religious cry 
Is, “Organize, organize!" Tbe ihdl-

1 vidual Christian Is fast being lost to 
the world. Christian personality is 
being swallowed up ^y combinations. 
Christian Identity lose* Itself In socie­
ties. Individual experience, obllga-

. tlon and effort are transferred to com- 
। blnatlons; and whether fulth, hojie. 
t and charity, with repentance, prayer 
. nnd godliness, arc also assumed by the 
( organizations of which the individuals 
. arc members, or arc utterly ellnitnirt^

od from the problem of Christian life 
and character, need not here Ixt^bn-I 

I sidered. Forchurch, Sunday-school and 
1 mission work, these societies have be- 
■ coma so numerous as to confound the 
8 best balanced mind to Comprehend 
1 and the most skillful adepts In mne- 
5 monies to designate them. They have 
r orlglnoted a system of monogrammatic

Christian work In their societies, and । 
the church can do Its work without i 
them. This la an alarming evil, and 
growing worse every day. The many < 
organisations, like so many letches, 1 
are drawing the life-blood from the i 
churches, which are dying of atrophy i 
by this depletion; while the life-blood, 
and especially the young blood, so i 
much needed by them, Is being trans­
fused Into outside organisation to 
give them vitality. There Is no use 
in saying, this ought not to be the re­
sult, and used not the the result 
The simple fact is, that this to 
the result, almost uniformly, and al­
most Inevitably. Under the wise, he­
roic and persistent efforts of u few! 
courageous pastors, the society forces 
may lie kept at work inside, as well as 
outside theirchurohes. Another unfor­
tunate result Is likely to be, that the 
society relations will relieve members 
of a sense of personal obligation, the 
work being done by the body as a 
whole. This may Indeed occur even 
in church life, where members may 
throw responsibility on "the church," 
Instead of bearing it themselves. But 
there tbe liability Is not so great. 
Again, In these societies, the spiritu­
ality of Christian service Is not likely 
to be insisted on, as It certainly ought 
to bk- Ln the churches. Tire impor­
tance of personal godliness, and the 
cultivation of personal piety, can 
hardly be expected to be urged very 
emphatically. There may be a great 
deal of religiousness, without a great 
deal of religion. There Is a natural, 
and almost a necessary tendency to 
secularise the spirit, however strictly 
forma of religious service may bo in­
sisted on in tbe various meeting* and 
exercises of these societies. And fl- 
na.ly, say what you may, tbe tendency 
Is, to substitute human methods for 
the divine plan of regenerating soci­
ety and converting the world. But

For It must be 
confessed thst the sttractions of tbe 
numerous organizations for Christian 
work, would be seriously lessened if 
they did not offer the varied and nu­
merous honors of responsible otHces to 
possible candidates, among their con­
stituent members. I say nothing 
about the motive; no doubt good 
sometime*, perhaps often, comes from 
it.

Now, somethlfig may be said, jxr 
wa/ra, as to the desirableness of these 
multiplied organic agencies for the do­
ing of Christian work, in an easy ns 
well as in an effective and a kind of 
wholesale way. In the first place, 
these numerous combinations largely 
ignore and discredit tbe churches, the 
only divinely appointed societies,. or­
dained for the very purpose, for which 
these organizations are brought into 
existence. If it be said the churches 
do not, and will not perform their own 
work, then let them meet tbe respon­
sibility sod bear the condemnation. 
Instruct them, animate them, inspire 
them, but do not perform their work 
for them. And further; Ite educa­
tional tendencies are false and per­
verse. Tbe church members who are 
the most enthusiastic in the outside 
societies, are
poorest worker* io the churches. 
There to a feeling that they do their

I have received several complaints 
of the false doctrines taught In the 
Sunday-school Helps, but none of the 
complaints state In what Iperies the 
objectionable things were found.

The complaints are against the 
Quarterlies and Picture Cards, none 
being against any "Teacher." One 
brother In Texas says that on a pic­
ture card the statement Is made that 
If a child will repent of Its sins and 
quit them, God will pardon Its sins, 
and he wishes to know what I think 
of that "for salvation by works, a cool 
Ignoring of the vicarious atonement;, 
in a word, Vnltarlanlsm, pure and 
simple.”

' If these things are In tbe Kind 
Holds series (I read the DacAcr care­
fully but seldom the Quarterlies), let 
the brethren write to tbe Sunday- 
school Board. My word for It they 
will dismiss the writers promptly and 
appoint men who agree with Paul in 
thinking any man accursed who 
preaches any other Gospel than that 
he preached. In the unsupposable 
case tbe Board should defend such 
teaching or be Indifferent, then let the 
brethren appeal to the Southern Bap­
tist Convention, which can tie relied 
on to change tbe entire Board and 
commit the work to more ^ithful 
hands. Our Southern churches have 
wisely kept the control of their throe 
Boards entirely tn their own bands, 
and In one meeting can more a Board 
from Maryland to Texas, changing 
every man upon it. And the churches 
can change all the personnel of tbe 

i Convention in any year. If tbe Con- 
■ vention In one year should refuse to 

change the Board, the next year the 
churches could send up a Convention 

i containing notone man who was In 
tbe previous one. There are no life 

. members In the way of making a 
( thorough root and branch work of an 
, unfaithful Convention.
, If the utterances of which the

God has given Hto churches the com­
mand to have no man for pastor who 1 
has not a good report of them that 
are without. Hence, if they love and 
fear God they will cause their pastor 1 
to quit hto familiarities or resign hto 
charge. Hence, If It bad been a 
brother who wrote I should not have 
noticed hto question, tiecause if be 
were not a coward he would bring the 
pastor’s conduct up In church meet­
ing. If private admonition failed to 
effect the desired change.

If you want to understand why He 
laid aside His garments, and took tbe 
servile form of our manhood, tbe ap­
peal of man-s sin to Hl* love and tbe 
an*wer of Hl* Divine condescension 
are the only explanation.

Again, let me remind you that there 
is no cleansing without Christ. Can 
yon do It for yourselves, do yon think? 
There is an old proverb, "One hand 
washes tbe other." That I* true 
about stains on the flesh. It 1* not 
true about stains on our spirits. No­
body can do it for u» but Jesus Christ 
alone. He kneel* before ns, having 
tbe right and the power to wash us 
because He has died for us. Kings of 
England used to " touch for tbe king's 
evil," and lay tbelr pure flngen upon 
feculent masses of corruption. Our 
King's touch is sovereign for the cor­
ruption and incipient putrefaction of

I. Consider the motives of thl* act? \ 
Now, tbat 1* ground upon which tbe . 

Evangelist* very seldom enter. They 
tell us what Christ did, but very rare- ‘ 
ly do they give us any glimpses Into 
why He did It. But this section of 
tbe Gospel is remarkable for Its full 
and careful analysis of wbat Christ’s 
Impelling motives ware In tbe final 
acta of His life.
I desire for a moment to fix your at- { 

tention on the two-fold key to our ( 
Lord's action which is given in this : 
context. There is, first of all, in the , 
first verse of tbe chapter, a general 
exposition of wbat was uppermost in , 
Ills mind and heart during the whole 
of tbe period in the upper room. The 
act in our text, and tbe wonderful 
words which follow in the subsequent 
chapters, crowned by that great Inter­
cessory prayer, seem to me to be all 
explained to me by Ibis first unveiling 
of bis motives, “When Jesus knew 
tbat His hour bad come tbat He should 
depart out of tbla world unto the Fa­
ther, having loved His own which 
were in the world, He loved them unto 
tbe end.” : . «

And then tbe words of my text, 
'which apply more specifically to tbe 
single incident with which they are 
brought into connection, tell ua In ad­
dition why this bne manifestation of 
Christ's love was given. “Knowing 
tbat the Father bad given all things
into HI* bauds, and tbat He wa* come 
from God, and went to God." There, , 
then, are two explanation* of motive, 
and one covering • wider area than 
tbe other, but both converging on tbe 
incident before us.

The first of these is Just this—tbe 
oontclouine** of impending separation 
moved Cbrlst to a more than ordinari­
ly tender manifestation of His love.

To go to the so-called musses and 
preach a humanitarian! religion Is to 
give them a stone Instead of tho bread 
ot life. They will never be saved so. 
To hold upto them Jesu* not as the 
great Sacrifice for sin but as one who 
pities tbeir misfortune^, and if they 
“accept” him will help them In their 
afillctions and trials is to recommend 
to a man dying ot leprosy to apply to a 
physician to remove a small wart.

Let God be put first. Let them 
feel not that they deserve pity and 
sympathy tor tbeir sad lives, but that 
they arc guilty sinners before a holy 
God, and the question pt questions 1* 
not how to belter tbelricondltion. but 
how can a man be Just before God? 
Don't even tell them *ln Is the cause 
ot their misery, and if they were pious 
they would be far better off in tempo­
ral thing*. Make them rather see *ln 
a* against God; something to l>e 
loathed in Raelf even If It had noth­
ing to do with tbeir; misery. Let 
them seek first aud above all reconcil­
iation with God and torgivene** of 
sin through tbe merits of Christ’s 
blood and God will withhold from hl* 
children no good thing. But He alone 
know* what 1* a good thing for any of 
Hi* creature*.

Think of 
cherries on trees only one foothighl 
These plants may be had of nursery­
men in Kansas, Nebraska and the 
Dakotas.

THENU LUKRRIES 
produce fruit too good to lie so neg­
lected as they are. They should And 
a place near every home. It is said 
that tbe fruit of a few mulberry trees 
near the cherry trees will attract the 
birds from the former, and a crop of 
cherries may thus be secured. The 
varieties moi^ valuable are Downing 
and the New American Everbearing. 
The Russian varieties are rapid grow- 
ei^^but tbe fruit is of little value.

EL-KAONde LONUFIFES, 
beautiful on the lawn, at tbe same 
time produces an excellent froiL The 
plant belongs to the olive family, and 
has, as yet, been only sparingly Intro­
duced into this country, and Ite mer­
its are not fully recognlied. “Pew 
are aware bow beautiful it is when in 
frulL Rod still le*> bow 8°°d • Muoe 
its berries make. The ehrub grows to 
a height of from five to six feet, mak­
ing a branched bush of great beauty; 
leaves longish oval, bright green above 
and silvery white beneath. The blos­
soms appear in May, in great profu­
sion-small, and pale yellow in color. 
The berries are ripe early In July and 
are oval in shape, like an olive, bright 
scarlet, and very handsome. Like 
cranberries, tbe fruit requires cook­
ing. and may be used in the same 
manner. It is produced in great 
abundance. Tbe bush Is entirely 
hardy and Is free from insect enemies. 
The beauty of the shrub for ornament 
is beyond dlapute." [Geo. G. Groff, 
M.D., in IndependenL

Paregoric.—This must be used 

with caution as it contains opium. 
Ten drops may be added to a dose of 
castor oil for a baby when dlarrhua 1s 
excessive. When other remedies have 
proved Ineffectual, from twenty to 
thirty drops will relieve pain in an 
older child.

Winbof Ipecac.—A good emetic. 
It does not keep well and should be 
renewed every three months. Dose,' 
one teaspoon ful for a child over a 
year old. Follow with a drink of 
tepid water, and repeat several times 
If necessary. The flrst remedy in 
croup or accidental poisoning.

Powdered Alum.—Half a teaspoon­
ful mixed with sugar may be given as 
an emetic if the flrst dose of ipecac 
does not take effect It may be 
sprinkled on the canker sores that 
sometimes appear tn the month, or 
sniffed up the nose to stop bleeding.

Lime-Water.—A quart bottle of 
this may be kept In store, as it does 
not easily spoil. It can be made by 
pouring cold water on a lump of lime 
until it is dissolved. Add It to milk 
in the proportion of one spoonful to 
eight, whenever the digestion Is out 
of order. Mixed with one-third oil it 
Is excellent for burns.

Glycerine.—Half a teaspoonful 
does relieve the Irritation of the throat 
caused by coughing. Mixed, with 
powdered tannic add and diluted 
with water, it Is a good gargle for a 
relaxed sore-throat. Mixed with four 
times as much rose-water it makes a 
healing wash for chapped hands.

Fbiah’s Balsam.—This is compound 
tincture of benaoin. A little-spread 
on a piece of linen and bound on a 
fresh cut will heal IL It can also be 
applied to sluggish sores that will not 
readily heal. Wash them with bi­
chloride solution and apply the balsam. 
If white spots, or ulcere, In the throat 
are touched with a brush dipped In It 
they will heal.
Iodine.—Can be painted on with a 

camel’s-bair brush, when there is 
slight soreness of the chML or on an 
enlarged gland in the or groin. 
It Is rapidly absorbed and should not. 

>be repeated If the skin is tender. If 
It smarts too Intensely to be borne It 
can be washed off with ammonia. 
Sometimes there is no smarting.

Soaf Liniment.—A good simple 
liniment for bruises, or to use In rob­
bing in lameness.

Cami’iiorated Oil.—The best ap­
plication for a cold on tbe cheat 
Wann tbe ol\ rob tbe chest and back 
well with IL and cover with cotton 
batting, secured with safety-pins on 
tbe shoulders and under the arms.

Cosmoline.—Tbe best ointment for 
ordinary use In roughing of the skin, 
cracked lips, etc. It does not spoil 
with keeping. [Ladles’ Home Jour*l.

। Tbe Home Board and ita Work.

It has been m» privilege wlthlfi the 
past three weeks to attend the annual 

' meetings of tbe two largest Baptist 
' bodies in tbe world—the Southern 

Baptist Convention and tbe American 
Baptist Hemo Mission Society. To 
attend our own annual meeting, get a 
glimpse of our great work,.and see 
tbe brethren, is enough to make one'* 
heart swell with rapturous gratitude 
to God. There Is no con ventloa under 
the gun like unto It. For gtrength, 
and consecration, and fidelity to 
Christ and missionary zeal, Il stands 
without a peer in the known world. 
In saying this I do not deiiro to In any 
wise minimize the grand work or tbe 
chivalrous strength of tbe Home Mia- 
slon Society. I thank God for it every 
day and earnestly pray for Its progress 
and enlargment. Both bodies are es­
sential to Baptist growth on this con­
tinent, and I hope both will live and 
expand until tbe mlllcnial dawn.

In comparing tbo Home Mission 
reports of tbe two bodies, I bsva been 
deeply Impressed with tbo splendid 
showing made by the Home Board ot 
tjie Southern Baptist ConventUm. 
Perhaps this report has not been care­
fully studied. If not It should be, and 
by every Baptist in dur bounds. I do 
notbesitate to pronounce I to the best 
report that has over been made to auy 
general religious body in the history 
of Christian missions. This may seem 
starring. Portiaps Lt la. But It l« 
true. Let us examine some features 
of the report, comparing them with 
similar features of tbe report of the 
Home Mission Society.

Last year the Homo Mission Society 
spent 1183,235.28 for Home Mission 
work, snd tbe Home Board jpent •149,- 
929.98, leaving an excess In favor of 
the Society of •33,306.30. The Society 
employed M8 missionaries, while the 
Home Board only employed 408, leav- 
a balance in favor of the Society of 
542 missionaries. But here the bal­
ance begin* to change. Tbe Society 
occupied 1,828 station*, while the 
Hume Board occupied 1,231 station*:

Board. The Society reports 4,523 bap­
tisms, the Home Board 5,349, leaving 
a balance in favor of the Home Board 
of 828. The Society reports 4,381 -ad- 
dltluns to mlsilon churches by letter, 
and the Homo Board reports 4,638, 
leaving a balance In favor of tbo 
Home Board of 257. The Socfolv re­
ports 199 churches organized, while 
the Home Board reports 244, leaving 
a balance In favor of the Home Boaid 
of 45. The Society reports 927,753 
puges of literature distributed, while 
the .Homo Board reports 1,135,712, 
leaving a balance In favor of tbe Homo 
itoanl of 207,959pages. Thus it will be 
soon that with loss than half the mon 
and'with scarcely more than 80 per 
cent of tho money, tbo Homo Board 
has organized 45 more churches, re­
ceived 917 more members, and dis­
tributed 207,959 more pages of relig­
ious literature than tbe Society for 
tbe same period of time.

These figures ought to lead to two 
results. Tile first is to lead those 
in our bounds who have in any way 
criticised the Homo Board, to cease 
criticising and to begin helping in tho 
work. Speaking for myself, I will say 
that I have not at all times been in 
absolute accord with tbo Homo Board 
on tbe Publication question. If this 
part of the Board’s work had been left 
to me, 1 might have done It different^ 
ly, but very likely not so well. How­
ever th^t may have boon, and however 
much tbe Board has been criticised 
along this line, it did build up for the 
Southern Baptist Convention a Sun- 
dayischool scries worth «3u,ooo, which 
the Convention turned over to the 
new Board as a permanent capital on 
which to begin business. Not many 
Boards come Into the world with such 
lead to is, to stop the criticisms ot the 
critic*, and tranaform tbe critics into 
more earnost helpers of the Board.

The second result that ought rea­
sonably to be expected is a redoubling 
of the diligence ot every friend of 
Home Missions in the bounds of the 
Southern Baptist Convention. Silent 
acquiescence in the work should be 
turned into enthusiastic helpfulness, 
and those who have borne the beat 
and burden of the work of iMt year 
should go in for a larger harvest than 
has ever crowned our efforts. On tbe 
succeM of this Board depends tbe fu­
ture of the South, and on tbe future
