Illa one of the commonefit of oom- 
fuon-placee for unbeliever* to make 
fnuch of the "difficulties" of Chris- 
panity. It la certainly not wise for 
peliffvers to deny that these exist, or 
io raaort to mere sophistry to "ex- 
blaid" them. It Is surely not fair, on 
the other hand, for unbelievers to aa- 
»ume or Imply that all the “difficul­
ties" are on tbe side Of Christlanityi

Let ua cordially acknowledge that If 
there Is choice of argument between 
faith and unbelief, there Is correspond­
ingly choice of "difficulties’' also. We 
Ought to make and bold our choice be­
tween them both honestly and wisely.' 
$o I propose briefly to Indicate the 
principal difficulties of faith and un­
belief for purposes of comparison and 
eholce. Tbe subject Is worthy of a 
volume; it can only be outlined in the 
piost general way In an article.

Tbe difficulties of faith may be re­
garded from' the points of view of atr 
tack and defense, or from outside and 
Inside. A logical as well us a military 
position is difficult to hold both on ac­
count of the strength of the attack 
and the weakness of tbe defense. 
I>oubtle»s one of the difficulties of be­
lief Is tbe attack upon it. Now the 
Christian faith has always been an ob­
ject of attack. Tbe forces arrayed 
against It arc numerous, various, and 
often very fierce. In the light of his­
tory and observation we cannot deny 
this. Wo believe that as to the merits

I if the questions Involved the attack Is 
: ^reak, but as to tbe practical facta In 
the case the attack Is very strong. In 

i ijctual life tbe better cause does not 
| always have the better defense. Now 
(t is a practical difficulty on the side

I <if Christianity that the opposition to 
I lit is So great and so strong. The real- 
i Nation of this bus brought many falnt- 
ijearted Christians to despair, and ।
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committed to ua should remind ua 
forcefully of the weakness of onr ad­
versaries. Tbe lesion of tbe situation 
i» not fear of man but humility to­
ward God.

Tbe knowledge we have of Christian 
truth Ie not complete and final, and 
the evidence upon which »uch knowl­
edge rests is not demonstration but 
probability, and probability of varying 
degrees of certitude. In such a case 
conviction does not depend so much 
upon particular arguments, more or 
less vulnerable, but upon tbe whole 
body of evidence. Bishop Butler long 
ago ably met thia difficulty, and show­
ed that it ought not to be so much 
considered as an objection to revealed 
religion, Inasmuch os it gives proper 
play fbr choios, the freedom of the 
will, in other words, the moral as well 
as intellectual nature of man. Tbe 
Christian’s attitude toward truth is 
not one of posij ire and perfect knowl* 
edge upon evidence that enforces ac­
ceptance, but of intelligent and ra­
tional belief upon evidence that wins 
acceptance, Tbe difficulty therefore 
is inevitable; and while we admit that 
in some cases it presses very bard, ll 
is not Insuperable.

With regard to the apparent contra­
dictions and inconsistencies of the 
Cl rlstlan system of thitb, we have 
simply to admit them and wait for 
light. There are some truths, iiascd 
on the same evidence, and grasped by 
the mind ‘to tbe same extent, that 
Mem to contradict each other. Oth­
ers seem to conflict wit h facts In other 
spheres of knowledge. And still oth­
ers are repugnant to human reason or 
feeling. We gain nothing by denying 
these things. We can only say that In 
some cases probable explanations can 
be given, that In others we shall have 
to wait till faith gives place to sight, 
and partial knowledge to fuller. And 
while we feel the pressure of this class

whole volume* should be Written on 
tbe great, and we fear growing evil, of 
adml ttlug member* to our church wl th 
U>o great haste, and of con sequence 
too little care.

Convert* arc not expected to tie ex­
pert theologians, but tbry are expect­
ed to l« regenerated persons, and to 
know that they are regenerated when 
tbe ijalure of regeneration is.expiaiu- 
cd to them. And they are expected 
to have their hearts fully set In them 
to do the will of God.

Paul declares: "We preach Christ 
crucified.”

Preachers there are. who claim to be 
evangelical, and whose claim we do 
not desire to dispute, and yet they 
would not dire to affirm that Id their 
preaching "Christ crucified" Is the 
prominent and characteristic topic.

It may tie admitted that thing*-arc 
vastly different in our times from 
what they were In tbe beginning of 
Christianity.

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LAMPS AND BUSHELS.
BY AL.EXANOEII MACrJaRBX, D.D.

The furniture of * [very humble 
Eastern home I* brought before u* in 
this frying. In the original each of 
the nouns has the definite article at­
tached to it. and so suggest* that In 
the house there was but ode of each 
article: one lamp, a flat saucer with a 
wick swimming In oil; one measure 
for corn and the like; ode bed. raised 
slightly, but sufficientlyito admit of a 
flat vessel l>elng put unjjer It without 
danger. If for any reasejn It were de­
sired to shade the light: and one 
lampstand.

The saying appeals to common sense. 
A man doe* not light a l*mp and then 
smother It. The act of lighting im­
plies the purpose of lllurplnatlon, and. 
with everytssly who act* logically, its 
sequel Is to put the lam£ on a stand, 
where It may be visible.' It Is all part 
of the nightly routine of every Jewish 
household. Jesus bad qften watched 
It: and, commonplace a* It I*, it had 
suggested to Him large truths. If 
our eye* were opened to the sugges­
tions of common life, we should find 
In them many parables gnd reminders 
of high matters.

Now this saying Is a’ favorite and 
familiar one of our Lord’s, occurring 
four times In the Gospel*. It Is inter­
esting to notice that Jie, too, like 
other teachers, had Hl* favorite say­
ings, which He turned: round In ail 
sorts of ways, and presented as reflect­
ing light at different angle* and sug­
gesting different thoughts. The four 
occurrence* of the paying are thwe. 
In my text, and in the parallel In 
Luke’s Gospel. It is appended to the 
parable of the sower, and forms the 
basis of the exhortation, “Take heed 
how ye hear." In another place in 
Luke’s Go*pel It 1* appended to our 
Lord’s word* about " the sign of the 
prophet Jonah,” which I* explained to 
be the Resurrection of Jeans Christ, 
and it forms the basis of the exhorta­
tion to cultivate the single eye which 
Is receptive of the UgbU Id the Ser­
mon on the Mount It 1* appended to 
the declaration that the disciple* are 
tbe lights of the world, and form* the 
basis of the exhortation. " Let your 
light so *blne before men." I have 
thought that It may be interesting 
and instructive If thia morning we 
throw together these three applica­
tions of the one saying, and try to 
study the threefold lessens whlab it 
yields, and tbe weighty duties which 
it enforces.

For the intention of all God’s bid- 
ing-whicb hiding is an Integral part 
of His revealing—Is not to conceal, 
but to reveal. The best way some­
times of making a thing known to 
men I* to veil it in some measure, in 
order that the very obscurity, like the 
morning mists, which prophesy a blar­
ing sun in a clear sky by noonday, may
demand search and quicken curiosity 
and spur to effort. lie Is not a wise 
teacher who makes things too easy. 
It Is good that there should be diffi­
culties; for difficulties are like the 
veins of quarts In the soil, which may 
turn the edge of the plougsharo of the 
spade, but prophesy that there Is gold 
there for the man that comes with fit­
ting tools. Wherever, In the broad 
land of God's Word to us, there lie 
dark places, there are assurances of 
future illumination. God’s hiding Is 
In order to revelation, even as the 
prophet of old, when he was describ­
ing the great Theophany which flash­
ed in light from t he one side of the 
heaven to the other, exclaimed. There 
was the hiding-place of His power.
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to consider that we have a lesson as to 
the apparent obscurities of revelation 
and of our duty concerning them.

That Is tbe connection in which tbe 
word* occur In our text, and in tbe 
other place In Luke's Go*pel to which 
1 have referred our Lord bus Just been 
■peaking tbe Parable of tbe Sower. 
The disciple's curiosity bus been ex­
cited as to Ite significance. They ask 
Him for an explanation, which He 
gives mlnutely^polnt by point. Then 
He passes to this general lesson of the 
purpose of tbe apparent veil which He 
had cast round the truth by throwing 
it Into a parabolic form. In effect He 
■ays: " If 1 had meant to hide My 
teaching by the form Into'wblcb 1 
cast It, I should have been acting as 
absurdly and contradictorily as a man 
would do who should light a lamp aud 
immediately obscure It.’’ Ttue, there 
I* the veil of (Arable,, but the purpose 
of that relative concealment 1* not 
biding, but revelation, "There is 
nothing covered but that it should be 
made known." The veil sharpens at­
tention, stimulate* curiosity, quicken* 
effort, and so become* positively sub­
sidiary to the great purpose pf revela­
tion for which the parable 1* spoken. 
The existence of this veil of sensuous 
representation carries with it tbe ob­
ligation, "Take heed how ye bear.”

Now all these thoughts have a far 
wider application than in reference to 
our Lord's parables. And 1 may •«•- 
gust one or two of tbe thought* that 
flow from the wider reference of the 
word* before us. " Is a candle brought 
to be put under a bushel, of under a 
bed, and not on a candlehUck? "

There are ao gratuitous and dark 
places In anything that Qod lay* to us. 
Hl* revelation I* Absolutely dear We

And lhe end of all the concealments, 
and appirrenl and real obscurities, Chat, 
hang about HI* Word. I* that for 
many of them patient and diligent at­
tention and docile obedience should 
unfold them here, and for the re«t, 
" the day Hhall declare them.” The 
lamp 1* tbe light for the night-time, 
and It leave* many a corner In dark 
shadow; but, when " night's candle* 
are burnt out, and day sit* Jocund on 
the nilrty mountain-top*." much will 
he plain that cannot be made plain 
now.

Therefore, for us the lesson from 
thl* assurance that Gist will not stul­
tify Himself by giving to us a revela­
tion that doe* not reveal. Is, "Take 
heed bow ye hear." The effort will 
not be in vain; patient attention will 
ever be rewarded. Tbe desire to learn 
will not be frustrated. In this school 
truth lightly won Is truth loosely held; 
and only tbe attentive scholar is the 
receptive and retaining disciple. A 
great man once said, and said too pre­
sumptuously and proudly, that be bad 
rather have the search after truth 
than truth. But yet there Is a sense 
in which the saying Is modtfledly true, 
for, precious us Is al) the revelation of 
God, not tbe least precious effect that 
It I* meant to produce upon ua Is the 
consciousness that there are unsealed 
height* above, and unpiumbed depths 
beneath, and- untraversed spaces all 
around -us in It; and that for us that 
word Th like‘tbe pillar of cloud with 
tire that moved before Israel, blended 
light and darkneu with a Hingle office 
of guidance, [and ever before us to 
draw desires and feet after It. Tbe 
lump is sei upon a stand. "Take 
heed bow ye hear."
Il Secondly, the saying, In another 

application, on our Lent's lip* gives us 
a lesson as to Himself and our atti­
tude to Him.

I have already pointed out the other 
Instance in Luke's Gospel In which 
this saying occurs. In the 11th chap­
ter, where It I* brought Into Immedi­
ate connection with our Lord's decla­
ration that th* sign to be given to His 
generation was " the sign of the 
prophet Jonah,” which sign He ex­
plains a* being reproduced in Hl* own 
case, In His Resurrection. And t^en 
He mid* the saying of our text, and 
Immediately passes on to speak about 
the light in us which perceives the 
lamp, and tbe need of cultivating the 
single eye.

So, then, we have In the figure thus 
applied, the thought that the earthly 
life of Jesus Christ necessarily Implies 
a subsequent elevation from which 
He shlnps down upon all tbe world. 
God III that lamp, and II 1* not going 
to be quenched In the darkness of the 
grave. He Is n<ii going to stultify 
Himself by sending the light of the 
world, and then letting the endloss 
shades of death mutHe and ol*cure It. 
But, Just a* tbe conclusion of the 
proceM which Is begun In tbe kind­
ling of lhe light, is setting It on high 
on tbe stand, that It may beam over 
all tbe chamber, so the resurrection 
and ascension of Jesus Christ, His ex­
altation to the supremacy from which 
He shall draw all men unto Him, Is 
Ide necessary and, If I may so say, the 
logical result of tbe tacts of His Incar­
nation and death.

Then from ibis there follow* what 
our Lord dwells upon at greater 
length. Having declared that the be­
ginning of His course Involved tbe 
completion of It In H la exaltation to

gle, directed to Him, If tbe heart 1* 
to rejoice In His light.

I need not do more than remind you 
of the blessed consequence which our 
Lord represent* a* flowing from tbi* 
union of tbe seeing heart and tbe re- 
veallng light—viz., “Tby whole body 
■ball be full of light,” In every eye 
that behold* tbe flame of tbe lamp 
there I* a little lamp-tlame mirrored 
and manifested. And Just as what we 
sec makes lhe Image on tbe seeing or­
gan of the body, «o tbe Cbrlst beheld 
Is a Cbrlst embodied In us; and wc, 
gazing upon Him, are "changed into 
the same Image from glory to glory, 
even as by tbe Lord the Spirit." 
Light that remains wltbuut us does 
not illuminate; light that passes Into 
us Is the light by which wc see. Aud 
the Christ t>eheld Is lhe Cbrlst en­
sphered In our hearts.

HI.—So, lastly, this groat saying 
gives um a lessen a* lu the itatles of 
Christian men a* light* In the world.

I pointed out that another Instance 
of the occurrence of tbe saying I* in 
the Sermon on tbe Mount, w'here it is 
transferred from the revelation of God 
In His Word, and In Hl* Incarnate 
Word, to the relation of Christian 
mon to the world In which they dwell. 
I need not remind you how frequently 
that same metaphor occur* In Script­
ure; bow In the early Jewish ritual 
the great seven-branched lumpstand 
which stood Ursi In the Tabernacle 
was tbe emblem of Israel'* office In 
tbe whole world, as II rayed out It* 
light through the curtain* of the Tab­
ernacle Into the darkness of the desert. 
Nor need I remind you how our Lord 
bare witness to Hi* forerunner by the 
praiie that “He wa* a burning and a 
shining light,” nor buw Ho com­
manded Ills disciples to have their 
"loins girt and their lamp* burning," 
nor how He spoke the Parable of the 
Ton Virgin* with their lamp*.

From all these there follow* the 
same general thought that Christian 
men, not so much by specific effort, 
nor by words, nor by definite procla­
mation, um by the raying out from 
them in life and conduct uf a CbrlMt- 
like spirit, are set tor tbe llluminallun 
of lhe world. And the liearing uf our 
In reference to that subject Is just 
this—our obligation u* Christians to 
show forth the glories of Him who 
bath “called us out of darkness Into 
Hi* marvellous light" is rested upon 
Hl* very purpose In drawing us to 
Hlmgelf, and receiving us Intp the 
number of His people. If God in 
Cbrlst, by cornmlnicallng to us the 
light and the jintiwledge of God, in 
the face of Jesus Cbrlst, ba* mnde ill 
light* of the world, it is not dime In 
order that tbe light may lx- smothered 
Incontinently, but His act of lighting 
indicates His purpose of Illumination. 
What are you a Christian for? That 
you may go to heaven? That your' 
sins may be forgiven? No doubt! But 
Is that tbe only end? Are you such u 
very great being ns that your huppi- 
nesn and well-lielng can legitimately* 
lie the ultimate purpose ot God's deal-1 
Ings with you? Are you m> isolated' 
from all mankind as that everything | 
which He does tor you Is to I* treated 1 
by you as a morsel that you can take I 
Into your corner and devour, like a 
grudging dog, io yourselves? By no ■ 
means. God, who commanded tbe 
light to shine out of. darkness, hath ' 
shined Into our hearts In order that | 
we might impart the light to others.; 
Or, um Shakespeare bus It, In words' 
suggested by lhe Scripture metaphor, ।

Fl ret of

And would God do this to mock the 
Christian? We dare not sav so; we 
must not think *o. Their true inter­

Encourwgenietit* to Pray. .

“What are our encouragements to 
pray tor the conversion of our impeni­
tent friends?” In substance, friend for 
unconverted friend, husband tor un­
converted wife, wife tor unconverted 
husband, parents for uncon verted chil­
dren, children for uncyverted pa- 
rente, have l»een asking Sil* question 
from the beginning.

There is hope In all these eases—not 
absolute certainly, but strong hope— 
and the question Is, what Is the 
ground of hope? what are the encour­
agements for hoping? Certain things 
must be eliminated before an answer 
is attempted. One thing Is Christian 
Inconsistency. No Christian praying 
tor the conversion of uQpther, but liv­
ing Inconsistently, has any ground tor 
encouragement that that other will 
be converted. We are not speaking of 
Imperfection, for no man, no woman, 
is perfect; but of inconsistency, the 
doing or the saying, or tbe being, what 
wc need not do, or «ay, or be, that we 
know is wrong, and not according to 
tbe Christian life we profos*. Such 
inconsistency blast* like mildew tbe 
Influence wc would have over those wc 
are praying may be converted, and 
rise* like a cloud between our prayers 
tor conversion and the ear of the 
prayer-hearing God. Say It lea Chris­
tian wife praying tor the conversion 
of her busiiand; but she It worldly, 
and compromises her religion with 
her bustiand's Irrel Iglon, and does not 
devalop ber own spiritual life; she has 
no encouragement ip hope that her 
prayers will be beard for his conver­
sion. Say It is a Christian husband 
praying fif the conversion of his wife: 
but he subordinates bis religion to bl* 
builneas, or bis profession, and Is ab­
sorbed In tbe things of this world, 
and 1* not careful to have and exhibit 
to bur in their dally home-life lhe 
spirit of Christ; be bus no ground for 
encouragement that his prayers tor 
ber conversion will be heard and an- 
aweredv il is a Christian falser 
and m<K.^praying tortbeconversion 
uf their cuildren; but who are bring­
ing up their children in such a way u* 
to make upon them the Impression of 
the supreme and present importance 
of worldly things—of acquiring

And surely tbe Christian 
who I* thus moved by the Spirit to 
pray for the unconverted, and who 
sees these "shadows” advancing, ha* 
tbe strongest possible encouragement 
to expect to see hl* prayers answered.

Third. There 1* also tbi* encourage­
ment, that a sinner's conversion glori­
fies Cbrlst. Tbe crowning glory of 
God 1* redemption In Jesus Cbrlst. 
Sinners who reject Cbrlst, sbame 
Him: sinner* who receive Christ, glor­
ify Him. Ho loves the sinner. He 
died to redeem him. He paid a won­
derful price for film. His heart goes 
out after him to save him. And ev­
ery sinner saved adds a new star to 
Ills crown.

Combine tbe three: Christians whom 
tbe Lord loves are praying for tbe 
conversion of those whom they love; 
ami the Holy Spirit has moved them 
Ui pray for their conversion; and 
their conversion will glorify God In 
Jesus Christ: aud the result Is a three­
fold cord of encouragement, not 
quickly broken, to hope, aye, mure, to 
expect that their prayers will lie an­
swered.

We do not mean for a mo- 
i ment to insinuate that Colgate is not 
i a* great as any school, but merely to 

emphasise the fact tbnt mon y does 
not make greatness In a college; Tbe 
wealthiest institution in the United 
States has been practically a cipher for 
many years.

President Garfield wit* right in say­
ing the finest college in the world 
would be a log wlthas’udeot sluing 
on one end add Mark Hopkins on the 
other. For Dr. Hopkla* was not only 
a man of learning, godliness, and or- 
thodoxy, but also a born teacher and 
leader of men, who could impress bls 
own grand character upon hlx student* 
and rouse them to a sense of thelriro- 
sponsponsibllity to God to make the 
best use of their talents >or God aud 
their fellowmen.

Money canuot make a great Institu­
tion, nor can number*. Nor does pay­
ing large salaries to some specialists 
tiecause they have a great reputation 
fur tcbolarshsp in certain Hue*. A 
man may be the greatest scholar liv­
ing and yet be a very poor teacher 
even of his specially.

That Is tbe best school In which the 
professore impress their student* that 
they, the professors, are godly men, 
brave, courteous, truthful, honour­
able. They must show In all circum­
stances the keenest sense of honour in 
all thing*, great and small. They 
must send out their student* brave, 
honourable, utterly free from all 
species of deceit, scorning all low und 
mean actions. And so fur as In them 
lies, they must send them out godly 
men. That is the work of the Spirit, 
but the professors can aid In many 
ways.

The best professor is one who trains 
his students to accurate reasoning and 
power of concentrating and holding 
their attention on a given subject. 
Those are the two thing* which dis­
tinguish a well-trained from an un­
trained Intellect. Tbe irofessormay 
not be-a great specialist and author­
ity, quoted by all tbe world. But If 
be can train his student* to concen­
trate their attention and to think ac­
curately, he Is a greater teacher than 
all the celebrated scholars who cannot 
do this.

When we have such professors, 
small college* are better than large 
one*, whose number* reach a thous­
and or more. For In the smaller col­
leges tbe professors can come more in 
contact with each student. Give n 
college more than 300 or 400 students 
at tbe outside, and the student will 
miss the direct influence of tbe pro- 
fessors upon hl* character.

Let us beware of falling into the 
gross materialism of e*tlmallng the 
great ne is of a school by tbe amount of 
Its endowment, nor suppose large sal­
aries will secure tbe liest teaeben. 
All the endowments cannot manufac­
ture a John A. Broadus, nor cun the

The publication of the "-Epic of 
Saul," by Dr. W. C. Wilkinson, Is a 
literary event of much slgniyanee. 
It shows that the days of epic poetry 
are not past. It was a bold undertak­
ing, but one abundantly justified by 
the result. There was never a hotter 
theme for an epic than Saul of Tar­
sus, und the wonder Is It has not been 
used Wore. But it hu* fallen into 
worthy hands. Dr. Wilkinson shows 
that he Is entitled to a place In the 
front rank of the world'* poet*. He 
has also, to a remarkable degree, the 
historic Imagination. He succeeds 
wonderfully in putting himself lu 
Saul's place, and vividly reproduces 
the facte and conditions surrounding 
the tierce persecutor of the church.

We are first Introduced .to Gamaliel 
as be sat on his roof at evening. 
"And deeply mused the meaning of 
the law." Here Saul comes U> consult 
him about having a public dispute 
with Christians.

Stephen Is a friend <if 
Mary und Martha and Lazums at 
Bethany, und from their home he goes 
to Jerusalem to his martyrdom.

also that "Christian life may easily be 
mads to depend so much on pledge* m 
to become mechanic*] rather than 
vital.’1 Tbe marvelous thing 1* that 
any one will submit to a tyranny in a 
society which would be Instantly re­
sented if a church attempted it. If 
any church should require It* male 
member* to pledge themselves to take 
part In every prayer-meeting, there 
would be an Instant and a righteous 
rebellion.

Another danger to wbich the Con- 
ffregationalitt calls attention is the 
tendency to hold tbe society above 
tbe church, to be more interested in 
it* meetings, more ready to do it* bid­
ding. It says: "Members are too 
ready to believe they orc loyal to the 
church If they are loyal to thesociety." 
"The tendency la to separate the 
young from the old, and to create a 
church within a church.” That tells 
the whole story. These things, com­
ing from tbe lending paper of the de­
nomination which was the originator 
of tBi*. now departure, and of whose 
society all other* are but Imitations, 
is far more forcible than it would be 
from almost any other source.

ACUDUDINU to the ludffmulrnt the 
contributions of the Presbyterian 
churches to mlsslous for the past year 
have fallen below the contribution* 
made by the various "societies." This 
is not surprising, since all the zeal 
and push arc being put into the socie­
ties, rather than into tbo churches. 
If this keeps on, the average church 
will be nothing but a mathematical 
point aronnd which societies arc 
clustered. Suppose, as an experiment, 
wo all try to get more life and vigor 
Into the churches Instead of drawing 
what life and vigor they have into so 
many societies. Let the societies, If 
so they must be called, lie like so many 
church committees to look after cer­
tain specified Interests. None of the 
Apostles, in founding churches, ever 
started up any church societies. ’Phis 
proves that such things are not essen­
tial to church efficiency and pros­
perity. __________________

The expenses, for outfit and travel­
ing of these missionaries, will amount 
to between four and five thousand dol­
lars-, not to speak of tbe fact that their 
salaries liegln as soon as they arrive 
on the field.

but the Board has already borrowed 
•l.’i.ooo to carry on Ite regular work, 
and to add this amount would be to 
approach dangerously near to the limit 
allowed In the banks, and that at a 
very early day in our fiscal year.

As tbo case noW stands any 
precinct, by general law, can vote out 
whiskey, but a special heal law I* 
necessary to enable a county to vole 
on the subject. So far the friends of 
local option have been unable to get 
the legislature to pass a genera) law 
allowing counties to vote whether 
they will be' “wet" or "dry.” Under 
the new constitution no law could be 
passed enabling any special county to 
vote: but the vote must be taken by 
precincts, unless a genera! county law 
could be passed. Tbe alm of the Con­
vention, which framed the new om- 
stltutlon, was to get rid of all local 
legislation of which we have had so 
much in Kentucky.

Several years 
whr* now given to the work of teach- 
In { school and studying law. On the 
21 ih of March, 1828, he was united in 
mlirHage with Miss Ann B. Bowie, 
w io belonged to the stock of the Bt>w- 
Ic i ot Maryland, and was a near rela- 
tt'e of the celebrated James Bowie, 
the Inventor of the Bowie knife, 
w lose career closed at the Alamo In 
T|x»s. During the ten years that 
sqcceeded bls marriage. Mr. Sear* 
wp employed In farming and teach- 
loir, most of tbe time In Fayette Coun­
ty. Ky. It wa* hl* habit togive much 
a|t*ptlon to tbe argument* advanc d 
by infidelity against the truth of 
Christianity and to exhibit hie inge- 
ntllty In criticizing the position* as- 
sijmed by advocates of revealed relig­
ion. At length bls course was arrest­
ed; he found it bard to kick against 
the goads, and laid down tbe arms of 
his opposition. On the 19th of July, 
lf38, himself and wife were baptized 
by Rev. Dr. Dillard in Elkhorn river 
apd received into the fellowship of 
Javid's Fork Church. In 1839 be be­
came a licentiate, and on the 20tb of 
February, 1840, be was ordained by a 
presbytery composed of Messrs. Dillard, 
ijarnaby and Leake. When It was 
first mentioned in the eburch, Ed­
ward Darnaby, the second member 
of tbe presbytery, expressed opposition 
to the Idea of ordaining Mr. Sears. 
Rnatlbly he had come In contact with 

' him. while be was fighting the cause 
a ot infidelity and. concluded it would 
' not be prudent to entrust the treas­

ure* of Christian faith too rashly to 
opeWhohadso lately been doing his 
best endeavor* In the service of unbe-. 
lief. His scruples wfre overcome; lie 
joined with alacrity In the observance, 
and never found occasion to regret hl* 
action.

; Mr. Sear* was received with cordi­
ality to tbe ranks of the Baptist mln- 
iltry. At the beginning be preached 
opee a month each at Georgetown an<*

his personal attention to the progress t 
of the work, and watched every de- J 
toll of the execution of his plans. 1 
Several weeks since he entered the ' 
house, one afternoon, and, by nccl- 
dent, stepped on a small block of 
wood which, turning under his fbot, 
threw him over on the floor breaking q 
one of the bones of bls leg Just below 
the hip; It is probable that he might 
.have recovered from this casualty, but < 
other complications appeared which । 
brought his useful ami honored life to 1 
a chtoc. Ills sufferings were Intense, I 
but he Imre them with the courage I 
that he had displayed in all his other 1 
struggles.' Bls death was as heautl- , 
ful as his Hfe bad been glorious.

Dr. Whltsltt wont down from Louis­
ville to preach the funeral sermon, 
and the whole city of Clarksville 
mourned at bls bier; people of every 
rank and creed came near to do honor 
to his memory. There was a memor­
ial meeting at the tobacco exchange • 
In which leading citizens voiced the ' 
general sorrow. The mayor Issued his ' 
proclamation requesting the people to ' 
close their places of business to at tend 1 
the funeral.

Dr. Sears was a great favorite with 
young people and children. Every 1 
Sunday night, for many years, his 
services have been a scene of general 
resort for them. It was his expressed 
desire that no floral design* should be 
placed on his grave, hut that every 
one who loved him might bring a

Against Ito windows the storm beat 
furiously, groaning, then soaring at
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a dearly-bought experience baa taught 
me is that sulphur, which is so often 
recoBmended for fowls, is a deadly 
potoon when applied to young chicks 
external, but it* uh may be followed 
by excellent raeulte when Judiciously 
administered internally. Some yean 
ago, I was told to melt some lard con- 
tattling a little flowers of sulphur and 
to rab the clear parton some liUls 
chicks, In order to free them from 
parasites. I did so, and can now re­
call how pitiful the little things look­
ed afterwards, with their winga and 
backs all red and swollen, as though 
from a deep burn. There was no rem­
edy 1 oouId apply, so the unfortunate 
chioks moped around, drawn up and 
miserable, unUi they died.

Another time, baring road glowing 
account* of the efficacy of carbolixed 
powder when used for destroying In­
sect*, and thinking I would be very 
economical and make some Instead of 
buying it, I sifted some coal ashes, 
sprinkled some carbolic acid over it, 
nod added also a small quantity of 
powdered sulphur. Still, I was a lit­
tle doubtful about using It and waited 
a week or two before trying it; but 
one evening I did so, sprinkling a 
small quantity over the backs of some 
chicks which were from two to three 
weeks old. Suffice to say, only thirty 
out of eighty survived. The powder, 
whether from the sulphur or carbolic 
acid, or both combined, seemed to 
burn and poison their tender flesh, 
causing death In a few dayt. They 
were my early chicks, and such 
sprightly, healthful little fellows that 
I hated to lose them: bad such tine 
hearty appetites, and were growing 
so [thriftily that I thought If I could 
only free them from palasites they 
wquld be safe. Now, 1 never use any­
thing but pure lard, and a very small 
quantity of that, rubbing a tiny bit 
on tbelr beads, at evening, as often as 
may seem necessary, and when warm, 
dry weather has been selected for this 
work, no bad result* have followed.

Sometime*, in very hot weather es­
pecially, a brood of chicks comes off 
which seem afflicted, from the start, 
with bowel trouble, a very difficult 
thing tn manage, because tbelr vi­
tality, In a short while, is so lowered 
that there Is little left to build upon, 
la such cases, the chicks should be 
fed upon stale flour bread plentifully 
seasoned with black pepper, and given 
to drink boiled milk containing lauda- 
nhm in the proportion of one drop to 
the chick. Be sure to keep tbelr 
coop perfectly dry, protected alike 
from tbc dampness of the earth and 
from beating rains, and move the ooop 
to a clean spot every day> M the floor 
soon becomes contaminated. A fruit­
ful cause of mortality among very 
ybung chicks, Is allowing them too 
long a run wben yery young, l.'ntil 
my chicks are about two weeks old, I 
recoop tbem every, day at cloven 
o'clock and keep tboni up from two u> 
four hours, accordlngxto tbelr ages. 
This gives the tender little things a 
chance to rest, sleep, and to oat and 
drink, after which they are ready for 
another good run before bedtime, and 
I um confident It saves the lives of 
many of the least robust.

For gapes, turpentine has proved 
my most efficient remedy. In fact. 1 
believe It to be no almost sure preven­
tive, if the chicks be taken In time 
and given a dose In their food once 
•very day, beginning, say, when the 
Chicks are about ten days of age. I 
putln as much turpentine ns tboy will 
•land, giving it In tbelr morning meal 
when the chicks are very hungry, and 
allowing tbem no other food for sev­
eral hours. They must also be kept 
put of the dew, fed upon strengthen­
ing feed, and everything around them 
be kept clean and wholooome. But, 
notwithstanding al) precautions, some­
times a bad case of gapes will occur: 
then. I generally persuade some one 
more skillful than myself to extract 
the gape worms with a twisted homo 
hair wet in turpentine, or falling In 
that, put a drop or two of turpentine 
down their windpipes. After treat­
ment, the little patients should be lib­
erally fed on bits of fat sprinkled with 
pepper, as their constant gasping baa 
prevented them from eating. I have 
also tried giving the chicks pure car­
bolic acid In tbelr food as a preventa­
tive of gapes, but do not think It an­
swer* the purpose quite so *elJ “ 
turpentine, though it may be best 
used in cold or rainy weather when it 
is not safe to use much turpentine.

The surest preventive, however, 
for all sorts of diseases 1» to feed the 
chick* liberally on a variety of well- 
cooked food until one month old, after 
which half their ration* may oon»ist 
of dry grain and the remainder of 
sound boiled wheat and boiled crocked 
corn. IA Farmer’s Daughter, In 
Country Gentleman.
