If they are to be swept 
from the record* of inspiration be­
cause they exalt judgment against 
mercy, much more must the assumed 
divine authority by which the Ca- 
naanlte* were destroyed, go.

The director* of Union Theological 
Seminary have decided to etand by 
Prof. Brigg*,: in spite of the 440 oppo­
nent* In tbq General Areembly. Of 
course. Onq could hardly expect more 
of human nature. Prof. Brigg, repre- 
■enta Union; Seminary a* against her 
rival, Princtfon, and the 440 voices at 
Detroit were Interpreted as for 
Princeton. In reading Prof. Briggs’ 
las. book, “fFhither?" one cannot es­
cape the impression that the learned 
Professor h|s devoted his life to M 
attempt to overthrow Princeton the­
ology. AU; his guns are leveled at 
Princeton. The fact tbat the direct­
or* take side* wltb Prof. Brigg*, I* 
doubtless a gratification to him, but 
It can hardly please him to find tbat 
he Is also endorsed bv the infidel and 
athetotic periodicals of tbe country 
Pnek, whore editor is known to be an 
unbeliever, if not a hater of the Bible, 
come* to his defense in a caricature, 
which reprerents the doughty cham­
pion as tledjto tbe corpse of John Cal­
vin and pecked at by many theologi­
cal vulture*.

III. But now, thirdly—add the 
text to very clear upon tbto, a* upon 
the other two points—the forglvenmis 
of sin Is sUll a matter of grace, and of 
rich grace. " We have redemption 
through bto blood, tbe forgiveness of 
sins, according to the riches of bls 
grace."

I admit tbat the forgiveness of sins, 
on Gfxl's part, Is a matter of Justice, 
now that the redemption by blood has 
been completed. The man believes; 
the man confesses hl« sin; and It to 
written. " If we confess our sins, he Is 
faithful and Just to forgive Us our 
sins." The sacrifice Is so great that it 
Justly puts away the sin, und It Is 
righteously forgiven. But observe 
this: the act of God In forgiving to not 
one atom the less gracious, because, 
In bls Inflnltc wisdom, he has «> con­
trived that it to unquestionably Just. 
If any make this assertion, they will 
be called upon to prove It: and they 
can prove IL

Pardon to the more gracious to us 
that It does not come to us In an un­
righteous way. We see God's great 
prudence and wisdom In planning the 
method by which be may “ be Just, 
and the JustlAer of blm that believ- 
eth." Those thoughts and plans on 
God's part are all tokens of great love 
to us. Beloved, It to only by grace 
that we are Justlfled; yet that this 
grace to exercised In a way of Justice

even manife»tly more gracious.

which may make him seem to have 
sinned even more grievously than 
open transgressors, because he trans­
gressed against greater light, with less 
temptation thereto, and with a direr 
presumption of rebellion against tbe 
Most High.

It 
show* tbe gracluusneM of your char­
acter. But suppose, on the- other 
hand, you were ,ln office a* a judge, 
and felt compelled to say, " I am will­
ing to forgive you, but your offense 
ha* resulted in such und such great 
mischiefs, und all these thing* have 
to be cleared away. 1 will tell you 
what I will do: I will dear them 
away myself. I will bear tbe reaultof 
your sin In order that my pardob may 
be seen to be most sure and full. I 
will pay the debt In which you have 
Involved yourself. 1 will go to the 
prison to which you ought to go, a* 
the consequence of wbut you have 
done. 1 will suffer the effect of your 
wrongdoing Instead of condemning 
you to suffer It." Well, now, the for­
giveness that cost you so much .would 
manifest your graciousness much more 
than that which costs you nothing be­
yond a kind will, and a tender heart. 
O if it be so, that God, the Divine 
Ruler, the Judge of all tbe earth, say* 
to guilty man, "I will pardon you, 

' but it to Imperative that my law be 
carried out: und this cannot lx) done 
except by tbe death of my dear Son, 
who to one wlib ms, who Is very God 
of very God, who himself will* to 
■tand In your stead, und vindicate my 
JUatlce, by suffering the penalty due 
to you "—then I say that the grace of 
God to a thousand-fold more clearly 
shown than by the free forgiveness 
which." modern thought" pleads for! 
Pardon which ha* cost God mor* than 
it cost him to muke all worlds—which 
ha* cost him more than.to manage al) 
the empire* of bto providence—which 
has cost him bto Only-bogqlteu Bon, 
and has co*l that Only-begotten Bon a 
life of sorrow and a death of unutter­
able and Immeasurable anguish—I say 
this [*rdou to pre-eminently gracious. 
Love to mure displayed in this, infin­
itely more, than by a mere word an I a 
wave of tbo hand, which would dis- 
mi** ibe sinner, without any attempt 
at an atoning sacrifice.

Besides, beloved, be this always re- 
membered, that II to In the applica­
tion of redemption, and the personal 
pardon of any sinner, through tbo 
blood of Jeaus, that tbo grace of God 
to best seen by that sinner. To each 
one pardon through tbe Lord Jesu* 
comes, not only according to grace, 
but "according to the ricbo* of hl* 
grace." 1 can understand that God 
should forgive you, all of.you. I could 
hear It with full belief, and it would 
not astonish me. But that be should 
pardon me—that I should have the 
forgivencts of sins, and redemption by 
blood—that doe* astonish me. And I 
believe that any person, under a sense 
of sin, see* more of the grace of God

lost; can you endure the thought? 
Our breath has but to stop, or the 
heart to cease beating, and Instantly 
life Is over. How can you be at pepec, 
while *ln to unforglven? I'nless sin 
bad made men mad. they would never 
rest till they were cleared from their 
sin*. There cannot be any true real 
without 11 consciousness of forgive­
ness. Yet that rest I* promised; 
therefore the prerent enjoyment of an 
assurance of forgiveness must be pos­
sible,

And. pexL where could there ever 
be that threat love in the hearts of 
men and women which we road of in 
Scripture? Sho tbat washed the Sav- 
lour'a feet with ber tears, and wiped 
them with the Lairs of bor head— 
would she have dona so it abe had not 
known that abo was forgiven? Sho 
loved much, because sho had bad 
much forgiven her. And the stimu­
lus, the zeal, Ihe fervor tbat spurs ou 
a man In bto service and suffering for 
the Lord Jesus, must arise out of the 
conaclousness that the Lord bos done 
great things for him, and tbe conclu­
sion that therefore bo must du great 
things for his Lord. Surely, you have 
robbed Christianity of it* highest 
moral force, if you bare denied tbo 
possibility of knowing that you uro 
pardoned.

Moreover, where to there any testi­
mony of tbo power of grace? We that 
come and preach to you mny be liars 
unlq you, lf"wc ourselves have never 
tasted und handled pardoning grace. 
Wo do, at any rate, but retail to you a 
second-hand Gospel, which wo have 
never tested and proved for ourselves. 
If I did not know, in my very soul, 
Ihat tbo blood of Jesus Christ his Son 
clcauseth us from all sin, how could 1 
dare to face you with tbe Gospel mo*- 
sago? I have not Impudence enough 
to tell you of what might be, or mlgbt 
not be, about which I am uncertain 
myself. God grant me grace to break 
stones, or sweep chimneys, sooner 
than come and tell you a cunningly- 
devised fable, or a tale about which 1 
have no assured certainty, derived 
from persona) knowledge! Could I 
suy to you, “ I dare qay there to bread, 
but I myself um hungry, 1 have never 
eaten a mouthful of ibe provision 
which I offer you? " Think of my say­
ing to one |>orl*blng of tblrsL "There 
to living water flowing from Ihe rock; 
but personally 1 am thirsty." You 
might say to me at once, "Thon go 
bom* to your houte, and next time 
you appear, be auro of tbe truth of 
wbat you tel) us. If you do not be- 
)leve IL bow should we believe It?” 
Beloved, there are thousands, there 
are ten* of thousand*, on earth *till 
who know tbat tbe Son of God ha* 
power on earth to forgive *lni; and 
there are myriad* Io heaven who 
pasaed to their felicity oonAdent that 
they had been forgiven, and they *ang 
on earth the tame song that they sing 
In heaven, “ Worthy Is the Lamb tbat

Christ, and thou shall be 
" He that bellevMh and Is baptlsad 
shall be saved." Whoso belleveth In 
him to Justlfled from all slo. “He 
tbat belleveth in blm hath everlast­
ing life." O that God's grace may lead 
you to cast away all other oonlldsnoes, 
■nd 10 lay your guilty spirit down at 
Jc*u*' feet! Then shall yon go your 
way rejoicing that yon alio, with us, 
enn say, "In whom wo have redemp­
tion through bls blood, tbe forgive­
ness of sins."

V. Fifthly—and thto to only a brief 
bead; but it is a point tbat must not 
be left out—Ihe forgiveness of sins 
binds us toour Lord Jesus ChrisL Let 
us read tbe text again.

80 long a* 
thou art out of Christ, thou roust bear 
thine own burden till it crush thee to 
tbe dust; but a* soon as thou hast 
touched the hem of bls garment, there 
I* a link of. connection; and If thou 
canst rise from that to holding him by 
the feel, the union to closer; and It 
thou canal from that licoome like Sim­
oon, who look him up In hl* arms, then 
mayoal thou cry, " Mine eyes have 
Been thy salvation.” When thou hast 
Christ to tbe full, thou hn»t grace to 
the full. It Is as you are In Christ—In 
connection and communion with 
ChrtoL—that you receive the pardon 
of sin, for all the pardon I* In him. 
Do you see tbat?

"In whom wo have redemption 
through bto Idood. tbo forgiveness 
of sins." The forgiveness *ls not 
so much in bis office, und In bto 
work, as In himself. When thou geU 
test ChrisL thou hast redemption; for 
he to redemption.

He has put the sin away by the sacri­
fice of himself. Get ChrisL and thou 
hast the proof, tbo evidence, tbe sum, 
Iho substance of perfect pardon.

When 
thou art in him, then thou art for 
given; but thy forgiveness Is alone in 
blm. Hn Mm thou Mt redemption:

be over 300 languages and dialect* in 
Africa. In some place* a few boujrs 
travel take* one where a different lan­
guage is spoken. Tbe language bf 
the Yoruba people Is spoken by more 
people and over a greater territory 
than to commonly the case, though 
there are some language* covering 
greater territories than this.

Tbe Yoruba language 1b tbe only 
one I know anything about except by 
bear say. It Is spoken by about foqr 
million people, over an extent t>f 
country from two hundred to three 
hundred mile* either way. It Is nqt 
unpleasant to the ear, In fact, j* 
rather musical. It Is well supplied 
with words, so that we have little dif­
ficulty in expressing thought, though 
sometimes we do have difficulty. Some 
words having a double meaning; phy­
sical and spiritual give us a little 
trouble. On tbto account when we 
come to speak of the soul or spirit wo 
have difficulty. Yet It to surprising 
tbat in a language of a heathen peo­
ple, accustomed to think and speak 
only of temporal things, we should be 
able so readily to express spiritual and 
theological Idea*.

11 to a word-building language, 
word placed on top of word to express 
new Ideas. I have often come aero* 
words Whose meaning I did not know, 
bul found out by laklng tbe word to 
piece*.

I suppose the language could hardly 
lx> said to have any grammar. There 
arc no Inflectional endings, no gender 
In ibe pronouns, and time and mood 
of the verb are expressed by auxiliary 
words, except tbe Imperfect tense, 
which is expressed by prefixing the 
letter "n” to tbe verb.

None of the negro languages were 
written and few of them are now, 
The Yoruba language was reduced to 
writing by the missionaries and an ed­
ucated native named Crowther. Our. 
English alphabet is used with some 
omissions and modifications.

The natives have no schools (except 
the Mohammedans to study the 
Koran) and so do not study their lan­
guage or anything else, yet so far as 
I know even the children speak II cor­
rectly. Many of the Christian* can 
read nod write, having learned It In 
the mission schools, but very few of 
the heathen children can lie got Into 
the schools. There 1s the more rea­
son for missionaries In Africa, because 
we cannot use the printed page.

The Bible, several hynjn books. Pil­
grims' Progress and some other books 
have been translated Into the lan­
guage, and a few Utile books have 
been written by native*.

I-ask for the privilege of pointing 
out bow, In my Judgment, there la a 
■trong prospect that the new oonsUtu- 
ttoi), if adopted, may very aertouily 
interfere with local option In our 
atate. Not only so, but it will, It 
seems to me, very seriously endanger 
for year* to come the triumphs that 
have been already won. It has, 1 con- 
fem, been a matter of wonder to me 
that the friend, of temperance have 
seemed so little alive to tbe dangers 
towhlch their work I. exposed.

I. Ip tbe first place, every county 
In tbe state that has secured local 
option in the whole county, has se­
cured It by means of what is known as 
"local legislation.” That is to say, it 
has up to the present time been ut­
terly impossible to get the legislature 
of Kentucky to pass any general law 
giving the counties a right to vote as 
counties upon local option. Effort 
after effort has been made to get this. 
The legislature has been memorialized 
by tbe Baptist General Association 
and by other denominations, and It 
has been literally besieged by the 
committees of these and other organi­
zations for a general local option law 
applicable to whole counties. But all 
these efforts have utterly failed. Tbe 
best general law that could be gotten 
has been a law allowing precincts to 
vote as precincts. And, whenever any 
whole county has been enabled to vote 
on this question, it has only been by 
sending a representative with a sena­
tor to Frankfort who could get a 
special law through for his particular 
county. In this way over half of tbe 
counties in tbe state, I believe, have 
secured local option.

Tbe new conatitutlon says there

I should like to be corrected If I am 
wrong; but after much study of the 
temperance question, and after care­
ful scrutiny of those part* of the con­
stitution bearing upon the interest, of 
temperance from a local option point of 
view, I am oon.tralned to see in tbe 
propoMd' con.tltutlon only menace 
and danger and harm to all tbe beet 
Interests of local option In our state. 
Of course, If we had any assurance of 
getting the right kind of a general 
law, this danger would be greatly les­
sened. But meantime, by tbe time 
we get a general law, who can tell 
how much of all the work and hucccm 
of the past will be undone, and In the 
face of an unscrupulous foe have to 
be done over again?

It seems strange that a Constitu­
tional Convention in the state of 
Kentucky, where mure than halt of 
the counties are already under local 
option, should have sat for seven 
months, and have proposed a consti­
tution which, in ao far as II touches 
the temperance Interest* at all, only 
touche* them to place them at a dis­
advantage. and to endanger them. 
Surely tbe Convention ought to be 
given a cbance to try Ite work over 
■gain. Thl. It will do If we vote down 
the present proponed InstrumenL

county want* local option, no matter 
bow overwhelming it* majority may 
b*, Il shall only vote by precinct*, or 
else it must wall until a satisfactory 
general law is passed for the whole 
state. Judging from past effort* to 
secure such a law, when will this be? 
Echo answers, when?' Possibly at tbe 
next legislature, if the whisky meo go 
to sleep: possibly In a quarter of a 
century. Thus, until a general law 
can t>e secured, tbe new constitution 
I* going to effect local option In tbe 
state by cuttiqg off from all counties 
that do not now ^ave it the right to 
take a vote on that question in any 
other way than by precincts, which Is 
only a little better than nothing for 
temperance, and Is a very serious 
abrogation of the rights of the people 
to local self-government.

2. As to tbe counties that already 
have secured local option by thl. local 
Ibgislation, tbe new constitution au­
thorizes or allows the legislature to 
repeal any one or all of these. And 
then, If once repealed, there Is nevera 
chance of getting one of them re- 
•□acted. Let tbe whisky men only 
gain one victory in anv county that 
now has local option, and If the same 
principle of “legislative courtesy" 
prevails at Frankfort that has always 
prevailed heretofore, the local law of 
that county will be repealed by the 
whisky representative, and henceforth 
and forever that county’, right to vote 
on that question is lost. It must 
henceforth vote by precincts only, 
•nd can, In all moral probability, only 
keep Mime of Ite precincts dry, while 
others will go wet, and furnish to dry 
Onel all that is wanted. This will be 
the case until the eollro state be­
comes sufficiently Interested to send a 
legislature to Frankfort that will pass 
a satisfactory general law In spite of 
•11 the wbl.ky organizations can do to 
keep them from it. Thus the now 
bonstttullon will assuredly endanger 
the work that has already been done 
in every county that has already m 
cured local option. How great the 
danger will be to these counties will 
depend upon their .leepless and tire- 
leas watchfulness and efforts to hold 
what they have gotten. But the 
whisky men wlH Hkelr be .leepleu 
and tireless too. Lei no one forget 
that.

Intellectual training contributes 
not merely to worldly success butalao 
to usefulness Id Christ's Kingdom. It 
Is tbe duty of every Christian young 
man or young woman, iu u CArutian, to 
gain the most thorough education poF 
»lble.

4 thoroughly trained Intellect I. In 
Itself a glory to God. Bodily strength 
is worth cultivating even though one 
does not expect to be a blacksmith or 
a policeman. A grandly developed 
physical system Is a noble thing In It­
self, entirely apart from the question 
whether it will be of use to the man 
in his business. So, though a young 
man does not Intend to be a lawyer, 
though a young woman docs not ex­
pect to be a teacher or a writer of 
books. It is u grand and u noble thing 
to have a highly developed Intellect.

And to each one come duties in life 
which It will require mental cultiva­
tion to discharge.

Such duties come to the parent. 
Tbe home-circle Is a college, and the 
parents are the faculty. They need, 
education in order to impart to the 
home atmosphere that intelligence 
and refinement which should pervade 
IL What though a young man does 
not Intend to be a lawyer or a 
preacher, he may be a father; what 
though a young woman does not ex­
pect to be an authoress she may be a 
mother; and parent, need education in 
order fully to do their duty to their 
children.
