Tbe ecclesiastical world seems lo be 
In a state of unre*L In the earn* of 
Phillip* Brook* and Heber Newton, 
our Episcopalian brethren give tbe 
flattest contradiction to the preten- 
tidu*claim that “dtr church" afford* 
atf asylum for the idloayncraale* of 
perplexed eoniclencea, or tbe largest 
liberty for those whose thinking Is re­
calcitrant against theological or creed 
limitations. Tbe quiet exodus of Dr. 
Toy from Baptist orthodoxy into Uni­
tarian light and culture ba* had a par­
tial repetition In Dr. Bridgman, who, 
harassed by bls narrow environments 
Ida Baptist pulpit, bus found conge­
nial atmosphere and liberty in the sac­
erdotalism and sacramentallsm which 
for a quarter of a century he had been 
denouncing. Our Presbyterian bretb- 
rep In the South, so staid and conserv­
ative, have found trouble In the ra­
tionalism of Woodrow and Alexander, 
while in the North, Prof. Briggs has 
played havoc with the conlentedncss 
of synods and assembly.^ It is too bad 
that before the contest about a Revis­
ion of the Westminster Confession of 
Fqtth, with possible alterations of 
Catechism and Directory of Worship, 
could tie settled, the whole subject 
should be relegated lo an Inferior po­
sition to await action on the graver 
question of the heresy of a theological 
professor.

Under the serpent form be 
beguiled the woman, and under that 
form he was condemned. He is a ser­
pent still. He can go aboui among 
the weak and defenseless as a roaring 
lion seeking whom be may devour; but 
be Is moat at home as the embodiment 
of craft. The serpent was most sub- 
tie, and so Is the evil one most cun­
ning-

We may wisely enter Into Paul's 
anxiety when he wrote to the Corinth­
ians, " But I fear, lest by any means, 
as tbc serpent beguiled Eve through 
his subtelty, so your minds should be 
corrupted from tbe simplicity that Is 
In Christ.” From the evil machina­
tions of the subtle one, may the Lord 
deliver us!

A serpent is very Insinuating. It 
can enter where another creature 
could not. Ever ho small an opening 
makes room for a serpent, and It 
winds Itself In without noise. Satan 
Is very Insinuating; and as he entered 
Paradise, so can be penetrate Into the 
most secret and sacred places. He 
credps Into tbc church, watch though 
we may. He creeps Into bouses though 
sane titled by devotion. Have you 
never found him Intruding Into your 
closet during your prayer? There 
may seem to be no loophole, and yet

Who should take part In the service 
of praise In the sanctuary?

Singing by proxy is as Im­
possible as praying by proxy, and 
there is as much sense In hiring a few 
persons to praise God In our stead, 
as to delegate to them our prayers, 
for the reason that they could repeat 
them more artistically and with great­
er effect on the audience.

Final perseverance of tbe saints 
could not be expressed in stronger 
words. There Is no possibility that a 
saint shall ever fall from grace, but 
there la great danger of self-deception.

It take* lime and 
thought U> observe what Is the idea 
back of the plan which seems so sj»e- 
clous. Hence many are willing to 
take the word of the advocates of the 
new thing, especially if those advo­
cates are ” full of enthusiasm."

Now one of two Ideas or both are al 
the bottom of all appeal* to everybody 
to pray al the same moment for the 
same thing. One Is tbal God Is to lie 
influenced by numbers brought u> 
bear on Him; that He count* the 
tongues engageil In praying al once, 
rather than look* into the earnestness 
of the heart*. All wrong Ideas of God 
are fatal. And this wholesale praying 
will, In addition, have a tendency to 
undermine the faith of tbe lowly In 
heart that God will hear their prayers 
unlcas they can get hundreds to pray 
at the aame time. It removes God to 
a great distance from the devout 
heart which Is alone In Ite closet.

The other Idea I* to use such prayer 
a* an appeal to the Imagination* of 
men. Somehow soul* are to be im­
pressed with the greatness of the 
thought that million* are praying at 
one and the same time for tbe 
same thing. The hope 1* that In 
this way mon may l>e led to pray 
more earnestly. There are legitimate 
ways enough to Impress tbe Imagina-
lion without pressing
prayer to God, the most solemn and 
aWful of all things, Into service. And

— Worcester defines 
unction as “ that which excites |ilety 
and devotion, that which melts to de­
votion: emotion." This is the thing 
which the Gospel preacher must havo 
united with his simplicity. They are 
the Siamese twins. Separate them 
and you kill tbe spirit und the power 
of tbe Gospel. .A man may tie a tine 
exegete. explaining tbe Scriptures 
with great clearness: but, if he has 
not unction, there will tie no spirit nor 
power tn his preacl Ing. 1 have heard 
men preach who were skillful In the 
arrangement of their discourses, as 
literary productions they were admi­
rable, yea, more, they were brimful of 
Gospel truth: hut the mao lacked unc­
tion and so bit otherwise admirable 
production fell still-lxirn upon an un-1 
moved audience. There was a chill j 
about It which made one feel like 
drawing hl* cloak about him lest he' 
freeze to death.

> home near Lusby's Mills, Owen county, 
1 Ky., on the 28th of June, 1891, at

His fatal attack was blood poison. 
Boro in this county October 24, 1824, 
he was the son of the venerated Elder 
Elisha Cobb, than whom no Baptist 
minister accomplished more good 
during the brief period of bls minis­
terial life, about thirteen years. The 
subject of this sketch professed con­
version during the great revival of 
1842, at tbe time when L. D. Alexan­
der, Andrew Suter, C. Duvall and his 
father were the leading preachers of 
this region of country. His Christian 
experience was pungent and well 
defined. Baptised by his father, he 
was admitted into the church al 
Muscle Shoals where his membership 
remained until death. His grand­
father, Samuel Cobb, emigrated to 
Kentucky from North Carolina about 
the year 1792, from whom a large and 
highly respectable family have sprung. (

ordinary.
Borne live or six years before his 

death Bro. Stevens found he was not 
able to continue in active service, 
and, as on all other stbjects, be made 
It a matter of prayer for God to give 
blm grace that he might honor God 
by gracefully retiring. The writer 
can bear witness tbat Bro. Stevens 
was permitted to pass down to the 
grave without tbe feeling that be was 
neglected, laid aside, shoved off and 
forgotten.

His presence was an Inspiration to 
the minister, young or old, so soon as 
they learned the spirit of the man.

For nine weeks before bls death he 
was a great sufferer; he bore it pa­
tiently. Several times I visited blm; 
his faith was strong to tbe last, and 
on the 19th day of May, 1891, he bld 
farewell to neighbors, brethren, chil­
dren and wife to pass through the 
gatoway of death to Join the blood-

burled In the Whitlcar graveyard 
near bls borne. The experience of 
grace Bro. Stevens possessed, his earn­
est, honest, "search after tbe old 
paths” of duty, his loyalty to Christ In
