HI* church 
was large and prosperous, with a fine 
congregation, with an attractive new 
house of worship, with little or no 
debt. Now, why did he leave? Tbe 
public did not seem to know. Thou 
outside saw no good rehaon for a 
change. But gradually, little by lit- 
tie, the facts filtered through the dull 
moral sense of the community, that a 
few, a very small number of tbe 
church, aad those chiefly, or wholly 
official members, were not latisfled 
with the pastor, and he waa made un­
easy. hta work blocked, and a feeling 
of unrest pervaded tbe church, till he 
found it more pleasant to retire than 
to remain and protract an uncomfort­
able and a fruitlee* ministry.

Well, now, why were these official 
members dissatisfied with the pastor, 
and so persistent In their dissatisfac­
tion that he found it eaaler to break 
up and go, than to remain? Why, “ to 
tell the story abort,” he was too strict. 
He wished to maintain too high a 
standard of Christian morals to please 
them. They seemed to consider the 
common standard of worldly moral* 
high Enough. He insisted that the 
church should stand higher than 
worldly society. He preached, that 
drunkard* and cheat* and liar* should

without protest, and become >llent 
partakers of the wrong, either because 
they do not wish the trouble of being 
watchful guardians of equity or be­
cause they fear it will make division 
and create dissension. There is no 
praise due to those who are willing to 
secure peace by an acquiescence in 
unrighteousnere. A neglect, or pros­
tration of discipline and good order in 
the body of Christ, sod quiet submis­
sion to the dictate* of. a religious oli­
garchy, dishonor the name of religion, 
and blast it* fairest prospects. Each 
member ha*' hta responsibility, and 
can exert hla influence, however small, 
on the side of rectitude and truth. 
And this be is bound to do, whatever

1s noir settled with quite a* good a 
church, where It ta to be hoped he 
may avoid a similar experience. But 
who can tell? \

Now for a little episode, which is 
really the moat painful part of this 
too common Incident In’ church life, 
and which points the moral to tbe 
bead-line to this article. I was talk­
ing one day with a tine young business 
man, who was a constant attendaat 
on tbit church, though not a commu­
nicant, and he wa* expressing btadeep 
regret at the old pastor’s leaving, and 
bow giuch be and others would have 
done to retain him, when be alluded 
to the opposition which virtually com­
pelled hta retirement. He said it waa 
due largely to two official members, 
who exercised a controlling Influence, 
financial and social, because of tbe 
positions to which they bad been 
elected. One of these Individuate, he 
said, gave no evidence, so far an he 
could see, of being a Christian at all; 
and the other was a man whose word 
was worthless in the - community 
where be lived. But they bad money, 
they were energetic and pushing, they 
kept thing* moving, in their way, aad 
(o ths rpal Christian* In tbe church 
submitted to what they deplored and 
condsmeed, and thus became partak­
ers of their slna With considerable 
knowledge of the facta in tbe care, I 
thin* this estimate of tbe character 
and motives of these official members, 
who can unsettle pastors, ta a Just and 
fair estimate. And I have known 
Baptist churches which would exactly 
parallel the care here considered.

Why should such unsafe pilots be 
permitted to stand at the helm and 
steer the ship? Why should the un­
righteous and ungodly members of a 
church be permitted to shape its pol­
icy, give character to Its administra­
tion, and dishonor its reputation? 
For, say what you will, even allowing 
thatfluch men have been converted, 
as to tbelr (JbrUtiAO characta^ and 
methods of management, tttM.aiM. 
neither godly nor righteous. Aad 
they *re no more fit or safe to bear 
rule 1n .pirltual concerns, or to»d- 
minister the affair* of * spiritual Mly. 
•uch as a church ought to be, thAB a 
coal-dealer who supplies fuel to ■ 
steamship would be to navigate that 
ship acros* tbe Atlantic ocean.

Let those "who are least es- 
taemed In the church " Judge In things 
pertaining to this life.

Beyond these 
cases then, a Baptist should consider 
long before be gives to those who dis­
seminate any error.

It I* not a suppossble case tbst any 
Baptist church, as ■ church, would 
ever take up a collection for any Ped- 
obapttst church. If such s church

in bitter disappointment*. The 
plant that Is set out tn the church 
"having no depth of root, toon with­
ers away." We minister! cannot be 
too urgent In exhorting sinners to flee 
speedily from their sins to the Sa­
viour, bat we also cannot be too care­
ful in admitting persona into the 
church. Thorough subeoll conver­
sion* make solid Christians: cheap 
and easy professions end In hollowness 
of heart and hypocrisy of life.

I fear that there is quite too much 
cheap religion In our churches. It 
will ndt stand Che pinch of self-denial. 
It Is very willing to go to church 
when the roads are good, when the 
music is One, when the preaching is 
attractive, and does not tread on Ito 
corns. It prates about “liberality" 
In doctrine and creeds; but when n 
contribution box heavee In sight, It 
shrinks up and buttons its purse.

Let us be done with cheating that 
munificent Saviour who poured out 
his life for our redemption. If our 
Christianity ta worth anything, it is 
worth everything. The closer It cuts 
up our selfishneM, the better. The 
most precious things cost the most: 
and he Is the rich Christian and the 
useful who Is anxious to have the 
"pearl," even if he pays dearly for IL

Sunday-HChool Hymtw.

OY PROF. A. T. ROBERTSON.

My short experience In the ministry 
has taught me the importance of hav­
ing the right kind of hymns In the 
Sunday-school. They ought to be Io 
the main those that are used In 
church, provided of course that the 
standard hymns are used in worship, 
as ought to be the case. The standard 
hymns ought to lie used more largely 
in the Sunday-school because It will 
help the music in church. Ifthechll- 
dren learn to sing the grand old 
hymns there, they will join In the 
worship of the sanctuary, It will not 
seem so much like the old folk's meet­
ing. These children will oompose the 
church by and by and should be famil­
iar with such hymns. For six months I 
have been pastor of an unusually good 
country church In Nelson county, Ky., 
where I preach twice a month in con-

For some ysan tbe Gospel Hymns had 
supplanted the regular Baptist hymn 
books both In Sunday-school and 
church. They could sing these very 
well, but I did not like many of them 
for church worship. I soon got the 
Baptist Hymnal. One Sunday we sang 
"From Greenland's Icy Mountains,” 
“How Firm a Foundation,” and "Show 
Pity, Lord." It was as poor music as 
I ever heard. They simply did not 
know how to sing these great hymns. 
Is not this the natural result of the 
use of such hymns exclusively In the 
Sunday-school? Now we use the Bap­
tist Hymnal both In Sanday-school and 
church.

Not simply will the use of the 
standard hymns In Sundaj-school help 
the worship of the church, but It will 
help the children themselves. They 
will learn to know and love the really, 
great hymns that are classic In words 
and music. They will see the differ­
ence between these and many of the 
flippant, even irreverent, hymns of 
modern Sunday-school music. And, 
sooth to say, they will become Indoc­
trinated In the fundamental doctrine* 
of Christianity. Some people are 
afraid of doctrine anyhow. Hence the 
greater need of such hymnal Instruc­
tion. I fall to see the need of a pecu­
liar kind of Instruction for young peo­
ple, anyhow. We And no such distinc­
tion In the New Testament. Young 
Christiana, old or young, need the sin­
cere milk of the Word, but they can­
not get It by cutting themselves off 
from the older Christians.

There may be a few hymns of a 
lighter kind used now and then In the 
Sunday-school to advantage. But let 
the bulk of them lie hymns of charac­
ter and power. In point of truth a 
small edition of standard hymns with 
a few of the l*st modern hymns would 
serve an admirable purpose in our 
Sunday-school work. I should be glad 
to see such an edition brought out. I 
do not know what the experience of 
other pastors may be In this matter. 
There appears to Ite a real danger here 
that the coming generation may drift 
away from the knowledge and love of 
the grand old hymns of Christianity 
that have stirred men for ages. 
Luther's hymns bad as great a power 
in the Reformation as Luther’s ser­
mons. The pastors and wiser breth­
ren need to see to matters of such im­
portance. [Biblical Recorder.

Let a putor make 
himself at home in everybody’s home; 
let him come often and visit their 
sick rooms, and kneel beside their 
empty crib*, and tbelr broken hearts 
and pray with them; let blm go to the 
business men In his congregation 
when they have suffered reverses and 
give them sword of cheer; let him be 
quick to recognize the poor, and the 
children—and he will weave a cord 
around the hearts of his people that 
will stand a prodigious pressure. His 
Inferior sermons (for every minister 
is guilty of such occasionally) will be 
kindly condoned, and he can launch 
the most pungent truths at his audit­
ors and they will not take offense. He 
will have won tbelr hearts to himself, 
and that Is * great step towards draw­
ing them to the bouse of God, and 
winning tbelr souls to the-Saviour.

A certainifaagrar preacher remarked, 
that he "had no time to gossip over 
a cup of tea with old women." That 
was hie plausible excuse for neglecting 
to visit his people; but he ba* paid 
the penalty for It In the tact that 
while he ha* attracted a vast crowd 
around hie brilliant and orthodox pul­
pit, be has not built up a compact, 
well-urganlyed money-giving church. 
I maintain. that the upbuilding and 
perpdtuatloh of a strong working 
church depends quite as much upon 
close personal oversight as upon 
popular preaching. In a solid wall 
each stone must be handled; each has 
Its place; 'and the soft "pudding­
stones" must be kept out of places 
where the hpavy strain comes. Faith­
ful pastoral labor Ie quite a different 
thing from “gossiping from bouse to 
house.” It requires brains and pa­
tience and consecration to the holy 
purpose of faring soule. It consumes 
time; but how can the same time be 
spent more, profitably elsewhere? If 
any minister of the Gospel fancies 
himself to be too intellectual or too 
manly to undertake such patient la­
bors for hl* Master, he ba* mistaken 
bls calling. He had better take no 
literature or the lyceum-platform or a 
chair of philosophy.

“It Is an encouraging thought that 
the humblest minister may become 
a faithful and successful pastor. God 
never Intended that tbit world should 
be saved by pulpit geniuses or else He 
would create more of them. The av­
erage Christian must servo this world 
if it is saved at all. Every herald of 
of the Gospel who love* bls Master, 
loves hl* Bible, loves his fellow-men, 
and who hunger* to win souls to the

I dp not holo 
up aH those referred to ns patterns of 
right living, but those who were de­
linquent In this respect, serve to show 
that the greatest minds have not 
thought It beneath tholr dignity to 
give their assent to tho fundamental 
principles of tho Christian *y’t«ni-

Lord Campbell says of Chief Justice 
Hale: “ He was equally fatLIllur. with 
every branch of English Jurisprudence, 
the criminal code and the elvll code, 
tbe law of real property and tbe law 
of personal property, antiquated lore 
and modern practice." This distin­
guished magistrate laid down for his 
conduct as a Judge, certain rules, the । 
third of which Is as follows:. “That I 
rest not upon my own understanding 
or strength, but Implore, and rest i 
upon, tbe direction and strength of i

quent tongue and Ma titles of honor, 
did not give bit name so lasting a lus­
tre as that piety and virtue wherewith 
he adorned his high nation.”

Lord Erskine was undoubtedly the 
moat gifted orator In the annals of the 
English bar. Lord Campbell says of 
him: “He displayed genius united 
with public principles; he saved the 
liberty of bis country; he was the 
brightest ornament which the English 

’ bar could boast; and from bls vivac­
ity, bis courtesy and bis kindness of 
heart, he was the charm of every soci­
ety which be entered. In one of his 
notable addresses to1* Jury, he said: 
• For my own part, gentlemen I have 
ever been deeply devoted to the truths 
of Christianity, and my firm belief in 
the Holy Gospel Is by no means owing 
to the prejudices of education (though 
I was religiously educated by the best 
of parents), but has arisen from the 
fullest and most continued reflection 
of my riper years and understanding. 
It forms at this moment the great 
consolation for a life which as a shad­
ow passes away; and without It, I । 
should consider my long course of । 
health and prosperity (too long per­
haps and too uninterrupted to be good i 
for any man) only as the dust which I 
the wind scatters, and rather as a i 
snare than a blessing.' I

Edmund Burke declared: “We i 
know, and it is our pride to know, < 
that man Is by his constitution a re- I 
llglous animal." Again, he says: " I l 
have read the Bible morning, u6on I 
and night, and over since have been I 
'ho hoppierand better man for such r 
reading.'4 ’

John Locke, the groat metapny>>- ! 
clan, was a believer In Christianity j 
and the Infallibility of the Scripture, g 
and bo died, as be himself declared: I 
“In perfect charity with all men t 
and In sincere communion with the a 
whole church of Christ, by whatever i 
name Christ's followers called them- u

God.

Jeremiah Mason, at the time of his 
death one of the most eminent mem­
bers of the legal profession In this

tained domestic worship morning and 
evening. In presenting to tho court ' 
the resolution* adopted by the bar on 
bls death, Mr. Webster says: “ Noth­
ing of character la really permanent, 
but virtue and personal worth. Those 
remain. Whatever of excellence Is 1 
wrought Into the wml itaolf belongs to ]

' ctowad man, tn his inquiry after truth, 
wherever It may bn found, written on 
the rooks, or blaring in the planets.

। I have purposely omitted from the 
foregoing list of witnesses, men from 
ths ministry, as my purpose is to re­
fute the idea Mtnetimes entertained, 
especially by young men, that an sc- 
oeptanoe of the truths of Christianity 
Is a mark of intellectual inferiority. I 
might add the names of many men 
eminent for their learning and mental 
endowments, who not only accept the 
truths of Christianity, but have de­
voted their lives to proclaiming them. 
Among this class are many of the very 
highest order of Intellect—men whose 
ability would distinguish them In the 
highest stations of life. If any man 
is disposed to reject the Bible and 
Christianity because of<Intellectual 
pride, let him remember that the 
greatest minds of every ago and coun­
try have accepted the truths they 
teach wltb the simple faith of little 
children; and If he is disposed to 
think it unmanly to become a learner 
like a little child, lot him remember 
that over the entrance of every other, 
as well as the Kingdom of Heaven, 
these words are written: " Except ye 
become as a little cblld^a cannot en­
ter.”

He says 
Lord Ellen borough bad a deep sense 
of religion, and furnishes the follow­
ing prayer made [by him: 1'0 God, 
Heavenly Father, by whose provi­
dence and goodness all thlfags were 
made and have their being, and from 
whom all tbe blessings and comforts 
of this life, and all the hope* and ex­
pectations of happiness hereafter, are 
through the merits of our blessed Sav­
ior derived to us, thy sinful creatures, 
I humbly offer my most grateful 
thanks and acknowledgments for thy 
divine goodness and protection con­
stantly vouchsafed to me through the 
whole course of my life, particularly 
indulging to me such faculties of 
mlad and body, and such means of 
health and strength a* have hitherto 
enabled me to obtain and enjoy many 
great worldly comfort* and advan­
tages.

Macaulay says of John Milton: “ He 
was poet, statesman and philosopher, 
tbc glory of English literature, Che 
cbamplon and martyr of English lib- 
.erty; he was a profound and elegant 
classical scholar; he hat! studied all 
the mysteries of rabbinical li tert lure, 
and was Intimately acquainted wltb 
every language of modern Europe 
from which either pleasure or valua­
ble Information was then to be deriv­
ed." The Immortal productions uf 
Milton's sublime genius were Inspired 
by the Bible.

Macaulay himself soys: “It was 
before Deity emliodled In a human 
form?)walklng among men, partaking 
of they Infirmities, leaning on tholr 
bosoms, weeping over their graves, 
slumtiering In the manger, blooding 
on the cross, that the prejudices of 
tbc synagogue, and tho doubt* of the

Macaulay represents Addison as 
“an unsullied statesman, an accom­
plished scholar, and a master of pure 
English eloquence; a satirist who 
alone knew how to use ridicule with­
out abusing It, who without Indicting 
a wound -effected a great social re­

tue after a long and disastrous separa­
tion, during which wit had been led 
astray by profligacy, and virtue by fa­
naticism." Addison's Interview with 
bis son-in-law lo bls lust momenta la 
familiar. “See,” be said, “bow a 
Christian can die,” and thus closed a 
life marked by piety of a singularly 
cheerful character.

Washington, in his Farewell Ad­
dress, says: " Of all the dispositions 
and habits which lead to political 
prosperity, religion and morality are 
Indispensable supports. In vain would 
that man claim the tribute of patriot­
ism who should labor to subvert those 
great pillars of human happiness, 
these firmest props of the duties of 
men and cltlsens. The mere politi­
cian equally with the pious man ought 
to respect and cherish them."

Chief Justice Marshall, of the Su­
preme Court of the United States, the 
greatest of American Judges, added to 
bls distinguished Intellect a pure and 
child-like religious faith. He contin­
ued to repeat In bls old age the prayer 
which he had learned at his mother's 
knee, and died as be bad lived, trust­
ing in the atonement of Jesus Christ. 
His worthy successor, Chief Justice 
Taney, was a man of eminent piety, 
and was accustomed daily before he 
took his seat as Chief Justice on the 
Supreme bench, to seek divine guid­
ance through prayer.

Greenleaf, the author of a treatise i 
on the law of evidence, recognised by i 
all courts and lawyers as the highest '

Tbe piety of “ Stonewall" Jackson 
is familiar.

General Lee was net ashamed to 
confess that be was a poor sinner, 
trusting io Christ alone. He was a 
man of prayer and a diligent student 
of the Bible. Soon after becoming 
President of Washington College, he 
said: “1 shall be disappointed, I 
shall fall in tbe leading object which 
brought me here, unless these young 
men become Christians."

Tbe story of a Christian minister 
who renounced his faith, I am told, is 
eagerly sought after. Against the । 
teaching of such a book, I put the tes­
timony of the grandfather of tbe uu- 
tburess of Robert Elsmere, the cele- ' 
brated Arnold-of Rugby, as Lflnd that 1 
testimony in Truth, published by Dr. I 
Brooks of St. Louis: "The evidence ।

again from the dead."

The foregoing list might be added 
to indefinitely. It cennot be disputed 
that Christianity baa received the ae- 
Mot of the Intellect and the devotion 
of the heart, among those who are re­
cognised by the world m the greatest 
In philosophy, In science, In metaphys­
ics, in statesmanship, In oratory, in 
poetry, In literature, in war, in schol­
arship, In every domain of learning, 
and every pursuit and station of life. 
Tho highest intellect with which any

that magnificent utterance: “If moat
make my brother to Htumblc, I will 
cat no moat while tbc world standeth, 
lost I make my brother to stumble."

But there Is another aspect of this 
matter. Let us be sure that wo clear­
ly understand tho Aportlc'a Ioskoii. It 
Is that surrender of Individual lib­
erty in things morally Indifferent, 1s 
demanded by the dlvlno law of love, 
when refusal to surrender It Is known 
to produce a real moral Injury to a 
weak or ignorant* brother. It is not 
that Christian liberty is to lie at the 
dictation of a brother's wishes and 
whims, or even of his positive convic­
tions of right and wrong. Paul's ad­
monition assumes two things: first. 
Ignorance: second, such respect for 
another’s cxaipplc, and such weakness 
as to lead one to follow the example 
to the wounding of his own con- 
science. To “cause to offend” Is not 
to give offense, but to cause to stum­
ble, as/d,inputting a stone In anoth­
er's path-^Meat. or whatever It be.

Bo they are. So a mosquito is a trifle, 
but he is a very troublesome trifle. 
Somebody bss remarked that he has 
“knbwn a young hornet that was feel­
ing well, to break up a camp-meeting.” 
N04 It does not take long for a few 
trifles of this kind lo aggregate them­
selves Into a social and religious 
tyranny which is as irrational as It 1s 
despotic. These things are not mate 
teni of wounding weak consciences. 
They have little or nothing to do with 
conscience. They are Individual re­
ligious crotchets, used by certain con­
ceited and self-assertive men, and by 
certain meddlesome women, as van­
tage points from which to thrust a 
hand Into their neighbor's business, 
and to Indulge their desire to manage 
and rule. They have no claims to 
tender dealing. They constitute a re­
ligious bullylsm which may easily be­
come Intolerable. Christian people 
du the church no service by submitting 
to this kind of thing. It becomes a 
duty toward the really weak for res­
olute Christians to check Ite tint ad­
vances. There arc not a few good 
people of lioth sexes in the church, 
wbu would be the better foru vigorous 
object lesson on tbc text, “Mind your 
own business." [Illustrated Christian 
Weekly.

Through a failure to perceive this, 
a good many people have l>een in­
cluded In the list of wuuk brethren, 
who have no buaimuw there. They 
are people who, so far from being 
weak, bavo sharp conceptions and 
very positive convictions of duty; who 
Insist on forcing their convictions 
upon the practical ucvoptunce of oth­
ers, and who claim the right of the 
weak brother to uxton from them 
concessions of Individual 1 ilierty, so us 
to make their conduct square with 
their own Ideas. Under those circum­
stances Lho “weak brother" writes 
himself down ns a crank, a fraud and 
a bully. Ho changes Paul's generous 
concession Into Imperious demand. 
He says to bls brother: “Your meat 
does not please me, therefore you 
must not eat."

Similarly there are times when the 
weak brother requires spanking (met- 
apboricalb ) rather than coddling. 
There is no danger of destroying the 
brother by this process. In the re­
gion of conscience one is nut destroyed 
by that which be lights; be Is not 
made to stumble by the example which ’ 
be challenges. His weakness Is not a ] 
subject for special consideration when < 
It takes up arms to dispute the pas-

At tho meeting of the English Bap­
tist Union, the President. Col. Grif­
fith, spoke some ringing words to bls 
brethren. He was speaking ot tho 
souroes of their weakness, the number 
of Baptists having declined' during 
the previous year.

Yet wltb 
no authority for exception or exemp­

□on-obedience. This Is not the sub­
ject for compromise, still less is it the 
time for the surrender of foundation 
principles. Bather let us nail our col­
ours to the mast, and with the cry of 
“No surrender” challenge our adver­
saries, whoever they may be, to haul 
them down if they dare. If weare 
right in our Interpretation of the 
Saviour's law, let us stand for tbe 
right. Surely we can do no other. If 1 
we have courage to fight for the truth, 1 
we shall surely win. But if we lack 1 
the courage to tight, at least let us not 1 
lack the common scuse that knows 1 
how to make a quiet surrender.

acles of modern missions. Dr. Kin­
caid on one occasion speaking of tbe 
mission to the Burmese put them in 
striking contrast to tbe Karens. The 
former, he said, were tbe ruling class, 
while the Karens were held in subjec­
tion. Intemperance was a Karen fail­
ing and in this they differed from tbe 
Burmese. But the latter were crafty 
and by no means truthful, while the 
Karens were eminently lovers ot the 
truth who could be relied upon.

A writkr in a Baptist daper argue* 
there are, or of rights ought to be, no 
definite doctrines among Baptists be­
cause they do not require men who 
offer themselves for membership to 
sign a creed, but to relate an experi­
ence. They only try to make sure the 
man Is genuinely converted.

But tbe man who Is genuinely con-
verted does believe In very many doc­
trines, and bo believes them very defi­
nitely with all his heart. A satisfac­
tory experience of grace will always 
show a living faith In the great funda­
mental doctrines held In common by 
evangelical Christians.

Take the experience of Bro. Dur­
ham which so delighted the General 
Association and the readers of the 
RxcoitDK.it. Itwas not an uncommon 
experience. Every saint Id the Asso­
ciation would have given a very simi­
lar experience, though be might not 
have given It In words so forceful and 
eloquent In their earnest simplicity.

These are some of the doctrines 
which are in that experience of grace
and whljb arc evidently hold by that 
regenerated soul without a Shadow of 
doubt or wavering; The existence of 
God, bls Justice, power, holiness and 
grace. Genuinely converted men are 
fonder of talking of the grace than of 
the love of God. Because grace means 
love and mercy shown to the unde­
serving, and they feel they deserve 
nothing from God except punishment 
for their sin*.

We find In that experience also tbe 
doctrine nf the infallibility of Scrip 
lure, for Bro. Durham felt that every 
threat against sin, and every promise i 
to tbe penitent believer were as true | 
as God Himself. Also there are tbe 
great doctrines of the divinity of 
Christ, His vicarious atonement; the 
lost and helpless case of the sinner, 
bl* being dead in trespasses and sins 
and being able to do nothing what­
ever to give a ransom for bls own 
soul. The necessity of regeneration 
by tbe Holy Spirit, of repentance to­
wards God and personal trust In the 
vicarious atonement, tbe Justification 
and adoption of the believer through 
tbe blood and righteousness of tbe 
Lord Jesus Cbrist are there also. But 
time fails to show the number of great 
doctrines which that experience shows 
Bro. Durham believed with all his re­
generated heart. And all these doc­
trines lie behind every genuine expe­
rience of grace. Therefore ia requir­
ing members to relate their experience 
and in insisting upon receiving no 
members who are not genuinely re- 
generated, Baptist* do require not a 
signing by the hand of a creed stating 
these doctrines, but a proof which 
shall satisfy the church that the can- < 
didate not merely holds these doc- ! 
trines In his bead—a very shaky and i 
uncertain place—but believes them In i 
hi* heart. And a regenerated heart I 
will hold fast to the foundations on 1 
which Ito faith rests. 1

But It 
all depends upon care und faithful­
ness in receiving none who have not 
been genuinely converted. No mat­
ter how pure the life or lovely the '
character, the candidate must have 

, been convicted of sin, and have exer­
cised repentance towards God and 
faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. Just 
so sure as our churches become care­
less on this vital point and allow un­
regenerated persons to become mem­
bers Just so sure tchabod will soon be 
written above the tomb of our denom­
ination.

A iiKOTUKH remarked not long since 
that the religious papers were telling 
so few pleasant things.

No doubt it makes the angels sad to

Tbe 
House of Bishops, as al) know, kindly 
invited all other folk to come and be 
Episcopalians. But though the feast 
was spread and tbe Invitation trump­
eted even, the recusant sects went 
their own way, qne to bis General As­
sembly, one to bls Association, one to 
bis Conference. 'And tbe poor bish­
op* in this country have no way of 
compelling them to come in a* In tbe 
good old days when they Imprisoned 
Baptist preachers in Virginia.

Tbe famous proposition of tbe bish­
ops was that all should unite on tbe 
basis of tbe Loiy Scripture* a* the In­
fallible rule of faith and practice, tbe 
Nlcene and tbe Apostles’ creeds as 
sufficient articles of faith, tbe two or-

slons” and adds, "We have some 
men who claim that the majority of 
Baptist papers teach that we ought 
to receive such immersions.''

They are probably referring to the 
Northern Baptist papers, all of whom, 
with the notable exception of the Ki- 
anuner, we believe, favour alien Im­
mersion.

Our Impression Is that all tbe South­
ern Baptist papers oppose alien Im­
mersion with the exception of tbe lit- 
ligiour UtnM. If we are under a 
wrong Impresslom In regard to tbe 
Herald we are sorry, and nothing will 
give us greater pleasure than to be 
able to say, authoritatively, that it 
also oppose*.

Tbe Southern Baptist Theological 
Seminary I* a unit in Ite opposition to 
alien Immersion. An effort was made 
to convince tbe Texas Baptists that 
Dr. Broadis favoured alien immer-
slon. The sole ground for the chargedlnauM* and, chicfest of all, tbe “hl J was that when’bls'* Hfc'long1'^^^ 

[torlc Episcopate." But tbe Unttari^Mrlend, Dr^Hogc, who ws*at ibe time
ans refused to admit tbe infallibility 
of Scripture: the Baptist* could not 
stand un any such “narrow” plat­
form as those two meager Utile creeds. 
And all the sects with a universal 
laugh refused to see the beauties of 
tbe historic Episcopate.

This be called “orienting 
tbe room."

It was a wise practice. Sunlight is 
a wonderful pnrlfler, and should be al­
lowed to pour into every room occu­
pied by human beings a sufficient time 
dally to work Ite miracle of cleansing. 
It Is a sanitary measure of tbe highest 
Importance. Habitual negleet of It is 
one of tbe most proline causes of de­
clining health.

We were recently calling st a bouse 
in which tbe furnishings were ooetly 
and handsome, and to whose adorn­
ment art lent many charming objects. 
But alas! nature was evidently an un­
welcome guest, for the beautiful par­
lor had a stuffy, mnsty odor, and [we 
were not surprised when the hostess 
remarked that she was almost dally 
“shaken with tbe chills.” Tbe rooms 
were, doubtless, kept dark during the 
day for fear of fading tbe cAjete and 
upholstery. As tbe ground, about tbe 
house were ample, tbe situation airy, 
and the trees not so thick a, to ex­
clude the sunlight, there was no reason 
for unhealtbfulness, of tbe malarial 
type, except the tight closing up of 
(he livingrooms against the life-giv­
ing sunligEt.

But what folly this Is! Health I, of 
vastly more value than the richest 
and moat expensive fuTWiturc. If 
either Is to be sacrificed, by all means 
let It be the inanimate chairs and car- 
pete. Health once lost Is not easily 
regained, and It Is absurd lieyond ex­
pression to court disease by saving 
these materia) things at the enormous 
cost of health, and II may be, of life. 
Sloeping-rooms should be aired and 
sun-bathed with special thorough­
ness. Bedi should be thrown open, so 
that they can be completely freed 
from the excretions of tbe night, and 
a flood of light and air permitted to 
enter the room for an hour or more. 
This I, necccssary In cold as well as 
warm weather. The dining-room, 
also, should lie well-aired before the 
breakfast hour—long enough before In 
cold weather to allow it to become 
warm before the family assemble. 
And If It Is on the easterly side of tbe 
house, so that the morning sun can 
enter “with healing In hl, lieams,” so 
much the belter. Nothing contrib­
utes more to good cheer and good ap­
petite than sweet airs and sunshine In 
the dining-room, ns on the other hand, 
hardly is anything more depressing 
than a close, stuffy one.

We once knew a family, nearly all 
of whose members had been suffering 
for some months with a low fever. 
The bouse was surrounded and fairly 
"smothered" by a thick growth of 
trees, through whose dense foliage not 
a ray of sunlight could penetrate. It 
wm suggested tbat a part of this deep 
shade should be removed. The advice 
was followed, and as a result the fever, 
which all the nostrums of the family 
doctor could not break up, speedily de­
parted. Tbe blessed sunlight was the 
needed curative.

The admission of sunlight should, 
of course, be regulated by common 
sense. In tbe beat of summer It 
should be excluded when tbe sun is 
hottest. But to shut it out completely, 
through fear of injury to upholstery, 
or In order to keep the house cool, Is 
simply to court sickness, and to make 
It disagreeable to those who have keen 
olfactories, and horror of mould and 
"germ,." |Examiner.

Two of them found a 
cottage and crept into It, and as tbey 
lay there wondering what would be­
come of them, one suddenly called nut 
to his companion, ‘All right, Jack; then 
u a liibk <m thin chair; no fear now"

"Wbat must have been tbe effect 
produced upon that man’s mind! He 
now felt tbat, tho people of Ibe' cot­
tage tielng Christians, be sod his com­
panion were Mfo, while under other 
conditions they would probably have 
become a meal for tbe first Fijians 
who made their appearance."

And the noisiest Infidel in Christen­
dom, however he might have scoffed 
al the Bible and blasphemed It* Auth­
or and Ite friends when under Lhe 
shadow of a church spire, would have 
been very glad, If cast ashore on such 
a caonllial Island, to find a copy of 
God’s Word where he bad taken shel­
ter.
