The greal revlvaltata are not noted for 
eloquence or deep tbougbU but for 
practical, moving thought and a mag­
netic controlling spirit.

The minister ought to lie a model 
man—an example to the thick.

In some cases, even the impairment of 
tbe reputation.

In 
order to strict purity In outward con­
duct thrre must lie purity of'Inward 
thought.

At home Ills life should be such as 
to keep him In close sympathy with 
■t he many homes Into which his Influ­
ence must penetrate; nod on the other 
hand such aa to furnish re|sise for bl* 
Indy and spIQl and to give him new 
strength and courage for hi* arduous 
work. He should love and cherish his 
home, and abide there, not satisfied 
With liclng a transient guest. The 
destiny df millions Is decided by their 
home life. He should therefore lie n 
inwer there.

In society tbe minister ought to find 
and fill hl* place. HI* *ocial jnwer I* 
one of bl* greatest and moft impor­
tant means of accomplishing good. It 
brings him Into cloqe contact with the 
thought, feeling and life of the people; 
and he can use It to follow up the 
work done in the pulpit, and again In 
drawing men to hl* pulplL Some one, 
may say that many pay too much at­
tention to society. True, but do not 
most ministers pay too little attention 
to it? Some go to hurtful extremes in 
society, It is true, but do not many 
ministers go to the other hurtful ex­
treme of remaining out? An eminent 
divine recently said, "Society Is rot­
ten to the core." Though much troth 
may be In this statement.

Th£ROrld has set Its 
stamp of contempt on Pilate's recre­
ancy to bls confessed <duty in order to 
please the multitude, though that 
multitude was composed of tbe most 
learned men ot the state.

Higher criticism constantly assumes 
that all the science of criticism is on 
their side. But all tbe really scientif­
ic means of criticism are tbe common 
possession ot all well-trained scholars. 
The "rulesotsound exposition are uni­
versally recognized and are from their 
nature Indisputable." There to and 
can be nothing exclusive about these 
means. Scientific criticism, scientific 
exegesis, as pertaining to Higher Crit­
icism alone, can only signify the 
means of criticism common to all 
scholar* plus tbe fundamental princi­
ple, “ natural development alone.”

Another assumption of this school is 
that their opponent* are the slaves of

It propose* to show us, by naU 
ural development alone, how tbe Bible 
wa* oompiMR as a sacred book of tbe 
Hebrews, to teach “ethical monothe­
ism” and "oneneM with God in spirit,” 
and it present* that book to u*. out 
only In II* externals and non-essen­
tials, but everywhere, In iu heart and 
bones and marrow, a network of utter 
contradictions, Impossibilities, false­
hoods and mistakes. The only way 
by which ethical monotheism and 
oneness with God In spirit could be 
extracted from such a mixture to by a 
further contradiction. '

This criticism asks us to believe 
that tbe Bible was complied In a way 
that no other sacred book of ancient 
nations wa* compiled; but according 
to Its principle of natural develop­
ment the Bible ought to show it* 
complete Himllarlty In general to the 
genesis of the "Book of tbe Dead,” or 
the sacred books of China or India.. 
Naville's critical edition of the "Book 
of the Dead,” formed from 77 MSS. of 
the eighteenth and nineteenth dynas­
ties, I. e., the centuries preceding and 
contemporary with Moses, proves be­
yond a doubt that the Egyptian* did 
preserve their sacred texts, not with­
out variations, but with the greatest 
care in their numerous copies.
