Moreover, emphasis is to be laid on 
tbe fact, that abiding In Christ secure* 
to the Christian not only a possible 
spiritual life, but an atrundant and 
powerful Christian life, barely to 
maintain life, Wltb little growth and 
no fruit, to not creditable 'to the 
branch, since there to vitality In the 
vine sufficient to secure the largest re­
sults. " Herein to my father gloridod, 
that ye bear much fruit." A branch 
may be so nearly severed from tbe vine 
u to produce no fruit, and maintain a

A mars incidental relation­
ship, a mere mechanical contact will 
not serve the purpose. "Christ In me, 
and 1 in him," be* a deeper signlfloao- 
cy. raeten a deed branch to ■ living 
vine, however ski I fu) ly it may bo done, 
and It will not grow.

A census was taken of tbe tribe* of

They 
wore often near to death: Joshua wax 
couimander-iu-chlef uf the army, and 
Caleb was a man of war from bls 
youth up. Tbey endured the common 
risks of soldiers; but nothing could 
kill them, for God bad promised tbat 
tbey should enter the land. Tbey t>e- 
lloved God and bouured h(m by their 
conduct, and therefore he kept them 
until the hour came to go In unto the 
land to possess it. There were only 
two of them; but God did not there­
fore overlook them. He keeps cove- 
'nant with individuals us well as with 
nations. They were not men who 
kept themselves out of harm'* way, 
neither were they timorous, and there­
fore afraid to advance tbelr opinions. 
No doubt they came in tor a special 
share of envy and malice, but tbelr re­
ward with God was sure. If you be­
lieve In Jc*u*, though you should be 
tht only one of your family, yet you 
shall be saved. Though you know 
none of your kith and kin tbat fear 
the Lord, yet tbe God uf Israel will 
not forget tbe lone one who Is separat­
ed from his brethren. Though tbe 
faithful should-Mcome so few Aha t all 
tbe saint* together should only make 
a handful, yet it is written, “ Fear 
not, little flock: for It I* your Father's 
good pleasure to give you the king­
dom."

God's word standetb. " Tbe gras* 
withereth, and tbe flower thereof fall- 
eth away: but tbe word of the Lord 
endureth forever. And this I* tbe 
word which by the gospel is preached 
unto you.”

Tbeae people went a certain way 
with Moae* towarda tbe Lord'a prom­
ised reaL They did oonNfeout of 
Egypt, they were numbered with Je- 
hovab’a people, In tbe nutnlierlng at 
Sinai, they were separated from nil 
the world in tbe quietude of the wil­
derness; but wo read there was in 
them, "an evil heart of unbelief. In 
departing from the living God.” In 
heart they went back Into Egypt. It 
la not enough to begin well: "hethat 
endureth to tbe end sbal) lie saved,” 
and no other. They bad ceremonies 
In abundance, but they were not saved 
by them. They hud tbe morning and 
tbe evening lamias; they were circum­
cised: they ate the Passover; thev kept 
the Day of Atonement; but all these 
thing* together did not save them 
from dying In the desert, shut out of 
Canaan by unbelief. “They could 
not enter in because of unbelief." 
Nothing can make up for the absence 
of faith. They had nothing to do all 
the day long-In the wilderness, but to 
learn tbe lessons of God. They bad 
time for thought, and tbey had the 
best of teteber* to Instruct them, and 
the best of scbool-books in tbe cere­
monial law, and yet their knowledge 
did not preserve them from leaving 
their carcaaaes In th* desert. They 
had plenty of time for meditation and 
contemplation; tbey bad no care 
alioutftoBMBlA for their byead wm 
giv«n theaTand their water* were

tlowetb with milk and booey, and you 
shall bare your portion when tbe 
Lord appeareth. But If you do not 
truly believe, whatever profession you 
may make, your carcases most fall in 
the wilderness. Woe Is mo that I have 
to deliver such a prophecy!

Probably few Christians do a* Paul 

exhorts tbe Ephesians to, “giving 
thank* nlway* for all thing*” (Eph., 
v. 20). We think It quite enough If 
we endure our trial* without murmur­
ing. But to lie grateful for them 
seems almost Impossible. What, 
thank God for sickness, for poverty, 
for bereavement? Ye«, for they come 
from him a* truly os health and 
wealth and friends. If wc really be­
lieved what God says, that “all things 
work [ogether for good to them who 
love him,” we would be grateful for 
those dispensation* whlcb are hard­
est to bear, for they are sent in love.

There la now and then a Christian 
who has grace enough to give thanks 
"always for all thing*." And It I* 
about *uch an one tbat I want to tell 
my reader* thl* week. A good brother 
In our church bad what the neighbor* 
called “a tod accident” the other day. 
He bad a pair of thoroughbred hones, 
of whlcb he was very fond and very 
proud. He was driving them along a 
narrow mountain road on a down 
grade. Something frightened them 
and they started to run. He put on 
the brake but it broke. Then, of 
course, he lost control of the excited 
animal*. They whirled around a

they did not learn that elementary 
truth which would bare ministered 
to them an entrance into rest.

But none perished who bad faith; 
no, not one; no, not one. Al) those 
who believed God, and held fast to 
him, were made Inheritors of tbe 
land. Caleb and Joshua—these two 
saw tbe land, and took tbelr places in 
it. If tbou belle vest, whatever thy 
name may be, tbou sbalt be saved: 
for “he that bellevetb and I* baptized 
shall be saved." It Is written, "Be­
lieve on tbe Lord Jeans Christ, and 
tbou shall be saved.” Caleb and 
Joshua by faith entered Into tbe land 
promised to the fathers, and tbou, my 
hearer, canst only enter In by faith. 
Have faith in God, and thou hast al) 
things, but without faith it Is Impos­
sible to please God.

Mark this: while It was faith alone 
which saved them, faith gave these 
men notable characters. We read of 
"my servantCaleb.” He that believe* 
God liecomes a servant of God, and 
counts It all joy to obey hl* Lord. 
Faith is the mother of obedience. 
The Lord said that Caleb “bad an­
other spirit with him:" faltb puts 
quite another spirit into a man: It la 
not a murmuring or a mutinous spirit; 
it is not an ungrateful or distrustful 
spirit; neither 1* it a haughty, wilful, 
rebellious spirit; but It Is a spirit of 
love, of confidence In God. Tbe faith­
ful man Is of another spirit from that 
of the world; for tbe Holy Spirit 
abides In him. Such a man chooses 
the way of God. so that the Lord says: 
"He hath followed me fully.” This 
was well: It la wise not to run before 
God, nor to run away from God, but 
to follow him step by step. It is wise 
not to follow man, but wholly to fol­
low tbe Lord. It la commendable to 
follow him fully with undivided, un­
wavering, unquestioning, untiring 
step. Tbe Lord will see that bis 
servant Caleb enter* Into his rest;

which threw tbe wagon over tbe prec­
ipice and dragged them after it.

IS THE PBOBLEM SOLVED!*
Wc do not know when we have been 

more delighted than by a look we 
lately took at the Sunday-school of 
tbe Calvary Baptist church In Wash­
ington, D. C. It ba* been a great 
source of regret that *o few of the 
cburch-mcmber* are identified with 
the Sunday-school. Various method* 
have been tried to remedy this defect, 
but with only partial success. Tbe 
sad fact has continued to stare us In 
the face that a large part of tbe 
church take no part in the Sunday- 
school. Boy* growing up begin to 
think when they reach the “maniiib” 
age that they have outgrown tbe Sun- 
day-school, and they drift away from 
tbe church. The fact that tbelr par­
ents are not Io Sunday-school natr 
urally produces this result.

Robert Raikes' idea in forming Sun- 
day-schools was to gather negleoted 
ohlldren wbo bad no Christian homes 
and to teach them Bible truth each 
Sunday. It was no part of his plan to 
bring In the parents or the children 
who had Christian training at home. 
This was well so (ar a* It went, but It 
fell far abort of tbe teaching of Scrip­
ture. The Bible Idea of a Sunday- 
school Is for the church to meet for 
the study of Gid's Word, and tbe 
Sunday-school will never accomplish 
Ito work until this Idea is carried ouL 
All tho people need to study tbe Bi­
ble; the parents need It a* well as the 
children. And the children need the 
example of their parents. Book* and 
article* have been written, earuest 
apeccbcs and effort* have beou made 
to remedy this defect with but little 
resulL Tbe problem remained uo- 
solvefl.

“A true union already exists be­
tween converted souls. God's chil­
dren are ofitf In bran, lu aim, renewed 
by the same Spirit, trusting In the 
same All-powerful Savior. Upon 
many points, tbe most vital of all, 
too, you are together, you heartily 
agree. But unity at the expense of 
truth is worthless, and smacks only 
of artifice. Wbat is unity which is 
not of faith and love, unity In Christ, 

good for? When you forsake tbe 
church you believe to be set forth by 
the plain command and teaching* of 
God’s Word and seek shelter in an­
other merely to secure a surface union 
with your busbund, you are acting 
traitorously to Christ and your own 
eoui. You deny what you truly be­
lieve. This is hot only sinful, but 
dangerous. In this sham ‘unity' your 
Savior has been betrayed, truth sacri­
ficed, for bow can two widely differ­
ent beliefs dwell In loving embrace? 
May God preserve you from securing 
at tbe expense of faltb and truth a 
paltry union such as this would 
prove!"

“But, father, think how many wives 
go with their husbands!

The practice of sprinkling by blood 
or water Is utterly unknown in the 
Old Testament No where wa* bap­
tism ever administered either in tbe 
Old or New Covenant by’ sprinkling.

Is not a shadow of a warrant for 
sprinkling, or pouring, os a mode of 
baptism, do we not greatly lower tbe 
standard of obedience to tbe revealed 
will of God when we give even our 
consent to such a ceremony?"

“Doyou think I would tie commit­
ting a sin, father?”

It is a sin 
against Christ Himself, and violate* 
the plain command ’to believe and be 
baptized,' a sin against God wbo gives 
‘all authority’ to bls Soo and says

bo*om, and deride* the follower* iff 
Christ. Error, oot truth, is respoosi- 
ble for a'dlvlded church.

“W*U,"mM Mta Bafiaad, with A 
tetty sigh, “at least tt is not a tin 
agalbct the BtUa uncneeelous chU- 
dree.

“Are you e^e about this? Infant 
baptism, you kMw, does away with 
the believers’baptism. It keeps alive 
the pagan Idea that it baa some bid­
den i grace and saving power. It 
makes 'the unconscious little child’ a 
cbnreb-member, and prevent* bls 
obeying bls Savior’s mmsage as to re­
pentance and faith, that he may re­
eler* tbe baptism Instituted by Christ 
himself. It is a matter of course for 
little ones, who have lint been sprink­
led, to be received Into communion 
and fnll-fellowBbip of tbe church 
without giving a single evidence of 
change of heart. It almost does away 
with tbe necessity of a new birth, con­
version. You can see for yourself 
where it leads children. It alters for 
them .tbe plan of Salvation Itself.”

Mrs. Ragland wept. When she was 
calmer she wound her veil closely 
about her, kissed her father good­
bye, and went awav. Ills' fond old 
heart bled for her, bis one child, yet 
wbat could he do? He bad told her 
nothing but tbe truth.

Oh the following Kuoday afternoon 
baptism was administered to some fif­
teen candidates at the Stannard street 
Church.

Mrs. Ragland had scarcely hoped that 
husband would accompany her further 
than tbe door, as was his custom on 
such occasions, but fur once he needed 
not her usual timid invitation to stay. 
Why she could not tell, but her heart 
gave a joyful leap In her breast. She 
felt a strange, new thrill of hope and 
expectation us be sat at her side in 
the old deacon’s pew.

Herdear pastor, who bad buried ber 
mother, baptized and married her, 
was to administer tbe sacred ordi­
nance and was already standing in tbe 
baptistery, a beam of afternoon sun­
light resting like a halo on bls snow- 
white hair.

He .was repeating Impressively as 
the Raglands took their seats such 
words as these:

“And It came to pass in those days 
that Jesus came from Nazreth of Gal­
ilee and was baptized of John in Jor­
dan."

“He that bclieveth and is baptized 
shall be saved.”

“Repent and l>e Itaptlzed every one 
of you in tbe name of Jesus Christ.’’

And then he led tbe first candidate, 
a young girl with a fair, pure face, 
her golden hair falling about her like 
a veil and wearing a soft, whit* robe, 
down into the water.

“And they went down both Into the 
water, both Philip and tbe eunuch; 
and be baptized him,” recited tbe 
minister, while tbe low, solemn organ 
music ceased and the whole bouse was 
as still as silence.

“I baptize thee, my slater, upon a 
profession of your faith, In tbe name 
of tbe Father, of the Son and. of the 
Holy Ghost.”

Then having “burled her in bap­
tism” she arose “to walk in newness 
of life” from”Eeneeforth. □ There was 
an almost angelic beauty In her dark, 
uplifted eyes, In tbe deep Joy of her 
quivering features.

“And Jesus, when be was baptized, 
went up straightway out of the wat­
er.”

' 'Know ye not, that so many of us as 
were baptized Into Jesus Christ were 
baptized Into bls death? Therefore 
we are baptized with Him by baptism 
Into death: that like as Cbrlst was 
raised up from tbe dead by the glory 
of the Father, even so we also should 
walk Jn newness of life."

The minister's deep voice ceased. 
There was a rapturous burst of rejoic­
ing song from a chorus of voices and 
tbe youthful candidate was led away.

What was that Mr. Ragland so re­
cently said to hla wife In regard to 
“baptism by immersion?” Did foe not 
declare It to be low, Indecentand won­
der how «Ae, with her patricao rearing 
and exceeding refinement could ever 
have made “u spectacle of herself by 
submitting to an ordinance almost 
disgraceful in tbe mode of perform­
ance?”

Yet, strangely enough, Mr. Ragland 
had never before witnessed a New 
Testament baptism. Ills aversion 
bad iteen liased entirely upon a ludi­
crous anecdote related by some college 
chum a tew yean since. What be 
now saw with his own eyes deeply af­
fected him. _ He neither moved nor 
spoke. He sat like a statue, his dark 
face pale with repressed emotion, fol­
lowing every- movement of tbe gray- 
balred man of God. He had been an 
honest doubter, as the phrase goes. 
He was now bone*t by seeking the 
light, and be saw as by a lightning s 
flash what was at least the Gospel 
mode of administering the ordinance 
of baptism.

The solemn “Amen” of the benedic­
tion and the rustle of the out-going 
throng put an end foi the time to 
these new thought*. But there was 
a look of fixed resolve on bls face that 
seat * great wave of happiness to bi* 
young wife's breast.
