They say there are 
pictures of an early date which repre­
sent tbe candidate as standing to his 
waist in water while be Is belpg 
poured upon. We deny both the pro- 
fessed age and tbe pretended algnifl- 
canoe of the pictures. But they Insist 
these picture* represent Bible bap­
tism. Then why in the name of con- 
alstency do they not place tbeir can­
didates in water and then sprinkle or 
pour them?

There are two texts which this lov­
ing pastor ignores. He says In ehqry 
Instance it Is easier to suppose sprint 
ling than immersion. But bedbe* nut 
illustrate bow It I* "easier to suppose" 
men are buried with a little sprinkle 
of water, either literally or llguratlve- 
ly. Th* illustration of tbe old negro 
te apt on this point: “Bredren, what 
would you think If I should tell you I 
bad buried a man, and you'd find out 
1 hadn't done nutbin' but lean tbe 
corpse up agin a tree and put a clod of 
dirt 00 Its head?"

beliefs of so many heart* and live*.
The theology of "Tbe greatest thing 

In tbe world,” is objectionable rather 
for whnt It lacks, than for that which 
it contains. Its slas are largely sins 
of omission. It says many excellent 
thing*, and says them admirably well, 
but what it forget* or neglect* to say 
(and wbat 1s eMentla) should be said 
in such connections, as being vital and 
fundamental to all true spiritual liv­
ing), makes It dangerously mislead­
ing to those who ar* unlnstructed, or 
but half-Instructed, in the things of 
God.

We conceive that Unitarians of tbe 
school of Channing and Peabody, and 
others of much looser views, would as­
sent to every word of this quoted 
book. Indeed, multitudes of men 
who quite scout what hitherto ba* 
passed for orlbodox theology, might 
accept, with slight alteration, the 
book a* a whole.

Tbe failure to assert, or oven clear­
ly to Imply this vital and fundamen­
tal doctrine, is a very serious and per­
ilous defect In a treatise Hke this, pul 
forth In times like these.

These pages seem to teach, that the 
way In which men may become, what 
they ought to be (We understand tbe 
author to be writing riot to believer* 
alone, but to men In general) I* by the 
cultivation af love, love to tbeir Mak­
er, love to tbeir fellow*.

"The supreme work," says Mr. 
•Drummond, “to which we need to ad­
dress ourselves In this world, 1s to 
learn love. Is life nut full of oppor­
tunities for learning love? Every man 
ana woman every day tie* a thousand 
of tbcm. The world is nut a play­
ground; It Is a scboul-room, Life te 
ndt a holiday, but an education. And 
the one eternal lessen for us all 1* how 
belter we can love.

As for the Doctrine of Atonfement, 
the expiation of sin by tbe dying of 
tbe Lord Jesua, tbat great central 
trutb which Ilea at ChrtetlanHy'a 
bean, and with which chapter after 
chapter of the New Teatament te 
blood red, there la neither word , nor W^ilFiftimniWir 
on tMt ffroM MbjeetM “the butMrar 
theory," and deplore "tbe religion of 
theshamblea," may read these pages 
Without a shiver or qualm. They will 
And nothing to disturb, nothing to of­
fend them.

It will be said, perhaps, In reply to 
these strictures; that no one buok, 
certainly not a brief treatise like tble, 
can be expected to enter upon a dis­
cussion of these profound and serious 
tenet* of Christian faith, and tbat It 
te unreasonable to. blame It for ita 
failure to allude to them.

Our answer is an illustration. If 
we were writing to England tottsge 
the cultivation of some fruit Indigen­
ous to our American soil, and baring 
descanted at length upon It* taste and 
nutritiousness, Ite beauty of form and 
color, and ocononomic value, should

Yet 
each living being shall the® consciously 
stand alone, as though [none beside 
himself were judged. “ Bach one (R. 
V.) of us shall give account of himself 
to God." Now these moientous dec­
larations, It Is probable, do one among 
us will venture to dispute. We be­
lieve that there Is a day;npproachlng 
when the righteous shall receive the 
approval of Him whuui they have 
faithfully served, whllfi the rebell­
ious “shall be punished with ever­
lasting destruction from the presence 
of the Lord.” Ami we fire equally as 
convinced that we, personally, shall 
be “mode manifest before the Judg­
ment seat of Christ.’1 We no more 
question tbe approach of the day of 
judgment than the approach of the 
day of death.

The vital 
questions which will then be present­
ed will never be related to the posi­
tion, the excellencies, or the failures 
of our fellows. We shall not be asked 
concerning our estimate of others, our 
opinion of their life and course, our 
thought* of the motivesand principles 
by which they have been actuated. 
We shall be required to answer for 
none but ourselves, and each will 
stand apart while It Is shown what

If we bad been asked to name the 
Scriptural problems Wich would be 
deemed most incompatible with our 
present Htage of scientific advance­
ment, we could hardly have men­
tioned any accounts more thoroughly 
misunderstood and rejected, oven by 
Biblical critics, than Joshua’s long 
day and the turning back of the sun 
as Indicated by the dial of Ahaz In the 
time of Hezekiah, as recounted in 
Isaiah 38, as these accounts have al­
ways seemed to be in direct antagon­
ism to our universally accepted laws 
of astronomical science.

But notwithstanding the general 
timidity with which these subjects 
arc discussed, there Is an author, in 
the person of Lieut. C. A. L. Totten, 
of Yale University, told enough to 
take the matter In band and claim 
ability to demonstrate mathematical­
ly, astronomically, chronologically, 
and historically that these two mooted 
occurrences are verified as recorded to 
their most minute particulars.

His method of proving the reality of 
the phenomenon of the prolonged day, 
which be declares to have lasted Just 
471 hours, Is first from secular history 
handed down from Greece, China' and 
Egypt, the only nations at that time 
who made observations or who were 
capable of preserving a record of ex­
traordinary occurrences, and each of 
these nations, be claims, has a dis­
tinct account of an extended day, and

from which it sprouted. Because Cal­
vinism would have God remain (tod, 
and could not conceive of any good 
will or work In man unless depending 
on a will and work of God, it professed 
tbe doctrine of predestination. Be- 
caase it would have God remain God, 
and therefore held that wherever He 
spoke it behooved the creature to be 
sllkm, it professed the authority of 
tbs Loly Scriptures. Because it 
would have God remain God, and 
bebee ascribed absolute validity to 
tbe bond of His covenant, it professed 
the mysterious working of covenant*!- 
grae^ Because It would have God re­
main God, and hence did not alluw It­
self to put the moral question of our 
guilt Individually, as we are accustom­
ed to do, but organically, as Is tbe 
standing'of humanity before God, Il 
professed not only hereditary corrup­
tion. but also, as tbe cause of this, 
hereditary guilt And again, because 
Il would have God remain God, and 
held tbe entire range of human life In 
subjection to His law, for this and for 
no other reason Calvinism came to ad­
vocate a strict Puritanism.

Every other explanation leaves tbe 
historical phenomenon of Calvinism 
an unsolved riddle. If Ite specific 
character lay in “predestination," we 
might expect to meet In Calviulstic 
countries with passive people renounc­
ing all manner of good works, and 
wailing in stolid Insensibility for the 
evidence of election to make Ite ap­
pearance. So absolute an emphasis 
placed on tbe work of God, aud so 
complete a denial of all value residing 
in' the work of man, could not but 
have resulted in the most shameful 
Abtlnomianlsm. If now, In sharp 
contrast to this, wherever-Calvinism 
has held Its triumphant entrance, In 
Geneva, among tbe French Hugue- 
ndu, in Scotland, in tbe Netherlands 
wrestling with Spain, and certainly 
not the least In the rise of the first

had to walk. Because It would have 
God remain Gid, Il professed to .find 
the source of all grace solely In the 
mercy of God, and at the same time 
prescribed a rule of life that made the 
human will completely subject to the 
will of God. To be sure, Quletlstlc 
circles have formed in Calvinlstlc 
countries, and among Calvlnistic na­
tions Antlnomian sects have arisen; 
but far from commending this Qulet- 
istp or palliating this Antlnomlanlsm. 
the true Calvinism of nil centuries has 
shaken both these morbid excrescences 
like venomous vl; oh from Ite arm.

To recapitulate: Religion on earth 
finds Ite highest expression In the act 
of prayer. But Calvinism In the 
Christian church Is simply that ten­
dency which makes a man assume the 
same altitude towards God In his pro­
fession and life, which ho already ex­
hibits in bls prayer. There is no 
Christian, be be Lutheran or Bapllst, 
Methodist or Greek, whoso prayer Is 
nut thoroughly Calvinlstlc; no child of 
God, to whatever church organization 
he may belong, but In his prayer be 
gives glory to God above and renders 
thanks to bls Father In heaven for all 
the grace working In him, and ac­
kbowlodges that tbe eternal love of 
God alone has. In the face of his resist- 
abce, drawn him out of darkness Into 
light. Oli bls knees before God, every 
one that has been saved will recognize 
the sole efficiency of the Holy Spirit In 
every good work performed, aud will 
acknowledge that without the atoning 
grace of Him who Is rich In mercies, 
he would not exist for a moment, but 
would sink away In guilt and sin. In 
a word, whosoever truly prays, as­
cribes nothing to his own will or pow­
er except the sin that condemns him 
before God, and knows of nothing that 
could enduro the Judgment of God ex­
cept It be wrought within him by the 
divine luve. But whilst ail other ten­
dencies in tbe church preserve this at­
titude as long as their prayer lasts, to 
lose themselves in radically different 
conceptions as soon as the Amen has 
been pronounced, the Calvinist ad­
heres to the truth of bls prayer, In his 
confession, In his theology. In bis life, 
and tbe Amen ihat has closed bls pe­
tition re-echoes In tbe depths of bis 
oonsciousness and throughout tbe 
whole of his existence.

The next was Mary 
Brush, who, on July 21, 1815, got a 
patent on a corset.

Nearly all these three thousand and 
more patent* are for article* for tbe 
toilet, or for houaehold work, or for 
tbe special use of Invalid*. Elghty- 
tbree of tbemjzre for corset*, for ex­
ample. In proportion to population 
Connecticut ba* bad more inventor* 
than any other *late, and New Eng­
land more than any other section of 
the country.

Very few of tho inventions ever 
bring any profit to the Inventor*. We 
were told in tbe Patent Office that 
fully ninety-five per cent, of the pat­
ent* Issued never paid for tbe trouble 
and expente of galling them.

Much money I* also warted by those 
who seek patent*. For example, not 
long mo a gentleman came al) tbe 
way from California to WMblngton 
to apply for a patent for an Invention 
bo bad made, only to learn nt tbe office 
tbat be wu too late, a patent having 
been taken out which covered hl* 
case. A letter to the Department 
would have saved him all Ibis ex­
pense.

Wo beat on all side* of the Injury 
done to Oriental art by European In­
fluence. Japan, India, Persia and Tur-, 
key are all sufferers in this regard. 
The arte of China, even, are worse tor 
this Occidental Impact.

In an article recently published in 
The Nineteenth Century upon “The De­
cline of Indian Taste,” the author, 
Georgiana Klngscote, shows how In 
Southern India the manufactures are 
tlnselly and worthless, being a mix­
ture of bad Indian and bad English or 
French work. Good black and red 
dye*, which huve world-wide reputa­
tion, have been replaced by a Euro­
pean black and by that most repulsive 
of nil shades "magenta.” The Hindu 
woman Is captivated by the cheapness 
of the machine-made cloth In the ba- 
taar, one piece of which, eight yards 
In kngth, she wears wound around 
her body, "forgetting that the old 
Hindu cloths used to lust her .two 
years, where the English-made one 
only lasts her tour months, and even 
then the color goes when the old one 
used to be washed and rewasbed with­
out damage.”

In weaving districts the workmen 
have been forced to turn to agricul­
ture, leaving only one where there 
were formerly ten to carry on their 
old occupation: and border patterns 
that used to be varied by the weaver’s 
band from day today, as bis woik pro­
gressed, are now turned out by ma­
chinery in an unvarying uniformity of 
pattern. Lace, thread, and the beau­
tiful Indian bed spreads, which used 
tu require as many as two hundred 
blocks of wood for one pattern, all 
have vanished. They are no longer 
made In India. Cheap machine lace, 
English thread and stamped cretonnes 
have driven them out.

It would be quite Impossible for mo 
to repeat the whole list of handicraft* 
enumerated In this article, all of 
which have been injured by the Intro­
duction of third-rate English goods 
Into India. Commonplace work that 
perhaps is Itself an Imitation of the 
work of some other nation is shipped 
to India, to be in Ite turn copied by 
the native artists there. Hindu carpet 
weaving, wood carving, carpentering, 
cabinet-making, gold and silver 
working and carving, and the set­
ting of Jewels, and the manufac­
ture of pottery after Hindu fash­
ion. are all supplanted by Eu­
ropean method* and designs. As arts, 
those are all dead or dying. Res)

broidery? Why should they be taught 
to crochet shawls and tidies wben 
their own embroider is so much bet­
ter than anything our missionaries 
can teach? Again, one woman mis­
sionary writes from Japan: “A lady In 
town has kindly offered to take a class 
In drawing In our school, and we are 
very glad to accept her offer. Tbe 
teachers and graduates, with two or 
three other girls, who have some little 
talept, are to have the benefit of her 
instructions.” Think of a “lady in 
town" teaching Japanese girls to draw 
when our skilled artists, such as Mr. 
LaFarge or Mr. Blum make pilgrim­
ages to Japan to study devoutly its 
marvelous draughtsmanship.

We all know that there has been 
great detoriatlon In the manufacture 
of pottery and china in Japan. Un- 
decorated ware has been Introduced 
from Europe for decoration, aud Eu­
ropean designs have been imported 
for Japanese use. I bave known mi*- 
slonarics returning from Japan to 
bring with.them as specially choice 
specimens of an, cu|h anJ saucers of 
French china with Japanese decora­
tion. A mongrel art Is substituted for 
native work, aud the missionary, un­
less trained to some appreciation ot 
what is really excellent In native ar£ 
encourages tbe hybrid.

One reads with les* emotion—Cut 
with some amusement, of the "night­
dresses elaborately trimmed, of wodl 
shawls, duster-bags, babies' sacques, 
tidies, afghans and yards of edging 
and rick rack," made by pupils In an 
A frican school. There apparently, no 
native art or needle-work already ex­
isted to be vitiated by American taste. 
In Spain, too, pupils are taught sew­
ing and "fancy work;” und the most 
noticeable article among tbe speci­
mens of handiwork exhibited at .the 
close ot a school term was "a copy of 
u lithograph made Io fine black silk 
on white satin, which wa* hardly to 
be distinguished from the original pic­
ture.” This style of needle-work 
could hardly bave been taught by tbe 
missionary. It has been a favorite art 
with our great-grandmothers and ha* 
probably been taught in Spanish nun- 
ucrlcs.

Turkish needle-work is perhaps suf­
fering more than Japanese from this 
mistaken kindness ot friend*. We 
read in a school report:

"Two afternoons of 'each week are 
devoted to sewing. Many of these 
<pupilsi had never learned tbe use of 
sewing or chrocheting needles, so 
when al the close of tbe term, fifteen 
pretty fairy zephyr shawls, looking 
like the product of fairy Angers, and 
sixty clean, neatly finished pieces ot 
work, consisting of children’s dresses. 
Jackets, hoods, sofa pillows, and tidies 
were ready for sale, It was thought a 
great success."

Let those who have not learned the 
use of the needle be taught It, by all 
means, but let pupils be encouraged to 
make use of tbeir own native material 
und design*. Crocheted work in 
thread, no matter how exquisitely 
done, and 1 have very l>eautitul work 
of. ibis sort wrought In Turkish 
schools, should never be allowed to 
crowd out their own beautiful white 
work ot which a teacher writes, be- 
Iraylng her lack of appreciation of 
Turkish bru that ills “almost equal 
to nun's work at hom>< In ibis con­
nection Il I* retre«hlng\o read of a 
•pinning class Is. one of the school*. 
Girls wbo have gone to mlsalouary 
Helds from the school-room or college, 
wbo bave had no art training and 
know nothing of embroidery except as 
they have experimented upon some 
crazy quilt or outline work for a fair, 
may do much mischief by substituting 
tbeir fond and foolish home memories 
for solid native art. [Independent.
