"Tbe report upon public Instruction 
In France contains some interesting 
figures. Confining our attention to 
Intermediate schools. It appears that 
tbe practical monopoly of education 
by the government has nearly extin­
guished the private schools not sup­
ported by religious denominations. 
They have decreased in number since 
1876, from 4M, with 30,000 pupils, to 
25‘j in iwi, with only 1S.000 pupils. 
On tbe other hand, the religious 
schools, in spite of most oppressive 
legislation, show s considerable in­
crease. In 1876, they numbered 300, 
with 46,800 pupils, and the 13V petite 
seminaries bad In addition more than 
90,000 pupils. Comparing these num­
bers with those of tbe government 
schools, it seem* that about one-half 
of tbe youth of tbe middle class are 
still educated outside of the goveftp 
meat Institutions."

Whether that be so or no, the circum­
stances under which tbe , psalmist 
sings are obviously those of wry great 
difficulty and oppression. But he 
sings himself Into confidence and good 
cheer. In tbe dark he believes In the

There are--------- r->— ----- 
give their perfumes after sdnset and
are sweetest when the night dews are 
falling. Tire true religious life is like 
these. A heart really based upon 
God, and st rest in Him, never 
breathes forth such fragrant and 
strong perfume as in the darkness of 
sorrow. The repetition of “my heart 
to fixed” adds emphasis to the expres­
sion of unalterable determination.

ed to live as Christian people.
But Is there any necessity for such 

alternations? Some degree of fluctua­
tion there will always be. The very 
exercise of emotion tends to Its ex­
tinction. Varying conditions of 
health and other externals will affect 
the buoyancy and clear-sightedness 
and vivacity of tbe spiritual life. 
Only a barometer that is out of order 
will always stand at set fair.

Bnt while there cannot be absolute 
uniformity, there might and should 
be a far nearer approach to an equable 
temperature of a much higher range 
than tbe readings of most professing 
Christians give.

Their hearts are 
fixed, truly, but fixed on earth. Their 
frost Is broken by no thaw, their tepid 
formalism Interrupted by no dfsturb-

sclously and honestly try to look be­
yond tbe things seen and temporal, 
even whilst we are working tn the 
midst of them, and keep clear before 
us tbe summit to which dur faith 
tends. If we lived In tbe endeavor to 
realize that great white tbrofe, and 
Him that sits upon it, we should find 
it easier to say, " My heart Is fixed, O 
God, my heart Is fixed.” 1

But be sure of this, there will be no 
such uniformity of religions experi­
ence throughout our lives unless there 
be frequent times In them In which 
we go. into onr chambers and shut our 
doors about us, and hold communion 
with out Father In Secret. Every­
thing noble and great in tbe Christian 
life la fed by solitude, and everything 
poor and mean and hypocritical and 
low-toned is nourished by continual 
absence from tbe secret place of the 
Moat High.

Ab, brethren, bow unlika the brok­
en, interrupted, divergent lines that 
we draw? Our religious mbmenta are 
not knit together, and teaching one 
upon tbe other, but they are like tbe 
pools In the bed of a half dried-up 
Australian stream—a pond here and 
a stretch of white, blistering pebbles 
there, and then a little drop of water, 

' and then another reach df drynees. 
They sbould all be knit together by 
one continuous flow of a fixed love,

Brides the fluctuations due to our 
own changes of mood, there are. also, 
tbe distracting Influences of even tbe 
duties which God lays upon us. Il Is 
bard for a man with the material 
task of tbe moment that takes all bls 
powers to keep a little corner of bis 
heart clear, an<J to feel that God Is 
there. It Ie difficult in tbe clatter of 
the mill or tbe crowds on Change, to 
do our work as for snd In remem­
brance of Christ. It Is difficult; but It 
Is possible. Distractions are made dis­
tractions by our own folly and weak­
ness. There is nothing that it is our 
duty to do which an honest attempt 
to do from tbe right motive could not 
convert into a positive help to getting 
nearer God. It Is for us to determine 
whether tbe tasks of life, and this In­
trusive external and material world, 
sball veil Him from us, or shall re­
veal Him to us. It is for us to deter­
mine whether we sball make our secu­
lar avocation, and Its trials, little and 
great, a means to get nearer to God, 
or a means to shut Him out from us, 
•nd us from Him. There is nothing 
but sin incompatible with tbe fixed 
heart, the resolved will, the continual 
communion, nothing Incompatible, 
though there may be much that makes 
It difficult to realize and preserve 
these.

And then, of course, tbe trials and 
sorrows which strike us all make this 
fixed heart bard to keep. It Is easy, 
as 1 said, to vow, "I will sing and 
give praise," when flesh is comfortable 
and prosperity Is spreading Its bright 
sky over our beads. Il is harder to 
say It when disappointment and bit­
terness are In the heart, and an empty 
place there-that aches and will never 
be filled. It is harder for a man to 
say It when, like this psalmist, hls

hearts so continuously fixed as that no 
attraction sball draw tbe needle aside 
one point from tbe pole or not. It is 
possible for us all to have them i^great 
deal steadier than In that wavering, 
fluctuating vacillation which now 
rules them.

And as -he engaged In his work and 
perceived Ite unrivaled importance, 
and realized that the eternal destinies 
of Immortal souls depended upon his 
presentation of the Gospel, he almost 
trcmble^vtth a keen seHte of tbe aw­
ful responsibility. Is It any wonder 
that he preached with such untiring 
energy and unremitting zeal? Is it a 
source of surprise that be held hls

to regard him as the source of their 
strength. Paul was pre-eminently a 
Gospel preacher. Hls theme was, 
“Cu-tot crucified," hls aim, the salva­
tion of Souls. Sometimes penniless, 
perhaps, frequently alone, practically 
ostracised from the better and more 
influential classes of hls race, be went, 
forth into an Indifferent and unsym­
pathetic world, a world steeped In 
iniquity and sunken in depravity, to 
preach a new and untried religion 
whose founder bate but lately hanged 
upon the accursed tree as a common 
crim nal. What a task! Brother, 
think. He bad no Inspiring record of 
eighteen centuries of splendid achieve­
ment, such as you and I have, with 
which to silence objectors: no account 
of signal victories won In tbe name of 
Cbrlst, such aa tbe islands of the Pa­
cific; no list of martyrs whose faith 
was triumphant even amid tbe con­
suming flames. No, none of these 
witnesses were his In Asia Minor 
and Eastern Europe be stood almost 
alone, a great tower of strength, a 
firm and Immovable light-house amid 
tbe deep darkness of depravity and 
the destructive breakers of‘iniquity. 
For such a work at such a time, what 
powers of endurance, what courage, 
what energy, what wisdom, were 
needed! And yet how grandly suc­
cessful was be! One might well ask, 
Whence came his help? Let Paul an­
swer, “My speech and my preaching

■urely as suffering and distress fodl- 
cate sin. so surely dose failure Indicate 
error. Then the present embatass- 
ment so generally felt by missionaries 
in active service, consequent upon de­
pleted treasuries, Is due to some; de­
fect somewhere. Where is that defect? 
Some seek to find It In tbe Indiffer­
ence of Christiana in the home lands, 
whose contributions are frequently 
disproportionate to their mdsns. 
Others, perhaps, may ascribe it to In- 
discretion on the part of tbe Boards. 
Both of these may be blameworthy, or 
they may not. It Is not my purpose 
to criticise either of them. I seek for 
the chief defect among tbe mlstlon- 
artes themselves, and it my Judgment 
Is correct It Is found In tbe shape pf a 
subtle materialism. We m isslonaklea, 
I fear, are growing materialistic,:and 
our materialism shows Itself both In 
the establishment of schools and in 
the free use of money.

Ver.). It seems from tbe connection 
that Paul wrote these words in order 
to arrest any slight misapprehension 
or discontent that might arise among 
the Gentile Christiana, to whom be 
was writing, by reason of tbe great 
prominence accorded to the Jews In 
bis letter. He was writing to the Ro­
man or Gentile Christians, yet be fre­
quently mentioned tbe Jews, and 
even enters Into a moderately full dis­
cussion of their distress and calamity, 
deeply lamenting their fallen condi­
tion. In the midst of his discourse be 
stops to remind tbe Gentiles that be 
has not fqjgotten that Jie la their 
apostle, but that on Lbe'conirary be 
holds hls apostleship In great honor, 
and then proceeds to explain that the 
receiving of tbe Jews would benefit 
the world and thereby advance bls 
own peculiar work among the Gen­
tiles. But the fact that 1 really wish 
to emphasize here, Is tbe great Impor­
tance which Paul attached to bls own 
work, and the high degree of satisfac­
tion which be enjoyed while engaging 
therein. “I glorify my ministry," 
says be. Thst is, be esteemed bis 
work to be of first importance, held it 
In high honor, and regarded himself 
as one highly favored of the Lord In 
that be was chosen for just such an 
occupation. Herein lies one of tbe 
chief elements of Paul’s success. Of 
course be was s man of great natural 
ability and splendid attainments. He 
possessed a wonderful insight into 
things spiritual, often penetrating be­
neath tbe surface of accepted opinions 
and disclosing important truths In 
their true relations 'He was gifted in 
tbe use of tongue snd pen, combining 
accuracy and freedom from excess 
with Impassioned earnestness and 
fiery logic. And withal, bis high sense 
of honor snd self-respect, his unwaver­
ing devotion to tbe cause of rlghteous-

Is not: for he who realizes the respon­
sibility of being God's mouth-piece, 
commissioned to declare the words of 
eternal life to a guilty and condemned 
world, can scarcely be Indifferent or 
negligent.

1 Tbe high estimate which Paul 
placed upon bls work was conducive 
to a spirit of noble self-sacrifice. His 
great alm was to carry tbe Gospel to 
those wbo were Ignorant of its exist­
ence, hoping thereby to be made an 
Instrument of salvation. In endeav­
oring to execute bis hlgb and holy 
purpose, be was not deterred from'en- 
during hardships or making sacrifices 
by a consideration of his rights as an 
individual. Such rights be clearly 
possessed, but frequently be refused

For example, in the Oth chapter of 
first Corinthians he clearly sets forth 
the preacher's legitimate claim upon 
bis people for material rupport, de­
claring that “the Lord ordained that 
they which proclaim the Gospel should 
live of tbe Gospel."

"Nevertheless," he added, "we did 
not use this right; but we bear all 
things, that we may cause no binder- 
ante to the Gospel of Christ." He 
was willing to deny himself any pleas­
ure or comfort, if by such denial be 
could advance the Interests of hls 
work. Individual rights and personal 
preferences were waived, and he was 
Influenced by tbe consideration of ad­
vantage or disadvantage to tbe cause. 
No comfort, however Innocent, which 
Impaired bis usefulness or in any way 
detracted from hls influence, was re­
tained and defended on tbe ground of 
personal right, but was immediately 
foregone. He sank himself In bls 
work, and yet by so doing stamped 
bis individuality there. He became 
all things to all men, that he might 
by all means save some. Again, be 
was not only willing to forego many 
comforts-that ffb^oould have legiti­
mately claimed, bu^he patiently suf­
fered affliction and persecution, all 
for the sake of the Gospel. He was 
beaten, Imprisoned, stoned, and worse 
than all, basely calumniated by mem­
bers of his own race. Knowing Paul’s 
sympathetic nature, hls ardent, pa­
triotic love and hls enthusiastic re­
gard for tbe Jews, I have thought 
that one of tbe bitterest experiences 
of bls life was when falsely accused 
by bls own people, his kinsmen after 
the flesh, beforerOentile courts, and 
especially when 'Ananias, tbe Jewish 
high priest, employed Tertullua, a

bis fellow-men, coupled with a wealth

dom, but In demonstration of tbe 
Spirit and of power." He trusted not 
In himself, but relied up^n God and 
thence came bis help.

Now then from the above remarks 
we perceive that Paul “glorified his 
ministry,” I. e., held It In high es­
teem, and as a natural result be was 
steadfast and immovable in purpose, 
ready and wining to forego any com­
fort and endure any hardship, and 
was kept In constant and humble de­
pendence upon God.

Now let us pause for a moment and 
make a few practical observations. 
Tbe majority'of us are missionaries. 
Who is a missionary? One sent on a 
mission, what is the nature of tbe 
mission? The propagation of tbe Gos­
pel of Jesus Christ. Who Is tbe 
sender? God. Now, brother, what 
estimate do you place on your work? 
Paul was a missionary sent by the 
same God wbo sent you, and on a 
mission verv similar to yours, viz., tbe 
preaching of tbe Gospel.
As we bare seen, be considered bis 
work to be of prime importance, from 
which, under any consideration, be 
could' not turn aside. No, I do not 
believe that Paul would have turned 
aside from preaching for tbe most ex­
alted post of honor in the Boman 
Empire, nor even for a professorship 
In the highest school In tbe land. 
Henee be lived and died a preacher of 
tbe Gospel. Let each of us ask him­
self tbe question.' “Did God send me 
here to preach the G<»pel?" If you 
can answer In tbe affirmative, then 
are you preaching It? It not, wby 
not? A word here about preaching. 
Brethren, are we not in danger of es­
teeming the Word of God too lightly? 
In our feverish Impatience are we not 
sometimes attracted by methods 
which give more flattering promise of 
speedy results? For example, are we 
not spending too much time, money 
and talent in tbe bumdrum work of 
school Leaching? I know education Is 
<<>«!. but salvation is better. Educa­
tion is very desirable, but salvation 
Is Infinitely more so. Our object is 
the salvation of souls. God has not 
promised to bless education In the sal­
vation of souls, but he has promised 
to bless preaching. Education at 
best, placed In its most favorable 
light, Is only an Indirect method of 
salvation, followed by doubtful re­
sults; preaching Is the>dlrect. Our 
work ss missionaries is pre-eminently 
to proclaim tbe Gospel, pure and sim­
ple; God’s work Is to bless the preach-

on money. I sometimes think if Some 
financial crisis should occur which 
would deprive missionaries of all Sup­
port save enough for bare subsistence, 
It would w6rk the beginning of a spir­
itual revival such as tbe world) has 
never witnessed since apostolic 4»y»- 
If the general tenor of one's conver­
sation indicates tbe general treqd of 
bls thoughts, sometimes tbe mission­
ary's conversation Indicates that he 
is more dependent upon hls school and 
hls “appropriations” than the Holy 
Spirit. One does not feel tbe neces­
sity of trusting God for food and cloth­
ing when In the midst of peac^and 
plenty, neither does the strong and 
vigorous man think of calling on (God 
for physical strength and prowess. 
So tbe missionary with hls annual 
“appropriations,’’ sufficient to meet 
all expenses, Is comfortable and easy, 
and in danger of forgetting God; ; and 
I fear that sometimes we are more 
concerned about courting a favorable 
recognition from our Boards than we 
are to win the approval of our master.

Brethren, let us beware of material­
ism. Materialism leads to rational­
ism, rationalism to agnosticism,) and 
agnosticism leads straight to Jiell. 
But tn addition to this, there Is dan­
ger of creating an unfavorable Impres­
sion among tbe Japanese. We, breth­
ren, you and I, are the representatives 
of Cbrlst on earth, and our work is11 
the advancement of bls kingdom. 
Tbe opinion of the heathen, wbo know 
oot Christ, concerning bis kingdom, 
will be formed by the estimate which 
we ourselves place thereon. If we 
unduly magnify the Importance of 
material means, such as schools; and 
mopey, thus Indicating our depend­
ence upon these, what lmpreMlon;will 
be made on the beathen? Those 
whose spiritual elevation we are Seek­
ing will mistake our mission and'wlll 
come to value our work by the educa­
tional and monetary advantages It 
offers. Christ's kingdom is spiritual, 
but we are in danger of creating tbe 
impression that it Ie material.

Brethren, Judging from your Sown 
experience, what impression does the 
average professor In heathen 
hold respecting Christianity? 
he regard It as “the power of !God 
unto every one that believeth," ;and 
appreciate IL as the means whereby 
be was made an heir of God ah<l a 
Joint heir with Cbrlst? or does be ^Im­
ply regard it aa one of tbe many re­
ligions of the world worthy to be em­
braced because of Its remunerative 
adjuncts? Cannot Isaiah's descrip­
tion of the princes of Jerusaledi be 
applied to native Christians with 
mournful frequency, “Every ondlov- 
etb gifts and followetb after; re­
wards”? These questions are lirtl- 
nent because we missionaries ary re­
sponsible for tbe Ufcfistlanlty that is 
the direct outgrowth of our teaching, 
conduct and example. We are creat­
ing and fixing the type of Cbristlijn.ty 
that will prevail among us.

They 
charge our Lord with having Mid 
what wm false. The floe phrases of 
those who apologize for these critics 
who contradict our Lord, will not 
avail. Fine phrasee are nothing to 
people like tbe Baptists, wbo use their 
common mom and who believe in the 
Bible with all their hMrt*.

There have always been critics from 
the days of Cclsus until’ now, wbo 
sought to pick flaws in the Bible; but

that these flaw picker* are now set up 
to teach the rising generation of 
preachers. The Bible is not/in danger, 
but our young preachers are. If they 
sit under such teaching. This Rock 
of Ages has withstood the tempest* of 
eighteen centuries and IC is in no dan­
ger of being ovturnad by the breath of 
thebe self styled “higher critic*." We 
are not concerned about saving the 
Bible, not at all, but we would Mve

wlll come “ when they will not endure 
sound doctrine." It Is not that they 
will refuse to believe sound doctrine, 
but that they will not endure It. The 
preaching of sound doctrine will 
aroUM their bitterest hostility. This 
wm well illustrated recently In Lon­
don st the International Congregs- 
tional Council. Dr. Goodwin of Chi­
cago preached a sermon before the 
Council, in Dr. Parker’s church, set­
ting forth and defending the faith of 
the Puritans, as held by the Congrega­
tionalists for generations past and as 
Mt forth in all their standards.
