Thus 
we may best guard the doctrine of a 
regenerate membership in our church­
es, and prevent person* from being 
deceived.

One woijld bave thought 
that every Israelite would have said, 
when the thick darkness was overall 
the land, even “darkness that might 
be fe)t,".»ure)y Jehovah I* a great and 
mighty God. When there was a 
storm of thunder and hall over all 
Egypt, the like of which bail never 
been known before, would It not have 
been natural for them to cry, “Who Is 
like unto thee, O Jehovah? We, the 
people, liow before tby majesty!" The 
rlgbt-minded Israelite would have 
prostrated himself before the supreme 
power of God, and would never hence­
forth have doubled the Lord’s ability 
to redeem bis chosen nation.

But 
no; they neither seemed to tremble 
before tbe power, nor to bow before 
the sovereignty, of Jehovah; but they 
murmured against blm, and declared 
that he could not deliver them, and 
oomplalBed that they had been brought 
out of Egypt to die by tbe hand of 
Pharaoh at the Bed Se*.

Beyond all question, they ought to 
have recognized Jehovah's love to 
them. By so much a* the plagues 
were terrible to Egypt they were gra­
cious in his people. Though the Is­
raelite*-werea race of down-trodden 
slave*, the Lord loved them. He 
moved heaven and earth to liberate 
them; be not only made the very dust 
of Egypt alive for them, but he sent 
swift angels out of heaven to avenge 
tbe wnmgs of bls chosen. The orbs 
of heaven and the creature* of earth- 
all were brought to bear upon God's 
great pqrpose'of grace towards Israel. 
Truly sgld the Lord. "I gave Egypt 
for thy ransom: Ethiopia and Sell* 
for thee." Jt was love, wondrous love 
to Israel, which made the Lord to 
show bit signs In Egypt, his wonders 
In the tend of Ham. Why did they 
not become lovingly obedient In re­
turn for such favors? Why were they 
hard of heart, and sliff of neck, and 
unwilling to be led of the Lord their 
Gud? Alas! they underetisst not what 
tbe Lord was doing for them.

Tayolz, beloved, It may be thut the 
same fault can be laid. God ha* done 
great wonders for believers; bul, it 
may be, we have not yet learned bis 
power so as to trust bls might: nur 
bi* novefeignty, so a* to submit to bls 
will; nor his love, 10 as to rejoice In 
bls faithfulness. Alaa! we bave but 
little understanding: nay, worse, we 
bave none at all except a* tbe Lord, 
the Holy Spirit, teaches u* to profit, 
and Instructs us, as children are in­
structed.

Tbe tribes of Israel did not see in 
all this the claim which tbe Lord bad 
upon them. As a people, they be­
longed to him wbo bad made them a 
nation. Because of what he bad 
done for them, tbe Lord took up a pe­
culiar position to them, which he 
would have them acknowledge. Re­
member how, In the twentieth chap­
ter of Exodus, before tbe Lord pro­
claims his ten commands, he says: 
"1 am the Lord tby Gud, wblcb have 
brought thee out of tbe land of Egypt, 
out of the bouse of bondage." By 
this, Jehovah separated them to be 
his people, and be declared himself to 
be their God. During tbe blagues, he 
marked hi* special love to bls own; 
for w^eh the Lord sent a thick dark­
ness over *11 tbe land, we read: "But 
all tbe children of IsraeIJnd light in 
their dwellings.” When the cattle of 
Egypt.died, Pharaoh sent and found, 
upondnguiry, that "there was not one 
of the cattle of the Israelites dead." 
When the first-born of Egypt fell 
dead beneath tbe angel's sword, the 
sprinkled blood of Ike passover lamb 
secured to all Israel Protection from 
the midnight slaughter; and men 
were made to knuw that God did put 
a difference between bis'chosen and 
tbe meg of Egypt. Yet, tbe favored 
people did not understand II; the 
truth was conspicuous enough, but 
they did not perceive it a* they 
ought to have done; neilber did they 
practically show that they were tbe 
Lord's people and that he only waa 
tbelr God. The like slowness to take 
Up our true position, we may sec and 
mourn tn ourselves.

1 am afraid 
tor you If you have only a t!lm»y expe­
rience, a skio-deep conviction, u blind 
man's apprehension of heavenly light. 
No wonder If very soon you forget, 
and afterward* reliel. Lei us pray 
God ihat both In ourselves and in 
those whom we bring to Christ, tbe 
work of grace may be deep and thor­
ough: and may our faith in Jesus be 
sustained by a clear undortlandiog of 
the gospel, and of our Lord's dealing* 
wilb us!

In the last two decade* 
tbe opponents of revelation bave l*en 
of two classes—those wbo bave claimed 
to Und in the Scriptures abundant 
contradictions and errors, god those 
who, having busied themselves with 
the study of natural science, bold that 
tbelr Investigations lead them to dis­
pute the divine interpretation of the 
system and conduct ot nature.

If we take history as our guide, we 
shall And that no advantage ba* eve? 
been gained by coucespion* lo tbe foe* 
of tbe truth. Wherever it has been 
done, In the hope that there might be 
reconciliation, and that tbe truth 
might live and win friends from tbe 
opposition by a certain Innocent exhi­

That U a good Idea to raise a “ re­

'Board to be used In pmergeudes when 
it is necessary to borrow money to pay 
the missionaries. Every year a heavy 
item in tbe expense account uf tbe 
Board is for interest on borrowed 
muwey. This it because the churches 
withhold their contribution* lu the 
last, and the missionaries on tbe field 
must be paid their meagre salaries 
when due. The missionaries are 
among st rangers and among many en­
emies. Having no credit where they 
live' they'are obliged to have their 
Huallpay promptly in order to con­
tinue their work. The churches hold­
ing back their contributions till the 
last of the year leaves the Board no 
alternative but to borrow the money 
and repay 14 when the returns from 
the churches come io. The bank* 
who advance this money charge io- 
torett, a* back* always do, and this 
Item amount* to enough every year to 
support a missionary on the foreign 
fluid. This proposed "reserved fund," 
say •30,000, will relieve this difficulty 
and also strengthen the credit or the 
Board. Why the denomination should 
prefer to pay Interest rather than to 
send in their contributions promptly, 
is one uf tbe mysteries.

It is easy to construe a 
willingness on the pan of a preacher 
to consider the question of bls duty, 
as an encouragement to make the call. 
Churches often act hastily, and then 
disappointed people find It easy to 
suspect coquetry. Sometimes. too, Il 
bapiiens that a preacher Inclines to 
the belief that he will accept a call, 
and answers inquiring letters to that 
effect, when, after the call comes, un­
