The Trend of Religious Thon*M 
In Engtand.

BY HKNRV <1. WESTON, It It.

In the Reformation In England three 
nations contended for the mastery. 
Not that they first appeared on Eng­
lish soil, or there were first engaged 
In conflict. But in England they met 
on terms and In conditions found in 
no other age or nation. The years 
from Wickliffe to the Revolution 
formed in that country “the great 
military age of Christianity, during 

- which the substance and forms of 
that religion were put In a contest 
which exhausted the possibilities of 
human nature.” The present condi­
tion and prospects of th<»e parties is 
a matter of Interest to us not only be­
cause of the place which England 
bolds In Christendom, but because 
our religious systems are inherited 
from England: her present Is our fu­
ture: and, midnfu mirtandis. her bat­
tles are, ours. Precisely the same 
three great religious divisions are in 
our religious ranks, only in different 
proportions, and, possibly, with some­
what different prospect*.

In attempting to characterize these 
Spools of thought, I recognize fully 
the fact that a person may belong to

fender of It* dl*tincllve position, and 
yet may cherish opinions incompati­
ble with the system with which he is 
identified. J recognize also the fact 
that very sweet charact ers uphold ob­
noxious systems; that very mean men 
advocate the t>est theories; and that 
the boundaries of systems often fade 
Into one another. The distinctive 
features of the Roman church are ex­
pressly forbidden by Christ, yet a Ro 
man Catholic book, "The Imitation of 
Christ”—the most widely circulated 
book of devotion the world has teen— 
stands among human productions of 
this character alone and unrivaled.' 
.The Romish mass is at war with the 
principles of Christianity, yet the 
prayers enjoined in the Missal for the

Let 
us remember also that subscription to 
a creed docs not always determine 
character or conduct. The Methodist 
church requires of its ministers, on 
their admission to the Conference, a 
solemn prom Lie that they will "en­
deavor not to preach too long nor loo 
loud;” but it would nut be safe to as­
sert that the Methodist ministry Is 
distinguished by the absence of loud 
preachers. So, If I say that one of 
the schools which I am about to name 
repudiates the saving or damning 
power of a'creed, please do not rise at 

. the conclusion of this paper and tell
me that 14 limes every year Church of 
England clergymen solemnly say, In 
the public worship of God, minister 
and people standing:

Whosoever will be saved, before al) 
things it is necessary that he hold the 
•athojlc faith.

And the Catholic faith Is this: That 
w? worship one God in Trinity, and 
Trinity in Unity. X

Neither confounding the persons, 
nor dividing the substance.

This is the Catholic faith, which

What is the distinctive doctrine of 
each of these, and what Is the rela- 
tiomot each to the Christianity of the 
New Testament?

The essence of the sacramental doc­
trine Is, that the effects of Christ's re­
demption are Impaited through mate­
rial clement*; that the water of bap­
tism communicates new life to the 
soul by the Holy Spirit; that In Ibe 
bread and wine of the communion ibe 
recipient partakes of the body and 
blood of Christ: that through the lay­
ing on of hands of the bishop, grace 
supernatural is communlcaud-tbe 
grace of the sacrament and sacra­
mental grace.

I do not 
mean immaterial, incorporeal, men­
tal, but wbat the New Testament in­
variably means by this word, pertain­
ing to the Holy Spirit.

Ite favorite texts, 
"The letter killetb, but the spirit gir- 
eth life,” has no such meaning as to 
ordinarily ascribed to IL Paul does 
uotoppoae the principle of tbe law to 
the words which express it; by tbe 
letter he means the old covenant, the 
Jewish dispensation; by tbe spirit, 
tbe new covenant, tbe Christian dis­
pensation. Id tbe recent Congrega­
tional Council, the non-recognltlon of 
ihe Holy Spirit was very noticeable. 
Even where be was uol reduced to Im­
personality, and bis work not merged 
In that of Christ, no stress was laid 
oo it. It was staled, though not In 
the Council, by a clergyman of the 
Church of England who is well ac­
quainted with tbe professors aud 
preachers pf Oxford;University, that 
'there was’not a man connected wA 
tbe University who really liellevMln 
the personality of tbe Holy Ghost. In 
the same line Is the doctrine already 
noticed. 1 hat there Is no distinction 
between the sacred and tbe secular.

The new theology to right in the as­
sertion that there to no distinction 
bet wen the sacred and the secular. 
All lawful secular things are sacred, 
and all tbe resulting relations and du­
ties are sacred relations and dutiqs: 
but tbc fallacy of the, new theology 
lies io supposing that these constitute 
all possible human relations. Chris­
tianity Introduces the regenerate man 
Into a heavenly sphere, a spiritual 
sphere, with spiritual laws and spirit­
ual relations. Sacred Institutions and 
law* have existed since the days ot 
Adam. But there were no laws or re­
lations In which the Holy Spirit was 
the informing principle before Chris­
tianity. The rulers of the State arc 
God's ministers, but they are not, 
therefore, Christian ministers; the 
Roman tax-gatherers were God’s min­
isters, but they were not spiritual 
ministers. Whenever you attempt to 
make secular and spiritual synony­
mous. you attempt that which has 
been the source of the greatest evil to 
both church and State. Tbc relation 
between busband and wife I* a sacred 
relation, but unless husband and wife 
arc partakers of tbc Holy Spirit, 
there to no spiritual relation between 
them. The relation between parent 
and child to a sacred relation: otiedl- 
cnee to the parent is the first divinely 
oidalned human duty; but In spiritual 
things Cbrist expressly for Kltuselt re­
pudiated any obligation to obey bls 
mother, and enjoins on bis followers 
to call no mao father in spiritual 
matters. Yuu cannot draw a line be­
tween tbe sacred and the secular, but 
if you are In harmony with the New 
Testament, you must discriminate lie- 
tween the secular and the spiritual; 
you must make a radical distinction 
between spiritual institutions, spirit­
ual laws, spiritual method*, and secu­
lar laws, secular methods, and secular 
institutions. '

Tbe evangelical view of Christ 
makes bls relation to the church Im­
mediate, continuous, vital.

That appeals to tbe modern represent­
atives of tbe mass of old beat lien pop­
ulations; ibis to tbe educated and 
thinking class of ancient paganism. 
Ita philosophy to that which ban al­
ways bad a peculiar fascination for 
cultivated mind*—pantheism. The 
philosophy of this school is pure Neo- 
platontooi. Ite doctrine of a "Christ 
immanent In every man, needing only 
to be developed and tuauifested is 
clear pantheism. The strength of 
New Testament Christianity lies in 
Ite personal and objective character. 
I have sometimes thought that there 
was only one truth and one falsehood;

On whatever side we look sacerdotal­
ism seems in one form or other, to be 
stamping it* impress on the Estab­
lishment."

It must not be supposed from all 
tbls that England is tending towards 
a union wltb tbe Roman church. 
There are 00 Indications ot this either 
on tbe aide of England or of Rome. 
Ou tbe contrary, while individuals 
may occasionally pass from ood^Sido 
to tbe other, there Is very mi/cb In 
the English traditional character to 
forbid any union.

on that question Rome will not yield 
an Inch and England will maintain

acter, Influence. Tbe incarnation Is 
"tbe entrance Into the world of a 
moulding and redeeming force in hu­
manity.'' Christ Is a force rather 
than a person. I have beard from a- 
cultured advocate of this school. In a 
sermon before a representative Bap­
tist gathering, an explicit denial of 
Christ's continuous existence. Tbe 
preacher contended that when Cbrist 
returned to heaven at bls ascension 
be was reabsorbed Into tbe Godhead, 
resuming tbe precise condition which 
existed before tbe incarnation. The 
most influential American editor be­
longing to this school assert* that 
forg I venues*—Ihe most tensely per­
sonal divine act—Is not tbc act of 
God. Forgiveness, be says, or tbe 
putting away of ain. Is only a cessa­
tion of sinning, and that can t>e ac­
complished by no one but tbe sinner 
himself.

The niw theology, like the sacra­
mental system, ba* made Wondrous 
strides during tbe last thirty year*. 
It has changed the field of strife and 
ibe arbiter of the conflict. Forty 
years ago the tattle of religious dif­
ferences ranged about the statement* 
6t Scripture. The Baptists and the 
Pedo-bapUsis drew all their argu­
ments from the Bible. What is tbe 
mean Ing ot buptiiot was tbe crucial 
question, and the answer determined 
tbe result of the contest. On the 
question of tbc duration of future 
punishment, In like manner, the dec­
larations of God in tbe Bible were on 
both sides admitted to be decisive. 
Now the field of strife has entirely 
changed. Men care very little wbat 
the Scriptural statement on any sub-

Minty, except that one or two of their 
leading and most honored men are uf 
the liberal school. The Independents 
are In tbe ranks of the new theology. 
Tbe Baptists, If we credit Mr. Spur­
geon are badly infected with the down­
grade. Dr. Bradford, In the article 
already quoted, says: "The strongest 
Baptist In England,-and one of tbe 
most eloquent and Influential, l« John 
Clifford, of London, and be is as broad 
In hto theology os Mr. Spurgeon 
to narrow." Dr. Bradford surely can 
not mean that Dr. Clifford to a strong 
Baptist, for he does not require bap­
tism In any form tor membership or 
office-bearing In hto church; indeed 
Dr. Clifford stated in the Council, 
with great applause, that one of hto 
deacons was a Quaker and another 
something else, I have forgotten what. 
But the Baptist* are not an active or 
Influential factor In the religious life 
of England. One or two men, like 
Mr. Spurgeon and Dr. MacLaren, are 
known, but beyond tbe one or two, 
the denomination is regarded with 
contemptuous Indifference.

The three great currents of religious 
thought of which I have spoken are 
in their last analysis but two, for with 
both tbe sacramental and anti-dog­
matic schools tbe great central fact uf 
Christianity I* Hie Incarnation. Tbe 
modern revival of both may be traced 
to one source, the philosophy of Col­
eridge. The conflict between them 
and the evangelical Is tbe old conflict 
between tbe flesh and the Spirit, the 
earthly and tbe heavenly. The one 
force Is encamped about tbe mount 
that can lie touched, the other has 
come to Mount Zion, the heavenly 
Jerusalem, to the general assembly 
and church of tbe first born enrolled 
In heaven. The'issue ot tbe conflict 
cannot be doubtful.

One ur two considerations have 
powerfully impressed me in tills sur­
vey, but I spare you anything more 
than tbe bare mention. One, both a 
cause and effect of the present stale 
of things, to the total neglect of tbe 
study ot theology from tbe days when 
tbe evangelical party was Influential 
in tbe Church of England to tbe pres­
ent time. Tbls is true of all schools 
of thought. Another to a fervent 
wish that the Baptiste might have a 
moiety ot tbe assertion, audacity ha<l 
courage which so dignity and adorn 
their opponent*.

The 
Greek hlttorliins got the name Go- 
brya* wrong, and got It down (or sub­
sequent copyist* for them I as Cyrus. 
Daniel Is thus completely vindicated. 
If these critics cannot stop the exca­
vations in Bible land*, they will soon 
be left without any ground to stand 
on. They have already made com­
plaint against tbe excavators that 
they are “lacking In proper respect 
for the scientific historic method." 
Utterly regardless of the fine spun 
theories, these critics “evolve from 
the depths of tbeir own conscious­
ness," and hurl at Mtwes and the Old 
Testament, these excavator* 
■ nd dig up what Is buried in Bi 
Egypt and Palestine, instead ol 
ought to be there according 
theories. Jn every encounter lie- 
tween the spade and the critics, tbe 
spado comes off victorious; and we do 
not tbink it will tie long before they 
will bitve to abandon the tight.

In the American Commentary, pub­
lished by the American Baptist Pub­
lication Society, and In the Commen­
tary on Mark, by Dr. W. N. Clarke, 
It is argued tbat Christ’s coming is a 
process, and not an event.
