In speaking of one class of Immi­
grant* a Congressional committee of 
last year said: “They are of a very 
low order of intelligence. Their hab- 
ito are vicious, tbelr customs are dis­
gusting, and the effect of tbelr pres­
ence here upon our social condition Is 
to be deplored. Ttey have not the 
influences, as we understand them, of 
a home: they do not know what tbe 
word meana; and, in tte opinion of 
the committee, no amount of effort 
would improve toelr morals, or Amer­
icanize ’ this class of Immigrant* "

From Africa.

We. Mrs. Smith and myself, left our 
home In Judsonia, Ark., on the tith of 
August for uur long Journey to our 
field of labor. The Sunday previous 
there bad liecn a farewell meeting In 
our church. Wc said the goodbye*, 
which cost ux how much word* cannot 
tell bul our heart* know and they 
know who are left tie hl nd, and we 
were soon off. I cannot forget the 
mother sitting on tbe piazza crying ax 
If her heart would break as her only 
boy walked away. We -pent a few 
day* with an uncle al Aurora, Ind., 
near Cincinnati. Finding an excur­
sion going from Cincinnati to Niagara 
Falls, and going with thia we saved 
considerable on our fare, and had an 
opportunity of seeing the falls. We 
spent a pleasant day at tbe falls meeu 
Ing here an uncle of my wife'*.

I out tell my Impressions of Niag­
ara: It Is too grand, beautiful, sublime 
for words to express. On tbe way u>

' one a missionary took u* In charge 
• and gave us a plcaaani time al his 
1 home. Al Grand Canarv Island we 
f had a most enjoyable ride over the 
' mountains. They have a* flue roads

We took dinner with 
them and enjoyed (or otherwise; our

There 
Is timely force In tbe remark. It 
shows that the Methodists who have 
outdone all other denominations In 
the ecclesiastical machinery buslnes*. 
arc coming to their mistake. 
Baptists have made, though not to 
the same extent, tbe same mistake. 
When we saw K>mcthlng that needed 
to lie done, we immediately set to 
work to devise some piece of machio- 
ety to do it, when machinery was not 
what was needed, but force. Ma­
chines have no power to engender 
force, they can only direct the force 
which Is supplied them. Indeed part 
of the force la consumed In simply 
running the machine, and ibl* has to 
be *ubiractcd from the total force to 
get wbal Is expended on tbe work to 
be done. If the engine which engen­
der* the force I* Weak, it 1* of no avail 
to hitch another machine V> It to con- 
«ume a part of the already too little 
fore*.

Of couree mme machinery I* needed. 
Force must tie directed If it i» to ac­
complish any work. Undirected force 
I* simply *o explosion. But machin­
ery without force Is useless. To add
another machine without correspond­
ingly lncren.ilng the force Is folly.
l* also true that surplus machinery 
I* u waste and a hindrance. We 
think the cause »f Christ in the 
world 1* greatly hindered by a 
surplus of machinery. And many 
think that the remedy is to devise yet 
additional machinery, as If the more 
machinery the better, regardless of 
ibe force svallable. It never occurs 
to them tba't, if tbe machinery al­
ready existing is not so effective as is 
desirable, the thing to do Is tee If the 
fore* cannot be increased.

It is conceded that the present ma­
chinery doe* Dot de the work *o well 
a* to desirably, but the remedy I* not 
togot*ome mure wheel* and bands, 
but to get added force. Increased 
force in the present machinery will do 
more than can eb done by all the new

think It Important that tbe World 
should know that they are coughing. 
In ehureb we huve seen men throw 
their coughs to tbe other end of tbe 
bouse. Sometimes they cough at ibe 
preacher, sometimes at the deacons, 
and sometimes at the strangers near 
tbe door. ’ They use their cough* 
much a* tbe ancient* u*ed catapult*. 
Other* cough in a very pompous man­
ner. a* If they bad a very disting­
uished cold. They use their cough as 
a means of impressing the world with 
a sense of their importance. Indeed, 
to cough at the proper time. In tbe 
proper place, and In th* proper quan­
tity. may be regarded a* a rare accom­
plishment. When a man cannot be 
telling bystanders hot* distinguished 
be is, he can oougb hi* Importance at 
them. This to often done, and with 
marked effect, We remember, when 
a child, being deeply Impressed with 
the greatues* of a mao -we heard 
cough on the street comer.

Some surrender themselves entirely 
to the cough In fitter unconsciousness 
of the presence and tbe nerves of 
others. They throw themselves Into 
the business as If to say, "This one 
thing J do." Cough follows cough In 
rapid procession, large and small, 
loud and low, hacking and tbroat- 
splltllng. Sometimes they get great­
ly excited in tbe business; tbeir faces 
turn red, tbeir tears come, aod they 
go through sundry antics, showing 
most Intense excitement. They seem 
to regard coughiogas the most impor­
tant thing that can possibly engage 
tbeir attention.

Others cough In a barking fashion,' 
which makes others waul t» cough 
too, and Is very aooovlng to those 
wbo sit near them in church. Il Is 
surprising how much dlsagrecable- 
nes* can be compressed Into a cough. 
Some persons, who have coughs, stay 
away from church lest they should 
disturb other*. They bad better go 
along, and then regulate the cough 
according to principle* of good taate. 
Some coughs are perfectly elegant, 
and so far from disturbing others, are 
really quite soothing In their effect. 
We know a lady whose cough, like all 
else about her, I* charming.

There are those wbo explode when 
they cough, so that instinctively on*

wrong thing*. But this should not 
deter u*. If all tbe negroes were good 
and wise they would be ahead of tbe 
while people and would need no help. 
Tbe very fact that some of them are 
ready to say and do unreaaouable and 
wicked things, but reveals their need. 
We must not allow such behaviour on

vorably. They only need our help all 
the more. And It Is to be remembered 
that tbe great mass of tbe colored peo­
ple accept thankfully wbat 1* done to 
help them.
