It gray be (though we doubt itjlall 
very well to criticize in the papers the 

. methods of our Mission Boards, but 
the Important thing is to increase tbe 
receipt* of those boards. There are 
many facts known to members of tbe 
boards which are unknown to those 
outside. For although tbe reports 
may be very full, yet they cannot be 
made to contain everything. The 
members of the boards bare no mo­
tive for doing strong, and they Ure 
brethren who have been chosen on: ac­
count of their supposed fitness -for 
managing tbe work. They give more 
time and thought to it than anybody 
else gives, and generally give more 
money to it, in proportion to tbelr 
means, than any one else. They h»ve 
also more facte before them than Oth­
ers have, and so are more likely to be 
right in tbelr Judgment than Is any 
outside brother, who may desire to 
criticize them.

If tbe body appointing them ha* so 
egregiously blundered as to select a 
body of men who In the aggregate 
has less wisdom than the outside crit­
ic, then unless the esse is of the great­
est urgency, tbe thing to do Is to Walt 
till the next meeting of the body *nd 
select a set of |Hser men.

• If n given board Mdopts a wrong pol­
icy, tbe first thing the critic should do 
Is to endeavor to convince them of 
tbelr mistake. Let him ask a bearing 
before the board, and let him lay-be­
fore them the reasons which make 
him think tbelr policy J* wrong. We 
do not believe there la any of our (de­
nominational boards who would hot 
give a critic a respectful hesrlng. , In 
case they persist In Lbeir error In spite 
of the critic's arguments, then . let 
him bring tbe matter before the Con­
vention or association which appoint­
ed the board. If be can convince 
them, well, but If not, and be Still 
thinks the eleven men an the Jury are 
wrong, let him consider whether after 
all the best results kill not be rertdbed 
by Lis working on In Une with hla 
brethren, If bo cannot bring them to 
tbe line bo desires.
