Both Sides of the Shield;

In trying to understand the truth 
of God we are In great danger of be­
ing one-sided. One man catches at 
part of a truth, and says, "That is it, 
and that Is the whole of It." Another 
man lays bold of another side of 
truth, and he says, "This Is tbe whole 
of It;" and straightway there arises a 
contention between them. They- are 
like the men who quarrelled as to tbe 
material of which a certain shield 
was made. One of them said, that It 
was a golden shield; tbe other-wa* 
equally sure that It was a silver one: 
whereas It so happened that il was 
gold on one side and silver on the 
other. So they fiercely wrangled 
wjien they might very well have been 
agreed if they had known a Utile 
more. Most truths have two sides,

Amalek in this act went forth to 
fight againstGod himself. Itwaspot 
with Israel alone that be warred; ho 
battled also with Jehovah, the God of 
Israel. In tbe words of tbe sixteenth 
verse, as some translate them, Ama­
lek bad laid bls bands upon tbe throne 
of God, therefore God laid his own 
band upon the throne, and swore by 
bis throne that be would uproot Ama­
lek from among the nations. It was 
because tbe opposition to ihe Israel­
ites wa» distinctly on account of God 
himself that therefore Amelek bad to 
be cut off. Dear brothers and sisters, 
you and 1 may be assailed by wicked 
men, and we may distinctly trace tbe 
whole of It to their malice, and to 
their enmity against God himself; 
but though that may be all true, yet 
we must net therefore be ourselves
malicious towards them. Neither

them. Nearly every doctrine la the 
Word ot God Is balanced by tome 
other doctrine, and many of tbe dif­
ferences amongst the people of. God 
have arisen from the undue stress 
which has been laid on one aspect uf 
truth, while the other side has been 
altogether neglected. This danger 
very frequently besets us. For in­
stance, some see the sovereignty of 
God, and are so carried away with 
that sublime truth that they deny 
the responsibility of man; they thus 
both wrest the doctrine they do know, 
and flg»“. against tbe doctrine they do

tbe Gospel invitation, and ,

must we be proud, as though we were 
Innocent, and they alone Were guilty. 
Wicked men nailed.our Saviour to 
the cross, but bis prayer for them was, 
"Father, forgive them; for they know 
noi wbat they do." Dearly beloved, 
if the ungodly hate you. and perse­
cute you, avenge not yourselves; but 
rather give place unto wrath: for it 
is written, "Vengeance Is mine: 1 will 
repay, salth the Lord." When you are 
persecuted for righteousness’ sake, the 
Lord takes notice of it. "Saul, Saul, 
why persecutes! thou me?" was the 
word which came from the excellent 
glory to him who Journeyed to Damas­
cus, "breathing aul threatenings and 
slaughter against the disciples ot the 
Lord." When be persecuted them be 
was really' persecuting their Master. 
Be not, then, troubled If men revile 
you, and persecute you, and say all 
manner ot evil against you falsely, for 
Christ's sake; but rather "Rejoice, and 
be exceeding glad: tor great Is your 
reward in heaven: /or so persecuted 
they the prophets which were before

to kill them? If you go against Monee, 
God will send Amalek against you, for 
remember th«t God does chasten bis 
people. Though he forgives, he chast­
ens; and bechastens an the more be­
cause be forgives. He condemns us 
in our consciences, that he may not 
condemn us st the Judgment-seat 
He afflicts us here, that we may not 
be destroyed with tbe world at the 
end. Now is the day of the bellevero' 
chastisement for his benefit By-and- 
by will be tbe time of the unbeliev­
er's punishment which shall bring 
him no benefit but shall be the Just 
reward of his evil deeds. Child of 
God, do you wish to receive chastise­
ment? You have only to go Into sin, 
and you may rest assured that you 
will not escape the rod. It you are a 
bastord, you' may, perhaps sin and 
prosper: but If you are s true-born 
child of God, you cannot sin without 
smarting for It

So, there Is our first point We may 
sometimes Justly charge our afflictions 
upon the ill intent of ungodly men; 
and yet at the same time, we may 
have to charge them also upon our­
selves. It may be equally true that 
we have procured them by aur own 
slips and stumblings in the way of the 
Lord, os that evil men have wickedly 
raised their bands against us. So, 
when attacks are made upon us, let 
us be more careful to search our own 
hearts, and examine our own Ures, 
than to condemn the faults of other 
men. To their God they will have to 
render tbclr own account.

In the second place, let us think of 
instrumentality In its double relation. 
Here, again, anot her contrast is to tie 
found In the lext and Ils connection. 
If you will notice, In tbe fifth verse 
God says to Moses, "Take with thee 
of the elders of Israel; and thy rod, 
wherewith thou smotest the river;” 
but when Moses talks about the rod. 
In the ninth verse, which forms our 
text, be says, "To-morrow I will stand 
on tbe top of tbe bill with the rod of 
God In mine hand.” In both verses It 
Is tbe same rod which is sp< ’ten of. 
God calls II the rod of Moses. Moses 
calls it the rod of God; and both 
these expressions ore true. I want 
you to recollect that. The first is 
true:\(t is the rod of Moses; that Is 
tbe humoQ side, and in this connec­
tion it is sometimes called the rod of 
Muses, and sometimes the rod of 
Aaron. But tbe divine side Is Just as 
noticeable, and tben it Is called the 
rod of God. With reference to the 
Instrumentality which God Is pleased 
to use, we must then remember Its 
twofold nature, ami look on botb sides 
of the shield.

The luminous 
simplicity that mark* the sermon* 
and addresses of Dr. Broadus is the 
highest product of culture, and is 
found only in tbe exceptional few who 
have the industry, and good taste, and 
mental power necessary for ths attain­
ment of the highest excellence. One 
may be pardoned, perhaps, for guess­
ing that even Dr. Broadus, in his salad 
days, was not so simply natural lo dic­
tion a* he is after the practice of years 
a* a public speaker.

Tbe Chestnut Tree.

SISSIS

In a bulletin recently published by 
the Pennsylvania Experiment Station, 
(located at Stage College P. O.,Centre 
county), Prof. William A. Buckn^ut 
gives some valuable Information rela­
tive to tbe culture of the chestnut.

Tbe chestnut cannot be grown suc­
cessfully on heavy clays, wel soils or 
lime stone land. It prefers louse, 
sandy soils, or sueb as has been de­
rived from tbe decomposition of slates 
or shales. In Ohio it is found native 
on the sand ridges, which border on 
tbe lake shore, and on tbe shaly hill­
side of some of the hill counties in 
the southern portion of the stale, but 
never on the'limestones which cover 
tbe western and southwestern por­
tions of tbe state, nor can It be culti­
vated in ibis region with uny prospect 
of success.

Tbe chestnut grows readily from 
tbe seed, but great care must l>e exer­
cised not to permit the nuts to become 
dry. To accomplish this they musl be 
planted as soon as gathered, or else 
must be kept In mulst sand until ready 
to plant. If possible the nuts should 
be planted where the tree Is to stand, 
as tbe chestnut has a long tap-root 
which renders transplanting difficult.

Our native chestnut Is practically of 
but one variety; but the European 
chestnut Is not only much larger and 
finer than tbe American, but has pro­
duced, under cultivation, a number of 
varieties, some of which are highly es­
teemed for the superior quality of 
their fruit. The trees do not grow *o 
large a* tbe American and cornu Imo 
bearing more quickly; the hitler does 
not usually fruit until ten or iwelve 
years old.

Within the pa*t few years species 
from Japan have been Introduced into 
.be United Stales. Unfortunately 
they do not appear to be entirely 
hardy, except In the south and some 
favored localhlea >u the m>ddle»talee. 
They are quite dwarf in habit, pro­
duce nuts larger even than the Euro­
pean, and begin to fFUlt wben u,eJ 
are but four or Ove years old.

While be hud aot 
the advantages of an extensive educa­
tion. nature bad endowed him with a 
giant Intellect, ami by diligent study 
of the Bible and such helps as he was 
able to procure, this. In connection
