First, they ire an example because 
tbey followed tbe right order. Tbey 
did tbe firn thing first. Paul says, 
concerning them, “This they did, not 
a* we hoped, but first gave their own 
selve* to the Lord." You know that 
It spoils even good things when you 
reverae tbe right order In which tbey 
should be dope, and, a* we commonly 
say, put the cart before the horse. 
Did you ever bear of tbe *ervant who 
was told to go and sweep a room and 
then dust It, who went and dusted tbe 
room and then swept It? Sbe did not 
obey her order*, because she did not 
observe the right order. Her work 
might as well have been left undonc. 
Great mischief always comes of de­
parting from Rod's method la spiritual 
things. Do what Christ tells you: and 
do fl as Christ tells you. The»e Mace­
donian believers put tbe first thing 
first. They first gave themselves to 
the Lord, and afterwards they gave 
themselves to tbe churcb of God.

This is the' first thing, because it Is 
I of tbe first Importance. If you are 
Christ's, loin Christ’s people: but tbe 
first thing is, see to it tbat you are 
Christ's. Yield yourself unto him: 
trust In him. This Is the first thing, 
and everything else Is a poor second In 
comparison with It. Dear friend, 
have you given yourself to the Lord? 
Cao you trulv say, “ I am my Lord's, 
and he Is mine; I have by his grace ' 
made sure of that?" Especially you 1 
young people, Who are Just starting 
out in life, let this be your prime care. ' 
May God give you grace lo yield your- 1

Yielding Ourselves to the Lord 
comes first, and Ibus ma tea tbe sec­
ond thing valid. If it does not come 
first, th* secund Is good for nothing, 
if a man gives himself to the church, 
he must nut therefore suppose that be 
bas given himself to Gxl. To give 
himself to the people of God, before 
giving himself to God. will du tbe man 
no good; It will. Indeed, du him a pos­
itive injury. Thu man who acts In 
tms way is either self-deceived, or else

disappointment. * But do nut run 
away with a mistaken Idea of wbat 
Paul meant. Tbough this is one uf 
the unexpected thing* which happen­
ed to blm, It Is different in lu charac­
ter from most of his olher disappoint­
ments. His expectation* were not re* 
allied on. tnls occasion because they 
were exceeded. He was dlsapooinled 
with the churches of Macedonia be^ 
cause they did a great deal more Ibad 
tn ever expected them to db. “ Thi* 
they did,” besas, "not as we hoped 
He had only hoped tbat they would 
give a little, for tbey were nol ricli 
people, aod a little would show tbelr 
generosity io tbe poor saint* at Jeru­
salem. And he was ready to mak* 
much of that little, and thank Golf 
that they were willing to remember 
tbiMe who were more Id want than

yond anything he expected of theni 
Paul bore record that their llberalltf 
was up to the utmost limit of their 
power, "yea, hod beyond their pow­
er." A little from them would have 
been more than a much larger sum 
from richer people. Our gifts are out 
to be measured by tbe amount we 
contribute, but by the surplus kept lb 
our own band. The two mites <>f cne 
widow were. In Christ's eyes, worth 
more than all the other money ca»t 
Into the" treasury: for "she of her 
want did ca-tln all that she bad, e veil

Not only did these Macedonian be­
liever* give much, but they gave it 
willingly. “They were willing <*f! 
themselves." Tnls added fragrutiUe i 
to thelrglft. They needed nu press­
ing or urging: the aposiledid not bavY-

die iho money obi of ihem, nor evop 
U> preach loud and long to arouse 
them lo their du'y. " They were wil­
ling of themselves." I tbauk God that 
you, my people, have ever abounded 
In " the same grace also.” Still, wbdt 
we have done is nothing compared to 
the need which Ue* before us. May 
those who have hitherto been ready to 
bestow their gouds be found even 
mure willing now to contribute to Ilie 
cause of God, and generously give tn 
ward* the spread of the gospel, Ilie 
education <>y ministers, and tbe nreds 
of the orphans! Lei there bo ho nb- 
cessliy laid upon you, except the sweet 
compulsion of love, remembering tbit 
"Qud lovelh a cneerful'giver.” •

But these Macedonians gars mote 
tbnn money: thev gave themselves. 
Haul writes, "They first gave thdr 
own selves to the Lord, and unto as

the churcb, and to himself, and is 
thus a three-fold offender. Yuu have 
nu rlgot to either uf ibe ordinances of 
Cbrlst if you do not belong to him: 
tney are only for believers; and until 
you first gtye yuurself to ihe U>rd, you 
lave no rl^ht to be’reckoned among 
toe people uf God. If you come to the 
Lord's table a* an unbeliever, so tar 
from gelling any good there, you will 
eat and drink-condemnation to your­
self; fur you Cannut discern the Lord’s 
body, and therefore you cannot right­
ly u*e tbe bread and cup which are 
tbe emhlems of hl* broken body and 
puured uut blood. Dear friend, keep 
that Ursi thing first* Give yourself to 
the Lord, aud tnen give yourself to us 
by tbe will ot God.

This Is the first thing, again, be­
cause It lead* toj.be second. 1 do not 
tblnk that these Macedonians would 
ever have tbought^uf giving them 
selves up to the enurct If they bud nut 
Ursi given themselves up to Gud; for 
In those days, jou know, to Join the 
Christian cburch meant enduring 
shame, and persecution, and frequent­
ly death Itself. They bad to steal ' 
away by night to tbe private assem- 
b.iesof tbe saint*; and If ibey Joined 
tbe cburch, and it was once known, 
there would probably soon be tbe cry 
"Cnrlsllaos to the lion*!" and they 
would be taken to the utuphllbeatre 
tlr*t to bo exhibited, and then to be 
devoured by wild beast* Meu did not 
cure atxiut Joining churches In those 
days uu)e«* tbey gave themaelves to 
the Lord. The persecution of Ibe 
early Christians was a wonderful 
means of keeping the churches pure. 
Church*.nicer* then did not need to 
examine those who sought fellowship 
with them as wu are obliged to do, fur 
not many were likely to present ibem- 
seives unleks they loved tbelr Lord 
and bls guHpel bettor than life I tool f. 
Even then some hypocrite* did profess 
to b« tbe Lord's people, though Ihelr 
heart was fur from him. But in ihuse 
toft and Silken day* I would lie the 
more earnest In saying to you, Do nol i 
give yourselves to us, do nut think uf 
joining any Christian cburch, until, i 
first of all, you have given yourselves ■ 
to the Lurd. Make a very searching 
Inquiry lulu your own spiritual stale 
before you offer yuurself a* a candi­
date for cburcb-fellowship Many uf 
yuu du this. 1 have been struck, 
again and again, with tbe fact that 
the results of our special service* lu 
this place are not garnered quickly. 
Sometimes people eume lo- nurn’ier* to | 
Juin us, wbo trace their tlr*t impulse 
tu some special effurl put lurib lo re a 
year ur iwu be'ure. I fear that many 
Wait mu long; but there sbuuid be no 
uudue ha«to io tbe matter. Make 
sure that you are tbe Lord's, tnen I

Ills second proposition Is that 

'Christ was cruel fled in order tbat It 
might-be consistent with Justice for 
God to forgive sin.” The progressive 
unfolding, In Hebrew sacrifice* and 
prophecies, of this gracious provis­
ion Is clearly stated. Reference Is 
made to tbe gradual unveiling of 
tbe truth In our Lord's own word* 
concerning his coming death. He 
said be "came to give hl* life

(v. 16j, supporter of all >v. Hi, ruler of 
all, at least of the church. <v. 18), fi­
nal cause of all. or in himself tbe end 
for which they were created, and are 
kept in existence . v. IB). Summing 
up these relations I’aul (v. Iki ascribes 
to Cbrlst “all the fulness,” comprehen­
siveness and adequacy of relations, 
auPso assures us that it was the will / 
of God "through him to reconcile all 
things unto himself.” Following tbl* 
line of argument, it is suggested tbat 
there "was a much larger participa­
tion by bis divinity In the work of 
atonement than the current theories 
allow." We do not suppose Dr. John­
son would press this thought so far as 
to affirm that the "divinity suffered,” 
or tbat “God died on tbe cross," as 
some have said. There can be no 
question, however, that anything 
short of a divine human sacrifice 
would have lieen Inadequate to the 
exigencies demanding an atonement 
for men. In concluding his able paper 
Dr. Johnson gives what, on tbe basis of 
his survey, seem* to be a summary of 
tbe biblical teaching about the atone­
ment: “The Lord Jesus, by virtue of 
all that he was, and through the to­
tality of bi* service, by hl* leachings, 
hl«-personal influence, his nasaloo, 
resurrection and ascension, has made 
every provision required by the holy 
nature of God and the fallen estate of 
man to deliver men from tbe punish­
ment and the dominion of sin."

This, I mkintaluru a strictly log­
ical argument. I* the logic la bad, It 
will be easy to confute It. But suffer 
me to point out that it Is no answer to 
say that you know of no Baptiste who 
hold It necessary to point out an un­
broken chain of baptisms back to the 
apostles. To say that is to admit pre­
cisely what I tried to establish in my 
book, namely, thal those who bold 
this theory of baptism are fatally in­
consistent, and thaff therefore tbe 
theory is to be presumed wrong.

ihen under very great disadvantages.

camphor directs attention to the varl- 
on< efforts that have heen made to do- 
mMt|eate the tree of China and Japan 
lb the United State*. Several expla- 
nations have been given to account 
fbptbls advance. One theory Is that 
manufacturer* of smokeless powder 
hate used Immense quantities of cam- 
ph dr, another Is that makers of cellu­
loid goods have taken, the surplus 
*toek, and more too; a third explana 
tloh is that the supply of camphor 
and the growth of tbe trees in South 
ern Japan have decreased of late 
years. Whatever the cause mnv be. 
the fact remains that the price of gum 
camphor is now double what It was

Th-' cultivation of the camphor 
trap In this country Is no new thing. 
E’er since the establishment of the 

t Department of Agriculture t hese trees 
have been distributed yearly to a 
greater or less extent. But It Is only 
within the last four or five years that 
catnpbor trees have been sent out in 
Urge numbers. Mr. William Saun­
ders, Superintendent of the Gardens 
at Washington, D. C , states that the 
distribution has averaged 3.000 plants 
annually. Last year something like 
5.000 plants were distributed by tbe 
Department of Agriculture. So It 
Would seem that tbe high price of 
camphor tabs had the effect of redoub­
ling previous efforts tn domesticate 
the tree In suitable localities.

Tbe camphor tree tloiirlshM well In 
several regions of tbe United Stales. 
It grows to a considerable size and 
beauty In those Southern States that 
bolder on tbeGulf. In fact, most of 
the trees have been sent to Florida 
ami Texas, where they answer a good ’ 
purpose as shade trees. Thus far lit­
tle effort has been made to extract 
camphor from tbe branches for com-

There need he no difference between

Tbe ulttYlor motive In domestica­

ting tbe camphor tree In the United 
States Is, of course, wit b the Idea of 
extracting gum for commercial pur­
poses. The supply of trees Is yet too 
limited io try tbe experiment on a 
commercial scale. The Japanese 
method of extracting the gum from 
the wood has been described briefly as 
hulows: After a tree is felled It Is 
cutup Into chips, which are laid in a 
tub or a large Iron pot, partially filled 
with water and placed over a slow Ure. 
Through holes In the bottom of the 
tub steam slowly rises, and. beating 
the chips, generates oil and camphor. 
From the close-fitting cover over tbe 
tub, a baiuboo pipe, leads to a succes­
sion of other tubs with bamboo con­
nections, and the last of these lulls Is 
divided Inta two compart men’s, one 
above the other, tbe dividing floor be- 
iQg perforated with small boles to ah 
low tbe water and tbe oil to pass to 
the lower com pari men t. Tbe upper 
compartment Is supplied with a stray 
1qyer, which catches and bolds the 
camphor In crystal In deposit as It 
passes to tbe cooling process. The 
camphor Is then separated from the 
straw, and packed In wooden lute. 
This is said to tie a slow and wasteful 
method, and, If only to show Ameri­
can enterprise and ingenuity, we might 
mention that, last yearJmproved ma 
chlnery for distilling camphor was 
shipped from Pittsburg to Hlogo, Ja- ,

Tbe Department of Agriculture will 
soon have several thousand plants to 
distribute among Individuals who re­
side in regions where tbe tress aic 
likely to flourish, aud who may apply 
for them.'
