To a pastor offering hourly 
supplication for an enrichment, the 
inquiries about population, proportion 
of Catholic*, co-operation of other 
churches and financial pledges, must 
operate somewhat In tbe nature of a 
wet blanket. Tbe stipulated surren­
der of pastoral Independence for tbe 
time may be necessary, but ought not 
to be. A certain amount of political 
organization to essential to political 
Buocess; but when tbe political ma­
chine Is perfected in all its parts tbe 
ruin of the party is foreordained. No 
less true do we bold it to be that a re­
vival depends upon some buman prep­
aration a* well as upon tbe divine In­
crease; but we feel sure tb»t when the 
former occupies a disproportionate 
share of attention, it* perfection to Ite 
overthrow. The most successful re­
vivals wh ch we have ever seen, those 
of 1867-fi for example, were those In 
which neighboring churches joined 
under the leadership of their own pas­
tors, and united their prayers and 
tbeir labors In the spirit of fraternal 
love. In such services there were no 
surprises to be feared, no eccentrici­
ties to b« excused, no autocracy to be 
endured. If they, the pastors, at­
tracted les* attention they were sub­
ject to fewer criticisms; and tbe vari­
ous churches engaged learned to sup­
plement each other's graces It Is be­
lieved by those most competent to

After a careful examination of the 
forty-sixth annual session of the Lou­
isville Methodist Conference, wblcb 
convened at Cadiz, Sept. 16-21, 18»L 
I And some things worthy of our ad­
miration, and many other things to 
be deplored.
