But serving our generation means 

more than this. It is to be ready for 
the occasion when It comes. In the 
midst of tbe routine of dally life, we 
should, by diligence in duty, prepare 
for whatever may be our future oppor­
tunity, waiting patiently until It 
comes.

Of til the devils, big or little, that 
ever nestered tbe church or beguiled 
the world, that India-rubber imp, "Ex­
pediency," la one ef the worsL He is 
in for "success”—never mind the 
means. He Incites tbe Inquisition as 
a Justifiable means to suppress here­
tics, and then Incites tbe martyr to 
recant and forswear himself In order 
to save his head. Tbe wily Tetxel 
selling bls indulgences to Increase the 
exchequer of tbe Holy See, and the pi­
ous sister, presiding over a grab-bag 
or a donkey party to raise money to 
convert the benighted dupes of Ro­
manism, have bath heard this Imp 
whisper, "It succeeds."

The substratum ot Jesuitism is tbe 
maxim, "The end . Justifies the 
means." There Is no more diabolical 
doctrine than this. It has deluged 
the world !o bloAd In the very name 
of Its Redeemer, and prostituted tbe 
very cross of Christ Into an engine of 
destruction.

That this doctrine Is creeping Insld 
lously Into Protestantism cannot be 
doubted by him who has bad a vision 
of tbe state of things from a spiritual 
point of view. Wo are more and more 
getting the notion Into us that tbe 
commandments of God are of second­
ary Importance when what we conveni­
ently call “necessity" Is involved; and 
we are coming to think what tbe Bible 
says Is of small Import and authority 
when human beadiness and ambition 
are Involved. Tbe old doctrines of 
Sabbath-keeping, obedience to au­
thority, covenant keeping, obedience 
to parents, obedience to husbands, be­
havior In the church, and tbe like, 
have become "effete" Id the opinions 
and Irksome sod intolerable lu tbe 
lives of u great many, and we style tbe 
"decency and order" luculoafed In tbe 
wurd^of God the "Puritanical re­
strain Is” of a set of old fogies and fa­
natics. But we forget that tbe cry of 
"law and order," beard throughout 
the land, has been made necessary by 
those who are themselves In great 
measure responsible for misrule and 
disorganization by means of tbelr own 
and their fathers' disregard of author­
ity and obligation. The man who 
scouts at the fourth oommandment

results!" Is the exultant answer to ev­
ery demurrer, as If .that put an end to 
al) controversy, and justified any 
means and all methods. "To tbe law 
and tbe testimony; if they speak nob 
according to bis word, it la because 
there is no light in them;” and It is 
the most absurd of arguments in proof 
of tbe rightness of some new depart­
ure in religion, that “it succeeds.’’ 
The false propbeta "auoceeded" In do­
ing "many wonderful works," and 
some preached Christ of envy and 
strife In Paul’s day; but that does not 
argue that tbe first were true prophet* 
or tbe last sincere preachers.

We are constantly told by one and 
another that we must hold our peace 
as to criticisms upon tbe methods of 
any man whose efforts are crowned 
with apparent and momentary (or ev­
en real) success. Because some man 
Is converted by tbe blowing of a steam­
boat whistle, Is that a reason why we 
should commend the ministry of a 
man who should quit preaching and 
go to blowing? Because Peter is 
brought to repentance by tbe crowing 
of a cock, does that argue that roos­
ters are a means of grace? One man 
Is converted by being knocked off a 
trestle by a locomotive while he la 
dead drunk, but that would form rath­
er a "dangerous” precedent 1f we 
should attempMto convert the gener­
ality of men In that way. God fre­
quently overrules tbe mistakes of fool­
ish men and the determinate counsel 
of bad ones, as in tbe cases of Ahltho- 
pbel and Balaam; bul that does not 
argue that they were good men, or 
'that their methods were right metb- 
oda. No apparent success can Justify 
a wrong measure or u wrong method.

How to Make Poultry Useful

poultry pay well, but they suboerve 
many useful purpose* on tbe farm 
which are not alway* taken Into tbe 
account. One 1* that they are alway* 
• convenience, and especially so when 
unannounced visitor* drop In when 
there I* no time to send to market for 
meat.

Tbe last statement concede* noth­
ing to tbe whim of those who claim 
that a chicken must be dressed a day 
or two, or looser, before It is cooked. 
That Is s matter of taste, and to eat a 
freshly-killed and well-cooked fowl is 
In much better taste than to eat one 
when the “ game flavor" of decompo­
sition ha* set In. Tbe taste for de­
composing flesh is acquired rather 
than natural, like the relish for the 
nauseating weed, tobacco.

Fowls are rather lawless creatures, 
and the fanner who has no enclosure 
Ip which to confine them on occasion 
will si ways cherish a certain spite 
against them because of their thievish 
ways and unsatisfied appetite*. 
Fence* for live stock can often be dis­
pensed with to advantage, but a fence 
for fowls Is an absolute necessity. But 
they should be fenced In, not fenced 
out, a* Is the usual purpose of a gar­
den fence. A part of each day, while 
crops are growing or ungatbered. they 
should be confined, and really must be 
if tbe owner values his peace of mind. 
Fowls In one's garden, or about the 
front or back door, or on the veranda, 
are an unmitigated nulsanoe. Their 
yard should be a li tile secluded, ample 
in size, Io a dry place, and tbe ground 
can be utilized for fruit trees, and in 
connection with It can Judiciously be 
made the dumping ground for all snrte , 
df vegetable waste, beside such animal 1 
matter a* fowl* like or must hsve for । 
health and growth. Bal what Is most 
to be emphasized Is tbe necessity for 
confinement a part of tbe time each 
day from April until ihAearth freeze*,
