Medicines, embrocations, 
foods, baths, and al) sorts of Inven­
tions are advertised as means of In­
creasing strength. We are all in 
heavenly things so weak, that the 
Idea of being made strong should be 
very attractive to us. Let us learn, 
then, bow others “out of weakness 
were made strong," and let us follow 
on to enjoy their privilege by copying 
their conduct.

Let me ask you to note, first, faith 
makes men strong for holy doing; and, 
secondly, faith makes men strong ter 
patient suffering. We shall go over 
the ground which I marked out In my 
Introduction.

I. To begin with: Faith makes 
men strong tor holy doing. Here, In­
deed, all our strength must come to 
us by faith in tbe tbrlce-holy God.

Tbe first duty of a Christian man to 
to Obey God. Obedience Is bard work 
to proud flesh and blood; indeed, these 
Ingrained rebels will never obey 
through our own effort*. By nature 
We love our own will and way; and It 
gone against the grain for us to bring 
ourselves Into such complete subjec- 
tlon as the law ot tbe Lord requires, 
“Thou shalt love the Lord thy God 
With all they heart, and with all thy 
soul, and with all thy mind.”

Dangerous Quacks.

At a meeting of Chinese Sunday- 
school teachers held In New York a 
Christian Chinaman, a leader and 
teacher among bis people, said to the 
superintendents assembled: "Super 
Intendenu, do be careful In selecting 
your teachers.

We did not claim that Baptists have 
any authority to require others to ac­
cept their Interpretations, but simply 
that they bad found out correctly 
what tbe Bible teaches on those points 
of doctrine and polity which go to 
make up the Baptist faltb. Either It 
la impoMlble to tell what was "the 
faltb once for all delivered to tbe 
Mints,” or else somebody Is likely to 
find It ont. And since all are com­
manded to contend for tbls faith, It 
mast lie within the reach of all to 
learn what It Is, for which tihey are to 
contend.

But the man who Is " con­
vinced In every fibre that the distinc­
tive principles for which Baptista con­
tend are taught in the Scriptures,” 
will be certain to believe that "tbe 
whole of Baptist faith, from alpha to 
omega is essentially and absolutely, 
literally and spiritually, true.”

(2) We would be glad If tbe editor 
would point out what parts ot tbe 
Baptist faith he is not sura are “ lit­
erally and spiritually true.'1 For our 
part we are "convinced in every fibre 
of our being that tbe distinctive prin­
ciples for which Baptista contend are 
taught In the Scriptures,’' and there­
fore we are sure that these principles 
are " literally and spiritually true.”

(3) Here the editor seems to have 
forgotten that he has Just tpoken of 
" the distinctive principles Tor which 
Baptist* contend" as If they were 
well known.

Tbey may be classed as follow*: (ac­
cording to age) 1,080,439 under one 
year of age, 82 over one hundred, 
0,147,565 under ten, the re»t between 
ten and one hundred. According to 
rank: 3,810 nobles, 1,776 gentry and 
37,826.943 common people. Tbe Im­
perial party I* composed ot the nobles; 
tbe gentry Includes those who were 
once the nobles, or those who have 
won this distinction by noble deeds, 
etc., they are the gentlemen. Tbe 
common people are composed of tbe 
laboring classes. Tbey were at one 
time very low, some ot them looked 
upon as brute*. According to occu­
pation, tbe common people may be 
classed as follows: over one-half are 
agriculturalists, next In order are tbe 
trades, then come the artisans. The 
average number of people in one 
house Is 5.08. Tbe whole country is 
densely populated.

; That It is difficult to attain co-oper- 
' atlon, in an Interest so widely extend­

ed, has been amply shown last season 
by tbe Alliance effort to have wheat 
growers withhold their grain from 
market. But, nothing daunted by 
this, three distinct plans have been 
proposed tor attaining the desired end. 
and each of the three has its enthusi­
astic advocates. Oue of these propo­
sitions Is that the acreage of cotton be 
reduced to ten acres to the plow. An­
other Is that every cutton grower 
place one-third of his crop in charge 
of a trust company which shall with­
hold tbe same from market for a 
period of twelve months, after the ex­
piration of which time tbe company 
shall dissolve and return the cotton to 
the growers. The third plan proposes 
that the legislatures of tbe several 
Cotton States shall pass a law requir­
ing each farmer who Intends to plant 
cotton to take out a license for that 
purpose, paying Into tbe county treas­
ury 81.50 for each acre he proposed to 
plant, and a heavy penalty for each 
acre planted in excess of tbe licensed 
number.

The first of tbe plans, If It could be 
carried out, would reduce the crop 
from thirty-three to fifty per cent, and 
would of course have a direct influ­
ence on values not only for that year, 
but for a season or two to come. The 
second plan weuld only be to postpone ■ 
the day of .reckoning. The successor 
either of them would manifestly de­
pend on the voluntary co-operation 
of the entire body of cotton growers— 
an end that It would be Impossible to 
accomplish. Tbe third plan is strong­
ly favored by many, but it seems hard­
ly probable that the legislatures of 
the various States would co-operate 
to such ab extent as to pass such a

law; and if It should be enacted in 
some and hot in others, the effect 
would of couse, be disastrous. Then 
such a measure would strongly excite 
the opponents ut paternalism in gov­
ernment, to say nothing of Ite possi­
ble unconstitutionality, and other as­
pects which need not be discussed 
here.

While In one sense the Interests of 
the producers of a great staple are the 
same, yet the conditions under which 
tbev live and labor are so widely dif­
ferent that a proposition acceptable 
to one would be disastrous to another. 
Each individual must learn for him­
self In the hard and bitter school of 
experience what he may or may not 
wisely do. Whether be may plant 
more cotton or less cotton; more wheat 
or less wheat. It may, and probably 
will, require'repeated lessons to con­
vince the great majority of Southern 
planters that their best Interests are 
not served as long as they remain 
“one-crop" farmers. But they will be 
Anally convinced of this, and then as 
they drop away, one by one, from the 
old Ideas, each one acting individual­
ly and upon bls own conviction, and 
make cotton take only Ite proper 
place In a suitable rotation, or as 
merely one of the crops In an Intelli­
gent system of dlverelfled farming, 
this question of production and val­
ues will right Itself. The develop­
ment of our Southern agriculture, 
which has taken such rapid strides In 
recent years, will go steadily on, and 
upon broader lines than It has done
