No men knows everything, and no 
person know* al) about the Bible, but 
It la frequently observed that some 
who know more of Shakespeare or Ba­
con are selected to leach tbe Scrip­
ture*. Tbe young man or young lady 
Wbo ha* graduated from college with 
honor*, may be les* competent to 
teach tbe truth* of the Bible than one 
who ba* never been able to climb 
higher up tbe ladder of Intellectual 
education than the crow-road* school­
house.

1. The Sunday-ocbuol teacher ought 
to know tbe Saviour.

“ Thal I may know him, ami tbe 
power of bi* resurrection.” Pbil. 3:10. 
Ne one can be considered a safe guide 
who Is nut familiar with the road. 
Those who have gone Into tbe Mam­
moth Cave obviously perceived the 
importance of a guide wbo was famil­
iar with tbe route. Many of lbu»e 
who are taught In sur Sunday-schools 
are In a state of spiritual bliodneM, 
and need to be brought “out of dark­
ness into his marvellous light.” 1 Pel. 
2:0. This work bu both a human and 
a divine side. This is beautifully pic­
tured In tbe three parable* of the lost 
sheep, piece of silver, aod prodigal 
son Tbe two first represent God go­
ing after the sinner by Ibe Gospel and 
Holy Spirit, while tbe latter repre­
sents the sinner turning to the Father 
under these influences.

- this excellent standard, but that is 
c no reason why we should not study 

our lesson with redoubled energy.
, Remember that Hezekiah mull speak 
i aright when tbe people of Jerusalem 
s rest themselves upon his words. O 
f Hezekiah, be not silent whan thou 
: ougbtest to speak; speak not when 
f thou ougbtesl to be silent; and never 
I speak except when the Lord shall 
b open thy Ups, that thy mouth may 
, show forth his praise! Since tbou 
I hast this responsibility that the peo- 
i pie rest upon thy words, be sure to 

give them words solid enough, and re­
liable enough to rest upon. As thou 
bast “wrought that which was good 
and right and truth before the Lord,” 
speak also true and right and good 
words to tbe people; and then It shall 
be well both with them and with, 
thee.

II. In the second place, let us turn 
the other way, and look at the kind of 
people who rest on such a man's words. 
I am not going to praise all these peo­
ple, nor am I going to blame them. I 
wish to use discrimination, and judge 
each case upon Its merits. Sometimes 
Il is the best possible thing for a man 
to rest himself on the words of anoth­
er; but often such a course is a very 
foolish one.

Children do so with tbeir parents, 
and If they have gracious and godly 
parents, they do well to rest them­
selves on their father's or on their 
mother's word. When I was a boy, I 
never doubted what my father I>e- 
lleved. And wben I was under the 1
