stanote. But the poorest teacbei 
could bold the question-book, heai 
the answers given correctly and th( 
Scriptures which bad been memorized 

and sound men. Hence the poorest 
teacher would not unintentionallj 
teach all aorta of heresies, as thej 
have been known to do often wherr 
they are left to teach what thej 
please.

But while the use of the question- 
books which tbe church bad approved 
guarded from the danger of erroneoui 
teaching, yet tbe church was verj 
careful in regard to tbe teachers. Ths 
church members felt themselves to b« 
enlisted soldiers, solemnly bound tc 
do all their duty without shirking. 
Hence tbe teachers were not taken 
haphazard from those who wished a 
class, but they were chosen by tb« 
pastor and tbe superintendent.

When our Lord say* to tbe thief, "This 
day shall thou be with me in para­
dise," some have thought paradise 
must be a different place from heaven, 
tiecause the Lord said afterwards he 
bad not ascended to hl. Fathet. Dr. 
Strong In bl* Systematic Theologv 
says of this: John 20:17: "Touch me 
not for 1 am not yet ascended unto 
the Father,” probably mean,, my 
tiody ba, not yet ascended. The soul 
had gone to God during tbe interval 
letween death and th® resurrection, 
a* la evident frum Loss 21:43, 4«— 
"with mo in paradise.........Father, 
into thy hands I commend my spirit:” 
which last verve I, conclusive a, to 
the ideotliyof Paradise with heaven.

This la also shown In second Cor. 
where Paul use* “third heaven" and 
Paradlae as meaning the same thing. 
The Jew, called tbe air above u« the 
“first heaven,” the sidereal univerae 
Ihe “second heaven.' And Paul tell, 
us that he was “caught up" Into the 
third heaven and Paradise, using lbe 
words Interchangeably.

Paul telle us that to depart Is to be 
with tbe Lord, Stephen, seeing tbe 
opened beawns cried. "Lord Jesus re­
ceive my spirit." Our Lord Is In no 
intermediate place, because the Scrip­
tures tell us “Christ was received up 
Into heaven and sat down at the right 
hand of God,” and they declared also 
be must remain there “till the times 
of tbe restoration of all things." In 
Revelation the souls of the martyrs, 
who are before the Throne of God, cry 
out for Judgment, are given white 
robes and are told to wait till tbelr 
brethren are also sialo. This could 
not be after the end of the world, as

Therefore all men whether pro­
fessors of religion or not should exam­
ine themselves very thoroughly be­

It Is this liability of Insulting God 
to his face by mock prayers so danger-

Study of Unwritten Creeds.

There are quite a numerous and ac­
tive people scattered throughout tbe 
West. A number of their preachers I 
have met during tbe quarter century 
I have labored In Iowa. I have asked 
some of them tor a statement of their 
doctrines; I never received any satis­
factory reply. It was so loose, Indefi­
nite and general: "Our confession of ' 
faith is tbe New Testament;” "that 
book is our creed;" "we reject man’s 
creeds.” Now, such statements are 
too indefinite to meet the demands of 
a critclsm Intent on pushing the lim­
it* of doctrine to the last analysis, the 
“Tbua saltb the Lord.” Tbe Disci­
ple, Uolversallst, Unitarian and tbe 
Adventist, will give the same reply. 1 
Hence, it comes to mean about what- 1 
ever you please. The time may bavq 
been when tbe question, "Do you be 
Heve the Bible?” would be enough to 
ask to determine religious belief.

Inquire, “Wbat else do you believe as 
doctrine besides tbe Bible?"

Without a statement of doctrine It 
is ^necessary to study carefifily the 
representative teachers themselves to 
discover their “light" and then “to

Heve that a man bearing the Word 
and being convinced in judgment of 
the truth of the Gospel by tbe evi­
dence is a proper subject for baptism; 
and In the act of the rite of baptism 
becomes regenerated, and “rises In 
newn|ps of life" a child of grace, 
adopted into the family of God. But 
you Baptists contend that the person 
must be convicted of his sins, recent, 
believe, and enjoy the sense of pardon 
as a prerequisite to the ordinance." 
“Yes,” said I, "you Disciples baptize 
a man to make a Christian of him; we, 
baptize him because we have credible 
evidence that be is a Christian. We 
believe that faith comes by bearing, 
but only God can speak so that tbe 
soul dead in sins can bear. It la 
through the word of God tbe sou! 
bears and with the heart (the affec­
tions) we believe unto righteousness; 
and all the holy prophet* bear witness 
that 'whosoever believes on him eball 
receive the pardon of his sins.’ We 
ask for such experience as the fruit of 
tbe Spirit, meet for repentance to test 
tbe precious material with which to 
build the house'of God for tbe bablta 
tlon of tbe Spirit- You Disciples of 
Alexander Campbell make a serious 
mistake right here at a vital point 
which, as it Is known and seen under 
the light of God's Word, widens the 
chasm between us as bodies of wor­
shipers. There can be no real fellow­
ship but In a return to the truth as It 
is In Jesus, and renounce the teaching 
for doctrines the commandments of 
men, the Roman Idea of baptismal re­
generalion.
