WhlU constitutes bi* calling, bu 
been called, chosen or appointed to it. 
It let position which be bad no right 
or power to.aMume of bls own choice 
Or volition. Hie right to it, and occu­
pancy of it, is by tbe choice and ap­
pointment. of some one having Uat 
right- The President appoint* bl* 
Cabinet, by calling into It whom he 
may Choose. They are called to the 
position, and Uat position wltb its 
service becomes tbeir vocation.

And yet It 
appear* safe to say that no unregene­
rate »oui will ever seek God until be 
to fl lit sought by God, In some of the 
many ways In which divine clemency 
and Compassion seek the lost.

Bat tbe 
biofiaam bads prove invariably more 
tender than the leaf buds, and leave 
us in the lurch where the thermome­
ter drops much below zero. Mr. Hale 
no* offers us In tbe Excelsior what he 
pledges his honor is a true froet-proof 
peach of excellent quality, and decid­
edly prolific. It has been tested by 
many parlies, and I have not yet seen 
one unfavorable report, so Hat I am 
quite confident that we shall not be 
dtoappointed. Tbe peach to not large, 
bat it Is handsome, and of fine flavor. 
It to dot inclined to rot, and bear* an­
nually. These pointe ere Indicative 
of a start in the direction of a race of 
Northern peaches. I have so much 
confidence In the Excelsior that I 
shall plant It at all events. In 1891 I 
had forty trees well filled with peach- 
ea, but. do not expect such a favor oft- 
ener than once In eight or ten year* 
in this climate.

3. "The Japanese Wineberry," over 
which, there has been so much dispute 
and even lawsuit, to now pretty well 
understood, and Is quite well worth 
planting, both for beauty and for 
fruit.: It to a raspberry, and proves 
quite hardy. It grows about as high 
as Cuthbert, with vigorous, strong 
canes, which are covered with reddish 
hairs like mofifi. In fact, the plant 
hM some of the charms of a moas 
rose. The fruit appears In bunches of 
fifty or more; they are till ripe Inclos­
ed in * mossy burr, which bursts open 
at last and shows a very handsome 
seal let berry. This to sweet and juicy, 
and pleasant everyway; on the whole, 
a decided acquisition as a table fruit. 
It Is Mid to be equally m good for can­
ning Md preserving; it ripen* in July 
and August, Md bears splendid crops.

1 The Japanese persimmons should, 
at leaet, be thoroughly tested in all 
parts of tbe country, not seedling* ao 
much aa the enormous Improved and 
grafted stock. -I have recently review­
ed these, and only add that wherever 
this friilt will ripen it will aid to our 
table *nd market fruits one of the 
most valuable acquisitions ot the last । 
quarter of a century. A* a delicious 
dried fruit, I should like to see Ita

addition* to our list m deserve gener­
al notice. The probabilltlee are very 
greatly In favor of Mr. Mumou'c re­
markable eeedllng*, Brilliant, G. W. 
Cambell Md Rommel. Thera must, 
however, be tome really fine pointe in 
new grape* hereafter to render them 
worthy of introduction in comparison 
with what we have In Niagara, Dia­
mond, Worden. Brighton an* Her­
bert.

B. The same 1* true of pear* and ap­
ple*. The list to now ao admirably 
full of superb fruit that tbe effort to 
introduce anything newel high prices 
should not be encouraged. The Idaho 
Is no more than an addition to those 
noble aorta that supply our autumn 
month* with delicious pear*.
