But, br even a 
casual obMrvatlon you may often see 
them wonderfully transformed. For 
instance, Grimalkin and Bruno will 
be eatiog quietly from tbe same disk.

(tally the same view In a ecent ad­
dress before the Baptist Social Union 
of Richmond, saying In effeci./tjlgt in 
the ideal sermon " the local ilkfor ” Is 
so strong that it can never be appro­
priately repeated. The question 
which heads this article is intensely 
practical to every preacher: " Which?" 
Which of these antipodal theories of 
preaching is tbe true theory? If the 
latter, then Dr. Weeton to clearly 
wrong In attributing so much power 
to “the spirituality” of Spurgeon's 
preaching. Instead of being an ele­
ment of strength lb to an element ot 
weakness, and his magnificent pulpit 
and pastoral successes were achieved 
□ot by virtue of It. but in spite of it. 
It be had preached no "great Mr- 
mon. in bls own pulpit.” If be bad 
dealt In the practical rather than tbe 
doctrinal, if he had given the “ local 
flavor” to every utterance of bi. llp^: 
then he would have been a belter 
preacher and pastor and built a better 
church. Who can believe it? To the 
writer It Mems that among the grave 
errors to which our modern pblplt 1* 
peculiarly liable is that of over-much 
adaptation of the Gospel. Beside tbe 
fact that there la. In our time, a great 
clamor for practical preaching as op­
posed to doctrinal, nothing is more 
natural than that a really earnest pas­
tor, brought In daily contact with his 
people, and made acquainted thus 
with their varied spiritual needs 
should feel an intense, and oftUmes 
painful, longing to adjust bls sermons 
to thoM ceeda. But io tbe endeavor

We bave no knowledge of tbe case 
except what the aliove statement 
gives. We reply in a general way by 
saying that for a professed Christian, 
aod a church member to commit forg­
ery, or almost any other crime, does 
not so greatly surprlM us, since men 
may be In the churches who ought to 
be lh prisons. Nor Is It surprising 
that a man, truly a Christian, may, 
under stress of circumstances and In 
strong temptation, be left to commit 
most Immoral and shameful acts, to 
the dlsgraceof the Christian profession 
and as a scandal upon tbe church: yet 
it la a most amazing thing for a church 
to come to tbe rescue of a criminal In 
tbe way tbi. statement declares that 
church did, attempting to justify, or 
at least to excuse, the criminal act.

If there be Just- 
ground for action against others, let 
the charges be properly made, and the 
case prosecuted according to accepted 
rules of discipline, on Ito own merits.

d. No doubt the church would bave 
good ground tor complaint agjlust the 
members who bad led in such unjusti­
fiable a course as Is stated, by which 
the good name of tbe church was dis­
honored But we are Inclined to 
think It would be best to bear with 
them, and let tbe matter pass, pro­
vided those members were quiet, and 
gave no further trouble.

To believe also 
that it is safe to put off a proper prep­
aration for eternity till one thinks he 
bus reached his last sickness, is to be­
lieve entirely too mueb. If one be­
lieves that next week will answer just 
as well us to-day to make his peace 
with God, he lu loitering loo much for 
his own safety and is presumptuous.

There are many who believe that, 
tbey can live in pleasure anil sin all 
their days, even te old age, and than 
with their dying breach »ay, " God be 
merciful u>ue k sinqer." and God will 
change them in "the twinkling of aa 
eye” and receive them Into heaven.

For the «ake of 
putting honor upon themselve* they 
degrade the most majestic of tbe di­
vine attributes. It is not out ot supe­
rior affection for blm than sueb apolo­
gists are making mueb df the paternal 
character of God. It la not for bls 
sake, but for tbelr sake, that they 
dwell complacently updn tbe divine 
mercy. We have a god set before us 
In these days formed out of human 
weaknesses, as the deities of ancient 
mythology were made up of tbe quali­
ties of the men wbo composed them. 
Men turn from the all-perfect Being 
whom revelation sets forth, because 
bis character is too august for tbelr 
comprehension, his attributes too se­
vere for their sentimentality. They 
would drag tbe Deity down to them- 
selve* rather than to rite to a resem­
blance to him.

Perhaps the foremost Characteristic 
of God that men are tempted to dis­
parage is bls justice. They do not 
relish that which i* opposed to their 
enjoyment and to tbe successful issue 
of their purpose*. And:as they have 
a #en*e of guilt and cannot fell to set 
that their conduct brings them into 
conflict with tbe Almighty, since be 
must be offended with tbe violation

were not the righteous Being that he 
it. and then they deny him this essen­
tial quality. By so weak a process is 
it they create a god to their liking.

Our moral decisions convict and con­
demn him: be to a culprit and a guilty 
oom Justice stands for the defence

throw the conspiracies of the bad 
power* of darkness, though they may 
for a while prosper. There is some­
thing lu all this which we admire.
The moral senserof every man pro­
nounce* the excellence of this nobleat 
virtue.

It is excellent In God. It is an nt 
tribute that goes to make him tbe 
lovely Being that ne to. What should 
we think of one at the head of the
universe who bad no sense of Justice 
and no disposition to secure lu ends? 
We should feel that the universe was 
in unsafe bands. We should tremble 
at the thought of tbe woe* that might

sense of security and repose that our 
God is a God of justice. We rank this 
attribute among tbe first that Inhere 
in bis nature. Even those who now 
dread the justice of God would dread 
the Injustice of a malevolent being 
more. It is a comfort that “with 
righteousness shall be Judge the world 
and tbe people with equity."

2. Justice Is an attribute essential 
to tbe complete revelation of God. 
All wbo acknowledge that there is a 
God recognize his power, wisdom, 
goodness, truth, mercy—everything 
but bis justice. This quality some 
men deny to God: if they do not deny 
It, they degrade It. But why? Sup­
pose that be were not Just; sunpose 
that be were either indifferent to 
right and wrong, or were wholly un­
just- Would be tben be such a Being 
that bls subjects would trust him aod 
love him? Would the holy have con­
fidence in blm? Would even tbe un­
holy have any assurance that they 
would not be treated worse than they 
deserve? Would, it tend to promote 
order that all moral distinction* 
might be obliterated at any time? 
Would not the power of God become a 
terrible attribute, because It might be 
wielded for tbe subversion of tbe 
right? His indifference to what is 
Just would suggest sod breed distrust 
and disaster.

God is revealed to us as tbe King of 
tbe universe, as tbe Judge of men. It 
were * dishonor to him to omit the 
quality of Justice in any estimate of 
bis character, in any statement of bis 
perfections. It was a kingly conclu­
sion, uttered by a king: “ He that rul-

the excellence and lovxlixem of 
JUSTICE AB AN ATTRIBUTE OF OOD.
1. Ju*lice ranks high from It* own 

inherent character. In tbe old my­
thology of Greece tbe goddess of Jus­
tice sat by tbe side of Jupiter. The 
highest seat in HeaVen was not too 
high for her. In all lands the tribu­
nals of justice i« next In sanctity to 
tbe altars of religion., Tbe exact 
scale* are a symbol next tn boMr^o 
Ibe cross. When a profligate spirit 
amongst any people baa swept away 
the muniment* of socletj, along with 
tbe sanctity of home and tbe venera­
tion of tbe temple baa gone tbe rever­
ence for the judiciary. In tbe degen­
eracy of Athenian glory, When one in- 
slltuUon>fter another sank from the 
regard of men, last of ail went down 
the sublime Areopagus, and that sig­
nalised the fall of state: and people. 
The sense of what was proper amongst 
that eminent people Invested the 
judges ofothelr supreme court with a 
personal saeredneas, and they were to

The first excellence In a Judge is 
that he be just. We admire that pass­
age in the life of Aristides lu which, 
when he was judge in a.cert* Id case 
and tbe accuser began to tell of the 
wrong* which tbe accused bad done to 
Aristide*, he Interrupted him with the 
remark: “Tell of tbe wrongs which 
be has done to you; for 1 sit here to 
dispense Justice to you and not to my­
self." It Is tbe glory of God, as the 
Ruler and Judge, that be Is Infinitely 

(Just; that he administer* bl* govern­
ment with no respect of person* and 
with an undevlacing regard to tbe 
principle* of equity. This give* honor 
and steadfastnes* to bl* throne. This 
exalte him to tbe undisputed place of 
rightful Governor and Disposer of 
men. This gives symmetry and dig­
nity and glory to tbe revelation which

Therefore, the 
ills of life, If such there be; therefore,

Indeed everywhere and always visible; 
but not alone. Wrath aod threaten­
ing are Invariably mingled with the 
love; and in the utmost solitudes of 
nature, the existence of bell seem* to 
me a* legibly declared by a thousand 
spiritual utterances, as that of beav-

compensated for by the repose which 
he ever finds in faith In God.

This sense of tbe divine Justice 
gives solace in the trials of tbe world- 
There are some things of wblcb we 
cannot well endure the sight, wrongs 
for which there is no remedy; crimi­
nal* whom no human statute* can 
reach; sufferers whom no present leg­
islation can redress. It is a comfort 
to every right-minded person that the 
appeal, in all these cases, is to a su­
preme tribunal, from which there Is 
no escape and whose decisions will be 
exactly right. It is this thought that 
keeps good men from repining at tbe 
delay of divine justice: that animates 
tbe martyrs whose souls from under 
tbe altar cry for the speedy recom­
pense. We know that Justice will be 
maintained: that right will be event­
ually enthroned: that every wrong 
will be visited with Inflictions from 
an even hand. So we are made happy

thankfulness on the unfolding ot the 
flower, and tbe falling of the dew, and 
the sleep of tbe green fields In tbe 
sunshine; but tbe blasted trunk, the 
barren rock, tbe moaning of the bleak 
winds, the roar of the black, merciless 
whirlpools of the mountain streams, 
the solemn solitudes of moors and 
Mite, tbe continual tadingof all beauty 
into darkness, nndwf all strength into 
dust, have these no language for us? 
We may seek to escape tbelr teaching 
by reasonings touching tbe good 
which Is wrought out of all evil, but 
It Is vain sophistry. Tbe good suc­
ceeds to tbe evil as day succeeds to 
tbe night, but so also tbe evil to tbe 
gsod. Gerizim and Ebal, birth and 
death, light aod darkness, heaven and 
bell, divide the Mjstence of man and 
bis futurity."

It is told of a stern, yet loving, mag­
istrate of Rome that, when bls soo 
had committed a crime the punish­
ment for wblcb was tbe low of the 
eyes, be caused one of bis own eyes to 
be put out that one of bls son's might

law. It demand* perfect obedience. 
It imposes death a* tbe penalty ot sin. 
Tbe law, with it* announced penalty, 
God, a* a just God, must sustain. The 
uobellever In Chriat must, therefore, 
meet the penalty. There is no re- 
course. Divine Justice demands the 
punishment of tbe guilty. It will in­
flict on no one more than be deserves.

Men feel—they wish to feel—that 
they are to meet a God of mercy. They 
are to meet a God of Justice. Every 
day now they are meeting a God of 
mercy. W 1th the teoderest solicitude 
be offers them salvation purchased at 
an infinite price. But Christ * great 
atonement is for one world only. Not 
a solitary proof 1* there in nature, tn 
reason, in Scripture, that tbe Saviour 
offers bi* mediation beyond thl*. 
world. There Is no revealed doctrine 
of restoration. Annihilation Is de­
rogatory of Godbead and Is the climax 
of absurdity. They wboare not saved 
In tbl* life go away Into eternal pun­
ishment.

Human law does not spare the crim­
inal* wbo strike at the order and wel­
fare of society. Yet men tell u* that 
the divine law has no suitable penalty 
for those who wickedly break It.

Take 
that away, and God to changed, bls 
glory Is shrouded, we arc left In or­
phanage. But with It, we have hope 
under all Ills. There is peace and 
brightness before us, aod we may rest 
confidingly under ihe arm that is 
strong, aod strong only for the right.

5. Justice admit* the exercise of 
mercy. There Is a school of theology 
wblcb sets tbe justice and mercy of 
God In hostile array, as though one 
were the foe of the other, and as 
though the two could not exist to­
gether. But the biblical theology al­
lows no rivalry between these two car­
dinal attributes of God. It give* them 
an equal place. In perfect harmony. 
It exalt* tbe Justice, It exalt* a* well 
tbe mercy of God. Men reason incor­
rectly. Because strict Justice and 
mercy are koompatlble in human 
governmet^/tbey argue they must be 
in tbe divine government. But Ibe 
glory of tbe dispensation under whicb 
this world Is placed is that he who 
rules It to “ a lust God and yet a Sav­
iour." Were tbe Justice of tbe Al­
mighty so bounded that mercy in any 
form could not be granted to men, our 
history would be pitiable Indeed. 
Were there no way in which life could 
be granted to sinners without conflict­
ing seriously with the divine law, we 
should be In unrelieved despair. But

3. Justice guards the manifold In­
terest* of tbe divine empire. In a 
broad land like ours, reaching into va­
rious zones and across many parallels 
of longitude, It is a matter of great 
solicitude with tbe government so to 
enact and administer law that equita­
ble Securities shall be provided for 
each state and for the collective na­
tion: that the interests of all shall be 
protected and built up alike, no one 
portion being favored to tbe injury of 
another. In securing this adjustmentof 
diverse interest* 1* the greatest tri­
umph of statesmanship. A partisan 
politician, a sectional legislator, cannot 
rise to that generalisation, to that bar- 
moo ions combination of manifold 
claims, which is the ripe fruit of tbe 
study of tbe national statesman. Jus-

lust tod still tbe justifier of men.
Pardon Isa doubtful right In human 

government. If the law be Just, the 
escape of tbe criminal, through the 
clemency of tbe executive, only weak­
ens It. Clemency to tbe criminal may 
be cruelty to tbe citizens. Still a gov­
ernment of law should not be an Iron 
tyranny. There are cases In which 
pardon, though it break the letter,

All citizens of Rowe as they beheld 
tbe father with one eye extinguished 
must have felt that be honored the 
law and would not have It broken 
with Impunity. And so will tbe 
Cross of Christ, in all the worlds to 
which the story nf redemption shall 
lie borne, ever be regarded as tbe 
proof of God's supreme esteem for 
bi* law. God himself, in the person 
of Christ, went into the place of suf­
fering that tbe sinner might be 
spared. The guilt of trangresslon Is 
shown not less lu the endurance of 
Christ than it wsuld have been In tbe 
Infliction of the penalty upon those 
wbo are saved by him. Tbe ends of 
Justice are secured. Justice is tbe 
minister of mercy. Mercy is tbe min­
ister of Justice.

6. Justicedemands the punishment 
of tbe guilty. Under tbe economy of 
grace It demands the punishment of 
the finally impenitent. It 1* a strange 
Infatuation that has seized some 
minds, sensible on every other sub- 
lect, that there is no suitable punish­
ment of sin hereafter. They claim 
that God is too good to Indict merited 
penalty; that tbe doctrine of eternal 
punishment is a censure upon bis 
fatherhood; that bell has no place 
under tbe divine administration. But 
sin is here, and suffering is here. Sin 
cause* suffering now, and the penal­
ties of wrong-doing are before our 
eye* everywhere. The hardest prob­
lem is not to account for bell and fu­
ture punishment, but It Is to account 
tor sin and suffering at all. Under 
the government of a supremely good 
and powerful God, why Is there sin

profound fact to be explained. We 
do not need to go into the future to 
criticise what may be there; to an­
nounce a law of ethics for eternity. 
We are confronted by a vaster matter 
here aod now. Account for sin and

sueb cases are exceptional. For this 
world, into which sin ba* entered. In 
wblcb, by a strange fatality, every 
man Is a sinner, God has devised an 
atonement of such a character that, 
on tbe one band, tbe majesty and 
sanctity of bls law are vindicated, 
and, on the other hand, a full pardon 
can be granted to sinners who em­
brace tbl* divine provision. By this, 
" Mercy and truth are met together: 
righteousness and peace have kissed 
each other."

And when the 
only charge to be brought sgalnst a 
man is hts faithfulness to God, earth 
and hell cannot injure him.

"Then the king commanded and they 
brought Daniel and ease him into the den 
of lions."—Darius was tenderly attach­
ed to hl* great prime minister, and 
knew bow to value his service* to the 
empire.

Sweet corn and pop corn are often 
planted in the same Held with the 
main crop. If the prevailing summer 
winds are from the West, plant these 
on the west side of the Held If you de­
sire to prevent them from mixing. Of 
course, the main crop will be slightly 
mixed With tbe others, but only for a 
few rods adjoining them.

Many place considerable-reliance on 
the pumpkin crop grown with the 
corn, while other* will not allow a 
pumpkin to be grown In thecorn field. 
Should you live near a good market, 
you may Und mure profit in growing 
winter squubes in connection with 
tbe corn, as a load of them will com­
mand ten times tbe price of pump­
kins, and their keeping qualities will 
allow you to dispose of them in win­
ter if you deem tbe fall price too low.
